over her bow into the water. Three
lives were lost; several injured and all
who got off with their lives were
drenchad to the skia and badly fright-
ened.

In a few minutes the
boat was ag¥ound, and the passengers
were going over her bow.  He let his
wife down into the water and jumped
in himself. He could not find her in
the water, but on looking around saw
her standing on the shore.. He then
[ helped .- Mrs. Samuel Fowler, who
was from the same place as himssif,
All three got ashore without sustain-
ing any injuries. They were very
wet.

Daniel Starkey, Steward of the boat,

Eva, Morrell, who -was drowned, and
Alma Murdock were asleep within
their ~rooms -when the: alarm was
made. They happened to have gsthe
‘keys. which opened the :doors lea«!mg
from their rooms to the deck. The
smoke awakened them. They unlock-
ed the doors quickly and ran along the
deck to the stern, where Miss Morrell
jumped off, although Capt. Day told
her not to.  Miss Murdock was taken
off in a boat.. The little Rowan boy,
he sald, jumped out ‘of Mr. Aiken's
arms into the water, and nothing more
was. seen of him afterwards.  Miss
Rowan, the boy’s aunt, went almost
frantic. over the affair.. She had
brought him out from his home in the
old country for a visit.

Most of the passengers were on the
saloon deck. The order was given for
all- to go forward, for there the water
was not deep enough to drown any-
one. If ths accident had occurred a
little above or below where it did
everybody on board would probably
have lost their lives.

The fire started amidships, near the
engine room. It is not known what
caused it. Herman Allen, the engin-
eer, sent his son George, who was fir-
ing, below to turn on the donkey en-
gine, but he no more than got down
there when the flames were raging al-
most everywhere through the boat,
and his father called him back. Both
got off the boat safely.

Mrs, Griott, the cook was In the
Cook room when the fire broke out.
She broke the screen out of her win-
dow, and got out on the guard. ¥From
there she got to one end of the boat,
and thence to the water, ultimately
reaching the shore in safety. She is a
Woman of about 60 years of age.

A woman was on board who had four
small children, and all got on land
without being injured in any way.

Although several were determined
to jump when the fire first broke out
and the boat was in deép water, many
were determined to stay aboard after
she was aground, and there was only
about two to three feet of water to
jump into. One woman was told to
get up on the rajl to be ready for a
boat, and just as soon as she got there
a man shoved her overboard. She
was. determined not to leave the ship,
and that, the man considered, was the
easiest way to get her off.

A valuable horse and carriage were
taken off the boat a few miles above
the place of the accident. Both would
have been consumed had they been
on board when the fire broke out.

Miss Morrell asked to have Saturday
off, but as it was a very busy time she
was refused permission.

Capt. Solomon Weldon of the tug
Champion said he was anchored in the
river dust opposite the Weston when
the fire broke out. Repairs were be-
ing made on the engine. He sung out
“Pire” and ordered the boats to be
lowered to go to ' the assistance of
those on the burning steamer. Inside
of four or five minutes she was
aground, and people were jumping over
her port side into the water. The men
from the Champion did all they could
to render assistance with their boats.
‘Within 80 minutes the Weston was
burned to the water’s edge. He under-
stood there were about 86 passengers

on board, The tug Champion brought
some of the injured and one dead body

- SEVERELY ' INJURED.,
George Stack, the Well Known Junk
Dealer, Victim of Explosion.

George Stack of Germain street, the
well known junk man, had a new ex-
perience Saturday afternoon, even for
him. The gentleman in question had
been out on the harbor in a small boat
with the intention of visiting an old
friend om: board of a schooner anchor-
ed in the stream. While returning Mr.
Stack headed his boat up towards
Reed’s Point wharf along on the out-
side of the railway extension. All of
a sudden Mr. Stack was considerably
alarmed by an explosion in connection
with the blasting operation being pro-
secuted in the breaking up of the str.
Lake Superior. Mr. Stack has been all
over the world and has heard explos-
-fons in’ all"ports, “but heé says’ this one
exceeded In noise and viciousness any-
thing he ever heard before. Thrown
by this particular blast a large junk of
iron landed in Mr. Stack’s boat. It
alighted on one of the thwarts of the
craft and made an indentation in the
thick board which showed that it
must have been a heavy thing and
have descended from quite -a height.
‘When it struck this part of the boat’s
fittings it turned it commpletely over
and then descended to the bottom of
the boat, where it made another hole.
But Mr. Stack had one of his fest
about this locality and his ankle suf-
fered severe injury.- Mr, Stack was
brought ashore in his boat by friends
and  Drs. Daniel and Travers attend-
ed him. The junk of iron after dam-
aging the thwart and the bottom of
the boat and hurting Mr. Stack’s an-
kle, jumped out of the craft and has
not since been seen.

MONCTON AFFAIRS.

MONCTON, - Sept. 20.—A contract
has been let for the construction of a
railway from the coal mine at Beers-
ville to Adamsville, on the I. C. R,
and the first sod will e turned on
Tuesday. The  contractors, who are
Brown Brothers, have engaged to have
the road completed and ready for op-
eration by the first of January next.
In the meantime there is about a thou-
sand tons of coal at the mine awaiting
transportation,, and the management
intend to open another main level’at
once in order to be able to greatly in-
crease the output as soon as the rail-
way is completed.

Tug Powerful Arrives with
the Schooner

> &

Foster Rice from Bermuda—Had a
Big Cargg of Molas$es Consigned
to L. 6. Groshy of This City
—1Had a Hard Trip.

The tug Powerful, Capt. Riley, ar-
rived here Saturday from. Béfmuda
with the dismasted schooner Foster
Rice in tow. The Foster Rice} which
is commanded by Capt. Brinton, left
Arroyo, P. R., on July 12th with a full
cargo of molasses for L. G. Crobby.
The schooner had variable weather for
several days, and on July 24th met
with a hurricane, the worst the cap-
tain or any of his crew ever saw, At
the start of it there was a strong
breeze from the southeast, and it was
impossible to carry much of the can-
vas. - All that was kept on was the
storm trysail. At 3 p. m.’'that day the
wind dropped off and no headway
could be made. Heavy seas prevailed.
At 4 p. m. the wind shiftéd to the
north, and ‘every minute it increased
in speed. ' It soon attained' a hurri-
cane strength. The Rice lost her fore-
mast and' her mainmdst’ about half
way down to the deck, and her 3ib-
boom with all her upper 'sails. Ote -of
the erew, Frank' Hicklin, had one of
his legs Dbadly injured. All the light
sails were carried away. The féresafl
and mainsail, which were furled up,
were kept on board. THe weather then

‘| prevailing kept: up till' 7 p. m. and then

it moderated, but the heavy seas con-
tinued -for hours. . Hvery sea went
over the schooner and washed every-
thing movable from ‘the deck.  The
captain and-his crew had a hard time
of it. The wreckage was cleared away
the night after the hurricane. Noth-
ing could be ‘done till the next day,
and then the trysail and foretopsail
were attached to.whatyremained of the
mainmast. From the 24th till the 26th
these sails were used and fine weather
was experienced. On the 20th the
Pickford & Black str. Ocamo came up
with the Rice in_ lat. 37.24, lon. 64.10.
about: 320 miles ffom Bermuda., The
Ocamo towed the schooner to.Ber-
muda. The hull 6f the Foster Rice is
all right. She is oWwned by Pickles &
Mills of Annapolis, and is insured, as

11s also her cargo.

The Foster Rice was brought hére
by the Bermuda tow boat Powerful,
Captain Riley, which is one of the
most powerful tugs on this side of the
Atlantic. The Powerful is of the fol-
lowing dimensions: = Length of keel,
115 feet; beam, 21 feet, and depth, 12,10
feet. She was built at Hull and is
one of the bast wreckage boats in use.
She is fitted with“triple expansion en-
gines and is fixed at 600 horse power.
Her pumping capacity for wrecking
business is complete, She has a ten-
inch towing hawser which was
used in ‘bringing the Foster Ricé up
here.

The Powerful left Bermuda with the
Rice 'in tow on Monday last and had
good weather all the way up till Fri-
day, when off Seal Island. When the
mouth of the By of Fundy was reach-
ed the weather cleared up and the
Powerful had no trouble coming up the

bay.

The Powerful is the vessel which had
the misfortune to lose the British
monitor Scorpion, which she was tow-
ing up here from Bermuda, but Capt.
Riley was mnot In the steamer then.
Since he has had command of the
Powerful another  British warship, the
Urgent, was brought up by her from
Jamaica to Boston. ' On that voyage
the Powerful had considerable d@mage
done to her port:side rail. The repair
of this part of the ship will probably
be done here.

Thousands ot people in Russia have
for years looked upon the Grand Duke
Vladimir as d¢heir - next Czar— ever
since the imperial nursery began to be
filled with a spccession of girl babies
and never a boy, and later.as-it began
to ‘be- whispered about that the Grand
Duke Michael Alexandrovitch, the
Czar’s: brother, had numerous diseases
which were kept - secret, but which
might carry him off at any time. If
he was quite well, why did. he.not
marry ? the people have been asking
for several years. Last year it was
said ‘he was to marry the Duchess
-Cecile Augustine Marie, of Mecklen-
burg-Schwerin, but nothing came of it.

The heir apparent has almost never
been seen in public, and although he
iis mearly twenty-five he has never had
‘his own establishment like the other
men of the imperial family, even those
|Yyounger and less important than him-
iself. The reason the people have given
'is that he is a weakling.

RUSSIAN PEOPLE'S IDEAL.

\. The Russians would be glad to see
Vladimir on the throne. He is big and
'handsome, over six feet tall, a splen-
idid soldier, brave and reckless., He is
at present commander-in-chief of the
army. He doesn’t care a rap what the
,people think of him; is rather bored by
ihis position, to tell the truth. But the
Russians adore him on that very ac-
count. Their Czar is their god, not
made of the same flesh and blood as
themselves. He can do no wrong ac-
Jeording to their notions. And they
like to think of him as majestic, even
iterrible at times. They don’t like the
'present Czar any the better for his pa-
icific ideas and his humility. They don’t
'understand such things from the Czar.
They would welcome Vladimir because
‘he would bring back the “race of
glants,” as they call the men of Alex-
lander II.’s and Alexander III'S family.
WAll the Czars that the people remember
Iwere head and _Shoulders taller than
‘ordinary men. The preseht little Czar
.puzzles them. His' brother is tall
tenough, but he is too sickly.

The Russians would welcome the
Grand Duchess Vladimir, or the Grand
Duchess Marie Paviovna, .as’'she is
‘known, for their Czarina for the same
reasons that they would welcome her

usband. She is royal in appearance,
tall and stately, and beautiful even
‘now, although she is a grandmother.
She was a German princess of the
‘house of “Mecklenburg-Séhwerin,  and
;When she married the sonof Alexander
dI. of Russia she refused to become a
g:nember of the Greek church. She still

And the Grand Duchess has three
8ons, strong, healthy fellows. The old-
est, Boris, was in America a year ago,
avhere he indulged in numerous high
Jinks. The Russians have not yet re-
covered from their astonishment that
the Americans should have expected
the Grand Duke Boris to g0 through
their country and behave himself as if
he were an ordinary individual, He
and all his family are Quite exempt
from ordinary laws,

Both the Grand Duke and the Grand
Duchess Viadimir have the knack of
doing things in an imperial way that
Dleases the people. The bresent Czar,
and the Czarina especially, do not
seem to know how to play the role.
One day the Czarina astonishes every-
body by spending a fortune on one
gown. The next day she gets the mil-
liners from St. Petersburg to bring
ther out the newest styles, and then
thas her own maids take the patterns
“off for her, so, that the hats can be
made at home. She designs her own
‘gowns, the setting for her Jewels, the
patterns for her furs. Her subjects
would think this very clever; but she
%akes it off the bili! - ;

| THEIR MAGNIFICENT PALACH,

* The Vladimirs have noné too much
money, but they live in splendid state,
make no pretentions to economy and
entertaln on .a gorgeous scale, Their
the “palace quay,” wheére most of the
exalted personages live—grand dikes,
embassadors and the like. But their
house makes a more imposing appear-
ance than the others, with the double-
headed eagle of the imperial family in
bronze over the entrance, and a gen-
eral air of magnifieence about it. It
was built for the Grand Duke when he
brought his wife to St. Petersburg as
a bride, and it is one of the finest and
most comfortable palaces in Russia.
It was decorated by native artists and
“ by others brought from France and
Italy. ;

Entering by the principal entrance,
you go up a broad stairway of Italian
marble, with a marble nymph on either
side, peeping at you from behind green
foliage, and where long mirrors give
you back your image framed in flow-
ers. There are rare Gobelin tapestries
et the landing above, and the drawing-
room is splendid, with;the ceiling in
-wood encrusted '‘heavily with gold,
which alone cost more than $3,000.

In different rooms
there are rare collections of old Rus-
slan things, but the banqueting room
is the only room purely Russian, A
porcelain stove.reaches almost to the
celling, elaborately painted in the half-
eastern, half-western style of the Rus-
sian artists, The ceilings and walls
are covered with woods from the Rus-
sian forests, and there are magnificent
| paintings of native scenes.. A massive
long table extends from end to end of

dinners and the annual gatherings
around the Christmas tree. The grand
duchess, being a German, makes much
of Christmas.

There are several ball rooms divided
by rows of pillars, and a music room
at the back in white ' and gold, with,
painted cupids on the ceiling carrying’
garlands -of roses. Many a gay mas-
querade has been danced in the palace,
and there are souvenirs of them all
through the private apartments of the |
different members of the family, espe-
cially in those of the grand duchess.
She las taken up the fad for photo-
graphy, and in her Moorish room,
where she receives only her intimate
friends, theére is & great colléction ‘of
royal - photographs filling one whole
corner of the room, but not as one
would sée the people at court or in
their pictures sold in the stores.

There sits the Czar smiling like a
boy, and the Kuiser, moustache and
military swagger, lounging in & care-
less attitude; the Queen of Portugal as
gay as a girl; even the melancholy.
Czarina radiant and animated, and
the Czar Alexander III. as a dashing
young officer. :

The Grand Duchess has a number of
sitting reoms
other. The largest (is hung with pink
brocade and furnished in Louis XV.
style. There she receives most of her
friends, and writes her letters at a
commodious desk, with a telephone at
her elbow. Beyond the Moorish room
is an Italian room, and anotheér room
where she paints.

She is a woman of many accomplish-
ments, but is most famous for her
hunting, being one of the best shots
;among the royal women of Europe.
She takes great pride :in her marble
bathroom, built after the celebrated
baths in the imperial palace of Pet-
erhof. It is big enough for a com-
fortable swim, and she takes one every
morning, even in the coldest weather.

The family coat-of-arms and the
Grand Duke’s monogram — the Rus-
sian B is the same as our V — are
done in gold in the hall and above the
entrance to the rooms. It is carved
in the mantels above the comfortable
American fireplaces, woven in the
magnificent rugs on the floors, or set
in beautiful stained-glass windows.

One could write a book about this
lovely palace, the winter garden, the
wonderful library, the . numerous pri-
vate rooms of the Grand Duke Viadi-
mir reached by a separate stairway
froin the street, and a house quite by
itself. He has a large collection of
antique armor,, very valuable, But
his own rooms are plain, with swords
hanging at the foot of the bed — the
rooms of a sold{er. Then each of the

‘where he can entertain his friends as
quietly or as noisily as he chooses, and
the rest of the household will never
know the difference,

The Grand Duchess Viadimir is one
of the great leaders of society, of
course, and'in winter she gives small
balls, which are very exclusive and as
brilliant almost as the court balls, But
when she goes to the German or
French watering places in the summer
she is rather democratic, as is also the
Grand Duke. They both like Ameri-
cans, and introduced the American
game of poker to St. Petersburg.

CHAMBERLAIN'S LETTHR.

An extremely interesting feature of
Chamberlain’s letter is the following
statement concerning a preferentital
tarife: g

“For the present at any rate a pre-
ferential agreement with our colonies
involving any new duty, however
small, on articles of food hitherto un-
taxed, even if accompanied by a re-
duction of taxation on other articles
of food equally universal in their con-
sumption, would be unacceptable to
the majority of the constituencles,

“However much we may regret the
decision, however mistaken we may

| think it, no good government in a

democratic country can ignore it.

“IL feel, therefore, that as an immes-
diate practical policy the question of
preference to the colonies cannot be
pressed with any hope of success at
the present time, although there is a
very strong feeling in faver of the
other branch of fiseal reform, which
would give fuller discretion to the gov-
ernment in negotiating with foreign
countries for a freer exchange 6f com-
modities and which would enable our
representatives to retaliate if no con-
cession was made to our just demands.

“If, as I believe, you share with this
view, it seems to me that you will be
absolutely justified in adopting them
as the policy of your government, al-
though it will necessarily involve some
changes in its constitution.

“‘As secretary for the colonies dur-
ing the last eight Years, I have been
in a speclal sense the representative
of the policy of a closer union, which I
firmly believe to be equally necessary
in the interests of. the colonies and
ourselves.

“I believe it is possible today, and
mayy be impossible tomorrow to make
arrangements for such a union. I have
had unexampled opportunities of
watching events and appreciating the
feelings of our kinsmen beyond the
seas,

“I stand, therefore, in a \ifferent
position to any of my colleagues, and
I think that I should justly be blam-
-ed if I remained in office and thus for-
mally accepted the exelusion from my
political programme of so important a
part thereof.

“I think that with absolute loyalty
to your government, and with no fear
of embarrassing it in any way, I can
best promote the causé I have at
heart from the outside, and I ecan-
not but hope that in a perfectly inde-
pendent position my arguments: may
be réceived with less prejudice than
,would attach to those of a party lead-
er,

“Accordingly I would suggest that
you limit the present policy of the
government to an assertion of our
freedom in the case of all commercial
relations with foreign countries, and
that you should agree to my tender-
ing my resignation of my present of-
fice to his majesty and devoting my-
self to the work of explaining  and
popularizing these principles of im-
perial union, which experience has
convinced me are essential to our fu-
ture welfare and prosperity. Yours
very sincerely,

“JOSEPH CHAMBERILAIN."

BALFOUR REPLIES,

The first portion of this letter re-
fers to Mr. Chamberlain’s first speech
on the subject at Birmingham and
Mr. Balfour's reply to the corn tax de-
putation.

Mr. Chamberiain says that neither
of them was intended to provoke a
purely party controversy. He points
out the unyielding opposition of the
liberdl party, which “scouted the idea
that a system generally accepted in
1846 could possibly require modifica-
tion in 1903. Meanwhile the advocates
of the reconsideration were at 4 great
disadvantage owing to the admitted
differences of opinion inside the party.
The political organization of the party
was paralyzed.”

Mr. Chamberlain declares that an
unscrupulous use has been made of the
old cry of “the dear loaf,” and that
serious prejudice has been created. In
the rest of the letter he goes briefly
over the same ground regarding pro-
tection as did Mr. Balfour in his re-
cent statement. :

Mr. Balfour, in a letter to Mr. Cham-
berlain dated Sept. 16, explains' that
he did not reply earlier because he
knew he would soon have an oppor-
tunity of talking over the important
issues with which the letter deals.
‘“Therefore this reply rather embodies
the resulfs of our conversations than
adds anything new to them.”

Mr. Balfour continues:

“Agreeing as I do with you that the
time has come when a change should
be made in the fiscal canons by which
we bound ourselves in our commercial

cabinet seats a»d two ar more under-
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dealings . with other governments, it
seems paradoxical indeed that you
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should leave the cabinet at the same
time that others of my colleagues are
leaving it who disagree on the very
point with us both,

“Yet I cannot but admit that there
is some force in your arguments in
sBupport of that course, based as they
are.upon your special and personal re-
lation with-that portion of the contro-
versy which deals with colonial pre-
ference. ;

“You have done more than any man,
living or dead, to bring home to the
citizens of the empire the conmsoious-
ness of imperial obligation and inter-
dependence between' the various frag-
ments into which the €ipire 8" geo-
graphically divided.”

CLOSER FISCAL UNION.

“I belfeve you to be right In iolding
that this intérdependénde Should find
expression in our ¢ommercial as well
as in our political and military rela-
tions. I believe with you that a closer

try and the colonies would benefit the
trade of both afd thatiAf suéh- closer
union- could ‘be established on fitting
terms its advantage to both parties
would increase with years and as the
colonies grew in wealth “and popula-
tion. % : :

“If there lias ever been any differ-
ence between us inconnection” with
this matter it has’only beén with re-
gard to the practicability of the pro-
posal which would seem to require. oh
the part of the colonies a. limitation in
the all-round development of & pro-
tective policy; and on the part of this
country the establishment of a prefer-
ence in favor of important colonjal
products.

“On the first of these requirements
I say nothing; but if the sécond 'in-
volves, as it most certainly does, tax-
ation however light upon breadstuffs
I am. ¢onvinced with you that public
opinion is not yet ripe for such an ar-
rangement. * i

“The reasons may easily be found
in past political battles . and present
political misrepresentations. If then
this branch of fiscal reform is not at
present within the limits of practical
Jbolitics, you are surely right in your
advice not to treat it as indissolubly
‘connected with that other branch of
fiscal reform to which we both attach
| importance, and which we believe the
country is prepared to consider with-
out prejudice.

“WHAT CAN I DO BUT ACQUI-
ECSCE?”

“I feel, however, deeply concerned
that you should regard this conclusion,
however well founded, as one making
it difficult in your very special circum-
stances for you to remain a member
of the government.

“Yet I do not venture in a matter so
strictly personal to raise any objection
if you think you can best serve the in-
terests of imperial unity, for which
you have done 80 much, by pressing
your views on_ colonial preference,
Wwith the fréedoi which s possible in
an.independent position, but hardly
cofnpatible with office.

“How can I criticize your determin-
ation? The loss to the government is
great indeed, but the gain to the cause
you have at heart may be greater still.
If so, what can I do but acquiesce?

Our readers will remember that when
Mr. Chamberlain started his agitation
The World confidently predicted that
in the final upshot our grain and meat
would not be almed at, but our many-
factures. It was pointed out in, these
columns that it was the British manu-
facturers and their operatives who felt
and résented the aggressive and, as
they think, unfair competition of our
tariff-sheltered trusts. A perusal of
Mr. Balfour’s manifesto shows this to
be its whole burden. He speaks of “the
British manufacturer who is unable to
compete with the manufacturer who is
able to sell abroad at a lower price
than he charges for the sarme article
at home”—a very plain -reference to
our trusts, which have seld their pro-
ducts  in  Britain at far lower  prices
than those extorted from American
buyers.

It the British electorate shall in-
dorse Balfour's programme a commer-
cial disturbance of more consequence
to the United States than any other
country 1is preparing. . The Balfour
idea is that British manufacturers
ought not in fairness to be undersold
in their own markets by those of coun-
tries into whose markets British
goods of similar kind cannot enter. In
short, it is serfously submitted to the
British people by their prime minister

MOUNTAIN OF SULPHUR.

Alagka May Take the Place of Sicily
as the World Supply.

And now'it is puré sulphur for which
Alaska'is to become most  famous.
Hitherto the world’s supply in the in-
dustrigl arts has been coming for cen-
turies from Sicily where a dozen ves-
sels at a time load the yellow material.

That Sicily is not a circumstance for
‘deposits of sulphur to Mt. McCutch-
eon,, on Unalaska island, is the report
brought down by George Carlson, who
has been for years in the Swedish
government employ as' a mining en-
gineer., He was long located at the
Sicilian mines as expert, locating new
beds and superintending the workings.

It was on this account that Mr, Carl-
son’s vacation from the Swedish ser-
vice was taken advantage of by New
Yorkers who hold a claim on the sul-
phur of Unalaska island, and he was
sent there at once. He spent a month
on the mountain with 25 men and re-
cently reached Tacoma on his retnm
-trip

The Swedish government expert
finds that the Alaskan deposits are
without an equal in the world. The
beds. lie in. blanket fashion over most
‘of, the .mountain, -thinning. out as the
ilevel of-the sea-is reached, but every-
-where prevalent -in almost unbroken
state.

The summit of the mountain reveals
“an, extinct volcano, with a crater half
‘a.mile wide. The interior of the crater
iis sunken hundreds of feet, and-the
‘sides ~are all - honeycombed, - affording

» |'sheltering caves: for Mr. Carlson and

“Mr. Carlson brings out with him sev-
eral hundred pounds of sulphur, which
looks /like the drug store sulphur that,
mixed with molasses, used to be so
much used for medicine in grand-
mother’s days. .

Mr. Carlson declares the climate in
the neighborhood of the mountain the
worst he ever experienced. In 29 days
days it was never possible to see the
ocean, a few miles away. A dense,
chilly fog enveloped the mountain con-
stantly, ' causing a semi-darkness.—
New York Herald.

SCHOOL LUNCHEONS,

soup, ; cocoa, milk, and other things

The Presentation of Canada’s Case
Forcibly Put Forward by Attor-
ney General Finlay.

* >

(Canadian Associated Press.)

LONDON  Sept. 16.~The tribunal
took their seats:at 11 a. m.; when the
attorney general resumed his running
commentary on the negotiations which
led to the treaty of 1825. Reading the
counter proposal of the Russians to
Sir C. Bagot's draft in March, 1824, he
showed it. contained no mention of a
mountain as a boundary and that
Nesselrode, the Russian negotiator, in
letters to the Russian minister in Lon-
don explicitly discarded a mcuntain
line and instead proposed a certain
number of leagues from the coast. The
United States in their case have - re-
verted to this proposal of the Rus-
sians, declaring that there are no
mountains suitable for a boundary.
This view however, was not adopted
in 1825, for the British negotiators in-
-8isted upon a mountain boundary as
affording the most natural and effec-
tive division between the territories of
the two powers. The attorney general
compared the various drafts of the
dreaty and read letters from George
FCanning to show that the Russians
finally accepted the British view. Hedl
showed clearly that mountains were
taken to form the basis of the bound-
ary in the treaty as finally agreed upon
and that the ten league, which the
.United States now insists upon, was
sonly to be a corrective of the' moun-

;| tain line; that the mountains were to

be the boundary wherever practicable;
‘that only where they receded too far
from the coast the ten league line was
to be resorted to as'a necessary quali-
fication, but that as soon as the moun-
tains came nearer the coast they were
again to be followed—in short that the
mountains were the rule and the ten
fleague line the occasional exception
where the mountains ran too far in-
land. - He submitted that the conten-
tion of the United States that no
mountains exist would make the treaty
8 mere nullity and that unless there
-are mountains the treaty could not
be worked at all. The attorney gen-
eral then proceeded to consider the
questions before’the tribunal in detail,
dividing them into two groups—the
first four together as dealing with the
water boundary ‘and the last three to
the lisiere.

Regarding question No. 1.—What is
the point of communication?  ‘He
argued there was no dispute, both sides
holding it to be Point Muzon.

Question 2—What channel is Brit-
ain’s Channel, The attorney general
declared this to be the channel so
named by Vancouver and quoted. ex-.
haustively from Vancouver's. narra-
tive to show that the channel claimed
by Great Britain was named by him
Portland Channel and that the chan-
nel claimed by the United States was
clearly differentiated by <Vancouver
. from Portland ' Channel. He discov-
ered it at another time and gave it a
different ' nafhe, Obeervatory Inlet.
Continuing he claimed that he had
proved to a demonstration that the

OTTAWA, Sept. 16—Government or-
gans which have been decrying the
alleged obstruction offered to the na-
tional trans-continental railway bill,
will have to take a back seat. When
the bill was 1laid over last night, it
caused great surprise, inasmuch as
Laurier had previously announced that
the debate would not he adjourned un-
til the measure had been finally dis-
posed of, The facts of the situation are
that the prgmier was unable to meet
the amendments offered by the opposi-
tion and was forced to take to the
woods in order to get his wind and re-
quested an adjournment of the discus-
sion. . Just what course the govern-
ment will pursue in regard to the pro-
posal of the opposition, is arousing no
end of curiosity here. - Four amend-
ments which have .tp be accepted or
rejected deal with the most import-
ant clauses of the bill, and the whole
scheme will. be materially affected by
the government’s decision. From pre-
sent appearance, Laurier has had an
attack of fright, and the redistribu-
tion bill may be considered for several
days, in order to give him a chance to
collect his shattered thoughts,

After dinner all the single seats in
Ontario were passed after opposition.
Laurier was repeatedly charged with
directly violating his pledge that«fair
play would be accorded the conserva-
tive party.

On adjournment Mr, Taylor again re-
viewed the question of members not
receiving their sessional = indemnity,
‘and submitted a letter from the audi-
tor general stating that the members
would- be paid if they presented a cer-
tificate to him from the speaker and
the clerk of the house,

Hon.  Mr. Fielding denied the right
of the auditor to make any such pro-
posal.

OTTAWA, Sept. 18.—Mr. Blair told
the Sun’s correspondent tonight that
there is nothing 'in the rumor as to
his acceptance of the position of legal
adviser of the Canadian Pacific rail-
way, or any other position in connec-
' fion.with ‘that corporation.

A score of petitions were presented
today in the commons from electors in
all parts of Canada, including one
from Hampton, N. B., signed by 156
voters, protesting against the con-
struction of the Grand Trugk trans-
eontinental railway until such time.as
the government is in possession of all
information respecting the new road.

Hon. Mr, Fitzpatrick introduced a
bill to provide for increased represen-
tation of the Northwest Territorles in
the senate.

The redistribution bill was again un-
der fire, and after passing the Ontario
schedule with few exceptions, the
cage of Manitoba was taken up. The
grits have played all kinds of pranks
with the constituencies,  disregarding
municipal boundaries, kcommunity of
interest and population.

Mr. Blair defended the union of Al-
bert and Kings. The object of the com-
mittee was to preserve county boun-
daries.

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How to Underdrain in the
Most Profitable Manner.

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OTTAWA, Sept. 17.—To secure sat-
isfactory results careful study sheuld
first of all be given to tbe best man-
ner of laying out a system of drains,
the aim being to secure the . greatest
fall, the least outlay of tile, the least
amount of digging, and the most per-
fect drainage.

For underdraining there is nothing
better than the ordinary round drain
tile. The size to be used can only be
decided by a study of the conditions
under which the drain is to work.
They should be large énough to carry
off in twenty-four to forty-eight hours
the surplus water from the heaviest
rains, but it is important that they
should not be too large, as the cost of
underdraining is governed largely by
It may be
mentioned that the capacity of round
in proportibn to the
That fs,
under the same conditions a two-inch
pipe will cafry four times as much
water and a three-inch pipe nine times
as much water as a one-inch pipé, In
fact, the larger pipe will carry even
more than this proportion, because of
the greater friction in the small pipe
In ordinary cases, five or six inch tiles
are recommehded for the lower part
of a main drain and four inch for the
upper portion; for the branches two
and a half to three inch are prefer-
able.

It is seldom necessary to lay drains
more than four feet below the surface,
and in most cases two and a half to
three and a half feet will be found
sufficient. THe proper distance be-
tween branch drains depends on the
quantity of water to be carried and
the nature of the subsoil. In general
practice the lines of tile are usually
placed from fifty to one hundred feet
apart. In a tenacious clay soil, how-
ever, thirty feet would not be too
close.

The drain may be opened up in the
first place by passing three or four
times along the same tratk with an
ordinary plow. Then the subsoil may
be broken up with a good strong sub-
soil plow. In this way the earth may
be looséned to depth of two feet or
more and thrown out with narrow
shovels. The bottom of the drain
should be dug with narrow draining
spades, made for the purpose. The
ditch should be kept straight by
means of a line stretched tightly near
the ground and about four inches back
from the edge. In ordinary cases the
ditch need not be more than a foot
wide at the top and four co six inches
at the bottom, the width of course in-
creasing in proportion to the dépth of
the drain and the size of the tile.

As a rule drains should be given as
much. fall as possible, and the gradi-
ent should not be less than two inches
in 100 feet, if this can be secured.
Careful leveling is necessary to ensure
a uniform fall throughout the course
of a drain, As a simple method for
this purpose, one of our leading auth-
orities recommends the ditcher to use
séweral cross heads made from strips
of inch-board, three or four inches
wide. The length of the standafd var-
fes according to the depth of the drain.
A cross-piece about two feet long is
nailed “6n the top of the standard.
These cross-heads are then placed
along the line of the ditch so that the
cross pleces are in line, 'The proper
grade is ascertained by the use of the
ordinary spirit level. When ready to
lay the tile a standard should be set
at the bottom of the drain and marked
in line with the top of the cross-heads;
this will, by testing every few feet,
give a true grade for the tiles.

When the bottom of the drain has
been brought to the prop&r,gmde and
shape, the tile should be laid:very care-
fully to secure perfectly clbse joints.
With the aid of a tile hook thHey may
be placed rapidly and accurately with-
out getting into the ditch. Some pre-
fer to place the tile with the hand,
standing in the ditch, and stepping
carefully on each tile as laid. In cov-
ering it is preferable to put the surface
sofl next the tiles, for if properly
packed, it will prevent ‘the subsoil
from getting in at the joints, and
where connection is made with branch
lines, enough of the branch should he
laid to permit the main to be parily
filled in.

All junctions of branches with the
main line should be made at an acute
angle, or where the fall is sufficient,
from above the axis of the main. This
is necessary in order to prevent the
silt and the consequent
blocking of the tile at the junction.
Specially made joint tile may be used,
or the connection may be made by cut-
ting a hole in the main tile with a tile
pick. The outlet of the drain should
be so placed that there will be a free
flow of water. If protected with ma-
sonry and a grating to kkep out ani-
mals, so much the better, In this
cpuntry glazed sewer pipe or glazed
drain tile may be used to advantage
for the last 10 or 156 feet to prevent
injury by frost. In closing it may
be well to recall the fact that trees
should not be allowed to grow near a
line of tile, through which water flows
during the greater part of the year, as
the roots are apt to enter at the joints
in search of water, and in course of
time close the drain. Willow, poplar
and elms are particularly objectionable
in this respect.

SALISBURY AND DUMAS.

M. Muml Tells in a Racy Manner
a Meeting of Twenty-Eight -
Years Ago.

]

(Paris Cor. of London Telegraph.)

Much has been written about the
late Lord Salisbury’s sojourn at Puys,
near Dieppe, where he was the neigh-
bor of the younger Dumas and of Ma-
dame Miolan-Carvallio, the famous
vocalist, who was the wife of the for-
mer director of the Paris Opera Com-
ique. Today M. Felix Duquesnel, an
old theatrical manager who has turn-
ed journalist, relates in a very racy
manner his meeting with Lord Salis-
bury at Puys one fine autumn 28 years
280. M, Duquesnel was one day vis-
iting Dimas fils, and as they were talk-
there came near
them a tall, slightly 'stooping man
dressed in a free-and-easy seaside cos=~
tume, and carrying a net for shrimp
fishing, M. Duquesnel took the stran-
ger to be an ordinary citizen at the
seaside. The man stopped to talk to
Dumas. “Good day, neighbor,” he
sald, with a slight English accent,
“how are you this morning ?”’ ‘Quite
well, thanks, and your excellency ?"
queried Dumas. His excellency made
2 slight grimace, as if he did not liké
the title, and then replied, “I am as
strong as the Pont Neuf; I believe
that's the phrase. The air is splendid
here, and I am off to catech shrimps.”
‘“Much luck,” said Duma$; “hope you
will catch some of the best.” *'Well,
I am not ambitious about it; I only
want to earn my luncheon! Au re-
voir,” and the stranger, saluting, went
his way, “What do you think of my
neighbor ?” queried Dumas of Du-
quesnel. “A curious-looking person, He
seems to be a type out of Gavarni, a
genuine citizen of the seaside. But
why did you ecall hith excellency ?”’
“I arh about to tell you,” said Dumas.
“Your Gavarni type at the seaside i
Robert Cecil, Marquis of Salisbury,
peer of England, and minister of Hes
Majesty Queen Victoria.” ‘“Do you
mean that seriously?” “As seriously
as possﬁble, my dear fellow.” “He's &'
fine old man,” observed Duquesnel.
“That’s not kind of you,” remarked
Dumas. “f am eight or nine years
oldefr than he is. But he stoops. That,
my dear sir, is the wéight of Engla.nd
on his shoulders.” ‘“He is wrinkled
and getting grey,” put in Duquesnel.
“That comes from the cdres of the
great Indies.” ‘“You look as if youw
might be his son,” urged Duqueshel.
“Well, he dates from 1830, and I date
from 1822.” “That proves,” remarked
Duquesnel, “that a man has only the
age that he looks.” “Don’t talk non-
sénse, my dear fellow,” answered Du=
mas, quickly. “You may deceive oth-
ers, but not yourself, as regards yout
age. You remind me of our poor friend
Georges Sand, who said, ‘We are il
only whén we allow ourselves to be
s0; we die because we desire it; and
we grow old because we have not the
energy to remain young.’ These are
pretty paradoxes to which people treat
themselves for the sake of illusion.”
“Illness i8 watching for us, death
prowls around us, old age grips with
its crow’s feet, and we are unable to
defend ourselves.”

After he had delivered himself of
this Dumas went on to speak of his
impression of Lord Salisbury. Their
relations, he said, were excellent,
those of good neighbors without any
other intimacy, marked by occasional
visits of politeness and charming cor=
diality. There was, however, just a
little touch of hauteur always on the
side of the Emglish peer. Lord Salis-
bury had his house built at Puys soon
after the Villa Dumas had been con=-
structed. He went to see the dramas
tist first, and said: “In England we
do not know one another un-
til we have been introduced.
I could not expect Alexandre Dumas
to be introduced to me, and he will be
so gond as to allow me to introduce
myself to him Besides, I am much
obliged to you.” ‘How is that?” asked
Dumas. ‘“Because,” sald Lord Salis-
bury, “I am passionately fond of read-
ing your father’s books. It is my fa-
vorite pastime and gives my mind re-
pose. I accordingly want to testfy to
the son my gratitude for the plea.sa.nt
hours which I owe to the father.” *“He
had you on your weak side,” interpos-
ed Duquesnel. “He is a perfect gen-
tleman,” said Dumas, ‘of admirable
courtesy, but always Grand. Seigneur,
even in apparently negligent mom-
ents. Here he lives as a simple citi-
zen; sees nobody, and cares nothing
about what passes around him. His
home is comfortable without luxurious
adjuncts, despite his immense fortune.
He loves to talk on literary subjects,
never drops a word about politics,
reads ‘Monte Cristo,’ and smokes his
pipe.” Soon after this Duguesnel took
his leave of Dumas, and returned to
Paris. The scénes which he describes
and the eonversations which he reports
took place in 1875 at Puys, a few years
after the death of the elder Dumas.

DETECTIVE KILLS TWO.  °

Shot Chief of Police, Captain and @&
Councillor Before a Hundred
People.

EVANSVILLE, Ind., Sept. 19.—The
fatal shooting of Chief of Police Heuke .
and. Police Captain Brennocke and the
serious wounding of Councilman Lutz
last night by Detective Thomas Hut-
chens, who afterward committed sui-
cide, occurred in the presence of about
a hundred people. Neither Chief Heuke
nor Captain Brennecke had opportun<
ity to defend themselves.

Five minutes before the shooting
Detective Hutchens, in conversation
with Patrolman Crow and Flreman
Hoberter, made the remark, with an
oath, that there were two men he in-
tended to get even with. Patrolman
Crow was sitting at a table near the
entrance of the German village with
Hutchens when the chief and captain
entered. He jumped to his feet and
started for the detective as soon as the
first shot was fired. He did not reach
him, however, until both the chief and
captain had been struck, Hutchens
then threw the gun over his shouilder
and fired the shot that struck Lutz.
‘Whether he intended the shot for
Heuke of Patrolman Crow 1is not
known. Both men were in the line of
fire and it is probahle he intended to
kill Crow for attempting to interfere.

After-he had fired four shots Hutch-
ens walked outside the tent, and saying
“No man will ever live to see me tried.”
placed the revolver to his right temple
and sent his last bullet into his brain.
8ix years ago Hutchens shot at Bren-
necke in a saloon, but the bullet lodged

in the ceiling. Capt. Brennecke is still
unconsclous, <
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{ THE ST. JOHN RIVER HORROR,

The history of steam navigation on
the St. John river, covering a peripd
now approaching a century, has beén
Singularly free from fatal disasters.
Only two or three such tragedies. as
that of Saturday last have occurred
since the first steamer sailed up the
river from Indiantown. Yet when one
considers how swift and sudden was
the destruction of the David Weston
and how narrow was the escape of
many of the survivors, the wonder is
that the record has on the whole been
go happy. A few minutes before the
end came to the Weston and to the
three lives which were sacrificed, the
boat was pursuing her quiet and com-
monplace journey under apparently
perfect normal conditions. The idea
of danger which might have been pre-
sent in a storm, or in some water less

" familiar, or on a craft driven at- high |
speed, or laden with an explosive sub-
stance would not occur to any one on
toard.

Yet the danger was there as it pro-
bably has been many times be-
fore. “The .peril of death was
80 sudden that only the
action promptly determined by
the captain and carried through with
coolness and precision by the officers
wescued the lives of those who were
saved. A very few minutes more be-
tween the time when the fire was seen
eand the moment when the boat was
driven ashore and it would have been
too late for all. Fortunately the dist-
ance to be covered at that crisis was
short. Happily there were boats avail-
eble. It was well that captain and of-
ficers had the judgment to know what
was the right thing to do, and the
nerve to make no delay.

But there are some who are not able

+to rejoice over the escape of their
griends. Three lives were lost in spite
of all that was done to save them. The
relatives of the dead will have the
sympathy of the community and per-
haps more eéspecially of their fellow
travellers who so nmearly shared the
fate of those who perished.
« It is not necessary here and now to
speak of the cause of this disaster and
the lesson which it teaches. An in-
guest will be held and it will be the
duty of the coroner to inquire into the
cause of the disaster so far as it
led to the deaths of three people; No
doubt the coromer and his jury will do
their duty as is the custom along the
St. John river in common, in grave
occaéions, with coroners and juries in
other parts of the province. But there
will be, or should be, a further inquiry
by the federal authorities, without
whouse license the vessel could not

. have been operated on the inland
waters of Canada.
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BALFOUR AND CHAMBERLAIN.

Though Mr. Chamberlain is out of
the cabinet and Mr. Balfour remains
at the head of the administration,
there is no sign that they disagree in
thelr views ‘of the great question’ at
issue. Mr, Chg.mberlaln accepts the
opinion of Mr, Balfour that the ques-

cess as an immediate practical policy.:
He agrees with Mr. Balfour that there
is a very strong feeling in favor of
“the other braych of fiscal reform,
“ which  would give filler discretion to
“the government in negotiation with
* foreign countries 'for a freer inter-
| “change of commodities, and which
“would enable our’representatives to
“ retaliate if no concession was made
“to our just demands”’ Thud the re-
tiring minister supports Mr. Balfour
so far as Mr. Balfour is prepared to go
at present, and agrees that it would
not be wise for theé head of the govern-
ment to go farther. 7

But for 'himself, Mr. Chamberlain
cannot accept limitation which, as he
admits, the "circumstances impose up-
on his leader and the other ministers.
He says that they do well to take up
one branch of fiscal reform and defer
the other. But the one which they
defer is the one in which from his
experience, association, and ineclination
Mr. Chamberlain has been most inter-
ested. “I stand in a different position
'“ from’ my '‘colleagues,” ‘he says, “and
“I think I should justly be blamed if
“I remained in office and thus formgal-
“ly accepted the exclusion from my
“ political programme of so important
“*a part thereof.” It is therefore the
suggestion of Mr. Chamberlain himself
that Mr. Balfour should limit the pre-
sent policy of the government to an
assertion of the freedom of the gov-
.ernment from the free trade bondage.
With “perfect loyalty to the govern-
ment,” Mr. Chamberlain hands over
his responsibility and announces his
intention to work outside for the pro-
motion of the cause which he has
most at heart. It is plain that in all
he is trying to accomplish Mr, Balfour
has the best wishes of his former sec-
retary of state for the colonies,

Such is 'the attitude of Mr, Cham-
berlain to Mr. Balfour. The premier
is equally zordial. He sees the force
of Mr. Chamberlain’s desire to be free
to carry on the campaign for imperial
preference. The premier goes farther
and expresses his own desire that the
splendid efforts of his late colleague
should be crowned with success. Ad-
mitting that Mr. Chamberlain stands
in a peculiar personal relation to the-
imperial movsment, Mr. Balfour pays
him a fine and well deserved comgli-
ment when he says:

“You have done more than any man living
or dead to bring home to the citizens of the
empire the consciousness of imperial obli-
gation and interdependence between the vare
lous fragments into which the empire is geo-
graphically divided. I believe you to be
right in holding that this interdependence
should find expression in our commercial as
well as in our political and military rela-
tions. I believe with you that a closer fis-
cal union between the mother country and
.tho colonies would benefit the trade of both,
and that if such closer unfon could be es-
tablished on fitting terms, its advantage to
both parties would increase with years and
as the colonies grew in wealth and popula-
tion.”

Hostile journals which say that Mr.
Balfour and Mr. Chamberlain are
fighting the same battle, and that
those who are oppossd to either branch
of fiscal reform ought to oppose them
both, app2ar to be well advised. The
diffefence between Mr. Balfour and
Mr. Chamberlain is only a matter of
emphasis. The premier accepts pro-
tection for the purpose of acquiring
bargaining power as the main thing.

Find It

Donough C. Watters, having dropped
out of railroad office work in Chicago
for two years, found it impossible to
secure a position here and ten days
ago went to New York. K There hs
found the doors likewise closed to him,
and yesterday, in low spirits, he shot
himself to death. The sulcide occur-
red in the hallway of the bullding at
74 Broadway.

Mr. Watters was engaged to be mar-
ried to a Chicago girl and was also
to have been best man at the wedding
on Oct. 1 of his cousin, F. L. Watters,
president of the lChlca.go Handlebar
Co.

Until he left for New York early in
the month Mr. Watters lived at 6018
Monroe avenue with the family of
Mrs. Frank M. Jaggar.

Mr. Watters came to Chicago ten
years ago from S8t. John, 'N. B., and,
being then 20 years of age, entered
the West Shore railway office.

Two years ago he resigned his place
—that of contracting freight agent—
and became assistant business mana-
ger of the Chicago Musical college, un-
der the supervision of W. K. Zisgfeld.

He was personally popular in the
college, said Dr. Florence Ziegfeld last
night, but was net exactly fitted to the
work there. Dr. Ziegfeld said there
was no more serious objection than
this to him. 3

Two months ago Mr. Watters left
the college, but took with him the
heart of one of its pupils, Miss Ida
Sharpe, daughter of Arthur J. Sharpe
of 6018 Monroe avenue. They had
fallen in love while he pored over the
books at the college and while she
studied barmony and the history of
musiec.

It was as a result of this attachment
and the gubsequent engagement that
Mr. Watters took a room in the Jag-
gar apartment in the same building in
which Miss Sharpe dwells.

Mr. Watters was unable to find work
in Chicago, although hs was sald to
be a man of good habits.

His trip to New York produced no
results in the way of employment and
his letters to his Chicago friends indi-
cated that he was depressed. He aiso
suffered much with neuralgia and this
is thought to have been one reason for
the suicide. £

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BERVIA THREATENS TURKEY,

| Demands that Massacre of Christians

be Stopped and that Reforms be
Introduced.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Sept. 2L—The
Servian government's reply ‘to the
porte’s representations says measures
have been taken to prevent bands en-
tering Macedonia and that a strong
band which was preparing to cross the
frontier had already been dispersed.

The Servian reply adds, however,
that if the persecution of Christians
and the excesses of the Turkish troops
continue and serious reforms are not
introduced the government will be un-
‘able to restrain the popular agitation
in Bervia.

The unfavorable comment aroused by
the appointment of Reshid Pasha, the
former Vali of Beirut to be Vali of
Krusa, which is really a promotion,
continues.

The action of the porte in this con-
nection is regarded here as a challenge
to the representatives of the powers,
espee¢ialy to the American minister who,
it is' thought, is likely to protest and
may possibly demand Reshid Pasha's
recall from Brusa in the interests of
the American educational establish-
ment in that villayet. Reports from
Beirut say the appointment of Halim
Pasha to be Vall of Beirut has caused
much disappointment,

The inhabitants expected that Nazim
Pasha, the Vali of 8yria, whou inspired
confidence by his conduct when he
became acting Valli after = Reshid
Pasha’s removal, would be made Vall.

VENICE, Sept. 21.—A Greek squad-
ron, consisting of three battleships, has
‘arrived here, the vessels have been
manoeuvring in the Adriatic sea,
watching the developments in Mace-
donia, .

SOFIA, Bulgaria, Sept. 21.—According
to fugitives who have arrived at Rilaf
from Djoumalia a serious engagement
has occurréd at Perin near Melnik in
which the Turks are said to have lost
five hundred men killed, including two
colonels. Most of the villages In the
Jdistrict of Meinik are in the hands of
the insurgents, many of the villages
are in flames.

BOLD BURGLARS FAILED.

Attempts - Frustrated to Overpower
Express Messenger and Rob Car
of $25,000.

CHICAGO, Sept. 21—A bold attempt
by two men to lock themselves in a
Michigan Central railroad express car
with the express messenger, overpower
him after the train had left the yards
at Thirtesnth street and then rifie the
two safes in the car, was frustrated
Sunday night. Wm. Ganghin, an ex-
‘press man, was knocked unconscious
and gagged shortly after eight o’clock
in the evening. The men discovered
he was not the express messenger and,
fearing detection, fled. This is the
theory of the railroad officials.

The express messenger who had
charge of the car left Chicago at 3.30
o'clock this morning with one guard
and about $256,000 in two safes in the
car. This money, it is belleved] was
the objedt of the attack of the two men.
Gapghin was taken to St. Luke’s Hos-
pital and it was found his shoulder had
been dislocated and he had sustained
serious bruises. If he had not been
discovered in the car in time, the phy-
sicilans say he would have smothered
to death because of the gag in his
mouth.

The police are Investigating the case.
Nothing was taken from the express
man and the property in the car.

$5,000 REWARD.

New York Millionaire Assassinated —
Poachers Against Whom He
Fought Are Suspected.

NEW YORK, Sept. 2l.—Henry Dext-
er, the aged father of Orlando O Dexter,
a wealthy capitalist and lawyer of New
York, who was assasgsinated from am-
bush in the Adirondacks, has announc-
ed that he will pay a reward of $5,000
for the conviction of his son’s murder-
er, BEvery foot of the country about
the scene of the murder will be beaten
over in the search.

The body of Orlando P. Dexter ar-
rived at the Grand Central station to-
day in care of John B. Badger, Mr.
Dexter’s attomey.

“I have no doubt unlimited sums will
be spent to run this cowardly assassin
to earth,” said Mr. Badger.

“Mr. Dexter was deliberately murd-
ered. His assassin planned the crime
skillfully and has so far carefully cov-
ered up his tracks, but there are some
clues which I hope wilk put us on the
right track.”

“The motive for the crime was re-
venge for some real or fancied wrongs
suffered by somebody>

Mr. Dexter had many enemies be-
cause of his relentless warfare against
game ' poachers, timber-cutters and
trespassers. He had much litigation
and many of the woodsmen felt bitter
against him as they do against other
wealthy gentlemen who have establish-
ed game preserves in the north woods,
and who are held to be infringing on
the rights of the original settlers.

““Some of these men have made
threats against Mr. Dexter's life and
naturally they are under suspicion.”

Henry Dexter, father of the murder-
ed man, said today:

‘“No money will be spared to bring
the guilty one to justice. I begged my
son repeatedly to give up the fight
against these outlaws. I warned him
they would end by kiling him. His
‘murder is the work of one of two men
who have repeatedly threatened his
life. .

A VERBAL PROMISE

Only Required by the Govern-

, ment from Grand
Trunk Pacific.

So Said Hon. Mr. Fielding in Reply to
the Leader of the Opposition—
Yesterday’s Procéedlngs in

the House of Gommons.

>

OTTAWA, Sept. 21.—In the commons
today western members called atten-
tion to exaggerated reports of the re-
cent snow storm which were sent to
England. They saw scarcely any dam-
age done to the crops.

The trans-continental railway bill

was taKen up. Mr. Borden pressed
his amendment providing that the
Grand ' Trunk shall guarantee the
bonds of the Grand Trunk Pacific for
an amount sufficient to complete the
construction of the western division of
the Grand Pacific railway. If
this were not done and the face
value of the bonds were only sufficient
to complete the road, then in the event
of the bonds selling below par the gov-
ernment would have to step in and
furnish extra funds.—The government
accepted this amendment.

Mr. Borden’s amendment to provide
that the government shall not enter
into any contract with the Grand
Trunk Pacific until such time as the
Grand Trunk Railway Co. shall agree
to carry out the true meaning and in-
tent of the contract during such time
as it holds Grand Trunk Pacific stock,
was resisted by the government.

Hon. Mr. Flelding held that the am-
endment, while it might be desirable,
was not in keeping with the spirit of
the contract, and therefore could not
be accepted by the government, who
were satisfled with the verbal promise
by the Grand Trunk that it would
carry out its share of the programme,

Mr. Borden considered that the am-
endment did not affect the contract
more than the one previously ac-
cepted by the government. If the
Grand Trunk was to control the policy
of the G. T, R., it surely was not un-
just to insist that the Grand Trunk
should bind itself to see that a contract
made with the company whose affairs
it directed, should be properly ecarried
out. 1

Mr. Northrup held that if Canadian
ports were to be betrayed in the inter-
ests of Portland it would be by the
Grand Trunk, and yet the government
refused to impose on that railway con-
ditions which would have to be aceept-
ed as it is or rejected as a whole.

Mr, Borden pointed out that he had
intrdduced an amendment which wel-
comed connection by the Grand Trunk
with the great west. That amend-
ment also called for the forwarding
of all Canadian freight through Cana-
dian ports, and in refusing to accept
it the government permitted the pol-
icy which théy professed ‘to support
to be rendsred useless. By the terms
of their bill the government proposed
to force freight not specifically routed
on the Grand Trunk Pacific through
Canadian ports, yet it proposed to al-
Jow thé Grand Trunk to assume the
management of the new road znd re-
lieve it of any responsibility for ship-
He
challenged the government to deny
that statement. Let it be distinctly
understood " what 'the 1issue between
the two parties was. The conserva-
tives held that the Grand Trunk;
which was to be given a nominal char-
ter through the Grand Trunk Pacific,
should not be allowed to use United
States ports, while the government
closed its eyes to the situation and for
some unknown reasons refused to im-
pose these desirable conditions. It
was well for the country to know that
the government was determined to
give the Grand Trunk the privilege
of ignoring Canad'an ports. He asked
for a reason why the government
should follow ‘this course.

Hon., Mr, Fielding replied that there
was no necessity for doing thie, be-
cause the people were comparing the
Grand Trunk Pacific scheme with the
Canadian Pacific contract. The mari-
time provinces would be satisfied with
the present; guarantees that the con-
tract would be carried out. He ‘would
not say that all freight would go east,
but if the rail route were used the
maritime provinces would get their
share of it.

Mr. Fowler of Kings, N, B., claimed
that a long period would elapse be-
tween the building of the western divi-
sion and the completion of the eastern
line. He pointed out that western
freight would certainly go by American
lines to the coast and that was why
Mr. Borden’s amendment was being
pressed. As to the much vaunted
$5,000,000 security to be posted within
80 days of the ratification of the con-
tract thére was no guarantee that this
would be put up by the G, T.-R.  But
even if it were, this money was to be
refunded a&s required, to pay for the
rolling stock of the eastern division.
Then all the security they would have
would be a second mortgage on. this
rolling stock, which would be twelve
years old before the terms of the
léase would be enforced and there

would be nothing to hinder the G. T.

P. in case the terms of the contract
were enforced from bringing in a lot
of worn out stock from other divisions
of the road and passing it off as the
equipment of the eastern division, so
that really this security did not
amount. to anything.,

After dinner Mr. Borden replied to
Hon. Mr. Fielding. He suggested that
the minister should discuss the present
contract instead of insisting on compari-
sons between it and one made two de-
cades ago. The government should
state its objections to the provision
binding the old Grand Trunk to hand
its freight to Canadian ports instead
of to Portland, Maine.

The cause
of these conditions was traced partly
to the fact that the training formerly
imparted through the agency of the
class meeting is altogether lacking by
the neglect of this means of grace. It
was found that where class meetings
are maintained a deeper spiritual life
is manifested. Our great need is per-
sonal consecration, a renewed baptism
of the Holy Ghost first upon ourselves
as members and then upon our people
and a burning zeal for the salvation of
souls.

The record of infectious diseases so
far-this year shows a marked decrease
as compared with the same period for
last year. Thers have been’ only 97
cases of infectious diseases reported to
the board of health since the first of
the year. For the like period last year
154 cases were reported. This unusual
falling off is probably to be accounted
for by the cool healthful summer that
has prevailed in this section of the
province.

At the present time there are only six
cases of scarlet fever in the city. The
disease Is mot of the malignant, type.
There has, however, been one ‘death
from this disease this month.

There are six cases of diphtheria,
thres of them in the city and three at
Gardner Creek, in the county. There
has been one death from diphtheria
this month.

RIVER  TRAGEDY.

"Attorney' General Thinks
Inquiry Is Necessary.

>

Several People Already Have Demand-
ed Damages from the Gompany.

*e

Father of Fred Downey, the Deck
.-Hand Who Was Lost, Will Take
Legal Proceedings—Company Con-

tend the Disaster Was Unavoidable.

b

It has"been decided that the circum-
stances in connection with the burn-
ing of the Star liner ' David Weston
warrant the.holding of an inquiry.

Attorney General Pugsley yesterday
morning stated that an inquest would
certainly be held at once’ but as yet
no date has been set, nor has it been
settled as to where or by whom. it will
be held. ;

It is reported that the sufferers by
the accident will sue the company for
heavy damages, though action will pro-
bably be deferred, pending the outcome
of the inquiry.

Several of those who lost baggage
and freight are already approaching
the company about compensation and
if satisfactory restitution is not made
they say they will certainly seek to
recover through the courts.

Mr. Downey, the father of Fred
Downey, is reported to have said that
he would without doubt take action
against the steamship company, as on
examination of the body of hi& son he
ts convinced that he did not meet his
death by drowning, but as a result of
the fearful burning he received.

The company contend that the dis-
aster was unavoidable and in no way
due .to negligence or mismanagement,
and. does not . hold’ itself responsible
for any loss either of life or property.

Robert 8. Orchard, superintendent
of the company, told a Sun reporter
last evening that the company was in
no way responsible and he did not be-
lieve that any action would be taken
against it.

“I have-not heard anything, said Mr.
Orchard, “about Mr. Downey bringing
an action against the company, nor
do I believe he has any intention of
doing so.”

‘When asked concerning the hay on
the steamer at the time of the fire,
Mr. Orchard said that it was not near
enough to the furnaces to be set on
fire from them. ‘““What do you think
caused the fire then?” ' “Well, one of
the ladies on the boat at the time says
that it caught from a match thrown
.down by a man who was smoking near
by, and I am inclined to think that
such was the case.

“It is absurd to say that the boat
should not have carried hay,” said
Mr. Orchard. “All boats carry it,
nor do steamers - have any scruples
about carrying cotton, which will of-
ten ignite itself.”

Mr, Orchard said that he did not
know what arrangements would
be made concerning a boat to
take the place of the Weston, but for
the present he was going to double
the Victoria’s trips, have her leave St.
John at 7 o’clock, ahd returning leave
Fredericton at 4 o’clock.

Yesterday’ mbrning Coroner Berry-
man gave it as his opinion that an en-
quiry in regard to the burning of the
David Weston should be held at once.

As the place where the acéident oc-
curred is in Kings county, he did not
feel that it' was his duty to move in

the matter, but was very strongly of

the opinion that in an affair of this
kind a most thorough investigation
should take place. Too much light
could not be shed on such a deplorable
accident and it should be proved to the
satisfaction of the public that the
steamship company did and will in the
future take every precaution to safe-
guard - travellers.

In regard to the report that Coroner
Watters had decided no inquest was
necessary, Dr. Berryman was hot in-
clined to believe it had any foundation.

One of the saddest incidents in con.
nection with the tragedy is the death
of the little Rowan lad. He is the son
of Mr, and Mrs. Hood-Rowan of Man-
chester, England, and has been visiting
his aunt, Miss Jennie Rowan, of the
city teaching staff. Miss Rowan was
visiting her brother in England this
summer, and as a result of long per-
suasion induced his parents to allow
the little fellow to accompany her to
Canada, The boy’s mother was oppos-
ed to him coming so far away from
home, but finally concluded that she
would leave it to the lad himself to
say whether he would go. to Canada or
to a school on the Isle of Wight, where
they had previously planned to send
him. On being asked which he would
rather do, he said: “I would rather go
to Canada with Aunt Jennie.” He had
enjoyed his trip and his stay im-
mensely, and was planning to remain
a year. Miss Rowan, while delighted
in his company, had felt keenly her
responsibility and is nearly crazed
with grief.

The death of the boy was the result
of over-mastering terror.

her arms, and, in a place of compara-
tive safety, waited for succor. But
the boy, frantic with fear, struggled to

get away, and at the near approach of

the tnreatening flames threw himself
bodily out of her arms and overboard.

Only the efforts of some men standing

by prevented Miss Rowan from throw-
ing herself after him. The sad news
was cabled to England Saturday night.
The steamer Majestic, with a crew of
men with grappling irons, left at 11
o'clock yesterday morning for the
scene of the accident to search for the
body, but up to a late hour last night
no trace of it had been found. Diver
Lahey will go up this morping to con-
tinue the search, and every effort will
be made to recover the body.

Whefi  the’
fire broke out Miss Rowan held him in
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Orange street, was a passenger on the
fated steamer David Weston on Satur-
day. Miss Noble at the time was re-
turning from. Fredericton, having in
her care the three children of Mr.
Knowles and two children of Ernest
McMichael. Miss, Noble, speaking of
her experience, said :

“I was the first who discovered the
fire amongst the hay. At the time I
was watching the children playing
around the hay. When I say the fire
I cried “the hay is on fire,” and ran up
the gangway. The children followed
closely, crying and screaming.

“When I reached the upper deck I
was a little undecided what to do, but,
seeing the smoke pouring up the hatch-
way, I ran to the purser, Mr. Allen,
and told him the stéamer was on fire.
By this time others had discovered the
smoke and the cry became general, The
children were frightened beyond al-
most control and I had great difficulty
in preventing Kathleen Knowles from
jumping over into the water.

“A little girl by the name of Jeanna|

White jumped into one of the life
boats and Sibelle Knowles followed.
The little fellow showed great presence
of mind, he was careful to unloose the
rope holding the gangway and it fell
down, thus enabling passengers to de-
scend with ease. The boat was im-
mediately lowéred, and four of the
children under my ecare, together with
a number of ladies, got in and were
poled to the shore. I, with another of
Mr. Knowles’ children, remained for the
second boat.

“Of course by this time the steamer
had been grounded. I trust I may
never havs to endure again the agony
of suspense caused by waiting for the
arrival of the second boat. I was taken
ashore on the second boat, and we were
cared for by Miss Day, of Craig's
Point. She showed great kindness to
the unfortunate passengers,

““Miss Etta Morrell, the waitress, who
jumped over, was standing by me at
the time. She took up her apron and
placing it over her eyes, jumped into
the water. She floated for a time and
then sank. It was a horrifying sight.

“Fred Downey did great service to
the fear stricken passengers, only to
lose his life in the end. The deck
hands, all of them, showed themselves
thorough men,

‘““We weren’'t on shore five minutes

when the steamer collapsed. Our
grounding was none too timely. I never
want to repeat the experience.

Robert Friars, one of the assistants
in the cook rooms, ‘was asleep in a
room below when the fire occurred.
He had very little clothing on at the
time. So soon as he was aware of the
fire he broke through a window, leap-
ed into the water and swam ashore.
Upon reaching Indiantown he was
pretty well chilled.

‘THE RIVER HORROR.

(Fradericton Gleaner, Sept. 21.)

The destruction of the steamer David
‘Weston by fire on Saturday afternoon,
resulting in the loss of three lives and
serious injury to a number of other
persons, is a very serious matter,

This disaster, besides the loss of life
and property involved, is likely to have
a very injurious effect on river travel
because it destroys the {illusion which
has prevailed for many years that
river travel is safe. This favorite
mode of travel hereafter will be open
to suspicion and it will take a long
time before the public will forget the
David Weston disaster and feel the
same confidence in our river steam-
boats that they had up to Saturday.

Here is a steamboat in broad day-
light which catches fire and is burni
to the water’'s edge without any ascer-
tained cause. At this season of the
year there would be only two fires in
the steamer, that in the furnace and
the one in connection with the cooking
operations. It is'not to be presumed
that either of these fires caused the
disaster. But the boat was full of
hay and a very reasonable theory to
"account for the fire is that some care-
less smoker threw a match among the
hay and set it on fire, The smoker
very fréquently get in his fine work in
this fashion. He is a privileged char-
acter and exercises -the right to burn
buildings and even steamboats, A few
months ago a careless smoker burnt
one of the warehouses in connection
with the deep water terminus at St.
John and caused a loss of about
$80,000.

A remarkable thing in connection
with this fire is the fact that no effort
whatever was made to put it out. Ap-
parently the David Weston was with-
out the necessary appliances to extin-
gulsh a fire, or if she had been they
were not used, But why, it may be
asked, is a passenger steamer which
caters to tourist travel allowed to
carry hay? The profit on this descrip-
tion of freight can not be very large.
Its carriage involves a» great deal of
delay, and when a steamboat is filled
with hay the danger of destruction by
fire is greatly increased. These facts
will probably be brought to the notice
of the owners of the David Weston in
a very emphatic fashion when they
come to settle with those who- have
lost their property or who have been
injured by the fire. ¥t is to be hoped
that there will be a thorough investi.
gation into the cause of this disaster,
so that any similar calamity may be
guarded against in future.

THE RIVER TRAGEDY,

(Fredericton Herald.)

News of the burning of the Star line
steamer David Weston at Craig’s Point
on the 8St, John river, fifteen miles
above St. John, and the loss of three
lives in 'the awful disaster, was receiv-
ed here at b5 o'¢clock Saturday after-
noon, shortly after the papers had
gone to press, and when bulletined
created an unusual sensation.

The disaster is certainly the worst
that has ever happened in the history
of the navigation of the St, John river,
and while general regret will be felt
at the loss of the veteran and popular
boat, the affair is doubly sad from the
fact that three lives were sacrificed.

Through the story of the steamfler’s
loss, however, theré runs a heroic
thread most creditable to the officers
and mien of the boat. The loss of life
must have been much greater but for
the coolness of Capt. Day and the
great bravery of Maté Whelpley. When
the fire was discovered these men
beached the burning craft, and with
their crew engaged in the difficult and
heroic task of saving the lives of the
forty passengers on board. There was
naturally a ‘panic on board, and bfft
for that probably every life might
have been saved. Those who were lost
evidently in fear of death from the
flames sought their end by leaping into
the river.

‘Where the responsibility lies for the
disaster is apparently not quite clear.
One theory is that bales of hay on the
lower déck were ignited by the eare-

lessly thrown match of a smoker. An~

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other is that the fire caught under the
boat’s engines,

. The officers of the steamer, when the
alarm of fire was given, had a difficult
situation to face, but they were equal
to the occasion. They beached their
burning craft and bent their best en-
ergies towards saving the people on
board. The life belts, however, do not
seem to have been available, or at least
they were not brought into use, and
the fire hose was non-effective, and it
is. probable. that both of these condi-
tions will be enquired into in the in-
quest that is to follow.

The tragedy has caused a great sen-
sation all along the river and far be-
yond, and it is hoped will result in
greater precautions being taken for
the safety of those who indulge in
river travel.

The Weston was an old boat, having
been on the route between this city
and St. John continuously for the past
thirty-seven years, and was a great
favorite with the public. She was in
good shape, having been frequently re-
paired, and her loss to the Star Line
Company is a serious one.

Archbishop Madden, Lt. Governor
Snowball and Rev. D. Henderson,

PRICE OF FRUIT IN ENGLAND.

(London Telegraph, Sept. 9th.)

For prices of fruit this year bids fair
to be a record, and even at the en-
hanced rates wholesale men in Covent-
garden find themselves unable to get
eénough for their customers. Roughly,
prices for fruit are 50 to 100 per cent.,
and for vegetables 25 to 50 per cent,
above the normal. Usually  at this
time of the year plums from France
are so plentiful that large Qquantities
have to be destroyed or sold at a fig-
ure which barely covers the outlay.
Now the supply has practically ceas-
ed, owing to the destructive rains and
want of sunshine, and the market for
plums is fed almost solely by home
growers. The quality of this fruit on
the whole has not been so good as was
expected, but the past week shows a
decided improvememt. .There is a re-
markable shortage in home-grown ap-
ples, and the quality is far from good.
Sweet julcy apples are hardly to be
got, and are nearly all too small to
sell for table use. The bulk of the
crop—if such a word can be used where
nature has been so niggardly—runs to
skin and core. The apples offered for
sale are mostly greem, which is ac-
counted for by the fact that large car-
goes are expected from America and
California, and the home grower —
pressed by ill-luck—is picking too soon
80 a8 to get his fruit on the market be-
for these very serious competitors ar-
rive to make his harvest look still
worse by contrast.

Raspberries and currants were at no
time satisfactory, and are now practi-+
cally over. One shower of rain will do
more damage to raspberries than to al-
most any other fruit, so that the pru-
dent grower plucked them at the earl-
ifest opportunity and sent them straight
to the jam manufacturers. Pears ap-
pear to be more satisfactory than most
other fruits, and considerable quanti-
ties of a good quality are arriving
from France and Italy, but prices are
very high. Bananas are holding their
own well, and prove to be a most pop-
ular fruit, the price being compara-
tively .low and the quality good. For
melons, too, there is a brisk demand,
but when these luscious imports are
so much in favor it is because the sup-
ply of other fruit is poor.

The supply of vegetables, though
very much less than usual, is not
nearly so poor as the supply" of fruit,
and prices have not increased to so
great an extent. Heavy rains do not
have a disastrous effect on vegetables,
and wholesale men seem to regard this
trade as satisfactory.

LONDON, Sept. 19—~The common-
wealth government have abandoned the
idea of running an independent mail
service between Australla and Eng-
land, being convirced that no ship-
ping company would undertake the
contract owing to a clause in the con-
tract that no colored labor be employ-
ed.

The report of Austen Chamberlain’s
probable appointment to succeed his
father in the colonial office is recelved
with satisfaction by the representa-
tives of the various colonies.

LONDON, $Sept. 19.—The Speaker,
quoting Bourassa, as reported in La
Patrie, Montreal, August 24, says that
in Carada Chamberlain has provoked
French Canadians to most violent ex-
pressions of opposite sentiment,

The Statist referring to the congress
at Montreal urging . the apopintment
of a special commission to consider
trade relations within the empire, says
that both protectionists and free trad-
ers in Canada are in favor of a pre-
ference and that therefore it is hardly
wise to invite the colonies to join in an
inquiry leading to a state of things in
which all are in favor before it is
known whether the mother country will
carry out the plan favored by the col-
cnies, It is suggested that the com-
mission should be judicial, not expert.

A letter in the Spectator draws at-
tention to a letter written by Wn.
Hughes to the same journal long ago.
Hughes says that among Canadians he
did not happen upon a single home-
ruler.. In fact, he was obliged to own
that Canadians set more store on the
unity of the empire than we do as yet
in the United Kingdom. But what was
really exercising them was the proba-
bility of a more intimate union or fed-
eration with the mother country for
defensive purposes. Hughes found that
Canadians saw no difficulty whatever
in this scheme and believed indeed that
the question was already solved, but
all felt the really difficult problem was
commercial union, which, nevertheless,
must be managed somehow if the em-
pire was to be held together. Hughes
says the scheme suggested by Cana-
dians was one almost identical with
that submitted by Sir Alexander Galt
to the London Chamber of Commerce
and colonial.office. The editor of the
spectator says the scheme referred to
had the great advantage of reguiring
no sacrifice of fiscal principles prevail-
Ing from time to time in any quarter
of the empire. It only required a dis-
count or reduction in custom duties in
favor of Britlsh goods when such dut-
fes existed. It did not require imposi-
tion when they did not exist and here-
in differed essentially from Chamber-
lain’s scheme,

IMPORTANCE OF CHOOSING.
GOOD COMPANY,

Many Great Men Have Declared That
Their Triumphs Were Due Chief-
1y to the Persons With Whom
They Associated.

(Boston Globe.)

Lord Collingwood, writing to a
young .friend, said: “Hold it is a max-
im that you had better be alone than
in mean company. Let your compan-
ions be such as yourself, or superior;
for the worth of a man will always
be ruled by that of his company.” As
Sir Peter Lely made it a rule never
to look at a bad picture if he could
help it, believing that whenever he did
so his pencil catight a taint from it, so,
whoever chooses tO gaZe often upon
a debased specimen of humanity and
to frequent his society, c¢annot ' help
gradually assimilating himself to
that sort of model.

-Artists, also, feel themselves elevat-
ed by contact with artists greater than
themselves. Thus Haydn’s genius was
first fired by Handel. ' Hearing him
play, his ardor for musical composi-
tion was at once excfted, and but for
the circumstances Haydn himself be-
lieved that he would never have writ-
ten the “Creation.”

When Northcote, the English art-
{st, was a mere youth he had such an
admiration for Reynolds that, when
the great painter was once attending a
public meeting down in Devonshire,
the boy pushed through the crowd and
got so near Reynolds as to touch the
skirt of his coat, “which I did,” says
Northeote, “with great satisfactfon to
my mind,”—a true touch of youthful
enthusiasm in its admiration of gen-
ius.

Good rules may do much, but good
models far more; for in the latter we
have instructions in action—wisdom at
work. Good admonition and bad ex-
ample only build with one hand to pull
down with the other. Hence the vast
importance of exercising great care in
the selection of companions, especially
in youth,

It is, therefore, advisable for young
men to seek the fellowship of the
good, and always to aim at a higher
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standard than themselves. Lord -'E'hel-l
bourne (afterwards Marquis of Lans-
downe), when a young man, paid a
visit to the venerable Malesherbes,
and was so much impressed by it that
he said: “I have travelled much, but
I have never been so influenced by
personal contact with any man; and
if I ever accomplish any good in the
course ‘of my life, I am certain that
the’ recollection of M. de Malesherbes
will animate my soul.”

Contact with the good never fails to
impart good and we carry away with
us some of the blessing, as travelers’
garments retain the odor of flowera
and shrubs through which they have
passed. Those who knew John Sterl-
ing, Carlyl'e’s friend and son of the
‘“thunderer” of the London Times,
have spoken of the beneficial influence
which he exercised -on all with whom
he came into personal contact. Many
owed to him their first awakening to
& higher being; from him they learned
what they were and what they ought
to be. It is thus that the noble char-
acter always acts; we become lifted
and lighted up in him—we cannot help
being borne along by him and acquir-
ing the habit of looking at things in
the same light; such is the magical ac-
tion and reaction of minds upon each
other.

Rather than associate with bad men
associate with good books, especially
good biographies.

The chief use of biography consists
in the noble models of character in
which it abounds. Our great forefath-
ers still live among us in the records
of their lives, as well as in the acts
they have done, and which live also;
still sit by us at table and hold us by
the hand, furnishing examples for our
benefit, which we may still study, ad-
mire and imitate. Indeed, whoever
has left behind him the record of a
noble lif® has bequeathed to posterity
an enduring source of good, for it lives
as a model for others' to form them-
selves by in ali time to come, still
breathing fresh* life into us, helping
us to reproduce his life-anew and to
illustrate his character in other forms.

How shall you know a fit compan-
fon when yon mest him?

There are many tests by which a
gentleman may be known; but there
is one that never fails: How. does he
exercise power over those subordinate
to him? How does he conduct himself
toward women and children? How
does the officer treat his men, the em-
ployer his servants, the master his pu-~
pils and man in every station those
who are weaker than himself? The
discretion, forbearance and kindliness
with which power in such cases is us-
ed may indeed be regarded.as the cru-
clal test of gentlemanly character., He
who bullies those who-are not in a
position to resists may be a snob, but
cannot be a gentleman. He who ty-
rannizes over the weak and helpless
may be .a coward, but no true man,
The tyrant, it has been said, is him-
self but a slave turned inside .out,
Strength, and the consciousness of
strength, in a right-hearted man im-
parts a nobleness to his character; but
he will .be most careful how he uses
it;. for , : e
It Is excellent
To have a giant's strength, but it is

tyrannous
To use it like a giant.

OLD HALL IS FAMOUS, .-

Bloomington, Ill.,, Building in Which
Lincoln Delivered “Lost Speech.”

Major’s hall, in which Abraham Lin-
coln delivered his celebrated “Lost
Speech” in 1856, in connection with the
organization of the republican party,
is still standing on the corner cf two
of the principal streets of Blooming-
ton, Ill, not far from the public
square, o

This was one of the most remarkable
speeches ever delivered—so eloquent, so
impressive, so absorbing that even the
reporters forgot their business, drop-
per their pencils and were hypnotized
by Lincoln’s earnestness,

Hence this, probably the greatest
speech that he ever delivered, both for
its importance and for its persuasion,
was never reported,

Joseph Medill, Horace White and
other reporters who were present at
the meeting described the scene with
graphic pens and attempted to give
the outlines of Lincoln’s remarks more
or less full and accurate, but they all
confessed that his magnetism and elo-
quence carried them off their feet so
that they forgot everything until the
thunders of applause reminded them
of their neglected duty.

The occasion was the first meeting
of those who afterward formed the re-
publican party in Illinois. They re-
presented all shades of political opin-
fon and various conflicting interests,
and were unanimous only in’ ‘their
hatred of slavery and their distrust 'of
Douglas.

Lincoln perceived that jealousy, riv-
alry and the divergity of motives and
opinions - would make the meeating a
failure unless the delegates were im-
pressed with the importance of . har-
mony and unity of efforts, Therefore
he took the platform, and his speech
welded them together,

Every person who was present, in-
cluding Mr, Medill and Mr. White,
afterward contended that no such
speech was ever delivered before or
since, and it went into history as “the
Lost Speech.”

Major’s -hall has since been rebuilt
and made over. It is now a two-tory
building with a grocery store down-
stairs and a tailor shop and apart-
ments for tenants on the second floor.
—Chicago Record-Herald.
