from Sept. 28th, 1897, down to May 4th,
1904. He at the"same time gave the
plaintiffs leave to move on appeal that
v 8 verdict be entered for $15,880.08, the
whole amount claimed, and gave the
: defendants leave to move that a_ver-
dict be entered in their favor for \735,
the amount of pilotage fees unpaif
from May 4th, 1904, dgwn to the begin-
ning of the suit, or simply to have a
verdiet entered for them without any
damages. :
.The case will probably be appealed
by the defendants. Judge Mol.eod de-
livered a lengthy oral judgment, the
, counsel on both sides being present.
The suit was one brought to recover
$16,680.08, the amount of the pilotage
fees paid by the Coal and Railway Co.
on their coal barges engaged in cérry-
. ing coal from Springhill to St. John
and other ports, As the barges  were
towed by tug;‘,tge plaintiffs claimed
{"they~were #iot Hable under the Pilot
! Act to pay these pilotage fees.
{ Of the amount claimed, part, namely,
$7,487.58, was ' barred by the statute of
' limitations, as this amount was paid
before Sept. 28th, 1897, more than six
vears before the action was commenc-
ed. On this point the plaintiffs claimed
that the payment of fees from April
4th, 1893, when the barges first paid
pilotage fees, down to May 4th, 1904,
‘when the last payment was made, was
one continuous {ransaction, but his
honor decided for the defendants on this
point.

The defendants claimed that the
barges‘were ships of sufficient sailing
and tonnage capacity to make them
liable for pilotage fees. They there-
fore claimed $735, the amount of fees
unpaid on the barges from May 4th,
1904, down to the commencement of the
suit.

All the barges are similar in construc-
tion. Barges 1 to 5 were built in the
years 1892 and 1893. The hull of each

is modelled after that of a three mast-|.

«ed schooner of 400 tons. They have
two spars, which carry leg-of-mutton
sails, used chiefly for steadying the
barge at sea or in a wind. The area of
the sails is about 400 yards. If the
barges wWere rigged as schooners they

If the barges were shipg capable of

propelling themselves they are liable
to pay pilotage fees. If they really
have no practical powers of propulsion,
but have to be towed, then they are
not liable to pay pilotage fees. The
question is, Are the barges sailing
ships? His Honor held that they were
not rigged for sailing and could not
propel themselves in any practical man-
ner. As a matter of fact they had al-
ways been towed. They were built so
as to carry more coal than sailing ves-
sels,
- Some of the defendants’ witnesses.
stated that the barges could navigate
under their owh sail from St. John to
Parrshore and back, but looking at
all the evidence it appeared that
though the barges might sail slowly
with a fair wind and tide, they could
not be navigated as practical sailing
vessels.

On this
point his honor decided that inasmuch
as the defendants were a corporation,
a legal body, they were responsible for
wrongs done, and collecting pilotage
fees not lawfully due was a wreng for
which they were liable.

Another point was that the commis-
sion represented the government and
that the proper remedy for the plain-
tiffs was /to go to the exchequer court
with a petition of right. As to that
his honor held that the government as
a government were not interested. The
cemmissioners were appointed by the
Common Council and the Board of
Trade, and the government did not
interfere unless indeed a vacancy was
not filled after a proper time, Again,
the fees when collected, belonged to
the pilots themselves and not to the
government.

It is true that
Mr. Smith, deputy minister of marine,

THOUSANDS ATTEND FUNERAL
OF DEAD RUSSIAN HERO,

ST. PEHTERSBURG, Oct. 8.—The ar-
rival of the body of Major General
Kondratenkom, commander of the
Seventh East Siberian Rifles, who was
killed last December at Port Arthur,
and its interment in  the venerable

Alexander Nevsky monastery today,
were marked by the most impressive

military and civil spectacle witnessed
here since the early days of the war.
For ence all classes of the population
of the capital awakened from that
apathy which was untouched by the
news of the battles of Mukden and the
Sea of Japan, or the announcement of
the conclusion of peace.

Thousands of ' spectators, standing
silent and bareheaded in a drizzling
rain, filled the broad Nevsky prospect
from the Moscow statien to the gates
of the monastery, while grand dukes,
ministers of state, courtiers and the
highest officers of the army and navy,
many of whom had won distinction at
Port Arthur and in Manchuria, fol-
lowed the coffin on foot threugh the
muddy streets as common mourners
with the widow and son of the dead
general. In the procession could be
geen the uniforms' of every organiza-
tion. Each regiment of the St. Peters-
burg garrison sent a detachment of
veterans, many bearing the thirty-
year service medals, to form the mili-
tary escort.

‘W. EDWARD BISHOP DEAD.

Wm. Edward Bishop died at his
home, Hopewell Cape, on October 5th,
and was buried last Sunday. He was 55
years of age and had lived with his
mother, Mrs. Edward Bishop, until her
death, about five years ago, since
which time he had resided with
nephew. The late Mr. Bishop ‘was a
Baptist in religion ,and a lifslong con-
eervative in politics.

Few places in the province are more

pleanantly situated or more fa.vorably'
impress the visitor than this pretty lit-
tle Albertorian town. It lies on the,
“western side of the Petitcodiac river, |
with a frontage of rich intervale l@d« ;
& strip of which running inland ‘diVides
it into what might very properly be|
called the upper and lower town—while
a ridge of high hills in the rear ren-
der the view one in which mountain
and valley are beautifully blended.
The inhabitants are in easy circum-
stances and there is an air of neatness |
and comfort about their premises
which indicate thriftiness " and . taste.
They have their churches, schools, ho-
tels, stores, together with a number of
fine private residences. The Albert
railway passes through the town, con-
necting it on the one hand with Hope-
well and Harvey, and on the other with
Salisbury and the great outside. Its
chief industry has been the manufac-
ture of plaster, of which large quanti-
tles have been found in the neighbor-
hood. In the past much business was
done in exporting the well known bi-
tuminous coal obtained at the Albert

INTRODUCED IN 1781,

The gospel, according to Methodism,l
was introduced into Hillsbbro in 1781
by the Rev. William Black, of blessed
memory, whose name. was a household
word throughout. the maritime prov-
inces, and whose history should be
studied by all who desire to be intelli-
gently acquainted with the origin and
progress of the church for which he
labored so long and faithfully. At the
time referred to he had not attained
‘his majority, was inexperienced, and
had no special preparation for 80 im-
portant a work, but he had real, prac--
tical good sense, and natural fitness for

ministerial service, together with an in-
tense desire to be useful to his fellow- |
creatures. His first convert was Chrts—i
tiau Steeves, a member of the German
colony which had come from New York
and - Pennsylvania before the R,;
tion, and had settled along the Petit- |
codiac river. Unlike many who “weary !
in well doing” he held fast his integ- |
rity, for forty years. One of Mr. Black’s
successors, the Rev. Dr. Richey, tells
us he had “the privilege of preaching
in Mr. Steeves’ house, and found the
good old man steadfast in the covenant
of his God and full of a hope blooming
with immortality. He alluded with
thriling emotion to the period when
Mr, Black first visited them, and testi-

fied with eyes streaming with tears of ;

gratitude to God, that the gospel, like
its Author, is today as yesterday the
‘same. No one acquainted with Eills-
boro need be told that the -bearers of the
name of this worthy old German are
' still very numerous, indeed s0 numer-
ous that the remark has been made
that a stranger would be safe in ad-
dressing three out of every four per-
sons he might meet as “Mr. Steeves.”

AN AUSPICIOUS BBGINNING.

‘Methodism in Hillsboro had quite an
auspicious beginning, and a finer op-
portunity for expansion is of rare oo-
currence. - Mr. Black was well ‘receiv
ed, his services greatly appreciated,
and his efforts crowned with consider-
able success, and had the good impres-
sions then made been properly attend-
€d to, it is morally certain that thé
Methodists would have been the domse
inant falth in all that section of coun-
try today. But the same reasons which
checked growth and expansion in the
lower parishes were even stronger here,
and as a consequence it has always
been hard up-hill work. One serious
‘cause of trouble grew out of the teach-
ings of the Rev. Henry Alline, which
were an odd mixture of Calvinism and
“Americanism, to which was added much
of mysticism. Mr, Black describes him
“as a man of no learning, but distin-
guished by a lively, imagination and
strong natural powers, zealous in the
cause of God, and laboring fervently to
provide it Not content with propa-
gating his own peculiar opinions he as-
sailed those taught by Mr. Black. “The
Seceds” of division were thus sown, and
iA process of time greatly diminished
the harvest that otherwise would in all
probability been produced.” But, how-
ever successful Mr, Alline may  have
been in other places along distinctively
weligious lines he was not so here, as
may be learned from the following quo-
tation from his journal: “We came to
& village of Dutch people, where I
preached two sermons, to which they
gave good attention, But they were so
chained down to the form of godliness
without the power that it was almost
impossible to convince them they. need-
ed anything else.”

MADE LITTLE PROGRESS.

During the following half century,
while visits were made, sermons preach-
ed and men and women helped to a bet-
ter life by the ministrations of the suc-
cessors of Mr, Black, as they passed up
and down the courtiry, Methodism as
an organization made little progress.
After Hopewell became a separate cir-
cuit Hillsbore received more attention,
but the best that evem then. could be
given to it was only jone Sabbath ser-
vice In four weeks, with an occasional
week evening meeting. This continued
until 1863, when immediately After the
conference the recently appointed min-
ister determined to make & new de-
parture. While anxious to do good to
all he felt his first duty was to promote
the interests of his own church. An-
other minister was needed, but that in-
volved congiderable expense. He talk-
e€d the matter over with a ntimber of
the more prominent adherents of the
<hurch, and among others the late John

Byers, of this city, then manager of
the Albert mines. He warmly endors-
ed the proposal to secure additional
help, and on behalf of the congressg en-
gaged to give a generous grant, be-
sldes what might be obtained from the
miners. He wag supported in the mat-
ter by the late E. B. Ketchum, a broad
minded Anglican of this city, then sec-
retary of the company. Amos A. Bliss,
afterwards one of the members for the
county in the provincial parliament,
and William' Rogers of Hopewell Hill,
recording steward, lent their aid, and
the president, Rev, Charles Dewolfe,
D. D., was appealed to to furnish the
man, This he did at once, and Benja-
min’ J.  Johnson was transferred from
“Coverdale and Elgin” and sent to
Hopewell, the vacancy thus made being
filled by Fletéher A Weldon, who was
then on the retired list. Hillsboro, the
Mines and Demoiselle Creek had now
fortnightly Sabbath services, and the
friends of the cause were much encour-
aged. Revival meetings were held in
the autumn, and a goodly number con-
nected themselves with the Methodist
church. The principal workers in the
revival were Mr. Bliss, Harris Mc-
Latchey and James McKay and their
wives, John Addy and three young
girls who were the first to take a de-
cided stand for the Saviour. These were
Agnes Irving, Rebecca Beattey and
Kate Gallagher, who, unmoved by out-
side influences, bravely did what they
deemed was duty.

The two first named have passed to.

the better home, the other lives to hon-
or her profession. Similar efforts since
put forth have been more or less suc-
cessful, and while not a strong church
Hillsboro Is one to which no minister
need feel any fear of not being well re-
ceived and kindly ‘cared for.

WHERE SERVICES WERE HELD.

Previous to this time services had
been held in a hall, school room or
whatever place wag obtainable, A lit-
tle builiing had been erected on land
for which no title had been glven, but
it ‘had long been unoccupied. Steps
were taken to build a church, and after
great labor and self-sacrifice the school
Toom was opened for worship two years
later. The dedicatory sermons were
preached by the Rev. Ingraham Sut-
cliffe, in the forenoon and evening, and
in the afternoon by the Rev. Robert
‘Wilson, then of Saint Andrew’'s. The
oceasion was one of great interest, the
attendance was large, and the day re-
garded as a red letter one in the history
of Hillsboro Methodism. Since then
the house house formerly occupied by
Mr. Ketchum has been purchased for
a parsonage, and a comfortable home
thus provided for the pastor.

A SEPARATE CIRCUIT,

In 1866 Hillsboro, the Mines, Demoi-
selle Creek and Hopewell Cape were de-
tached from Hopewell and set off as a
separate circuit, with the Rev. Isaac
N. Parker as its first superintendent.
Sinee then the ministers in charge hava

LITTLE CAUSE TO COMPLAIN.
‘While denominational lines have al-
ways been pretty sharply drawn in
Hillsboro, the Methodist ministers have
had little cause to complain of discour-
teous treatment from the representa-
tives of the larger communion or from
outsiders of any name. One of their
number had, however, to take the plat-
form in what he has termed the fight
of his life. His opponent was a Scotch-
man, recently from the mothefland,
and claimed to be a minister of “Lady
Huntingdon's denomination.” He was
then connected in some way with the
Presbyterian church, and as a number
of Methodist families had originally be-
longed to that section of the Christian
church, he sought to-persuade them to
return to what had been the church of
their ancestors. This few of them were
willing to do. He then commenced a cru-
sade against Methodism, and delivered
addresses at Alma, Hopewell and Hills-
bore, in which Methodism was de-
nounced, in all the moods and tenses.
The ‘classmeeting” ' was designated
the | confessional, from which parents
were to keep their children away. “The
Larger Minutes” ' was a dangerous
book, which was only sold to ministers.
The English Methodist conference own-
ed all the church property and could
sell it and use the money for other pur-
poses, while as for the doctrines they
were anti-Christian and of bad tend-
ency, To this was added the charge
that while the McClelans had built the
church at Hopewell Corner as a union
one, “the Methodists had tricked him
out of a deed”—a something to which
he was prepared to attest to on oath.
The Methodist minister was present at
the one delivered in Hillsboro, took
notes, and realizing he would be ‘ex-
pected to reply, announced his inten-
tion to do so on a certain evening. He
was then & young man, and had had
no experience in the fighting line. To
encourage him in his time of need a
train of fifteen carriages filled with re-
presentative Methodists, accompanied
him, and an immense audience met in
the large Baptist church. The various
points wers dealt with in detail, an of-
fer was made to furnish any number
of “The Larger Minutes,” it was shown
that the deeds of Methodist church
property were recorded, not in London,
but at Hopewell Cape,and that the doc-
trines were sound and scriptural, As
for the statement that the church at
Hopewell Corner had been built for
union purposes, the deed, contract for
building, and a letter from Mr. McCle-
lan were read as a sufficlent reply.
Holding up the three documents and
turning to where the old gentleman
was sitting, he sald, “I wonder if Mr.
——— 18 ready to attest to his state-
ment dbout this thing now?” en a
man in the gallery called out in sten-
torian tones—“Swear him.”” For the
course he took there was no justifica-
tion whatever, he .had been kindly
dealt with by the people, their churches

.to procure a license,
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had been freely opened to him, and be-
tween them and the Presbyterians there
had been no gquarrel—thére seldom Is.
His friends abandoned him, his con-
gregations melted away as snow before
an April sun, and his departure from
the place shortly after was an event
“rejoiced in by many, sorrowed over by
none." 4

SOME STRANGE EXPERIENCES.

In the discharge of their duties min-
isters have some strange experiences
and meet with some odd characters. A
stranger called at the parsonage with
the request to meet him the next day
at a place some twenty miles distant
to marry him- to Miss So-and-So, a
member of the church. The bridegroom
was the® on his way to the shiretown
He called again
in the evening, with the doleful infor- |
mation that not a copy of the very
necessary bit of paper was to be had,
the supply had become exhausted and
the issuer had neglected to get a fresh
lot.  “What shall I @0?” was the anx-
fous enquiry of the bridegroom. “I
must leave tomorrow evening to join
my ship, and I wish to have this mat-
ter attended to before I leave. Can
you help me?’ The minister thought
it over thus: The fault is not the
man’s, but the official’s; there is no
ther reason why this marriage should
not take place; and turning to the man
he said, “Do not worry; I will take the
risks.” And he did, and Capt. Blank
left port a married man. On another
occasion a stranger wailted on the
same minister and in substance said:
“I have come from —— My bride
comes from ——, and will be in by the
train (they had evidently not met for
some time, if ever.) “Will you allow
me to keep my hat on during the cere-
mony?"” to which assent was given.
Sharp on time the pair arrived; the
service was proceeded with, the tall
beaver was kept on, the documents
were signed, adieus were exchanged,
and ten dollars was added to the min-
Isfer’s cash.

BELIEF IN GHOSTS.

The belief in ghosts or spectres is a
very ancient one, and has not been
confined to the ignorant and the super-
stitious. Frequent allusion is made to
it in the Bible, as well as in the litera-
ture of later times. It is well known
that the home of ithe Wesleys at Ep-
worth was disturbed for years by a
something that made strange noises,
displaced furniture, and otherwise
made itself disagreeable. No satisfac-
tory explanation of these things has
ever been given, and probably never
will.  While many were disposed to
hold the story up to ridicule, a lead-
ing Unitarian divine of that day made
the suggeston that in an age of prac-
tical and theological infidelity manifes-
tations of the supernatural might be
reasonably expected. And who will say
that these unexpected occurrences had
nothing to do with Wesley’s intense
belief in the spiritual? .

Within a hundred miles of Hillshoro
there is what is said to be a haunted
house, the tradition being that away
In the far past a dreadful deed had
been done there. Many stories are told
as to-what has been seen and heard in
a certain room, and for one of these
a minister is responsible. On one of
his roundg lae,uperu: the night in this
hospitable home, where everything was
done to make hm comfortable. He was
a most conscientious man, and said
only' what he believed to be true.
During the night an intangible some-
thing stood at the foot of the bed, and
gently and slowly drew the bedding
down and left him naked and bare—
presumably anxious to have a talk.
He was alone and wide awake, and
said he could not be decelved. The
writer of these lines spent a night in
the same room, and, resolved to make
the most of the opportunity, sat up in
bed until long after the time such
visitants usually appear. But as the
glorious moonlight flooded the apart-
ment, his ghostship may nat have had
darkness enough for his work, or he
may have deemed it useless to operate
upori a hard-headed Scot; in any case,
he fafled to put in an appearance.

A FIRM FOOTING.
Methodism has secured a pretty
firm footing in Elgin and in Alma. It
is no easy-matter to give a consecu-
tive recordof the progress of the
work in the former, on account of the
frequent changes in its relation to
other circuits, having been worked in
connéction with both Coverdale and
Salisbury. After being managed for
many years in this way, it was set off
by itself in 1875, and the following year
received as its first regilar appointee
the Rev. John K. King. Since then
the ministerial record reads thus:

To their homes the minister was sure
of a hearty welcome, and he was al-
ways sure of a good audience. One
summer day the writer passed through
the Mechanics Settlement and finding
he could not remain over ‘night, word
was sent round in all directions an-
nouncing a service in the afternoon.
‘Work was suspended, and men and wo-
men came in from the harvest fleld to
hear the word, glad to make the sacri-
fice. From that region came .three
ministers—Sedgewick A, Bayley, now
in the Northwest; his brother Daniel
B. Bayley, of Apohaqui, and Andrew
Gray, who after several years of ser-
vice in the Methodist and Methodist
Episcopal Churches found a home in
the Anglican Church, in the United
States. He was a clever young man,
and has made for himself more than a
local name. During the Boer war . he
warmly defended with tongue ang pen
the British side against attacks made
upon us by American writers. He has
travelled much, seen the old world, vis-
ited Palestine, and has given to the
world an interesting volume of what'
he saw and heard during his tour.

METHODISM IN ALMA.

In Alma nearly one-half thg entire
population are reported as Methodists
in' the census returns. After having
been for many years in connection
with the Hopewell circuit it was separ-
ated therefrom in 1884, when the Rev.

had left her husband in bed. Hurry-
ing to the room with her daughter shé
was horrified fo find Bradley standing
in the centre of the room, the blood
streaming down his face, and pounding
himself on the head with a heavy ham-
mer.

Mrs, Bradley grabbed the hammer,
while the daughter ran to the street to
summon aid. She found Patrolman
Flynn, of the East One Hundred and
Fourts street police station, who sum-
moned an ambulance and had Bradley
taken to the Harlem Hospital. He will
recover.

Principal
Trueman of the' consolidated school
also delivered a short but admirable
address, showing a thoughtful and
comprehensive grasp of the many
phases of the educational question. The
present, the speaker said, was no time
to hold back, but progress should be
the watchword, Contentment was sat-
isfying, but it meant no advancement,
No educational system was perfect,
and Canada should see to it that she
did not lét other countries outstrip her
in the great work of education.

The speaker propounded many ques-
tions which would afford much food for
thought for all interested.

At the cloge of the brief address,
& paper, Talking; is it a Crime ? was
read by Miss Glendine Brewster. The
writer did not consider the offense one
meriting severe punishment. As a
corrective, she advocated a quiet talk
with ‘the offender, and an earnest en-
deavor to keep the pupils rully engaged
with their work. The paper was dis-
cussed by Principal Trueman, Dr. Hay,
Messrs. Burns and Branscomb and
Mrs. Dawson,and was favorably spoken
about.

The afternoon session opened at 2 p.
m. Miss Martha E. Bray, who taught
for several years in Alberta, read a
paper on Echoes of the Schools of the
Northwest, which was very instructive
and showed 'much literary merit. Dr.
Hay, who is also quite familiar with
the schools in that part of the Domin-
ion, discussed the paper in an exceed-
ingly interesting manner, and compli-
mented the writer very highly.

Rev. Allan W, Smithers favored the
Institute with an instructive and
scholarly addréss on Some Psychologi-
cal Aspects of Teaching. Psychology
was defined and its benefits pointed out,
Teaching in its broadest sense Wwas
shown to be the teaching of the mind
to think so that the thought might re-
sule in approprate action, that the
child might become something it would
not have become without the co-opera-
tion of the teacher. The speaker re-
'ferred to the theory of development,
the value of infant psychology and
the training of the imagination, and in
closing spoke of the great importance
oft discovering the child’s best gift.

HOPEWELL HILI, Oct. 6.— The
Albert County - Teachers’ Institute,
which opened yesterday in the assem-
bly hall of the Consolidated school,
held two sessions today, closing with
the afternoon session at 4 p. m. The
teachers were favored with beautiful
weather, and with the kind and hospi-
table treatment of the people of River-
side and Albert, the opportunities for
soclal intercourse and the interchange
of ideas along professional lines, the
meetings could not fail to be both en-:
Jjoyable and profitable,

At this morning’s session, Geo. H.
Adair read an excellent paper on The
Rural District, showing the disadvan-
tages obtaining in these localities,
where, with the equipment and dis-
couraging environment, the teacher
had a poor chance to accomplish the
best results. In many of these dis-
tricts the school rates were necessarily
very high; and he advocated some way
by which the more wealthy districts
might assist.the poorer ones. Before
reading his paper, Mr. Adair spoke in
a very interesting manner on the
Schools of the Northwest, mentioning
some of the drawbacks, and claiming
that Miss Bray's paper magde rather
too rosy a picture. His remarks were
discussed by Dr. Hay, Miss Bray and

Some of you may be interested in air-
ships; some of you may even have seen
them circling around your heads up
above the houses, as in New York last
month, Who knows, long before you are
grown, we may be traveling through
the air Just as naturally as we now
take a trolley or railway car. It would
not be half so surprising as it was to
our grandparents when they saw the
first locomotive, for now we are getting
more and more used to marvels.

After all, traveling in the alr is not
such .a novelty. For many centuries
people have bgen making experiments
in aerial navigation. Do any of you re-
call_the old Greek myth of the Escape
of Daedalus and his son Icarus from
the - wicked King Minas? Daedalus
made wings of feathers cemented with
wax and away they flew. Unfortunate-
ly, Icarus forgot to obey his father's
command, and was so fascinated with
being like a bird that he soared up and
up and up till the sun melted his wax
wings, when down he droppel into the
ocean, and only his father  escaped.
‘What is this fable but a hint that the
old gr;eks dreamed of airships just as
we do

Still another Greek tradition of air
travel is that of a ‘“wooden dove,” in-
vented by the mathematiecian Archytas..
This dove, it was said, could fiy for a
long time, and was set in motion by
“hidden and inclgsed air.”

Through the Middle Ages they used to
speculate on air travel. There was an
Englishman — Bishop Wilkins—who be-
lieved the moon was inhabited, and grew
so enthusiastic about intercourse be-
tween the two worlds that he tried to
have Parliament pass a sort of aerial
navigation act to accommodate the man
in the moon as well as the men of earth.
This visionary old bishop used to proph-
esy ‘‘that in future ages it will be as
usual for a man to call for his wings
when he is going on a journey as it is
now to call for his boots.”” People al-
ways laughed and mocked at the bish-
op’s ideas; and as he lived back in the
seventeenth century, and wings have
not yet rivaled boots in the twentieth-
century wardrobe, I fear the worthy
churchman deserved f{t.

Speaking of flying, recent experiments
show' that the little pigeons which circle
80 easily around our heads can fly fifty-
five miles an hour, while the great ex-
press trains of man’s invention are
easily beaten by swallows, who often

reach a speed of ninety-two miles an
hour,

There is a plant down in South Af-
rica, called by the hard.name of ‘‘mesem-
bryanthemum,” which so closely resem-
bles a pebble that it has been picked
up in mistake for one. The leaves of
another variety of this plant, which are
about as large as ducks' eggs, resemble
a stone of brownish gray color tinged
with green; still another species looks
like quartz pebbles.

Ezrtunately, this plant of the big
name has a good many other names,
some of which are so curious you may
enjoy hearing them. There are about
three or four hundred varieties of the
mesembryanthemum, which, as a rule,
has thick, neshfr leaves, and white, yel-
low or rose colored flowers. The fruit
is a capsule which when the rain strikes
it swells out, opens up and scatters its
seeds. . The flowers, as a rule, only
bloom about noon, so they are some-
times called the midday flower. Other
names for certain varieties are fig-mari-
gald, pig’s-face, dog-chop, cat-chop,
Hottentot-fig, the hatchet-leafed mari-
gold and the ice plant.

The current expenditure which Mr.
Flelding and his associates viewed with
alarm was $306,814,052.

charge. The current expenditure was
then §$36,049,142.

Then came the change of government.
The returns for the fisedl yeéar ending

A VETERAN LAWYER.

The late L. P. Pisher, K. C., of Wood-
stock, who at the time of his death was
the senior barrister of the province,
was one of the great New Brunswick
jurists and advocates. He was ac-
counted in his day the equal in ability
and attainments of his more emin-
ent brother, Hon. Charles Fish-

the statesman and Judge.
Taking up his residence at
Woodstock, Mr. L. P, Fisher was con-
tent with a professional career, and
such positions' of local influence as
came to him. He did not coftsider the
service of a town like Woodstock be-
neath the dignity of a man who might
with his powers and his resources have
competed for the highest positions in
the reach of a citizen. For more than
twenty years he was chairman of the
local school board and gave strict at-
tention to his duties. For nearly thirty
years' he was mayor of the town. For
a large part of his lifetime he taught
in or superintended the Sunday school
in his church. This exhlblqon of local
patriotism is a lesson for others who
think that a public service to the lo-
cality where they live is too small a
career. Mr. Fisher properly consider-
ed that he owed more to Woodstock
and to the county of Carleton than he
did to any other part of the country.
It may be found that he has recog-
nized the claim of his own town and
proved his love for it In other ways,
but at least he gave to Woodstock long
and faithful personal service, -

INSURANCE COMMISSIONS,

Fuller reports of the evidence taken
in the insurance investgation at New
York disclosé in part the contracts on
which agents and officers of the Mu-
tual Life Company were able to make
from $100,0000 to $200,000 a year. The
income of Mr. Robert H: McCurdy was
largely made up from European busi-
ness which was$ arranged on a basis
of its own. That of Mr. Thebaud was
obtained on American business, the
details of which were more fully ex-
plained by the witness. Mr, Thebaud
is a son-in-law of the president of the
Mutual Life, a partner of Charles H.
Raymond, general insurance agent.
Mr. Robert McCurdy, son of the pre-
sident of the Mutual Life, was a part-
ner of Mr. Raymond from 1883 to 1893,
when Mr. Thebaud, his brother-in-law,
took his place. During the former
partnership Mr. McCurdy had received
as high as $60,000 a year from it, when
he was also gathering in large sums
from the European business in his
charge.

Mr. Thebaud went into the Ray-
mond firm with one quarter interest in
the net profits. In 1896 a new arrange-
ment was made whereby his share
was made one half. During the five
years in which this division cortinued
the share of Mr. Thebaud ranged from
$42,000 to $89,000 a year. In 1902 the
Mutual Life Company varied the
agency contract which it had with the
Raymond firm, and a.ppolntsd Colonel
Raymond managing agent. At the
same time Mr. Thebaud made a new
arrangement with Mr. Raymond,
whereby the former received two
thirds of the net profits of the firm,
and in 1903 this share was increased to
three fourths. During the Ilast three
years Mr. Thebaud’s shares in the pro-
fit have been ag follows:

The firm’s net profits, after pawing
all expenses and commissions to sub-
agents, are stated to have been in 1904
$247,866. It would seem that Mr. The-
baud did not get quite three-fourths of
this income, but it does not appear
how the remainder was adjusted.

From the point of view of the policy
holder the" irhportant element in the
case i{s the contract between the com-
pany and the agency under which
these profits were made. The terms
were set forth in the testimony of Col-
onel Raymond himself.

In 1888 his firm was allowed from 45
to 68 per cent. of the first year pre-
miums on new business. The larger
commission was paid on policies having
long terms to run, and therefore small-
er annual premiums. Out of the pre-
miums paid after the first the agents
received from five to ten per cent.., ac
cording to the price of the insurance.
About the time that Mr. Thebaud en-
tered' the firm, that is twelve years
ago, a new commission arrangement
was made. On twenty year policles
Raymond and Thebaud ‘were allowed
80 per cent, of the first premium, 10
per cent. on the second premium and
71-2 pper cent. on the premium for the
six years thereafter. On a ten Yyear
period the commission on the first pay-
ment was 56 per cent., with the same
allowance on subsequent payments as
in the other class of policies. That is
to say, if Mr, Thebaud wrote a twenty
year poncy for $10,000 with annual pre-
miums of $600, he took $400 out of the
first premium, $50 out of the second
and $57.50 on each succeeding six, as
the price of his services. A short term
policy with $1,000 premium would give
him $550, $100 the second and then $76
a year. Seventy per cent. of the busi-
ness done, according to Mr. Raymond’s
evidence, is of the class paying 80 per
cent. commission on the first premium.

This arrangement was varied in 1904
by cutting down the maximum com-
mission on new business to 65 per
cent, and advancing that on the sec-
ond premium to 25 pér cent. This
would seem to be An inducement for
the agents to hold the risks for at
least two years. But in 1895 the for-
mer rate was restored, and a bonus
was added on busipess written in ex-
cess of certain sums. In 1898 the firm
was recelving on ten ‘year policies 55
per cent of the first premium, with
ten per cent on the nine annual re-
newals, €o that 14% per cent of the
total premiums paid by the policy
holder went to the agent. In addition
the agent hada bonys of $3.50 per thou-
sand on all business written over a
certain amount, which amount was
far within the total of their business.
At the end of 1903 the company took
from the Raymond firm the control of
the #ib-agents. The firm was allowed
to draw for expenses 96 per cent of
the first premiums, and the partners
were . guaranteed by the company
$17,000,000 of business.

Such is the scale of commissions al-
lowed by the Mutual Life Company to
It may seem to
be a scandalous misappropriation of
the money of policy holders. - But be-
fore making any strong remarks con-
‘eerning these transactions we should
like to knov what share of the first
premiums is allowed to agents by Can-
adian companies, It would appear that
the business of life insurance is suf-
ficiently a public concern to call for a
public inquiry into this aspect of the
Canadian business.

It may be explained that Mr. Field-
ing’s short estimate was in part due
to the fact that he made it before the
indemnity of members had been in-
creased and the. other allowances
which went with it had been made.
The extra indemnity alone cost the
country close to $300,000 a year. °

The whole number of churches is one
hundred and-forty-five. Of these, one
hundred and six reported to the dlstrlct
meetings of this year, and iwo since
the meetings, being sixteen less tharn
were heard from last year. The num-
ber reporting in the regular way to the
district meetings, from year to year,
has not varied much for several years.
In some recent years, notably in 1898,
1902, :and 1904, special effort was made
to get information from all," and the
nulnber reporting was considerably in-
creased, though all the reports were not
sent to the district meetings.

An analysis and tabulation of the in-
formation furnished your secretary en-
ables him to present the following:

The churches reported are situated,
as to districts thus: First distsict, 11;
second,” 16; third, 14; fourth, 16; fifth,
14; sixth, 25; seventh 13.

Of the reported churches nearly all
have had regular pastoral ecare. When
it is known that they have been min-
istered to by thirty-two men, it will be
understood that some of the pastors
have had to cover much ground. Two
ministers, Revs. J. N. Barnes and E. S.
Parker, have been general missionaries.
Besides the churches having constant
care, several others have been cared
for during part of the year by the
young men who are preparing for the
ministry, they being employed in va-
cation by the home mission executive.

The additions to the churches during-

the year were three hundred and fifty-
three, being an increase of one hun-
dred and sixteen. over , those of last
Yyears. The additions were to thirty-
five churches, leaving seventy-one
churches with membership unchanged
by accessions.

The reports as to the spiritual con-
dition of the churches is encouraging,
more so than for several years.

The interest of the churches in home
and foreign missions has not found the
practical expression which is desirable.
There has been but slight difference in
the contributions for these departments
for several years. Other matters seem
to have engaged the attention of the
churches to the hurt of these branches
of the work. Your secretary would
impress on pastors and churches th%
fact that the great business of the
Church of Christ is to give the Gospel
to the needy, both at home and abroad,
and that there gannot be the best and
trueést spiritual growth in either indi-
vidual or church {f this be neglected,
or done in a half-hearted way.

The condition of the missions depart-
ment will be presented in separate re-
ports by the respective boards, as will
also the Sunday school work.

A new parsonage has been completed
as Keswick, and one is in course of
construction at Deer Island.

A new church has been dedicated at
Seal Cove, Grand Manan, and one is
nearing completion at Marysville, Sev-
eral church buildings have been im-
proved, at considerable expense.

The total contributions reported are
$32,680.63.

Paid by districts as follows:

First district, $1,166.04; second, $6,-
072.14; third, $6,484.68; fourth, $3,241.29;
fifth, $1,090.36; sixth, $5,563.12; seventh,
$9,063.

The figures are not ccmplete, many
churches failing to report contribu-
tions which, later, are sent to the trea-
surers of the several branches of work.
And yet the reports show an increase
over last year of $1,876.25.

In two items—home missions and
conference fund—there is a slight de-
crease; all ‘the others being increased.

It is shown by the census figures that
the average of the annual earnings of
employes in St. John industries are
lower than those of other cities. Before
drawing too many inferences from this
general statement one would like to be
able to compare industries of the same
class in the different towns. For ex-
ample, it would not be useful to com-
pare the wages paid to girl operatives
in a St. John cotton factery, or a paper
box esta,bllshmen_t, or a brush factory,
with the pay of highly skilled men in
a foundry or machine shop. So far as
the census is acecurate, it will permit a
comparison between the rate of pay
earned by the same class of operatives
in similar shops in different places.

It is announced that the discussion
of the.subject of city assessment, which
was before the Board of Trade three
months ago, and was adjourned for tHe
time, will be resumed tomorrow. The
question is important and difficult, as
would be supposed from the. number of
years it has been debated without any
definite result. It is belfeved, however,
that the commissioners who are en-
zazed in preparing a ‘taxation scheme
have collected a great deal of informa-
tion as to the value of properties, the
rents paid, salaries and incomes re-
ceived, and other elements in the case.

Canada has at last parted with Gay'-
nor and Greene'. It is said to have
costf’ the United States $200,000 to
carry through the extradition proceed-
ings from first to last, and the cost to
the prisoners is represented to have
been about the same. A large part of
both sums went to Canadian lawyers,

who, no doubt, gave the best value
they could for the money received.

‘When it is remembered that the .re-
ports this year are from fewer
churches than in 1904, the larger num-
ber baptized, the larger net increase
of membership, and the larger contri-
butions, are emphasized.

At the close of the last year there
were on the conference roll forty-six
ordained ministers, and eight licenti-
ates. Death has not visited the minis-
terial body during the year, for which
let us be thankful to God. Five of the
ordained ministers are pastors in the
United States. One licentiate, G. D.
Milbury, took his dismission to unite
with the Free Baptists of the United
States, where he is now living; W. B.
Kirkpatrick is still at the divinity
school ;and one, H. W. McCutcheon,
relinquished his certificate. PR
Hayward, C. Wheaton and J. Cope-
land, have received license during the
year,

The number of ministers at this date
Is forty-six ordained. six conference
leceniates, and three district meeting
licentiates.

From the following brethren your
secretary has received reports. The
majority have apparently forgotten the
rule of conference requiring a report
from each: Rev. Jos. Noble, Rev. J. N.
Barnes, Rev. C. T. Phillips, Rev. J. J.
Barnes, Rev, W. H. Perry, Rev. C. B.
Lewis, Rev. H. A. Bonnell, Rev. Abram
Perry, Rev. A. J. Prosser, Rev. E. H.
Cochrane, Licentiate Manzer, Licenti-
ate Bonnell, Licentiate H. R. Boyer.

The report concluded as follows:
“During the year the churches were
asked to pass upon the action of the
conference of 1904, as to Baptist union.
Their approval of the proposed union
was with gratifying unanimity. Be-
cause of that action, and its ratiﬂca—
tion by the churches, we are now ‘at a
most momentous stage in our history
as a religious body. With the close of
this session of conference our deparate
denominational existence will cease.
We will thenceforth be part of the
united Baptist body. Though ceasing
to be a separate body, the work en-
trusted to us, and which we have car-
ried on thrqugh three-quarters of a
century, remains in our hands to be
done in co-operation with our brethren
of the other Baptist body, under more
favorable conditions, with wiser econ-
omy of methods and resourges, and
with greatly enlarged territory and op-
portunities. The Lord has been with
us and blessed us. He has guided us
thus far, That He will guide us in all
the future we have no reason to doubt.
The seal of His approval on the new
departure which is made in Hig name
and for His kingdom’s sake, let us
humbly and earnestly seek. Amen!”

In rising to move the adoption of the
corresponding secretary’s report, Rev.
Joseph Noble made an impressive ad-
dress. With a break in his voice
eaused by deep emotion the venerable
clergyman sald he had listened to the
report with a greal deal of pleasure
and satisfaction. Comparing the past
with the present he could say with one
of old, “Truly how great things God
has wrought.”

He was glad to notice the emphasis
‘which the report had put upon the im-
portance of the church. No organiza-
tion on earth could compare with the
church, but a great responsibility rests
upon it. “I am an old and feeble man,
and looking over my life have wonder-
ed whether it could be said of me ‘He
hath done what he could,’ and can the
same be said of the church?”

As a church we have had a place in
the past, and in the future will have
a still more important place. With re-
ference to the finances of the church
he thought that while $82,000 was quite
a large sum it might be doubled. The
past year has been a prosperous one
in our province. He thought the peo-
ple in the towns gave more liberally
than those living in the country dis-
tricts, and they were, speaking gener-
ally, not so able to do it. Referring to
the great strides that had been made
in the means of locomotion and the fine
houses and more luxurious surround-
ings of the people, he wondered if they
gave to the Lord a just propertion of
their increased prosperity. With tears
in his eyes and a tremor in his voice
Father Noble said this would undoubt-
edly be the last general meeting he
would attend, and said he had hoped
and prayed that he might be able to
attend this one.

Rev. Mr. Noble saw the Free Baptist
body organized at ‘Wakefield, and he
had attended every yearly meeting
since that time with the exception of
one, ‘“With these few wandering
thoughts, I therefore move the adoption
of the report.” The address of “Father”
Noble made a profound impression.

The motion was seconded by Rev.’C.
T. Phillips, who referred in feeling
terms to the address of ‘‘their father
in the church.”

The second paragraph of the report,
in which it was stated that the true
record is on high, impressed him very
much. He thought of the great amount
of work that is done by the faithful
pastors and their loyal lay brethren
and sisters, which could never be tabu-
lated. The people who live in the city
have no idea of the difficulties that
have to Lbe contended with by the coun-
try pastor. It had always seemed to
him a great pity that two churches go
nearly together should be so widely
apart. In many small places it was a
waste of God’'s money and God’s men.
‘When a boy in his early teens he had
heard the report of the recording sec-
retary read at‘a conference meeting
by a careworn pi-eacher Today that
old man’s son performed the same of-
fice. “Who shall tell the story of the
intervening years?”

After a few remarks by Rev. David
Long, the report was unanimously ad-
opted.

THE NOVA SCOTIA DELEGATE.

Rev. 'Edwin Crowell, the delegate
from the Nova Scotia conference,
brought greetings from that body, and
said that the general condition of their
conference was satisfactory. The mem-
bership was reported to be about the
same. He referred to the sepazaalon of
the Free Baptists of Nova Scotia from
the N. B. conference and their connec-
tion with the triennial conference. The
principal reason why they separated
from the N. B. body was because of
thcir objection to facing the question of
union. It had proved that it was only
deferring the mattér, however, and at
the general meeting held'about a month
ago, the basis of union was unanimous-
ly passed, and the question referred to
the different churches.

He referred to the fact that  at’

The importance
of the Sunday school cannot be over-

estimated, said Mr. Rideout. He point-
ed out that the teaching inculcated
there puts an ideal before the. child.
Too many think Sunday schools are
only for children, and drop out when
they become fourteen or fifteen years
old. He instanced a class of his own,
consisting of 40 or 50 members ranging
in years from twenty upwards. The
teachers’ greatest need was a know-
ledge of God and of Christ. Next they
should know God’s word. The Bible
is an intensely interesting book if only
taken up rightly. Mr. Rideout suggest-
ed that the 1relativity of the subjects
should always be kept in mind. The
teacher should always be natural, and
should never attempt to imitate others.

Rev. A. J. Prosser submitted the re-
port of the home mission board. . He
pointed out that the two Baptist bod-
ies, especially in rural districts, have
been competitive, and after a carefl
inspection of the work a saving has
been made and results have improved.
Rev. Dr. McIntyre was the. intermed-
iary in this work. There .wére eight
missionaries in the home field during
the past summer. Mr, Prosser made a
detailed report on each district. The
working of thse two bodies -has been
perfectly harmonious, he said.

Rev, Dayvid Long  claimed that the
men in the home field were not getting
enough for their labors, and that extra
efforts should be made to provide them
with a sufficient stipend. He agreed
with Rev. E. S. Parker that there were
great opportunities in the west, and
that the field should be entered.

Rev. A, J. Prosser said:  that one
church in Winnipeg gives more for
home Mmissions than all the Free Bap-
tist churches in this province.

“Is not that true, -Dr. McLeod?” he
asked. :

“It is, but don’t mention it,” said the
reverend doctor, giving a jocular reply.

The session was then adjourned until
Monday morning at 9 o'clock.

It was announced that the collections
in the Free Baptist churches on Sun-
day would be given to the sick and dis-
abled ministers’ fund.

THIRTEEN PEOPLE
BADLY INJURED.

BURLINGTON, Vt., Oct. 8.— News
was received here today of an elec-
tric car accident near the village of
‘Winoosk! late last night in which
thirteen people were injured. Several
of the victims were seriously hurt, but
it is not belleved there will be any
fatal results, :

‘The accident happened on what is
known as the Military Post Railway,
running between this city and Essex
Junction. Shortly before midnight last
night a car carrying about fifty pas-
sengers who were returning to Wi-
nooski and Essex Junction from this
city, approached a siding near the
village of Winooski. On the siding
was a car in which there were only a
few passengers. The switch was open
and the métorman of the heavily load-
ed car shut off the power and applied
the brakes in an attempt to stop his
car. ‘There were leaves on the track,
however, and ' the brakes falled to
work. The moving car crashed into
the car on the siding. Both cars were
thrown from the rafls and badly dam-
aged, the moving car being practical-
ly wrecked. The force of the colli-
sion was gomewhat Jessened by the
motormen ef the stationary ear apply-
ing the power just before the crash,
when he realized that a collision was
imminent. .

None of the’ raliway employes were
injured, and all the passengers in the
car on the siding escaped without in-

jury, other than a shaking up.

MORE OF A FACTOR ' IN THE
READY-MADE GARMENT business
than ever. Manufacturers who have
heretofore never put it in their lines
are doing so this fall, and others whose
factories are not. equipped for the
manufacture of velvet suits are regret-
ting that fact. It is the velveteen suit
which is largely exploited by the man-
ufacturing trade for the tailored suit,
while both velveteen and chiffon vel-
vet are being used for the construction
of costumes and wraps intended for
evening wear..The majority of the vel-
vet ‘suits exploited by the cutters-up
will be made with the short length
jacket, -while in-the better-priced gar-
ments long coat suits will be fashion-
able. Custom tailors are showing both
long and short coat suits in velveteen
and velvet, the short’ coat  suit being
generally a three-piece affair, consist-
ing of a bodice of velvet or chiffon
the same eolor as the velvet, in addit-
ion to the skirt and short-fitted jacket.
The principal reason the manufactur-
ing trade and the cloak and suit buyer
are not taking readily to the long coat
velvet suit is on account of the addit-
ional price entailed by the use of the
extra quantity of material necessary
in its construction. Dressmakers and
women's tailors will be those who will
exploit the most fashionable styles in
velvet suits in which the greater quan-
tity of niaterial is required.

Hart, a young physician residing in the
suburbs of Rogers Park, Js in the cus-

The girl dled in a bedroom of the
Hart residence, in which she and the
physician had been located for several
hours.. It is the opinion of the au-
thorities, based on the facts disclosed
at the inquest held today, that the girl
was maltreated and then polsoned in
an attempt to conceal the crime, Aftér
finding that it was impogsible for the
child to recover, the physician swal-

lowed morphine, and lay in an uncon-
Scious cendition all of.last night and
during. the .greater part of the day.
Late this afternoon he partially recov-
ered and was brought to the city and
locked up.

The girl was taken about a year ago
from the Illinois Industrial Home - for
Girls by Dr.. Hart and his wife, who
desired a girl who could serve in a
measure as & companion for Mrs, Hart,
who is but 17 years of age, and at the
same time do light work about the
house.

Police Inspector Wheeler subjected
Dr. Hart to an exhaustive examina-
tion in the effort to secure from him a

statement of the occurrences in the;

house during the afternocoon, but the

physiclan insisted throughout that the

girl was not murdered; that he did not

' misuse her, and that he did not at-

tempt to commit suicide. He declared
repeatedly that the girl had taken the
poison by mistake, and said that his
excitement was caused by the fear that
he might be accused of her death. After
finding that the girl was dead, he de-
clared that he took an injection of mor-
phine to quiet his nerves and took an
overdose,

Dr, Lewke, the coroner’s physician,
who exumined the body of the girl, de-
clared tonight that there was not the
slightest doubt that she had been
treated In a revolting manner.

New York expends a vast.sum of
money for postage stamps, buying and
using them at the rate of forty cents’
worth a second. In a year the oity
turns over to the government $13,274,-

; 458 for handling its.letters. In a typical

day New York writes 212 lefters a min-
ute, of which two-thirds comé from
the few blocks of skyscrapers and
other business houses between Wall
street and Chambers street, and the
two rivers, Should the task of writing
letters be equally distributed among
all "the inhabitants of the city, each
would have to write five a day.
Although the police,. as eeen by a
casual observer about the streets, do
not appear to be dangerously over-
worked, yet when the sum total of
their doings is consi@ered they show
great activity. At any rate they make
an arrest every three minutes. Every
ten minutes they take some one' te the
station house for drunkenness; vwary
twenty minutes they lay hands on
Somebody accused of theft, and every
forty-eight minutes they arrest a per-
son.accused of starting a fight. On an
average, a new prisoner is brought to
the Tombs every two hours, and every
five hours a criminal is eent from the

i city to State Prison.

But far faster than the police make
arrests the lawyers bring suits. A new
suit is started every ten minutes, and
one is brought to trial every fifteen
seconds. The courts are sadly behind
and the calendars growing longer and
longer, but still more lawyers are look-
ing for litigation. On an average New
York has a new lawyer every twelve
hoyry.—N. Y. “Tribune.’ !
