AFRICAN BAPTIST ASSOCIATION.

Tae ArricaNn Baprist AssociaTion convened with the
Hammonds Plains Church in its Twenty-eighth Annual Session
at 3 o'clock, P. M., on Saturday, Sept. 3rd, 1881. After the
usual devotional exercises the electior: of officers took place,

Rev. H. H. Johnston, pastor of Halifax Church elected
Moderator.

The gathering was ove of the largest ever witnessed, there
being delegates from Digby, Weyrouth and Cornwallis, Preston
and Halifax. The weather was delightful. On Monday
afternoon the subject of education was introduced by 'the Mod-
erator in plain simple words, by saying that some Ministers
tanght that it was not necessary to be educated in order to be
able to preach the Grospel, but merely open the mouth wide and
God would fill it. The speaker admitted that God would assist,
but while he admitted that fact, he believed that God would
not do for man what man could do for himself (God works by
means) man’s extremity was God’s opportunity.

He further stated from what he could ascertain that the doors
of Acadia College were open to all, irrespective of race. This
opportunity should now be embraced, it being a grand one, ' If
this was done we would not have to send away to the United
States for Ministers, but would have them to send there. He
strongly urged the young men who were aiming for that exalted
position, to get education in order that they might be able to
fill their pulpits with credit to themselves, do honour to the
cause of Christ, and arrest that progressive evil which predom-
inates in our churches to-day.

The Rev. gentleman said,  Perharps my advice to you may,
not be altogether new, but in any case it is a subject for thought,
especially to those who are immediately connected with' this
association. . There can be nothing more vital or important to
the people of any community than that of having an educated
minister in their midst, that is, educated in both head and heart.”
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g{e traced the lives of many colored men of distinction, whose
earlier days did not show 'any-greater signs of advancement
than’ some of those who surrounded him. Yet: by industry,
energy and hard study, many of them have become eminent
minist&‘s, lawyers, politicians, musicians, Famous among these
may be mentioned Professor Page of Brown University, Provi-
dence R. I, now Principal of Lincoln Institute mission, Pro-
fessors Jones and Vassar, graduates from Madison Univensity,
now at the Richmond Institute, and the late Professor Garduer,
of Georgia. Among the lawyers were Walker and Morris of
Boston, and on the platform of the political arena are to he
found Frederick Douglas, 'who has a world-wide reputation,
Elliot, Revels, and the late Oscar I. Dunn, who had been Lieut.
Governor of Louisana previous to his death,

And in the musicdl world the colored race is to be found
taking an active part. The talented Joseph White, a Cuban of
nb mean ability, who in 1863, on his return to Spain from
America, played before the Countess de Montijo (mother of the
‘Empress of France) and likewise before the Queen of Spain.
Her Spanish Majesty presented him, the brilliant virtuoso, with
a magnificent sét of diamond studs, and created him Chevalier of
the Order of Isabella the Catholic. After his return to France
he performed at the Tuilieries, in presence of their Majesties
‘Napoleon and the Empress Eugenie, from whom he received the
fullest congratulations.

He briefly touched on the work performed by the famous
Jubilee singers of Fiske University, In the summer of 1874
they returned to Nashville, Tenn., having given two seasons of
concerts in America, and one in Great Britain. The best
evidence of the appreciative and enthusiastic welcome given them
in both countries, is the fact that the net result for the Univer-
sity wad over $90,000. The problem of the little baud of
faithful teachers had been nobly and gloriously solved. And
to-day on a beautiful commanding site of twenty acres with all
the appliances of the best modren Colleges, stands a noble
building, forever dedicated to learniug and to Chrisianity.

The closing remarks of the Moderator were full of pathos.
He thanked the brethren for giving him such kind attention,
and said although he had digressed somewhat from his subject,
yet it was necessary for him to do so, in order to let them know -
what progress the race had made in the few years of their liberty
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from abject bondage, and hoped what he had said would be
productive of much good. ‘

He recomended the brethren to be cotsistent living Christians,,
as nothing would stand the test but what was genuine, as the
world knew pretty well the ring of pure metal. If lights of the
world, we should keep our lumps trimmed and brightly burning;
With conscience satisfied that duty is properly performed, no
consequences can harm us. A sense of duty pursues us ever
Like the Deity it is omnipresent with us in the datk as well as
in the light.

With us in life they will be with us at its close; and in the
scene of inconceivable soleminity which lies yet farther onward;
we shall still find ourselves surrounded by the congcisusness of
duty, to pain uswhenever it is violated, and to console us so far
as God may have given us grace to perform it. Duty done
will make the/voice of conscience sweet as the harps of heaven
to your sould. It will make the ctip of life run over with
blessing, it will snatch the crown of victory from the hand of the
all-conquering Death, and make every path of life safe for your’
feet, and in the valley of the shadow of death you shall fear no
evil, he

At the cloge of his address complimentary resolutions were
passed for the able eflort, as well as the business like manner in
which he conflucted the affuirs of the Association generally.
