Senator Lougheed Believes
Drastic Legislation Is Nec-
essary—Reciprocity Would
Give Trade To Port: Arthur.

——

1 Ditawa. ¥eb. 23—In the Senate to-

day Senator Lougheed resumed the de-
bate on the grain bil. An examina-
tion of the bill showed that a com-
mission was to be appointed to deal
with the grain question.

The government had given much at-
tention 1o grain inspection, but had
not succeeded so far in checking ir-
regular practices c¢f mixing in termin-
al elevators. He read an article whigh
stated - that 70 inspectors had failéd
for years to stop a practice which
took money from the pockets of the
farmers for the benefit of elevator
men and to the detriment of the re-
putation in' Liverpool of Canada’s
wheat If ‘the law had been properly
administered in the past he thought
such extensive frauds as had been ad-
leged could not’ have been practiced.

The new bill proposed to remedy. this
and though the plan was somewhat
paternal, ke in view of the frauds
which had been reported, thought the
legislation was justified.

In the opinion of Senator Lougheed
the proposed reciprocity agreement
would result in the bulk of Canadi-
an wheat being taken out of the coun-
try it points west of the great lakes
and it would not pass through the
Fort William and Port Arthur eleva-
tors at all. How did the government
propose to protect the standard of the
Canadian wheat which went out of
ihe country by this route?

The bill was premature. It should
follow the reciprocity decision, and
if reciprocity was agreed upon, there
should be protection of standards for
grain crossing the boundary west.

Ottawa, Ont., Feb. 23.—What is re-
garded by the enemies of the recipro-
city agreement as its deathblow, was
dealt today by R. L. Borden. He
proved from Mr. Fielding’s unwilling
lips that the farmers of Canada have
been delivered into the hands of their
trade rivals of many counmtries, that
they have been sold, not only to the
United States, but to twelve other
nations under the favored nation
treaties. \

The scene in the House was at
times wild and turbulent, and it was
always seething with excitement, The
members had expected a quiet acad-
emic debate like the battle of yester-
day, but the sitting had hardly begun
before it became evident that there
would be doings.

Dr. Reld questioned Mr. Fielding re-
garding the effect of the agreement
upon the favored nations.

The finance minister would give no
satisfaction, but ‘finally Mr. Borden
forced him to give the House and the
country a definite understanding
where Canada really stood.

Summarizing the advantages which
he believes will come to the United
States if the agreement is accepted,
Mr. Wilson said:

“The advantages that will come
from reciprocity to the people of the
United States will be, first, access to
the Canadian woods. Then there will
be access to Canadian markets for
our fruits, free fish, free trade in
seeds, free trade in flax, free barbed
wire fencing, free trade in horses
This last will give us a market for
our draft horses in those new prov-
inces that are being opened up.

“In the development of regions with
climate and soils so comprehensive
and varid as are found on both sides
of the line that divides us from Can-
ada, the interests of all.classes of
people must be taken into careful
consideration; the producer, because
he creates wealth; the consumer, be-
cause he makes a home market for it,
and the carrier, because he takes it
from the field to the market. There
would be no justification for framing
a treaty that would consider the in-
terests of only one of these classes
It is fairly well understood that any
one class of the community prospers
most when all the others are prosper-
ing. In the making of this treaty, the
chief executive, and those associated
with him, have considered the inter-
ests of all classes of the community

“Another consideration deserves at-

tention, and that is that reciprocity
is proposed with a people who are
our neighbors, who are such people

as we are, who speak our language,
who have similar laws, who are en-
gaged in similar cupations, and who
are developing along similar lines.

Describing himself as a’‘Liberal fore
and aft,” the Sparta clergyman pro-
tested vigorously agalnst the argu-
ments which had been presented on
behalf of the reciprocity agreement
now before the House of Commons.
“There are two sides to every ques-
tion,” he said, “and this afternoon
you have had it beclouded and the
dust thrown in yocur eyes. There is
another side than that which has
been presented here this afternoon,
It is the side of the Hon. George W
Ross and of Hon. Clifford Sifton. I
came to the United States first from
Britain 37 years ago, and I know the
sentiment in the states. The friend-
ship that we have today cam only be
kept in one way, that is by keeping a
stift upper lip and going ahead on
our own course. I am afraid that some
of youy don't know that the Kepubli-
can party in the United States was
fast going down to defeat. If we had
minded our own business the treaty
wall would have been taken down
without the mecessity for any treaty
or any concessions on our part at all”
At this point hisses and catcalls be-
gan to rise and it was necessary for
President Lewis to appeal for order.

Annexation the Aim,

“l am not talking about sbmething
that I know not of,” said Rev. Mr, De
St. Dalmas, when the uproar had been
quieted. “I have supported Sir Wil-
frid Laurier for many years, but I
have lost more by standing by my
principles than any man in this house
today. It is absorption and annexation
that is advanced by reciprocity Their
aim and purpose in this treaty is an-
nexation and if you don’t believe it
now, you will believe it later.”

Miss Dora Harrison Lost Pound
a Day During 1,000 Mile
Pilgrimage from New York
to Florida.

Savannah, Ga., Feb. 23.—Accompan-
fed by Mrs, Margaret Brown, a native
of New York, but a winter resident
of Savannah, Miss Dora Harrison, of
Evergreen, 1. I., who is walking on a
wager and for the purpose of reducing
her weight, left a few days ago for
Tampa, Fla., on the last half of her
extensive pilgrimage. The young wo-
man, on the advice of Mrs, Brown,
who is familiar with the roads in that
section, will follow the tracks of the
Seaboard Air Line Railway into Flor-
ida.

As The Standard pointed out at the time, if St.
John were governed by a commission, the conditions are
so dissimilar to those in commission cities in the States
that there would be no necessity for the commissioners
to give their services exclusively to the city's affairs.
No change in the platform has been announced, and in
the light of the experience of Cedar Rapids the cost of
running a commission in St. John would either have to
be increased to about $18,000 a year, or practically all
citizens who have businesses which net them $3,000 a
year and upwards would be debarred from being can-
didates. Some announcement of a definite policy by
fhe advocates of commission on this and other im-
portant questions will be awaited with interest.

1t is worthy of particular notice that Commissioner
Bennett emphasizes the fact that the system does not
* bring out the best men, He goes to the root of the
problem of all civic government when he says the quality

is much larger

of the men is the essential feature. “I believe,” he
adds, “that you can get just as good men in a council
of elght or nine as with the commission scheme.”

The reform movement to elect a council of nine
aldermen has a distinet advantage over the present
commission plan. It invites the business men of the
city, who claim that improvement in civie affairs is
needed, to volunteer for active service, The commis-
sion plan shuts them out. A common council will
cost the taxpayers many thousands of dollars less in
salaries and there is not a single good feature in com-
mission government that cannot be incorporated when ||

“All-Red Route” will enable the visitor to the festival to
obtain a glimpse of the vast Empire, and the beanty and
industrial and productive wealth of the various colonies.
The rellway line is one and a half miles in length, and
the passenger is for the greater part under cover, yet
seeing open scenes.

Boarding the electric train at the Pageant station
‘the “passenger will be taken on'a complete trip around
the Emplire, so to speak, the first stopping place being
Newfoundland. Through a covered way, the exhibition
building of the oldest colony is entered. Here a com-
plete peper-making plant will be one of the chief fea-
tufes of interest. From Newfoundland the train pro-
ceeds ‘to Canads, and the first view of this great Déin-
inion is a vast stretch of forestland, with groups of men
busily engaged in felling and clearing timber. Then
the train is transferred, with its full complement of
passengers, to an ocean ferry, and thence to Jamaica,
The next sight {s a Malay village, followed by India,
witli its historic temples, jungles, palaces, bazaars and
other scenes, typical of the East. Australia and New
Zealand follow.with a host of interesting features illus-
trative of the marvelous development of Australasia.
The homeward journey is made by way of the
Cape, ‘where realistic representations are given of scenes
on the veldt, natives engaged in various pursuits, and
gold mines in full operation. The “round-the-Empire”
trip-by the “All-Red Route” is now on view to the public
in a special building in the Strand, and has become
one of the sights of London; as many as 10,000 per-
sons having viewed it daily during the past fortnight.

In addition to“the “All-Red Route,” there will be a
mono-rail. system installe@ by Mr, Chalmers Kearney,
starting from Empire avenue, running round the Coun-
try ‘Life section and embracing all the principal outlying
sections of the festival, Agother interesting feature
will be the Tudor village. The houses will be modelled
upon the Elizabethan style, half timbered, with. dormer
windows and garbled “ends. ¢ _designs have been
made from the best examples extafit of the Elizabethan
style of architecture. and the whole village will be en-
closed within embattled walls.  There will be a real
village green, with genuine old stocks and pillory; and
the houses will be furnished with flne examples of
furniture and curios of the period,

Some idea of the magnitude of the great festival
stheme is apparént in the fact that there are at present
no fewer than 3,000 men at work preparing the Crystal
Palace and grounds for the opening ceremony in May
next. This number will shortly be increased to 6,000
workmen. Two new magnificent stairways running
from the centre transept of the palace down the main
terrace are shortly to be constructed, Each of these
will be over twenty-five feet in width, and will be de
signed in harmony with Sir Joseph Paxton's scheme of
decoration. These will enable large crowds to pass
freely and easily ;to the palace from the grounds, and
vice versa. By happy chance, the material to be used
is to be Empire stone. There will be several landings,
so that visitors may pause to gain a glimpse of the
fourteen-mile panorama of the Surrey Hills,

A feature of the Country Life section of the festival
will be a demonstration farm, which should be of great
{interest to, visitors from the overseas. This will be a
fleld of wheat which is matured and reaped nine weeks
after sowing. It is the result of a new scientific pro-
cess, which promises the farmer independence of the
weather, sure harvests, more abundant ones, and re
duced expenditure.

~Lisbon, Feb, 28.—In many quarters
abroad unfriendly tg the new, Portu-
guese Republic there’s a marked tend-
ency to minimigeé and slur over the
reforms thet have beei carried
out, and to exaggerate such troubles
as the dispute about hours of work
and wages on the rallroads some three
weeks. ago. :
Much has been accomplished by the
provisional government since the re-
lpu!.;lh.\) was proclaimed on October 6
ast.
Taking the reforms fin order the
work accomplished to date is as Tol-
lows:—October 18, House of Lords
abolished. October 20, a number of
royal palaces declared national prop-
erty, October 21, all exceptional laws
abolished, October 23, Religious in-
struction in state supported schools
abolished, October 25, Press law lib-
eralized; October 27, Full right of
public meeting granted; November 4,
Liberal divorce law decreed; Novem-
ber 13, All gambling suppressed; De-
cember 7, Right of sirike conceded to
all workers except government em-
ployes; January 3, Octros on food re-
duced; January b, Clensorship abolish-
ed; January 6, Import meat duties
abolished; January 10, Weekly day of
rest instituted.

Jesuits Expelied.
In addition to these reforms the
Jesuits have been expelled, necessary
retrenchments have béen affecteed in
all departments of state, and numer-
ous port and railway improvments
have been carried out or decided up-
on at Mozambique and Lorenzo Mar-
ques, Obligatory military service and
a new democratic electoral law are
promised.
Reform of the taxation assessment
system is also being pressed forward,
for an incredible state of things ex-
isted under the old regime. Trade
is reviving, according to a prominent
Portuguese merchant in close touch
with affairs in Lisbon. ‘“The middle
class is well pleased at this prospect
and the cessation of forms of taxa-
tion, which amounted to sheer robbery
For instance, my office boy, receiving
$1.26 as weekly wages, had to pay
about 25 per cent. of this sum to the
government under the head of income
tax. Then, the impartial ddministra-
tion of justice is an unaccustomed
and most valued blessing. Everyone
the voice of the people is making it-
self heard for the first time, and as
one might well expect, it is not a very
contended voice. It must be years
before the Augean stables can be
cleansed.”

Goes Adrift in Pubnico Har-
bor and is Towed Disabled
into Yarmouth.

(Gloucester Times, Feb. 17.)
A very mueh appreciated piece of
work was done recently for an Am-
érican vessel In distress by the Can-
adian croiser Lansdowne and it is safe
to say that the merry captain of the
latter craft will be held In high re-
membrance by eaptain, crew and own-
€rs of the aided vessel.
Sehr. Jubilee, Capt. John Swim, of
this port, which was out on a Georges
handline codfishing trip, got used pret-
ty hard in some of the recent heavy
gales which swept the banks and suf-
fered to such &n extent that it was
necessary for her to go to land. Her
ralls were stove and some of her
chain plates were carried away and
some of her salls were torn. She had
lost one anchor and some cable and
had also broken the fluke off the other
anchor,
In this condition she made harbor
at Pubnico, N. 8., and anchored just
about in time to take the full benefit
of the blizzard which swept the Cape
Shore last week, the worst gale of
the whole season on that coast.
Adrift In Harbor.
With her erippled anchor down as
her only ground tackle, the Jubilee
went adrift right in the harbor, and
at the mercy of wind and wave, was
drifting down across the bows of
other crafts, to hit which would have
meant most serfous disaster to them
as well as herself. Even provided
she cleared them, there was only one
end for her, and that was to bid up
on the rocks of the shore, and this
meant destruction of the craft and
perhaps the loss of all on board,
At this juneture Captain Burns of
the Lansdowne, which was at anchor
in  the harbor, riding out the gale,
saw the predicament of the Jubilee,
and like a true son of the sea, he
thought only of giving aid. In the
quickest time possible, at his hurried
order, the ancher of the Lansdowne
was weighed and in the very teeth
of the gale, she steamed after the
helpless Jubilee and secured her be-
fore she could do damage to any other
craft and before she reached the rocks
which meant her own destruction.
Towed To Yarmouth.
After the gale, the captain of the
Lansdowne, seeing the half-wrecked
condition of the Jubilee, continued his
good Samaritan act, passed out a good
stout hawser and took her in tow,
taking her to Yarmouth, where she
could make the mecessary repairs,
The daring act of the captain of the
Lansdowne was a gallant exemplifica-
tion of the brotherhood of the sea, the
bond which knows no severing when
a fellow mariner is in trouble. It was
a generous, heroic effort in the face
of the worst gale of the winter, and
without doubt it saved lives, to say
nothing of property.
The Jubilee was enabled to make
repairs at Yarmouth under the direc-
tion of Capt. Alden Geel of this city,
and will now be able to continue her
voyage,
