It was on the first of August. 1291, 
that the men of Url, Lower Unterwal- 
den and Schvvyz entered Into a defen­
sive league which was the foundation 
of the present republic. The canton 
of Schwyze was peopled by the Clm- 
brians, who. leaving their original habi­
tation in Scandinavia, Invaded Italy 
during the days of the Roman empire. 
They were defeated by the Roman 
general Marius, and fled into Helvetia, 
as Switzerland was anciently called, 
where they remained and gave the 
name of their canton to the whole 
confederacy.

The league formed In 1291 was suc­
cessful, and by 13'»:’. had grown to eight 
cantons and in 1513 to thirteen. Vari­
ous surrondin g territories were acquir­
ed. but no addition was made to the 
number of cantons forming the league 
until 1798. when, under the influence 
of the revolutionists of France, the 
Helvetic republic, was formed with a 
regular constitution. In 1803 Napoleon 
stuck his finger In the Swiss pie. gave 
tho republic a new constitution, and 
increased the number of cantons to 
nineteen.

Next year the Swiss will celebrate 
the centennial of that compact by 
which the netrality of Switzerland and 
the inviolability of her territory were 
Guaranteed by the powers of Europe. 
The supreme legislative and executive 
powers of the republic are vested in a 
parliament of two chambers. The pre­
sident is the first magnate of the con­
federation. and is elected by the legis­
lature for a term of one year. The pre­
sident Is not eligible to succeed him­
self until after the expiration of a full 
year from the time of leaving office.

"The people of England know 
the surest way to preserve the 
peace for which they long, and 
perhaps the only way, is to make 
dear to all that if its friends are 
forced into war. England will sup­
port them to the full. We have no 
direct interests, except those 
seeing elementary fair play in 
quarrel between Vienna and Bel­
grade. But we had little direct in­
terest also in the controversy re­
solved at Ageciras, none at all in 
the controversy at Agadir, never­
theless we showed we were ready 
on both occasions to give our 
triends all the support at our com­
mand in vindication of their right­
ful claims. We did so because it 
is our settled interest and tradi­
tional policy to uphold the balance 
of power in Europe. It is for tuM. 
object we entered the entente with 
France, and enlarged the entente 
with France and her ally. To that 
entente we remain faithful. Come 
what may, England will be found 
as ready to stand by her friends 
today as she ever was when she 
was aiding Europe to fling off the 
despotism of Napoleon."

SEVENTY YEARS AGO

In» yesterday afternoon’s proceed­
ings of the Royal Commission, inves­
tigating the charges • in connection 
with the Valley Railway, Mr. M. G. 
Teed raised the point that the Com­
mission had power only to Investigate 
conditions and costs of the section 
of the railway between Gagetown and 
CentreviUe. The commission agreed 
that the point was well taken, and that 
Mr. Carvell in his fishing expeditions 
must be limited to the said section of 
the road.

Entry by proxy may be made at any 
dominion lands agency (but not sub­
agency), on certain conditions.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon 
and cultivation of the land in each of 
three years. A homesteader may live 
within nine miles of his homestead on 
a farm of at least eighty acres, on cer­
tain conditions. A habitable house is 
required except where residence is 
performed in the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader 
in good standing may pre-empt a quar­
ter section alongside his homestead. 
Price $3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months’ residence In 
each of three years after earning 
homestead patent; also fifty acres ex­
tra cultivation. Pre-emption patent 
may be obtained as soon as homestead 
patent, on certain conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his 
homestead right may take a purchas­
ed homestead In certain districts. 
Price $3.00 per acre.

Duties—Must reside six months in 
each of three years, cultivate fifty ac­
res and erect a house worth $300.

The area of cultivation is subject to 
reduction In case of rough, scrubby or 
stony land. Live stock may be substi­
tuted for cultivation under certain con­
ditions.

Buffalo, 7; Jersey, 0.\ ed.At Buffalo:The New York Yacht Club, which 
for more than half a century has held 
the America's Cup against thd best 
vessels English builders could turn 
out, will pass its seventieth milestone 
today. It was on July 30, 1844, just 
three-score-and-ten years ago today, 
that John C. Stevens, William Edgar. 
Hamilton Wilkes. George L. Schuyler. 
John C. Jay, Louis A. Depew, James 
M. Waterbury, James Rodgers and 
George B. Rollins met on board Mr. 
Stevens's yacht Gimcraek off the Bat­
tery and launched the New York Yacht 
Club, which was destined to become 
the foremost organization of its kind 
in the New* World. Today’s celebration 
of the anniversary will be held at the 
club's Station No. 10, the old gray 
clapboard house which stood original­

ly on the Lohnketi shore, and which 
was the first < lubliouse of the organiza­
tion. The history of the A inert jr.'s 
Cup, which Sir Thomas Upton will 
soon attempt to "lift," is the history 
of the New York Yacht Club. The tro 
phy came into the possession of the 
club in 1851. when it was brought over 
by the schooner America, which was 
built by a syndicate headed by John 
C. Stevens, the first commodore of the 
New York Yacht Club. In 1857 the own­
ers of the yacht turned the trophy 
over to the club, and the trophy lias 
ever since remained in Its possession. 
In the early days of the America’s 
Cup the club compelled the English 
challenger to race against the whole 
fleet. This naturally aroused the Ire 
of the British yachtsmen, who con-

The inquiry into the death of Mi­
chael Baarry, who was killed on the 
I. C. R, track Monday evening, was 
held last night In the court house by 
Coroner W. F. Roberts and the Jury 
after nearly an hour's deliberation 
brought In the following verdict:

"We, the jury empannelled to en- 
lnto the death of Michael Barry, 

find that the deceased, Mlchaa) Barry, 
came to his death while walking on 
the Intercolonial railway near McIn­
tosh's crossing, so called, on Monday 
evening, 27th Inst, by being struck 
by the buffer of the locomotive haul­
ing the suburban train which left the 
city of St. John, Union Depot, at 6.16 
o'clock In the afternoon.

"We find that the engineer of the 
train exercised due caution in stop­
ping fils train in the least possible 
time.

“We recommend that the railway 
authorities enforce the law In the fu­
ture against trespassers on railway 
property more vigorously than hereto­
fore."

Signed James Sproul, foreman ; and 
Messrs. M. E. Grass, Chas. M. Ling- 
ley, George D. Martin, Richard H. Ir­
win, John Wade and Ernest Jack.

L. R. Ross, terminal agent of thp I. 
C. R. and C. P. R., testified that he 
had general supervision of all traffic 
matters within the St. John city boun­
daries. The place where the accident 
took place was within his jurisdiction. 
McIntosh's crossing is private proper­
ty running from the Gilbert property 
to the Varritte property. Being a 
private crossing, teams or passengers 
using it do so at their own risk. It Is 
the same qs a farmer's crossing, and 
others than the farmer are trespass­
ers. The farm crossing being put In 
for the convenience of the farmer, he 
assumes all responsibility In seeing 
that a gate Is there. There not being 
a sign or a gate In position, 'witness 
said that should cattle get on the 
track through the carelessness of the 
owner the farmer would be resopnsl- 
ble, but if a man went through the 
farmer would not be held any more re­
sponsible than if the man climbed the 
fence and thus reached the racks. If 
employes all wore uniforms engine 
drivers Could quite easily distinguish 
them on the tracks from a trespasser. 
If all the trespassers were reported 
and tqken to the police court a great 
number of suburbanites who walk on 
the ' tracks would be dealt with, but 
If the trains were stopped every time 
a man was seen on the tracks there 
would be so many stops that the 
train could not run.

If there was legislation procured 
providing a severe penalty for persons 
trespassing on the tracks there is no 
doubt it would help greatly.

In the case where Michael Barry 
met his death It was a time when the 
section men were off duty and there 
was no person there to warn him off 
the tracks.

Bernard Barry gave evidence that 
he viewed the body and identified the 
remains as his brother Michael who 
was fifty-four years of age and was 
employed as a mason’s helper.
