American dollars, and deposited the

per cent. This he thought fully sub-
@tantiated his claim. Had the Govern.
ment done as well as he had done, said
the gentleman from Albert, they would
have been winners.

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FARMERS KICK :
AT FRANCHISE BILL
Declare That Certain Sections
Are Aimed at Them Only.

Winnipeg, Man., April 1.~Denuncia-
tion of the section in the Franchise
Act before the Federal House which
makes it {llegal for any association
to collect money for political purposes,
was made at the conference of the
United Farmers' Board of Political
Waorkers held Wednesday.

Ottawa, April 1.-—(Canadian Press)
—The halls of parliament are virtu-
ally deserted today. Practically all
the members who are within reason-
able travelling distance of Ottawa
have gone to their homes until next
Tuesday; and those who live too far
away to go home are for the most part
wishing ' they were there.

The members during their absence
will have the railway budget for di-
gestion, and on their return, it is said
the railway estimates will be among
the first of the government business
taken up.

When the House resumes on.Tues-
day night, it is expected to be only a
matter of a few days until there is
an announcement from the govern-
ment Jin regard to the sittings of the
special committees on Soldiers’ Civil
Re-establishment and Pensions, It
is also estimated that there will like-
ly be a announcement before either
of these committees are called upon
to begin work, to the effect that the
government has not changed its atti
tude towards cash gratuities, but is
as firmly opposed to them as ever.
This, it is understood, was intimated
to a delegation of returned soldiers,
which met the soldier members aof
the House earlier in the present week.

Severdl of the returned soldier mem:
bers of Parliament have already
clared themselves as opposed to the
idea of cash gratuities, and these say
that they have not altered their opin-
fons. They are, in some cases, how-
ever, of the opinion that there should
be an increase of pensions in certain
directions, and also some privision for
students and professional men  who
are having a hard time to get back
to clvilian life after . their service
overseas,

There s talk of the budget speech
being delayed unti] the Prime Minister
is back in the House, in which case,
with a budget debate of three weeks
or a month in duration, there will be
no prorogation before almost the end
of May. However, the members are
talking now of getting home about
May 24, unless anything unforseen
happens.

Too long have the employers bben
the mere driving power of a callous
capitalism, with no more personal in-
terest in the welfare and content of
the drudges than in the efficiency of
their machinery. Too long has it been
the functiop to the one side togexploit
and of the other to resent and resist.
There must always be trained man-
aging and adminjstrative officials,
whether appointed by Labor or by
Capital, but there is neither reason
nor health in making them tin gods,
sans heart, sans feeling, sans sym.
pathy or relationship with their hum-
bler helpers. That bad old way leads
to friction, ca' canny methods of pro-
duction, bitter strikes, mutual hostil-
ity, and eventual ruin.
The common people are mnot aN
slackers and shirkers, who care for
nothing but beer and wages. The up-
per and middle classes are not all idle
parasites, conscienceless profiteers,
and greedy blood-suckers. It they
sometimes appear so it is because con-
ditions have made them seem so0. But
the camaraderio of the trenches show-
ed that the bitter old class distinction
is accidental, not essential. Our bus-
tness is to restore and develop the
humanities.

MONSTER  CANNON'S
ANGE 150 MILES

Ten Models of New French
Gun Made—Belgium Also
Has Big Gun.

Spectal Cable to Momtreal Gaszette.
Paris, March 80.—1f during the war

In connection with the fight over
the local improvements tax, Mayor
Hayes has collected information me-
garding the general debts and jm-
provement debts of the cities in Can-
ada. Western cities have large gen-
eral debts compared with St. John,
and in addition usually a considerable
debt against local improvements,
mainly paved streets. Calgary, for
instance, with a population of 56,000
has a general debt of $15,000,000, 2né
a local improvement debt of $3,839,
169. St. John, N. B, with a popula-
tion of 54,000 has general debt of only
$4,912,400, and a local improvement
debt of $15,000. Edmonton, Alberta,
with a population of 55,000 has a gen-
eral debt of $31,000,000 and a flocal
improvement debt of $4,000,000. If
St. John was in the same class as
Bdmonton, it would have a debt s¥ven
times as great as its present one, and
a lot of citizens might have the Blues
However, Edmonton owns its electric
lighting and power system, its sfreet
railway and teléphone systems, and
has a revenue from its public utili-
ties after deducting operating ex-
penses, of $767,000.

Victoria, B, C., with a population
of 45,000 has a general debt of $12,-
300,000, and a local improvement debt
of $6,800,000. Regina with a popula-
tion of 40,000 has a general debt of
$8,700,000, and e local improvement
debt of $1,660,000. Ottawa, with
100,000 people has a general debt of
$12,000,000, and a local improvement
debt of $3,000,000.

The English People Are Liv-
ing Under Very Changed
Conditions \Now-a-days.

(Staft Correspondent of The Stane

dard.)

London, March 19-—(By Mail.—
Bnglish housekeeping is undergoing a
revolution. The oldfashioned meth.
ods, the lack of modern’ improve-
ments, the general cumbersomeness
and much serving which marked the
old regime are rapidly giving place
to the brisk labor-savink methods, so
characteristic of Canadian houses. The
new ways have come for the same rea:
son that they came in Canada, becausg
of the lack of servants. The servant
problem, so familiar to the new world
has mow definitely established dtself
here.
Before the war good servants were
plentiful, cheap and satisfactory. Eng-
lish servants were proverbially good,
and English houses delightfully
smooth-running and peaceful. Every
person with an income visible to the
naked eye had at least one maid. Sor-
did indeed was the servantless home.

ted the employment of two, often three
servants in London, amnd certainly
| three in the suburbs, or in Northern

Develop Pelicy of Co-opera-
tion—Fisheries Are as Yet
An Undeveloped Assét.

“With all the talk of Maritime Un.
fon and Maritime Conference it is a
wonder that the Government’s of these
provinces do not put their heads to-
gether and develop a policy of co-op-
eration in the work of “exploiting the
Atlantic fisheries,” remarked a busi:
ness man from Halifax to a Standard
reporter last evening. “Now and then
the Maritime Governments hold a con-
ference, but they generally talk about
getting more money from the Federal
Government and compensation Tor the
national lands handed over to the
Western Provinces. So far as I know
they have never discussed what might
be done to develop the fisheries that
are located at their doors. Yet the
fisheries are as yet an undeveloped
asset.

“The Féderal Government has done
something to help open new markets
in the west for Atlantic fish by paying
special subsidies to the rallways to
run fish cars. But Ottawa has a ra-
ther distant view of the fisherfes. So
far as I know there is only one mem-
ber of Parliament who professes to
have enough knowledge about the
fisheries to make a speech about
them. :

“Methods of fishing have changed
in the Maritime Provinces, and the
value of the catch has increased, but
there has been Ilittle real develop-
ment, When the increase in prices
is considered it does not appear that
Nova Scotia is landing a much larger
catch today tham it did forty years
ago in the days of the Washington
Treaty. This i§ surprising, because
in the last thirty years the fisheries
of England, Germany France, Holland
and other countries have developed
enormously. On the Pacific Coast
there has been a development of the
fisheries on a great scale.

“Many ports in the Maritime Pro-
vinces which years ago fitted out
fleets of fishihg vessels now have on-
ly a few gasoline boats engaged in
the fisheries. And it is not that the
fishing grounds have been depleted.
While the Canadian Grand Bank fleet
has become smaller and smaller, fish-
ing vessels from France and other
countries have been crossing the ocean
in increasing mumbers to take fish
oft our shores. i

“Our Provincial Governments spend
a great deal of money to encourage
agriculture and place up-to-date tech-
nical information at the disposal of
farmers, but they do practically mno-
thing for the fishermen. The assump-
tion is that the fishermen cannot be
taught anything, But this is a mis-
take. The trouble is that too many
of our fishérmen are not up to date
in their methods of catching fish or
curing them. Now a large loss is in-
curred annually, because methods of
utilizing all parts of fish have mot
been developed to any extent, or only
in a few localities”
