Lessening the Number of Licenses.

The Mayor was lately given much
_ credit for having refused tavern licenses
to certain parties, and temperance ora |
"tors are declaring in the Academy,every
Sunday night, that the number of tav-
erns should be reduced. All right,
worthy reformers, but what good comes
of refusing licenses to dealers and then
allowing them to kesp selling liquor un-
disturbed? Does anybody imagine that
those who were refused licenses closed
their shops? Not one was closed by
such refusal. Failing to get licenses the
dealers sell without licenses, the city re-
venues losing and the number of liquor
saloons remaining the same, Now what
good is done by thig policy? If un-
licensed dealers are to be umdisturbed
what is the good of refusing licenses to
anybody?

The number of drinkimg saloons on
King Square has been peferred to by
several speakers In the Academy course,
and Mr. Dole suggested last evening
that it should be lessened. What would
be the good of closing half of them?
‘Would less liquor be drunk, fewer men
picked up in the gutter, and the proba-
bility of tragedies like the murder of
Mr, Daley by his son-in-law lessened?
Very little. The remaining dealers, not
the general publie, would reapthe bene-
fit.

The refusing of liguor licenses, unac-
companied by a vigorous prosecution of
unlicensed deslers, is & revenue-sacrific-|
ing farce, and the lessening of the num-
ber of saloons in any given locality
would only improve with-
out lessening evil. It is of no use to
close Mint Julep's shop and leave Gin
Sling’s open in the next building. What
might be done, with some good results,
would be the restriction of the
traffic within certain limits, thus re-
moving the ocular temptation to drink
from those whase business did not lead
them into the spirituous district; but
the mere closing of every other saloon
would not lessen the sale of the article
at all.

position to the all-important fact that
Christ the crucified, risen and exalted
Saviour, is the only High Priest acknow-
ledged by Christianity. - The Gnngers
are opposed because they are god-children
of Masonry and Odd Fellowship, and
their organizations are most cunningly
devised to give speculators the control of.

The debate was very
warm on the proposition to embody the
name of God in the Constitution and
platform, which finally was adopted.

If this association has any- influence
at all on the societies it assails it will be
a stimulating influence, increasing their
membership and strengthening the
bonds of brotherhood. What will be
the next folly of enlightened manhood,
or how silly the pretence for the next
assceiation? We give it up.

SCENE. OF TIIE TRAGEDY.

The intelligence of the awful tragedy
spread rapidly, and at 8 o’clock -several
thousand persons gathered in froat of tne
dwelling where the Dwyer family resided.
They lived in three small rooms on the
sccond floor, and used the front room for
& wash room, dining room, cook s
and at night a bed was made up upon*sn
old lounge for the father. The hall room
served as a wood shed, coal hole,
storing room and wardrobe. The
little dark bedroom in the rear, where
Mrs. Dwyer slept with the. three child-
ren, i & nar¥ow, coutracted apartment,
with barely room for the bed and a little
stand at its bead. This morning the
murdered children were lying side by
side, the blood and the brains slewly
exuding from their skulls, The bed
clothes were sosked and heavy with
the sickening stains, - The body of little
Tim was not so badly mangled as
the bodies of the older children,
¥rom the terrible wounds found an Mag-
gie’s face and skull it is evident the mo-
ther must have pounded the ehild’s head
with the flat-iron several minutes. Jimmy,
the four-year-old boy, was terribly mati-
lated. Coroner Whitehill arrived at 11.80
o'clock and the bodies were placed in
coffins and removed te Parker's under-
taker's rooms in North First street,
where the inguest will be held.

Shocking Murders in Kentucky.
A special despatch from Nicholassville,
Ky., says that Harding H., Masters, &
merchant of Nicholassville, went to all
the saloon-keepers in that town aud re-
quested them not to sell liguor to his sis-
ter's husband.  All consented except J.
