Tilton’s and’ M’Umk)n s testimony would
not, we shonld think, go farAvith a jury,
but if Mrs. Moulton and others confirm
their statement that Mr. Beccher made
an exnmnt o6nf<,—smn of hiss gnilg
to them the case will look Blue
for the pastor of Plymouth. Mr.
Morris| mikes much of Beecher’s
continded efforts to hush thé  Tilton
scundal up, to pra\ent an investigation
into it, ‘and of his offering to “step
down and out,” his confession of re-
morse, his placing himself wholly in
Moulton’s hands; cte., and lauds sMoul-
ton as the man who for four years kept
the storm from bursting over Plymouth
Church and the great preacher. This
lIaudation of Moulton and Tilton is the
weakest part of his argument, and will
afford scope for an effective and scathing
reply, for, mo matter. what may be
thought of Beecher, it is .evident that
Theodore and the  Mutunl. Friend are
two of the most contemptible specimens
of mankind. Not by their evidence,
but out of his own mouth, will Beecher
have been condemned if the verdict of
the jury be adverse to him. More con-
vincing thiun any review of the - corres-
than anything the plain-
tiff and the Mutoal Friend may
swear  to, 'will “be the @eviderce
of “Mrs. Moulton and others” that
Beedher confessed his guilt to them, - if
such evidence be given and “the others”
prove to be respecta.bl(, and disinterest-
ed people. *The others,” however; may
prove to be mere tools of Moulton’s,
Mfail to-swear that the alléged confbs:
sion was not such a vague statement as
muy be explained by Mr. Beecher.

Mr. Gladstone’s Retirement.

The English Liberals are evidently
much embarrassed by the retirement of
Mr. Gladstone from their leadership.
He has for so long a time been at their
head that they find it difficultt6 chobse
a successor from among those who have
been his lieutemants. He has stood head
and shoulders above his fellows, and
has dominated over them in so imperi-
ous a manner that no one could be con-
sidered as second in command. There
is, evidently, a strong feeling among
the Liberal leaders that Mr. Gladstone’s
presence in the Iouse, except as their
leader, will be most embarrassing to
them. The leadership will not sit grace-
fully on any one’s shoulders in the pre-
sence of the great chief, and few will
care to ocedpy the position. He is,
therefore, to be asked to retire from
Parliament, and it is even asserted that
the request will be supported by a de-
mand from his constituents. Whether
Mr. Gladstone will admit. the right of
his party to shut him out of the House
because he refuses to keep his old place
at their head, or whether he will treat
the demand with contempt, remains to
be seen.  He weuld like to keep his
seat, of course, as there is no English-
man who does not like to have a
seat in Parliament, and be free to
choose his own pursuits and enunciate
his own ideas, untrammelled by the
galling chains of party or the exacting
demands of legislative routine. The
difficulty might be smoothed over by
raising Mr. Gladstone to the House of
Lords, where his presence would not be
so embarrassing to his old colleagues, if
he would aecept a pecrage, and we
have no doubt about Mr. Disraeli’s
readiness to accede to such a proposal.
Mr. Forster, who is pointed out as the
next Liberal leader, owes his selection
to the fact that he is in the Commons
and untitled. Sir Wm. Harcourt is a
much abler Parliamentary tactician, a
much more practicable politician, and
the Marquis of Hartington has superior
tact and social influence, but their titles
are againstthem. Mr. Gladstone has
not been forced to resign, and would be
gladly accepted again as leader.

MRS. TILTON IN COURT.

Judge Neilson was on the bench—had
been there nearly half an hour.

Mr. Morris had arranged his
notes ready so'resume his opening ad-
dress. There was yet, however, a new
element of interest to be introduced.
Mrs. Tilton had come to the Court House
in & carriage with Mrs. C. M. Field, the
woman's rights speaker, and was then in
the ante-room with Judge Morse, her
father, and Mr. Ira Wheeler, her connsel.
Judge Neilson’s avowed determination to
exclude Wwoumen -us Spectators seems to
have exceeded his good nature, and
Mrs. Tilton and Mrs. Field were not
hindered in their entrance. They were
escorted to their seats close to the
Plymioath party, Mrs. Tilton leaning “upon
her father’'s arm. Her face was covered
with a thin veil, but after the first eager
scrutiny of the spectators was over she
drew it aside. Her face was not as pale
as usual—perhaps embarrassment had
fluashed her cheeks—and her dark eyes
were bright and liguidly expressive. Not
handsomae in features, nor. young, ndr
striking in any way,there was yet a sweet
sort of attractiveness about her face that
would have made its study worth while,
aside froin special interest. Her attire
was rich and tasteful—black velvet most-
ly, without any bright color. She sat |
very still, with her eyes downcast for a
moment. Then Mrs. Beecher went to her,
held her hand an instant, and whispered
together. Their intercourse seemed to be
simply a greeting, friendly, if their de
meanor was honest, and after it Mrs.
Beecher went back to her seat by that of
her hasband, who had simply bowed to
Mrs. Djlten mpon her entrance. -Several
ot The Plymouth niembers bowed to Mrs.
Tilton when they could catch her notice,
which was not often, because she fell to
fanning herself with eyes down until the
cominencement of the proccedings.

HOW THEY LISTENED.

The roll of Jurors was called, and
without other formality the court was
open for busiuess, Mr. Morris at once
resumed . his’ speech, which had already
occupied four hours, and there was a
general settling down to close attention,
from the Judge’s bench to the gallery.

It may be noticed that while Mr. Tilton
could not see his wife without tarning
half round, he was barely out of her
rangé of vision as she looked at the
speaker She listened for an hour atten-
tively, and then for nearly as long a time
her eyes were scarcely once removed from
the face of her husband. Whether she
was affected by what Mr, Morris said, or
by Mr. Tilton’s show of deep fecling,
could only be guessed. Tears often came
to her eyes, her cheeks burned, and she
used her fan almost steadily.

The jurymen were loy-
al to their oath of faithtulness, allowing
no listless inclination. Mr. Morris be-
gan, as usual, in a low tone, but spoke
more earunestly as he wenton. 3is ora-
tory was altogether an nuprovement on
that of Mouduy » .

THE ADDRESS UNFINISHED

Four o'clock had arrived, and Mr.
Morris was not through with his speech.

Judge
Nellson asked if he could not finish be-
fore adjournment, but Mr. Morris was
fatiguned, and disinclined to vary his pro-
granune.  During the four hours ol yes-
terday's speaking more than a hundred
spectators, unable to get seats, had stood
with remarkable patience and listencd;
but when he sat down, they stirred Lhem-
sclves noisily. In the gallery there was’
just a commencerment of applause and a
few low hisses. ¢ Be seated, everybody
who can,” said the Judge, sharply, ‘‘and
allow the jury to pass out,”

Mr. Beecher had got on his feet just in
time to come under this peproof, and
down he quickly dropped into his chair,
smiling. When the jurymen had gone,
the cumt was adjourned. The people
pressed around Mr. Beecher and Mr. Tile
tou, ‘but they did not come 10g. ther
Mrs,- Tilton and her party weut out
through the hallway to tue rear entrance
of the court house, where a carriage w 8
ready.

Legal !ntelllgence.

The monthly sitting of the Equity Court
was held last week, Judge Weldon pre-
siding.

Judgment was given in favor of the
defendant in the case of McDade vs Pe-
ters, It was a suit brought to have an
assignment of a lease from the piaintiff
to the defendant, which was in terms an
absolute conveyance, declared to be a
mortgage, and that the defendant might
be allowed to redeem it. The defendant
had lent the plaintiff money and taken a

‘mortgage on a leasehold property which

he held in 8t. John. Afterwards the
plaintiff, being in want of more money to
pay his ground rent, and for other pur-
poses, applied 'to the ‘defendant for a
further advance, and on this occasion
the assignment of the lease in question
was wmade, which the defendant alleged
was only intended to be a mortgage. He
also alleged that the ¢eféndant had char

ged him usurious interest—12 per cent.
or more—and there was also a dispute
as to the amount the defendant had
paid him. There being such a con-
flict of testimony between them, an
issue was directed to try whether the
assignment was intended to be a mort
gage, or an absolute conveyance. This
issue was first tried in.this county in
May, 1872, where a majority of the jury
gave a verdict in favor of the plaiutiff,
This finding was set aside on payment of
the costs of the trial, and the question
was tried at St. John before another jury
who were not able to agree on a verdict.

On a third strial, a majority of the jury
found the issuein favaor of the deferidant.

An application was made Lo set aside this
verdict as being against -evidence, bat
the Judge thought there was no ground
for setting it aside; that the fact proved
sustain2d the case sut. up by the defend-
ant, and that the assignment to him'was
an absolut.e couveyauce, and not a mort-
gage; and he accordingly dismnissed the
plaintifi”s bill with costs.

There appeared to be some misappre-
hension on the part of Mr. Duff, the de-
fendant’s counsel, about this case when
the judgment was delivered. He stated
that he bad only argoed the motion for a
new trial, and not the whole case arising
upon the bill; that, in fact, he did not
consider the case as having been set
down for a final hearing; but the Judge
took a different view of it, and said that
he understood the argument as applying
to the whele case.— Head Quarters..

The decision of Judge Weldon is'ap
pealed from, and another argument will
be had before the full bench of Judge:.
This case was commenced in 1868 by a
suit _brought by T. W. Peters, Esq., to
recover rent from James McDeade. The
suit was tried before D. Tapley, Esq.,
and his decision was for the plaintiff.
He gave his decision believing that Mr.

-Peters had an absolute conveyance of

‘property from McDade. This was before

‘the incorporation of the Town, when Mr

Tapley was his own clerk, as well as
Judge, and the latest décision is the same
as his. This trial caused the present
plaintiff to file a bill in the Equity Court,
and three or four trials have been the re-
sult.

Maturlty of Promissory Votes
The Statute of Canada 35 Vic. 10, has
defined thelaw as to the time when a note
is payable when it falls due in a month
not having as many days as are set forth
in the date of the note. The statute pro-
vides that every bill of exchange or pro-

missory note which is made payable at a
month or mounths from aund after the date
thereof, becomes due and payable on the

same numbered days of the mounth in

which it is made payable, as the day on
which it is dated, unless there is no such

day in the month in which it'is made pay-

able, and in such case it becomes due
and payable on the last day of that
month, with the addition in all cases of
the days of grace, allowed by law. For
instance, a note dated the 10th of Janu-
ary, payable at one month, or at three
months afier date, would become due on
the 10:h of February or April respective-
lv, and the last day of grace would be the
13th of each month in each case. But
suppose the note dated on the 30th or
31st of a mounth, and that there is not
the same number of days in the month
in which the note is payable, then the
note would be payable on the last
day of 'each month, and the last day
of grace would be the third day of the
succeeding month. To illustrate the
operation of the statute, suppose a note
dated on the 31st January, 1874, at one
month, the note wou.d fall due on the
28th day of February, 1871, and the last
day of grace would be the 3rd of March,
1874. The month or months during
which the bill has to run are computed
according to the calendar during the
currercy of the note, and when a note is
made at one or more months after date,
each month which elapses from the date,
whether it is long or short, is held to be
one -of the months during which the bill
has to run.—Moretary Times.

There were several amusing
scenes, especially during Mr. Thom-
son’s cross-examination, when Mr. Kerr
would insist in luterrnptfng him. The
Court adjourned at 1 o’clock until Mon-
day—the jury having expresscd a desire
for a half holiday.
