While the steady and rapid growth of 
the company's transactions as executor, 
administrator, trustee, etc., affords cause 
for much satisfaction, it necessarily in- 
creases in a corresponding degree the 
duties and responsibilities of the company, 
which were further enhanced by the large 
amount of trust funds remaining in the 
company's hands for investment. To ade- 
quately cope with this largely-increased 
volume of business it became necessary to 
entirely reorganize and increase the staff of 
the office and to divide the work into two 
distinct branches, viz., the estates and 
agency department and the investment de- 
partment. The new system has now been 
in operation since the close of the financial 
year, and your directors have pleasure in 
reporting that it works most satisfactorily, 
and that with such additions from time to 
time as may be found necessary it seems 
capable of meeting all future demands on 
the staff.

During the past, as in former years, the 
company has assumed the position of trus- 
tee under mortgages made by corporations 
to secure their bond or debenture issue. 
The company's duty was simply to see that 
the issue of the bonds or debentures was 
correct and regular, and that the holders of 
the bonds or debentures were secured the 
benefit of the assets covered by the trust 
deed, and in none of these cases has any- 
thing been advanced by the company upon 
the mortgages, bonds or debentures, nor 
has it assumed any part whatever of the 
mortgage liability. The directors feel it 
right to make this explanation as to the 
company's liabilities in such cases, in order 
to remove a misapprehension which seems 
to exist in the public mind on the subject, 
as in recent articles which have appeared 
in our papers it is erroneously assumed 
that at least in one of these cases the com- 
pany had incurred serious pecuniary lia- 
bility; in fact, that it had loaned a very 
large amount of its funds to the corpora- 
tion, instead of, as was the case, simply 
becoming a trustee for the lenders.

These chairmen will appoint committees 
and select scrutineers. The meeting then 
adjourned.

VARIABLE AS THE WIND.
It was settled long ago that Mr. Mere- 

dith could take more positions on the same 
question than any man who has ever 
figured in our politics. He has been for 
the ballot and against the ballot; for the 
Irish electors and against the Irish elec- 
tors; for the separate school amendments 
and against the separate school amend, 
ments. But in all Mr. Meredith's eccentric 
and tortuous public record there is revealed 
no more remarkable performance than that 
part of his speech at London which deals 
with the question of prohibition.

PETERBORO PATRONS IN DOUB T.

months ago the Patrons of Industry of 
East Peterboro nominated Wm. Quinn, of 
Douro, for the Legislature. A convention 
of Patrons was held in the town hall 
of Norwood yesterday where some discus- 
sion took place in regard to Mr. Quinn's 
expenses. Many of the members favored 
a withdrawal as the chances of electing the 
nominee were considered very slim. A 
motion was carried leaving it to the can- 
didates themselves as to whether they 
should stand or not, whereupon Messrs. 
Quinn and Lang withdrew. This leaves 
two candidates in the field, Thos. 
Blizzard, M.P.P., the Liberal candidate, 
and John Lancaster. Both are Patrons of 
Industry, but adhere more strongly to the 
old parties.

A convention 
of Patrons was held in the town hall 
of Norwood yesterday where some discus­
sion took place in regard to Mr. Quinn’s 
expenses. Many of the members favored 
a withdrawal as the chances of electing the 
nominee were considered very slim. A 
motion was carried leaving it to the can­
didates themselves as to whether they 
should stand or not, whereupon Messrs. 
Quinn and Lang withdrew. This leaves 
two candidates in the field. Thos. 
Blizzard, M.P.P., the Liberal candidate, 
and John Lancaster. Both are Patrons of 
Industry, but adhere more strongly to the 
old parties.

But 
it does seem remarkable that while every 
now and again Canadian cattle are dis­
covered to be suffering from this contagious 
malady when they reach a British port, no 
genuine case is discovered in the Dominion 
Indeed, but for the laxity of the Dominion 
authorities in observing the quarantine 
laws on the borders of Manitoba and the 
Northwest Territories, we question if d the 
any one would have seriously questioned 
the general healthfulness of the live stock 
sent from this country.

It was an evil day when the Dominion 
Government placed it in the power of the 
representative in Ottawa of the chief 
British Conservative journal to lay before 
tne English public the fact; that Canadian 
quarantine regulations On the Northwest 
border were flagrantly and persistently 
ignored.

Mrs. Sanderson, president of Quebec 
Province, was the first speaker. She 
stated Ontario has been her home for most 
of her life, but circumstances had com- 
polled her to make her home in Quebec. It 
was a beautiful country; farms were 
very cheap, and the Province was rich in 
mineral wealth, but the Protestants are 
steadily moving to the west. She thought 
though, that a reaction would soon set in 
and the country would be filled up again. 
1300 population of Quebec was about 
1,800,000, of whom only 200,000 were 
Protestants. In ten counties there was an

age of only 1 Protestant to 1,000 
Roman Catholics, and in 23 counties there 
was an average of I Protestant to 4 
Catholics. It was in these counties that 
most of the W. C. T. U. work was carried 
on. Outside of the cities a great deal of 
local option is in force, and the French 
people seemed to favor temperance. A 
leading politician had stated that if a 
plebiscite was taken a majority of the 
French would vote for it. There were ten 
organized county unions, with a member, 
ship of 2,000. They hold a series of tem­
perance meetings first in one church and 
then in another, and they seem to be a great 
benefit and very popular. In concluding 
her remarks Mrs. Sanderson stated that 
Quebec was watching Ontario in her 
struggle with the great evil, as Ontario had 
done more work than Quebec would ever 
be able to do.

Mrs Barney uses no notes, has an 
excellent flow of language, and now and 
then relates incidents which are very 
amusing and sometimes very sad, and more I 
than once she brought tears to the 
eyes of men and women alike. In 
her introduction Mrs. Barney read 
extracts from Luke’s Gospel where 
the road leading between Jerusalem 
and Jericho is spoken of, and which was 
familiarly known in early times as 'the 
bl y way. . The story of a certain man, 
who while traveling on that road tell 
among thieves and was wounded and 
robbed, was also quoted. Then came a 
striking word-picture of the priest coming 
along the road, who passed by on the 
other side; then came the Levite, who 
stopped and looked on the wayfarer, but 
rendered him no assistance. As Mrs. 
Barney described -the action of the 
Samaritan in coming along, helping the 
injured man and binding up the wounds, 
the efiect was marvelous. The fall of a run 
could have been heard in any part of the 
hall, and tears came to the eyes of many 
listeners. The lecturer also described the 
departure from home of a young man; how 
in the first few months he is heard from 
regularly, but how he is soon drawn into 
the maelstrom of social evil and stranded, 
and bow after his ruin he is passed by un. 
heeded by the robbers who have deprived 
him not only of his means and good char- 
ter, but of his strength and mind. These 
robbers on the highway were compared 
with the liquor dealers, and the rough road 
as the one over which all have to travel.Yet, said Mrs. Barney, 'in bringing YOU

The Queen’s Denial.
LONDON, June 4.—It very rarely happens 

that the Queen condescends to take any 
notice of published gossip respecting mem­
bers of the royal family. The fact that 
this week she caused to be telegraphed from 
Balmoral in the daily Court Circular an 
emphatic contradiction of the report that 
the Princess Alix of Hesse, recently 
betrothed to the Czarewitch, was taking 
the waters at Harrogate in order to cure a 
long standing internal complaint, proves 
beyond question that lier Majesty was 
deeply moved and highly incensed at the 
audacity of a newspaper scribe in daring 
to suggest that her granddaughter’s 
constitution is unsound. The Queen’s irrita- 
tion as a grandmother and matchmaker is 
natural and understandable. The Czarewitch 
is himself a weakling, and if it should prove 
to be true that his affianced bride’s health 
had been undermined, his big, burly father 
would beyond doubt break off the match. 
The probability is that there is nothing 
organically wrong with the young princess, 
but it is absurd for the Queen to delare 
that the report of her ailment is “absolute­
ly without foundation.” The Westminster 
Gazette, which gave prominence to the 
original report, flippantly remarks with 
regard to the contradiction that “any 
allusion to the indisposition of any 
royal person appears to be considered at 
court as a species of treason, the court pre­
ferring that.the ailments of such person­
ages shall be ignored until the rattles are 
in their throats; and when the sovereign or 
prince or princess happens to be danger- 
o»sly ill the public are always informed 

: that the invalid is going on favorably, 
although, as a matter of fact, he or she is 
at that time going as fast as possible to the 
grave.”

The Gazette then affirms that Princess 
Alix has been in delicate healt h for several 
years past and that she lias undergone 
“cures'’ at Badnauheim, Schwalbach, and 
other places. The Gazette suggestively 
adds that the Princess would not have

Mr. Bliss 
starts on Zion and will proceed toward 
Ophel, exploring the tract lying between 
the south wall of the city and the valleys of 
Hinnom and Johosaphat.

TURKEY has for some time been planning 
a great exhibition, to be held in Constanti­
nople in 1896. The Sultan has just decided 
to postpone it until 1897 or 1898 on account 
of the Millennial Exhibition, which is to be 
held at Pesth in 1896, and at which Turkey 
will be an extensive exhibitor.

PERHAPS the finest doll’s house in Eng­
land is that ordered by the Duchess of 
Portland for her little daughter, Lady Vic­
toria Bentinck. The reception rooms are 
hung with brocade, the stairs carpeted, the 
doors open and shut and the bedrooms are 
beautifully furnished. For a little New 
York heiress a doll’s house has lately been 
constructed which cost several thousands of 
pounds.

Central Asian potentates are growing 
very European in their ways. Since the 
Emir of Bokhara visited St. Petersburg he 
has quite adopted western habits, throwing 
open his palace to Russian ladies and giving 
regular balls. After European comforts he 
finds his palace very bare, so he has invited 
a French architect to build another in Euro­
pean style.

NEAR Milton, Ohio, there is a slight eleva­
tion known as Shorky Hill, which appears 
to have been the work of mound builders. 
Years ago it was much given to a quivering 
motion. Recently it has begun to “shiver” 
again, and its action is more violent than 
ever. The Indians believed there was a 
great tortoise under the hill and that the 
shaking was caused by its efforts to release 
itself.

LADY BUTLER, the painter of the famous 
Roll Call, is still living at Aldershot with 

her husband, General Sir William Butler, 
and their five children. Lady Butler is 
painting a picture for the Royal Academy 
the subject being “Waterloo." It would be 
rather interesting to have her views on the 
“woman question,” for not even a husband 
five children, and immense success can keep 
Lady Butler from her art, and any one of 
the three is considered unfavorable to real 
progress.

ASPARAGUS, deservedly a favorite vegeta- 
ble, was extensively cultivated by the 
ancient Romans, but was not introduced 
into England before 1660. In some parts 
of Europe the seeds are used as a substitute 
for coffee, and a spirituous liquor is made 
from the ripe berries. Asparagus is both 
lithic and diuretic, and its roots were once 
extensively used in medicine. The young 
tender sprouts or stems, from six to ten 
inches long, are the edible parts, and those 
that are entirely green are the most tender 
and delicate. The white asparagus is, as a 
rule, very tough, the tips alone being eat- 
able. In some old recipe books directions 
are given for boiling asparagus one hour 
but this is a great mistake; 20 or 30 minutes 
is long enough to cook it sufficiently.

THE Queen has brougl back to England 
from Coburg (Truth says) all Prince 
Albert’s letters to his brother, the late 
Duke Ernest, which are to be placed in 
the “secret library" at Buckingham Palace 
where the whole of her Majesty’s political 
correspondence and papers are kept 
Prince Albert corresponded regularly, and 
very confidentially with his brother, who 
never would consent to return the letters 
to the Queen; and he gave great offense to 
her Majesty by printing (without permis­
sion) some of Prince Albert’s private com­
munications in the “Memoirs,” which he 
published a few years ago. Prince Albert’s 
other correspondents on the continent were 
the late Emperor William and the late 
King of the Belgians, and his letters to 
them were recovered long ago. King 
Leopold sent his collection to the Queen in 
1862, and those written to the Emperor 
were brought to England by her Majesty 
in 1888, when she visited Berlin shortly 
after the death of the old Emperor.

Hence it was that when the first feeble 
beginnings of consciousness awoke in me 
again, they and the light stole in on me 
through green leave*, and overhanging 
boughs, and the freshness and verdure of 
the spring woods.
