THOUSANDS HEARD GEN. BOOTH

N 1902 CAPTA TELLS DEHEN HE VISITED LONDO Head of the Salvation Army 
Succumbs to a Prolonged 

Illness. Allan Liner Which Was Hit By Berg in the Straits of Belie Isle 
Reaches Port—Protected By Collision Bulkheads— 

No Damage Done Below Waterline.

Inspiring Figure as He ToldAged Friend of Mankind Was an 
the Story of His Life to Vast Audience—Some of UNCONSCIOUS AT LAST

Those Who Were With Him On the Platform 
Have Passed Away.

Was Generally Considered the Most 
Militant Christian of Present

Day.

London, Aug. 20.—General William 
Booth, Commander-in-chief of the Sal­
vation Army, died this evening. He 
had been failing since last May when 
an operation for cataract was per­
formed on his left eye.

General Booth's last message to Sal­
vationists throughout the -world was: 
"His promises are sure, if you be- 
lieve." He spoke his final intelligible 
words on Sunday, when he said: 
“Don’t worry; let me die; I want to 
go to heaven."

Peter the Hermit, riding out of 
Amiens with a crucifix at the head of 
his mule to preach the first crusade, 
gathered into bis train not a hun­
dredth part of the number of militant 
Christians that have followed General 
William Booth out of Whitechapel 
under his banner, which read "Blood 
and Fire.’’

A Splendid Crusade.
The crusade that General Booth 

commenced In the London slums has 
continued for 45 years, and is still 
progressing. The obscure Wes­
leyan clergyman who preached that 
crusade with all the vigor and none of 
the fanaticism of Peter of Amiens- 
lived to see the spread of his following 
army across the borders of more than 
fifty countries, his soldiers numbered 
by the tens of thousands, and the 
effect of his reforms felt in all society.

It has been said of General Booth 
that, like Abraham, he believed in God; 
like Abraham, he was a patriarch and 
implacable lawgiver over his people. 
He sacrificed a son who would not 
yield obedience.

William Booth was born in Notting­
ham, England, April 10, 1829. His 
father was a carpenter, who had little 
but a consuming religious zeal to sup­
port him in the world. By dint of 
much economy the carpenter managed 
to give his son a half education and

say there was no panic on board at the 
time of the collision. Two Cambridge 
students named Bethell and Stevens, how- 
ever, say they were almost thrown out of 
their bunks by the violence of the im- - 
pact.

The students assert that 10 Otons of ice 
fell on the ship’s decks, and that there 
was nineteen feet of water in the hold 
last Sunday.

The crew, they said, were unable to 
stop in the forecastle after the collision. 
Several of the passengers had narrow 
escapes.

Stevens continued:
"Several Italians on board were seiz­

ed with panlec, grabbed their bags and 
jumped into the boats. If we had taken 
to the boats there would have been no 
chance of being picked up. as the fog- 
bank was said to be 100 miles wide. As & 
matter of fact we did not sight a boat 
for two days.” j

The captain asserts that the Corsican' 
did not ship any water.

The passengers held a meting today 
shortly before their arrival and present­
ed Captain Cook with a gold watch and 
a purse of gold. Several speeches were; 
made. In which the passengers paid high, 
tributes to the captain, who, in respond­
ing said:

"I am proud of all the men under my 
command. They performed their duty well, 
under very trying circumstances. Every 
man was ready to respond in case of 
emergency, but all felt that they had 
only done their duty.

"HELLO GIRL" IS
IN NO DANGER

Liverpool, Aug. 21.—The Allan Line 

steamer Corsican, which struck an Ice­
berg east of Belle Isle, near Newfound­
land, on the afternoon of Aug. 12, while 
on her voyage from Montreal for this 
port, arrived here this morning. The 
forepart of the vessel was protected with 
collision bulkheads. Otherwise she show­
ed no signs of damage.

Capt. Cook, the commander of the 
Corsican, in the course of an interview 
when the vessel had docked, said:

“The weather was hazy when the Cor­
sican collided with the iceberg on Aug. 
12. She was travelling at dead slow 
speed when the iceberg was sighted right 
ahead. The engines were immediately 
put astern, but the Corsican touched be­
fore she could be stopped. She suffered 
no damage below ten feet ofwaterline. 
The crew was at once called to stations 
and the boats were swung out, but were 
soon taken back again.

Closed the Doors.
All the watertight doors were at once 

closed. The weather continued foggy for 
four days after the collision, but the ship 
was able to proceed at moderate speed. 
Her boats were protected with collision 
bulkheads.

Complin, and other church workers. It 
was at this meeting the general told 
of his own life, how his youth bad 
been spent in a worldly home, and his 
life a wicked one. He had been con­
verted at the age of 15, and on his 
freedom from the evil spirit, which 
prevailed in his home, had started his 
present work for the enlightenment of 
the dark parts of human life.

General Booth’s last visit to London 
was on Oct. 27, 1902, while he was 
making a four-months’ tour of Can­
ada and the United States. His visit 
of that date aroused the utmost in­
terest among all classes. The rich 
and the poor made up the thousands 
that went to the three meetings which 
he conducted in the Grand Opera 
House. None who attended them 
could have gone away unimpressed. 
General Booth dominated them.

The meetings were charged with his 
personality. His patrlarchical form 
upon the stage the commanding fig­
ure, no matter whether he was stand­
ing addressing the people, sitting, or 
resting; and not simply was it easy 
to understand why he should be such 
a force among his followers but hard 
to believe how It could be otherwise. 
He seemed the spirit of evangelism, 
influencing people by his message, 
singing, exhortations and prayer.

Immense Crowds.
The three meetings which he held 

here drew immense crowds to the 
opera house, and though the rain fell 
in torrents, hundreds of would-be 
listeners were turned away. The gen­
eral spoke in the neighborhood of an 
hour at each of the meetings, with ap­
parently no great effort or decreased 
vigor, although he had been perform­
ing a similar task for some weeks 
past.

The London corps of the Salvation 
Army will hold special memorial ser­
vices in honor of the late General 
Booth, in which all other reli­
gious denominations % he asked to 
take part. The services will probably 
be held next Sunday or if arrange­
ments cannot be completed by that 
time, the Sunday following will be 
the day.

At the local headquarters deep re­
gret is expressed over the death of 
the leader. A telegram had been re- 
cived this morning from Commisioner 
Rees containing the official news of 
his death, which stated that Bram­
well Booth, the general's oldest 
son, and chief of the army, was brok­
enhearted.

An Awful Loss.
"The army has sustained many

losses in the 40 years of its existence, 
but never one that equalled this,” 
said Major Morris to The Advertiser 
this morning. "His life was an un­
selfish one, and he turned out to be 
no millionaire, as many said and ex­
pected he would. That he was loved 
throughout the world, as well as 
among his followers is evident to all. 
A man with his activity, to be de­
prived of his eyesight was as bad 
as death to him.

‘We were preparing for a visit from 
the general this fall, if his health 
permitted him to come. We had re­
ceived official word to make prepar­
ation for his coming, and were going 
to give a royal welcome to him.

"It is ten years ago since the 
general was last in London, and the 
old man endeared himself to all who 
met him. When his funeral takes 
place it will be the largest ever held, 
and secular and religious, and repre­
sentatives from all over the world will 
attend the ceremonies."

London, Aug. 21.—Out of respect for 

the memory of the late Gen. Wm. Booth 
Commander-in-chief of the Salvation 
Army, who died at Hadley, a suburb or 
London, last night, all the Legs floating 
on Salvation Army headquarters 
throughout the country were half- 
masted.

At the international headquarters In 
Queen Victoria street, in the centre of 
the city, a constant stream of messen­
gers bringing telegrams and letters of 
condolence from every part of the globe 
flowed all day. Among those who sent 
messages of sympathy were prominent 
personages belonging to the Government, 
■ne army, the navy, and every branch 
f life, while dispatches were also re­
ceived from kings and other royalties. 
Cablegrams were received from coun­
tries as diverse as Patagonia and Lap- 
land.

The lying-in-state of the late Gen. 
Booth is to take place at the Salvation 
Army congress hall, Clapton. In the 
northeast of London, where the body will 
remain for a week. The funeral ar­
rangements have not yet been settled.

Experiments are being tried in London 
(England) with an idea of perfecting a 
mechanical device that will do away with 
girls in telephone exchanges.

The scheme was then abandoned, 
but at the present time further experi­
ments are being made in England.

According to Information furnished The 
Advertiser at the Bell TelephoneCom- 
Pony’s office, the new machine will not 
be tried in London for some years, at 
least. As a result, they claim, the girls 
need not worry about their positions.

“We will not trine with the machine 
until it is vastly improved," The Adver­
tiser was informed. "So far the experi­
ments in Ontario have not been satis- 
factory. There will be no girlless tele­
phones here for some time."

Doubling the Staff.
In proof of that assertion the com­

pany are making preparations to double 
the staff of girls employed here. At the 
present time 80 of them are engaged in 
the work here, and 150 will be used when 
the office is doubled in size.

The Alberta Government is using two 
of the machines. One is installed at Ed­
monton and the other at Calgary. The 
results have not been as favorable as was 
anticipated, and they will probably be 
abandoned unless better results are ob­
tained. In smaller towns and villages In 
England the results have been fairly sat­
isfactory, but good results have not been 
obtained in cilles. None of the larger 
telephone companies in America have - 
touched the machine as yet.

The New Idea.
The operation of the automatic ‘phone 

is comparatively simple. On a round brass 
disk there are ten holes, through which 
the numbers 1 to 9 and 0 are shown.

You want a number. You poke a finger 
through the hole of that number’s first 
figure, and pull the disk as far round as 
it will go. This you do two, three or 
four times, according to whether your 
number runs to tens, hundreds or thou- 
sands.

Then you wait. Excited buzzing from 
the machines: a bell rings, and you are 
"through.".

Sometimes the number is engaged. Il 
it is, you hear no bell. You wait, and 
try again.

If the mechanism gets out of order, 
then the trouble starts. The central 
switchboard is a wonderful piece of work.

The New York Times reports 
discoverer as saying that his 
searches dated back ten years, but he.

Sword-Fern Needs Remedy.
