Durand, Mich.,, Aug. 26.—Clinton A.
Davis, of Montreal, and Fireman Geo.
Nelson, who were seriously injured in
the Grand Trunk wreck east of here
Wednesday night, were reported to-
day as resting easily. The five in-
jured who were taken to Hurley Hos-
pital at Flint, also passed a comfort-
able night, except in the case of En-
gineer Bert Mitchell. The latter’s
condition is very serious, but it is now
believed that he will recover.

Grand Trunk officials will begin an
investigation of the cause of the wreck
today a.ttB;.ttle Creek.

Durand, Mich., Aug. 26.—Superintendent
J. E. Ehrke, of the Grand Trunk Rail-
road, last night gave out a statement that
six passengers were killed, five passen-
gers and three trainmen were injured, and
eight passengers escaped injury in the
passenger collision three miles east of
here, when the Pullman car Nebraska, on
the rear of east-bound train No. 14, was
demolished and set afire by the locomo-
tive of passenger train No. 4.

Mr. Ehrke says the assertion that only
hineteen passengers were on the wrecked
car is borne out by the train chart of
Pullman Conductor Haynes, and the list
given out at Chicago by H. G. Elliott,
first assistant general passenger agent of
the Grand Trunk. i

NOT IN THE WRECK

John Carl Hickey, son of Mrs;
M. Hickey, of 46 Cartwright
street, who has charge of a
cafe car on the G. T. R, on a
run between Chicago and Nia-
gara Falls, was on train No. 4,
until ten minutes before the
Wwreck near Durand, Mich., that
resulted in the deaths of sev-
eral people late Wednesday
night. A dispatch te The Ad-
vertiser states that he was in
the wreck, but was uninjured.

The cafe car had been taken
from the train at Durand, to
await a morning train for the
Falls, and while the men in
charge, including Mr. Hickey,
were still in the car at Durand,
the message came back telling
of the terrible accident, My, Hic-
key sent a brief message to his
mother in this city yesterday
morning, telling of the affair,
ang informing her that he was
not on the train.

Mr. Hickey continued his run
today and passed through this
city on his way to Niagara
Falls.

PROSECUTION BUNGLED

Informations Are Said to Have Been

Hamilton, Aug. 26.—That Fred Mec-
Cullough and Monteith Trapnell, in-
carcerated on serious charges of aid-
ing and abetting in the escape of Moir
and Taggart, the insane murderers
who made the sensational getaway
from the Hamilton asylum two weeks
ago, are not in half so serious a pre-
dicament -as was generally supposed
was made known this morning, when
the authorities in charge of the prose-
cution announced that in the event of
both men being found guilty they
could not be sent to jail for longer than
two years. It was stated that they
were liable to a term of seven years’
imprisonment in the event of their be-
ing convicted of the charge against
them, but tha: is not so, and it now
appears that two years.is the maxi-
mum penalty for the particular of-
fence with which they. are accused.

Will Be Chief Witness.

Dr. English will be the chief wit-
ness in the case against Trapnell and
McCullough. He will be questioned by
the crown prosecutor regarding the
movements of the two prisoners ever
since they obtained employment at the
local asylum. Suspecting, as they do,
that a female attendant and probably
two more of the male attendants or
employees assisted in the break for
liberty made by the two insane mur-
derers, the crown and the detectives
on the case will leave no stone un-

BOYS MUST
J THEFT CHARGE

Canadian Pacific Railway Claims That Bonded Cars Have Been
Broken Open and Large Quantities of Goods and‘ Liquors

Have Been Stolen—A S

ensational Juvenile Case.

What promises to be one of the
most sensational cases that has ever
been heard in the local juvenile court
will commence hefore Magistrate I.ove
tomorrow morning as the result of the
service of summonses om 20 lads
whose ages range from 14 to 7, for
breaking into bonded C. P. R. cars
and stealing therefrom large quantities
of goods.

The police believe from the appar-
ently systematic manner in which the
thefts have been carried ¢a that older
beople were behind the lads who are
alleged to be responsible for the rob-
beries,

Whiskey, Too.

Among the missing goods are large |
quantities of whiskey.

A good deal of the goods has been
recovered, and the police hope to re-
cover more shortly. Of late there
have been very numerous complaints
received at C. P. R. headquarters from
merchants regarding shipments of
goods having been broken into. Mat-
ters reached such a stage that spe-
cial men were sent here to investi-
gate, and as a result of their investi-
gations the 20 boys were rounded up.
It is stated that other summcases
may follow.

A Serious Outhreak.

“This is perhaps the most serious

outbreak of juvenile crime we have

ever had in London,” said a police of-
ficer to The Advertiser today. *“I
never remember 20 boys having been
summoned on one charge like this
before,

“This summer has been the worst
in the city’s history for juvenile qrime.
We mever had such a lot of serious
cases to deal with before. Thig case
looks as if it will be a very serious
¢ne and may involva others and clear
up some other cases. Crime of a seri-
ous character shows a very rapid in-
Crease in London at the present time.
We are raiher at a losg to accoun:
for the cause. Some of the juveniles
who have appeared before the court
this year have received severe sen-
tences, but it does mot seem to have
proved a lesson to others.”

Keep Off Streets.

“The sooner parents begin keeping
their children off the streets at night
the sooner there will be ‘an improve-
ment in the morals of the boys ‘and
girls of this city,” said another of-
ficer. “There are any number of little
ones out about the streets at night
whose parents never know or care
where they are or what they are do-
11g. These children ware bound to
leain a good deal that they should
rot, and if they turn out bad the par-
ents will be to blame for not looking
after them bhetter.”

Springer Estate Litigation Appears To Be Approaching a Settle-
ment—Names of Some of the Heirs Who Are in
Line For a Division.

The helrs to the Springer fortune are
almost ready to make good their claim
to the $200,000,000 fortune, made up of
2,654 acres of land in the heart of the
city of Wilmington, Delaware, and a large
sum of money.

Among the heirs to this vast estate are
to be found several in this immediate
locality: Mr. Daniel Ashwell, Mr. Frank
Springer, Mrs. David Welsh and Mrs.
Jane Patrick, of this city; Mrs. James
Lockwood, Delaware; Benj. Fisher,
Mount Brydges, and Mrs. C. Reynolds,
of Caradoc.

The original founder of the fortune
was Carl Christopher Springer, a mem-
ber of the Swedish colony of Wilining-
ton, and a trustee of the old Swedish
Church. In his dual capacity he is sup-
posed to have leased his property and
that of the church to the city. Springer

died, leaving a sum of money which has
the total now reaches
§80,000,000, while the value of the land
lying in business Wilmington is now
worth half as much more,

Legal Evidence.

A vast amount of legal evidence
heen unearthed by E. L. Scribuer, of
Massachusetts, the genealogist of the
Springer family. He claims that the city
of Wilington is anxious to effect a
settlement, and the time is coming for
some bix surprses in the case.

Captain Daniel Springer, who fought in
the War of 1812 under Col. ®albot. was
the first of the Springers to locate in
this district. He was the first post-
master of Delaware, Ont., naming the
place in honor of the State of Delaware,
from which he came. Mr. Daniel Ash.

of Captain Springer, and one of the chief
heirs to the fortune.

VICTIMS FROM HUNGARY

Roumanian Army Manoeuvres
Cancelled—133,300 Cases in
Russia Alone.

Vienna, Aug. 26. — Cholera, it is of-
ficially announced, has broken out in
this city. After throwing goubt for two
days upon the reports of cases in Vi-
enna, the health department of the
ministry of the interior today an-
nounced that bacteriological examina-
tion of several suspected cases has es-
tablished that the patients were suf-
fering from Asiatic cholera.

The victims are from Hungary, into
which country the disease spreag from
Russia,

Bucharest, Roumania, Aug. 26. —
The Roumanian army manoeuvres for
1910 were today countermanded as a
precautionary measure, in view of the
epidemic of cholera raging in South
Prussia, near the Roumanian fron-
tier.

St. Petersburg, Aug, 25.—It is officially
estimated that the number of cholera
cases thus far have been 133,300, The
diesease is more widely distributed than
ever, but the number of cases is lessen-
ing in some districts.

The estimate is widely discredited. It
is believed that the deaths alone exceed
100,000.

Several new cases of cholera and a
number of deaths from the disease are
reported daily from Rome. The scourge
has not spread beyond the original area
affected, and is not spreading there,

MSER. LONDON.

New Nicaraguan Ruler Promises
Redress for the Killing of
Groce and Cannon.

Washington, D. C., Aug. %5.—Mr. Hunt-
ington Wilson, acting secretary of state,
made public a cablegram received from
Gen. Juan J. Estrada, leader of the revo-
lutionary forces in Nicaragua, and ad-
dressed to Mr. Knox, which says:

“The first official act of the new presi-
dent of Nicaragua fs to assure the Ameri-
can people of the warm regard entertain-
ed for them by the victorious party of
the revolution.

“I desire to inform your excellency that
Nicaragua is willing and eager to make
the proper restitution for the unfortunate
killing of your citizens, Cannon and
Groce, and for other atrocities committed
by my predecessors.’”

Mr. Wilson also made public a state-
ment. Here it is in part:

“Mr. Olivares, the consul at Managua,
reports under date of Aug. 20, 11 o’clock at

turned over his de facto authority to Jose
Dolores Estrada, who thereupon issued a
manifesto, in which hope for early restor-
ation of peace is expressed.

“The consul's report -also states that
officials of the penitentiary called at the
consulate on the night of Aug. 19 and

that the commandant of the prison had
hatched a plot to blow up the institution
and its inmates in the event of the down-
fall of the Madriz faction.

“Mr. Olivares had informed Dr. Madriz,
who had undertaken to look into the
matter the next morning, in the meantime
guaranteeing that this catastrophe should
not occur. The consul, however, asked for
the removal of Pittman to a place of
safety. Dr. Madriz agreed and released
him, and he is now being sheltered at the
consulate.

700 Prisoners Escape.

“On the morning of Aug. 20 Dr. Madriz
dismissed the commandant of the prison,
acting on a joint protest of the consular
body. Before Dr. Madriz abandoned his
de facto authority on the afternoon of
Aug. 20, the prison was left without guard,
and about 700 prisoncrs escaped, securing
rifles, and swarmed through the streets,
in some cases firing upon troops of the
Madriz faction.

“In conclusion, the consul reports that
on the night of Aug. 20 crowds assembled
before the consulate and cheered for the
Government and people of the United
States.”

San Juan del Sur, Nicaragua, via Gal-
veston, Texas, Aug. 25.—Two bodies of
revolutionists marched into Managua from
Itapa. They placed themselves under the
orders of Jose Dolores Estrada, who is
acting as president until the arrival of
his brother, Gen. Juan J. Estrada.

Jose Etrada has appointed a mixed
peace commission of Liberals and Conser-
vatives, to treat upon peice conditions

with G-°n. Juan Estrada at Granada upon
the basis of free elections within six |
months, and an immediate suspension of |
hostilities. Gen. Juan Estrada is to u(‘-i

Such
information is one of the empire’'s
greatest needs.

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THE ANNEXATION OF KOREA.

At the outbreak of the Russo-Jap-
anese war it was generally believed that
a Japanese victory would put Japan in
absolute possession of Korea. Since the
close of the war Japan has been prac-
tically in control of the Hermit King-
dom. It was not until Aug. 22, how-
ever, that a convention of annexation
was signed. The dgocument will be for-
mally made public in a day or two.

Several months ago the Emperor of
Korea sent out to the powers a protest
against the absorption of his country
by its more powerful neighbor, but re-
ceived no sympathetic response.
Recognizing the futility of further op-
position, the Korean ruler has finally
agreed to turn over the reins of civil
power to the Japanese resident-general.
The kingdom hag become too weak to
.preserve her ancient policy of isolation,
and not strong enough to stand alone.
If she had not been absorbed by Japan
she would have been the prey of Rus-
sia. Japan needs the land which Korea
does not fully occupy, and the natural
resources which Korea but partially
exploits, for the people of Japan have
outgrown the limitaiions of their own
country.

The annexation adds to Japan an
area as great as that of England and
Scotland, and a population of twelve
million souls, that will lift the island
empire's population from forty-eight
millicns to sixty millions.

When Mr. Lyttelton was at the head
of the colonial office he made a pro-
posal for an imperial council. It was
favored by Premier Deakin, of Austra-
lia, but was mot accepted by the con-
ference. At that time Sir Wilfrid
Laurier thought it would not work
well and opposed it, being supported
by General Botha. The Imperial Gov-
ernment, therefore, could not take a
step of such importance which the
self-governing dominions had mot
shown a desire to adopt.

On the merits of the case, Col.
Seely did not ciaim that no reform is
advisable or might become so, but he
was not at all sure that many of the
remedies proposed would either meet
the case or the wishes of the self-
governing dominions. One proposed
that the dominions’ department should
pe put under the lord-president of the
council, but that, the under-secretary
Baid, would not satisfy the self-
Zoverning dominions, which, if any
change is made, desire the department
put under the prime minister. “If,”
said Col. Se-ly, “the department were
put under the prime minister, how
was he to find time to do the work?
And if he did not find time to do the
work, would mnot the dominions be ia
a worse position than they are at the
present time?” Col. Seely added that
each successive prime minister had
declared that the amount of work he
had to do was almost greater than
any one man could perform even as it
stood.

Durand, Mich,, Aug. 26.—To Assist-
ant Superintendent Fitzhugh at Mon-
treal, the Durand officials wired: )
“There were nineteen passengers in
the Nebraska, of whom six were killed,
and the remains identified; the five
injured are in the hospital at Flint,
one of whom is likely to die. Eight
passengers continued their journey to
their destination, having escaped from
the forward end of the car uninjured.
Engineer Mitchell, of train No. 14, is
in Flint Hospital serioucly injured, but
will recover. . The fireman on No. 4 i3
badly, but no} seriously burned. Aside
from the loss of the car by fire the
damage to tha equipment will be
slight.”
It has been decided that the investi-
gation into the responsibility for the
accident will begin at Battle Creek to-
morrow before Division Superinten-
dent Ehrke and Trainmaster Bellant.
At this inquisition, the trainmen in
charge of both trains will be called
upon to tell their side of the story.

Brakeman Disappears.
The continued absence of Brakeman
G. M. Graham, who disappeared last
night after the collision took place,
and has not since been seen, has given
rise to the suspicion that he is not
anxious to confess his share in the
transaction. Conductor Lacey, who
was in charge of No. 14, has only been
in the railway service since last
month, at which time he was rein-
stated after an absence of six years.
Before he disappeared Graham de-
clared that he placed a torpedo a mile
from the rear of train No. 14, but that
No. 4 paid no attention to it. Engineer
Spencer's story is different.

“Further official statement regarding
the train accident at Durand, Mich,!

and gave proper signals to stop the
New York train. It was a clear night,
and the lights and switch lights in and
around the station at Durand could be,
seen plainly from where the Montreal!
train stood. i

“The flagman gave stop signals with’
the red lamp continuously until the
New York train exploded the torpe-!
does, which he had put on the track,
and the flagman had to get off the
track to Lkeep from being run over.
Further investigation is being made
as to whether the New York train did;
not respond to the signals. |

“The markers on the rear of the
Montreal train were properly dis-
played, and after the accident occur- .
red the one on the left hand side was
found on the ground, sitting upright, |
and the light still burning brightly.
The conductor, who was standing at
the rear of the Montreal train, heard
the torpedo explode, and he saw
trainmen moving the stop signals.

“There were also passengers on the
Montreal train, who were standing on
the ground and heard the torpedo ex-
plode and saw the stop signals given.

“The passengers on both trains,
other than those in the Pullman car
Nebraska, sustained only few slight
injuries and nothing of a serious na-
ture, and there was only very slight
damage done to the equipment of
either train, other than the sleeper.”

Another Official Statement.

Montreal, Aug. 25.—The following
official statement was given out by the
Grand Trunk Railroad Company.

At about 11:45 p.m., Montreal time,
last night, train No. 14, which left Chi-
cago at 3 o’'clock yesterday afternoon,
stopped two miles east of Durand,
Mich.,, on account of brakes sticking.
The flagman was sent back the regu-
lation distance to stop No. 4, the New
York train, which leaves Chicago 45
minutes later.

TO BE REPAIRED

Roadway Is Now and Has Been
For a Long Time in a
Bad Condition.

MORE LIGHT AT CROSSING

€. P. R. Asks For a Lamp on Rich-
mond Street—Meeting of
Board of Works.

At a2 meeting of the board of works
last night, Engineer Wright was instruct-
ed to look over Dundas street, from
Ridout street down the hill, and report
as soon as possible what he would recom-
mend in the way of repairs. When asked
last night he said that he had been too
busy to go into the matter thoroughly yet.
but would suggest that the tracks be
raised and that a roadway of broken
stone be put down.

Ald. Saunders pointed out that whatever
was to be done should be don: thoroughly,
as the street is used by a large number
of people on their way to Mount Pleasant
Cemetery, and in addition has a good deal
of other traffic.

As no representatives from the county

A Light on Tracks.

Supermtendem McNeillie, of the C. P.
R., wrote asking that a light be vplaced
near the C. P. R. tracks on Richmond
street, as at the present time it is im-
possible for the watchman in the tower
to see vehicles and people passing until
they are quite close to the gates.

This frequently results in confusion,
and in order to avoid any possibility of
accidents, he asked that the light be
placed there as quickly as possible. En-
gineer Wright suggested that the matter
be laid over until the hydro-electric lights
are ready, and that one be placed at the
crossing them. He said that under the
present contract with the London Elec-
tric Company a new light could not. be
placed there very well

of Port Burwell, and Rev. Mr. Doan, of
Luton. They selected Bishop Wil-
liams of London as chairman, and the
distinguished London prelate made an
admirable presiding officer.

The crowd was very large, and rep-
resented the whole countryside. Many
drove from a distance to be present,
remembering the kindly greeting of his
lordship three years before. The wea-
ther was threatening, and the driving
uncomfortable owing .to the strong
winds, and the attendance was not
so large as it would otherwise have
been.

However, several hundred came to
pay their Tespects to Bishop Ingram,
including many from London, St.
Thomas, Aylmer, and the surrounding
neighborhood.
A Great Mixer.
Shortly after 2 o’clock, Bishop Ing-
ram arrived with his brother, Mr.
Frank Ingram. There was no need of
formal introduoction. His lordship
promptly shifted for himself. and it
was not long until he had greeted al-
most every person on the grounds.
Many he remembered from his previ-
ous visit. In fact, there were few he
forgot, and with a pleasant smile and
a kindly greeting he passed on
through the crowd.
It was a picnic party. too, and into
this his lordship entered with en-
thusiasm. He was not above eating
ice cream cones with the children, nor
entering into any amusement that
would make the youngsters happy for
the time being.
After an hour’s friendly visit, Bishop
Williams took the chair, and called
the gathering to order.
The Visitors.
Among the visitors who took seats
on the platform were Rev. Mr. Miles,
Aylmer; Rev. A. E Doan, Luton; Rev.
‘T. Merton Shore, Warwick, formerly
rector of Port Burwell; Rev. H. P.
Westgate, St. Thomas; Rev. Phillips,
Dunboyne; Rev. Mr. Charlton, Port
Burwell; Judge Ermatinger, St.
Thomas; A. H. Backus, Aylmer, and
many others.
In beginning the programme, Bishop
Williams expressed his pleasure at
being present on such an occasion. He
was delighted at the beautiful farming
country through which he had mo-
tored from London.
“We live in a glorious country,” he
stated. “My appreciation of it was
never greater than it was today, when
I passed through the fine stretch of
farm lands between ILondon and
Grovesend.
try have done an enormous amount of
labor during this past 50 or 75 years,
in converting a veritable wilderness
into a garden of the Lord.
A Distinguished Bishop.
“We have come to pay our respects
to the most distinguished bishop in
the Anglican Church, and doubtless,
the greatest living personal force in
the church today, and it gives me great
pleasure in presiding on such an occa-
sion as this.”

His lordship briefly explained the

place which the bishops had occupied
in the struggle for civil and religious
liberty, and pointed out that the
Magna Charta, religious liberty at the
time of the re'forma.tmn and the Eng-
lish version of the Bible itself, were
given the people by the bishops.

“There have Dbeen many great
bishops of London, men renowned for
their learning, their scholarship, and
their piety, but none have been so pre-
eminently Christian, or so distin-
guished, as the present occupant of
the See,” declared Bishop Williams.
Rev. Mr. Charlton and Rev. Mr.
Doan welcomed Bishop Ingram on be-
‘half of their respective congregations.
Bishop’s Address.
“I well remember the receptnon you
tendered me three years ago,” said
Bishop Ingram, in commencing his ad-
dress. “As the carriages moved down
the lane to my brother’s farm, some-
body remarked that it looked like a
funeral. I must say that it was a
great deal more cheerful when they
got there. And now, I can’'t tell you
what pleasure it gives me to be with
you again, much sooner than I had
expected, or even dared to hope. It
seems as if you cannot keep me away
from Canada. I am very happy when
in the midst of a friendly lot of Can-
adian people. You should give my
dear old brother some credit for al-
lowing us to meet.

A National Viewpoint.

“I want to speak to you for a short
time this afternoon from a national
viewpoint. You know, on the other
side how proud we are of you. We
have great hopes for Canada, for this
great new nation. I never call you a
colony any more—I have learned my
lesson. We call you a great new na-
tion. We are looking to you to be-
come the greatest nation of the world.

BRONCHO CHARLIE
’ CAUGHT AT LAST

Arrested at Fort Frances on a Charge
of Murder.

Thomas Harder that he died a few
days afterwards, has been captured at
Fort Frances, Ont.

WAS SET ASIDE

Methodist Conference Deals With
Amusement Question—Ex-
Londoner Honored.

]

Victoria, B. C., Aug. 25.—At the
morning session of the Methodist Gen-
eral Conference, Dr. F. C. Stephenson
was unanimously re-elected secretary
of the forward -missionary movement.
He interpreted his election to mean
that the whole conference would form
a forward movement committee. Dr.
James Woodsworth was re-elected

senior missionary superintendent for
the west.

Not.hmg_ that has occurred since the
conference began has brought such
hearty applause as the letter read by
the Secretary this morning from the
Methodist missionary at Port Simp-
son, as follows:

The Premier Observes Sunday.

“While passing through Prince Ru-
pert on Saturday last an incident came
to my notice which, 1 feel sure, will
be of interest to you and all who are
in sympathy with the Lord’s Day
act. One of the features planned for
the entertainment of Sir Wilfrid was
a Sunday excursion. When this was
mentioned to him he courteously dec-
clined the pleasure, saying that inas-
much as the Government has a law
called the Lord’s Day act, it is incum-
bent on the representatives of the
Government to observe it. You will
be pleased to know that on Sunday
morning, despite the numerous duties
of the preceding day, the Premier of
Canada wended hig way to the house
of God. Yours, sincerely, George H.
Raley.”
The conference greeted this
nouncement with enthusiasm
long-continued hand-clapping.
The fraternal delegates from
Methodist Episcopal Church of the
United States, in saying farewell, re-
ferred to the visit of Premier Laurier
to the conference as one of the things
that impressed them most,

Chancellor Burwash was unanimous-
ly chosen as representative to the
British Wesleyan Conferences.
Ex-London Man Honored.
Dr. Burwash suggested that Mr. N.
W. Rowell be appointed to accompany
him as lay delegate. The chairman
explained that the conference had
never sent more than one man to Eng-
land. It was felt, however, that as
Mr. Rowell had rendered such distin-
guished service to the church, and as
he would be in England next sumimer,
he should be accredited to the British
Conference as suggested. “Mr. Rowell
has always done ug honor,” said Dr.
Carman, “and we shall be glad to
have him represent us in England.”
This was agreed to heartily.
Amusements Question.

One of the most exeiting debates
that ever took place in a Canadian
Methodist conference occurred this
afternoon, the subject being the vexed
question of amusements, which has
engaged so much attention in the past
and given rise to so many warm dis-
cussions., A few years ago the fol-
lowing note was added to the general
rules of the church:

“The general rules are to be un-
derstood as forbidding the neglect of
duties of any kind, imprudent con-
duct, indulging in sinful temper or
words, buying, selling or using In-
toxicating liquors as beverages, danc-
ing, playing at games of chance, en-
couraging lotteries, horse races, cir-
cuses, dancing parties, taking such
other amusementg as are obviously of
a misleading or questionable mora!l
tendency and all acts of disobedience
to the order and discipline of the
<church.”

During the past twelve years this
has been a bone of contention, and
strenuous efforts have been made at
previous general conferences to elim-
inate it, with no success.

The last conference in Montreal ap-
pointed a commission to deal with the
question. This commission brought in
a report, which was published in the
Globe a few days ago, recommending
an explanation as to John Wesley’s
intention respecting the general rules
to take the place of this footnote.

When this report was presented
Rev. J. T. Pitcher, Gananoque, moved
that the footnote be obliterated and
the general rules remains as they are,
without any substitute or comment.
He thought that the note was quite
unnecessary. Ministers and people
were able to interpret the rules them-
selves.

Dr. J. S. Ross opposed this vigor-
ously. The whole church, in his
opinion, was at peace over the ques-
tion, and very few memorials had been
received concerning it.

Rev. G. W. Henderson, Peterboro,
made a strong speech in favor of Mr.
Pitcher's amendment,

The time has come for the confer-
ence members to have the courage
of their comvictions and trust to the
good sense of the people.

An amendment to the amendment
was moved by Dr. Speer. Then came
notices of motion, substitutes, points
of order, and questions almost with-
out number,

Dr. McLaren asked if the question
were a constitutional one, and would
require a three-quarter majority. The
chairman ruled that it was.

Mr. J. R. L. Starr, Toronto,
pealed against the ruling.

The conference, by vote, did not sus-
tain the chairman’s ruling, and the
chairman himself admitted that he
had been in error, as the footnote was
not part of the basis of union, ang
was not in the discipline in 1888.
