Sir Lomer Gouin is director of the 
Bank of Montreal, the Cockshutt Plow

It is not believed that he will resign 
such directorates for cabinet position, 
and the impression is that he will be 
content to remain on the outside for 
the present at least, or until he can 
make arrangements for a temporary 
retirement from the positions he holds 
in the corporations in question.

That Hon. Walter Mitchell will enter 
the new government is, however, re-I 
garded as certain.

Kennedy In Ottawa.
W. C. Kennedy of North Essex is

smallpox is vaccina­
tion and yet refuse 
to make use of it. 
They are more than 
foolish, they are 
criminal. For by 
laying themselves 
open to this dread

3,000,000 persons were vaccinated in the’ 
last two years without a single death.

The method consist in introducing 
vaccine virus into the skin, causing 
what is known as vaccinia. A small 
pimple or sore appears in three or four 
days; the skin around it becomes red. 
slightly swollen and tender. In 10 or 
12 days a scab forms and soon drops 
off. There may be a slight headache 
or fever.

In some cases, vaccination is not suc­
cessful the first time, in which cases 
there is no sore and the treatment 
should be repeated.

Since vaccination is the only sure 
preventive of smallpox, it is essential 
that one should be vaccinated early in 
life. A baby should be vaccinated dur­
ing its first year and again at the age 
of ten. After two successful vaccina­
tions, immunity usually lasts a lifetime. 
However, if one is exposed to smallpox 
and has not had the disease, he should 
be vaccinated at once unless he has- 
undergone the treatment within the past 
five years.

Vaccination is a form of health insur­
ance that pays many thousands of div­
idends in preventiveness.

Put This In Your Scrap Book

London, Dec. 12, 1921.
Dear Aunt Maria,—In a recent issue of The Advertiser I noticed 

that you had been discussing poultry raising with a man and his wife 
who had only been on a farm for a short time, where they had gone 
for the benefit of their little daughter’s health.

The man stated that he intended raising turkeys next year, and that 
someone had told him to tie the mother hen up to prevent her wandering 
away. Now, as a farmer’s daughter, and one who was fond of working 
among the poultry, would say if he tried that plan he would make a mis­
take. The better plan is to put the turkey eggs under the common hen 
and, after the eggs hatch, put the hen in a crate made of lath or small 
boards, leaving a place for the turkeys to run out. After two or three 
weeks, let the hen out with them when the grass is dry.

As soon as the turkeys are hatched, sift insect powder over them 
and the hen, and do this now and again to keep them free from insects.

As to feed we gave our turkeys stale bread moistened in water, press­
ing as much of the water out as possible. After three weeks the turkeys 
will be able to eat wheat. We fed ours five times a day for the first 
three weeks, and gave them plenty of clean water in flat dishes. We 
always had fine success.

At noon, like most of France's work­
ers, we had an hour and a half off. 
Most of the men used bicycles to get 
back and forth from a substantial noon 
dinner. For some of them the bicycle 
permitted a stop into a nearby "estami- 
net” for a companionlike drink of beer 
or wine.

At dinner still another drink of either 
wine or cognac was generally fur­
nished after the regular beer which was 
always served at the boarding house 
instead of water.

Of a Sunday evening you can hear 
a great deal of "alcoholic harmony” in 
the workingman's restaurants and bar 
rooms.

By that time Henri, the tall mason 
with the huge red moustache, would 
have enough beer and white wine to 
make him anxious to tell the story of 
his life to anybody.

Was Known as Wap.
Yap was originally known as Guap 

or Wap, this name having been given 
to the island by the Spanish navi- 
gators who discovered it in the 16th 
century.

Until 1885 Yap. like all the other of 
the Carolines, was owned by Spain. 
Germany at this time cast covetous 
eyes upon Yap. realizing that it would 
prove an important link in communica- 
tion with Japan. China, the Philippines, 
the Dutch East Indies and New 
Guinea, and that it was a convenient 
station on the transpacific route via 
Honolulu to San Francisco.

In 1885 Germany sent a gunboat to 
the Carolines and coolly raised the Ger­
man flag upon Yap and several of the 
islands. The Spanish Government pro­
tested to the vatican against this dar­
ing theft, and through the interven­
tion of the pope the islands were re­
turned to Spain. Fourteen years later, 
however. Spain sold the Carolines, in­
cluding Yap, and the Pelew, and all of 
the Marianne Islands, except Guam,
