SENATOR EVARTS ON THE MATTER-——BOSS

New York, Feh, 15.—In a speech laat
night Evarts congratulated the Republicans
that the senate was yet theirs.

PARIS THEIR TRYSTING PLACH

The Dotugs andl Plans of the Distarbers of
Socicty

Paris, Feb. 3.—The recent explosions in
London have caused much comment here.
They prove amongst otber things tbat the
era of dynmamite has begun, and that
although scientifically iun its infancy, a
coloszal scheme of destruction is being
prepared  which  will involve  some
common action amongst the Powers of
Frrope. Those who arc best inrormed state
that France is the chief opponent to this un-
derstanding, French anarchists are loud in
speech ; but their anarchy is cheap and their
apostles are mere pedants. The trial which
concluded last Satarday morning at the
Seine Assize Court would have probably ex-
citel more notice had not the day
brought forth events touching mearer
home. The revolutionaries of the Nalle
Levis were types of the present situa
tion in Irance. Unable to obtuin
artillery and to repeat the insurrection of
1871, they huve at least succeeded in beget-
tiug a class of French citizens full of hate
rgainst God and humanity. Blasphemy can-
not long remwin theoretical, and the thought
ful obsetver will do well to consider every
new phase of the mecret society movement.
Paris, too, is not alone the capital of France,
but the gathering place of the conspirators
of the world. Nothing, probably, can be
more picturesque than to study the haunts of
each gecret society in Puris. Beginning with
the Nihiligts, we (ind that the great Musco-
vite conspiracy is strongly represented. A
lending library and house of call exist within n
stone's throw of the Irish cullege, in which
every plot is hatehed, The proups are re-
preeented by studeuts of both sexes, who live
in a kind of nefarious community. Osme of
the maxims of the Nibilists ia to follow some
avocation, and to endeavor to excel in it.

and the police of the well known ** third eec-
tion " are indefatigable in watching membors
during their journeys between Paris and Ge-
neva, At the latter place there is a branch

establishment, The Nihilists aim
at educating the French  Anarch-
ists up to the level of their own

daring. During his exile in Geneva Henri
Racheforte became acquainced with the chiefs
of the Nihilist party. An endeavor is now
being made to render the link stronger: but
up to now the dislike of the French to
foreigners has dome much to hinder this
fusion, We next come to [talian revolation-
ists. These hold their meetings at La Vil-
lettc, near to the church of the German
Jesuit Fathers in the Rue Lafayette.
It need scarcely be said that the
chief aim of these conspiratora is the
taking away of the last shred of independence
from the Holy Sce. In a meeting held last
Sunday one speaker declared that the present
semblance of & modus vivendi between Italy
and the Pope was a betrayal of Italian Unity.
The last word of Italian Unification, be
added, would never be said until Leo XIII
bad been driven from Rome. If the House
of Savoy neglected its duty in this respect it
would have to go and be succeeded by

AN ITALIAN REPUBLIC.

It may easily be imagined that with a
government like that of France an Italian
revolutionary movement might be watched
but never stamped out. Even tho Gambettist
programme in its integrity included the pro-
clamation of a Traus-Alpine Republic. At
all the assemblies of Italian revolutionists in
Paris, the chair of honour is given to Amilcar
Cipriani, who is now undergoing a term of
penal servitude for a murder committed in
Alessandrin. The Spanish revolutionista
form a  emall colony divided into
two sections, the first and most
respectable of these being Zorillists.
Senor Ruiz Zorilla, who now lives in London,
frequently visits Paris,  Perasonally he is op-

osed to all individual attempts to murder or

estroy on the ground of ' their inexpediency.
The *Black Hand " group is composed of
about seventy members, with secret signa of
their own, ese might well be called the
Spanish Invinoibles, The fact that the ox-
Queen Isabella oftenlives in Paris has caused
an excessive surveillance to be exercised upon
these desperadoes, Their funds, too, are
low, and they are for the most part refugees
who have esca to France. They
were formerly ¢ interned ¥ at Perpignan
and Rennes; but they have slowly
dispersed, and are now to be found all over
France, The German socialists are watched
by . special service of police employed by
Prince Hohenlohe, and under the superin-
tendence of M. Beckmann. They mingle
with French anarchists of the well-known
¢ anti-patriot” type. As one of their chief
avewed objects is the avoidance of any war
between France and Germany, they are not
molested,  As a rule, the German gooialists
in Paris are well éducated. Their programme
is that of Bakounine, but their practical
hopes are foundéd. vpon the chamge which
may come about at the death of the Emperor
William.

Thereare
many more regimeuts now under ordera and
on the way to the Soudan besides the cav-
alry and artillery in the field. Among all
the officers commanding these regimentas
the late Col. Eyre wasthe onlyonewho rose to
the command of his regiment (38th) from the
ranks. There are manycasea wheretheprivate
soldter gains his commission, but few where
he rises to the command of his regiment, or to
the rank of & general. Besides Colonel Eyre,
there are a few others on record.

BY AN EXI;LOBION’ AT THE VALE COLLIERY
—B8EVEN OTHERS MORE OR LKSS HURT
—8AD SCENES AT TUE PIT MOUTIL

Hapirax, Feb. 11.—At bpine o'clock last
night an explosion occurred in the *+ Old
Pit" of the Vale colliery, at Waestville,
Pictou, just sfter the nivht shift had gnne in,
Tiwe henvy storm prevented news being re-
ceived here mst night, the telegraph wires
being down, The seenes whous the pit mouth
this morping were most affecting, groups of
miners, with the friends of victims, staunding
about in painful uxpectation, weiting for the
ascent «f the cape bringing the dead or
wounded hadier. 1t is learned that twenty-
two persons were in the mine at the time of
the dissster, thirteen of whom met their
death inatantaneously. The work of rescuc
wna puzhed with the utmost vigor, and all
the bodies bave been recovered.

Moore, the general
auperiniendent, says that the Vale seems to
have operated since 1871, at first a six
foot and latterly a second eight foot
seam. During all that time no accident of
any moment has occarred from explosions,
and excepting the fatality of some ten years
ago whan the cage coutaining a number ot
men broke loose, killing six of them, the
Vale colliery has besn free from dissater.
‘The mine is owned by a Montreal company,
and has lately been raising more coal than any
other in the country,averaging about 400 tons
per day. Apsrt from the terrible aflliction
of the bereaved families, the affuir mast for
a time prove a serions brlak. in the
coal trade of the country. Every effort
will be made to clear away the wreock
and resume operations, but with the utmost
diligence considerable time must ensue be-
fore this can be done. The wounded wen
are doing well and out of immediate danger.
The work of washing and dressing the black-
ened and often badly burned corpses is bein
dome by kind friends of the bereaved. Wit
one or two exceptions the bodies are but
slightly mangled, the unfortunate deputy
overman, Campbell, whose throat was badly
cut by some flying pieces of wood or cosl,
being perbaps the most marked.
Harirax, N.S., Feb. 12.—At New Glas-
ow this morning, Dr. Murray, of New
lasgow, went to the Vale colliery and em-
panelled a jury. While he waacompletingbis
preparations, Inspactor Gilpin visited the pit
to acquire sll possible information. The ac-
cumulsted debris and water prevented him
from completing hisexaminstion. Onhis return
the inquest began, bv the coroner calling
on the survivors and rescuers to tell their
stories, The evidence of the officials and De-
nty Inspector Madden showed that all care
Ead been taken. The jury decided that the
managers were blameless, During the day
work has been carried on looking to the com-
plete repair of the damage done to the pit,
which is much less than at firat expected.
The wounded men are all doing fairly, and it
is expected that they will recover. There
are thirty-three children and seven widows
left By the accident.

BRITISH RULE HATED BY THE NATIVES,

Loxpoy, Ieb. 11.—Tle report spread on
the streets a few days ago that Tarl Dufferin
had been shot by a fanatical native has
directed attention to England’s position in
the Bast, Meeting at the Travellers’a mem-
ber of Parliament, whose trother is one of the
best informed men at the present time on
everything connected with 1ndia, I obtained
some very valuable information.

~ Member of Parlisament—No. The mutiny
of the future will be distingnished from the
mutiny of the past by two circumstances. In
the past England had only te fight the
natives, In the future she will have to fight
the natives plus Russia. In the past the
natives were only armed with smooth-bores
and old Brown Bess guns, while our troops
bad Rewmingtons. Now the natives are as
well wenponed ns the English service, and
are as expert, if not more expert, in the use
of the rifle. No, sir, a mutiny in India
means fearless loss of life, and I fear tho loss .

aristocrats to do those jobs too re-
volting or Hlthy for even their unclean
hands to execute, and by commis-
sion of every act of turpitude. atrocious
crime, und unspeakable barbarities, disgusting
meanness, and flagrant profligacy, injustice,
oppression, and tyranay conceivable only to
vilest miscreants, aud for the responsibility
of all which excesses they were secured
by act of indemnity, exhibit their diploma
entitling them to oflice and [avor : and third,
ministers of the Estublished Church—ncedy,
rapacious, husgeriug for promotion, and
setting forth their claim by violent deaun-
ciations of Popery, and hunting down the ad-
herents of the ancient creed ; all these cotn-
bined loyalists, energetic in the pursuit and
discovery of every Popish plot and treason-
able scheme to overthrnw the British Govern-
ment, and adept ut fabricating conspirucies
that might result in good fruit of pluader
and confiscation to themselves, by dint of
pitcheap, scourge, and rope, picket, fire, and

CUHICKEN DISORDERS,

Whencver you have a mnortheast storm,
with damp, chilly, disngreeable weather, look
out for the roup. Roup is to the fowls what
heavy colds are to human individuuls, and as
we may have cold in the head, cold in the
bowels, sore thoat and other disturbances
from cold, the term *‘roup " covers them ull,
Roup in some forms is contagious, while in
other shapes it muy exiss in & flock without
affecting any but weak constitutions, The
firat thing to do with the allected fowl is to
clean out the nostrile, and every breeder
should have on haund a small syriage, which
should be put to use early. LRoup, when
maligeant, moakes known its presence by o
peculinr disagrecable odor.  The sick
fowl looks drcopy, and a slight pressure on
the nostrils canuses a discharge which is very
offensive in smeil. Make a solution of cop-
peras water, aud with the gyringe inject some
of it into the nostrils, and alss down the
throat, It the Lird is no better in o few
hours, try a severer remedy, which is the in-
jection of u mixtare of conl oil und earbolic
acid. Add ten drops of carbolic ucid to a
tablespucnful of conl oil and force o smuall
quantity ioto each rastril, This will cure |
when all other remedies fuil, Night and
morning, give roup pills (or powder) either
in the fooll or by forcing down the throat.
Adl(ll some wlso to the fuod of those that are
well,

Cottouseedmenl is highly ultrogenous food,
and should only be fed with courser food to
prevent injury. But a small ration can be
given to cows duily, us it makesn very rich
milk, and in winter helps to give color to the
butter. Bran isexcellent to feed with cotton-

when neccesury, with cstor oil.  This can |-
be made into pilis, or when dry, into a pow-
der.

On theae days meat can be used at the one
meal ouly, and no tish allowed at the same
weal,

Ve can only take one full meal on a fast
day; in The murniuy we may, according to the
prevailing custom, take a cup of tea or coffec
with a amall piecs of bare bread.

In the evening we «<an take a collation,
which wmust not ben Iul) supper, and must
consist of light, nieagre food, ‘

"Oa duys-of fast aud abstinence we may
cook mengre food with dripping, even with
pork, but pork itself must not be eaten.

In families where soup ib used for dinner,

rk, grease or fat can be put init {no other

inds of meat). If any of the soup remaius
a{ver dinner it may be used at the evening
collation. Pork, lard, or grease cannot be
ueed in its natural state.

On meagre duys pastry cooked with drip-
ping or fat may be eaten.

Such as are exempted from fasting from
their weals throngh infirmity, age or hard
labor may use meat three times a day, when
athersues it only once.

The above privileges authorized in the dio-

STILL HOWLING FOR A VERDICT.

The Gazette’'s * own correspondent  at St.-
John’s, Newfoundland, furnishes a letter to
our contemporary in which he abuses at great
length, and condemna in bitter terms, the
juries that have tried the Catholic prisoners
ie connection with the Harbor Gruce riots,
The prisoners, who number nineteen, were
charged with the murder of five Orangemen,
who lost their lives while disturbing
the peace and making  themselves
genernlly obmoxious to the Catholic
portion of the community, These nipe-
teen Catholics were placed on trial in the
spring of 1884, on the charge of having killed
one of the five Orangemen. The case ocen

pied the attention of the court during 45
days. Tanumerable witnesses were ex-
amined, The court cherged strongly
the prisoners, but the jury
returned a verdict of ‘“not guilty.”
The priscners were not dincharged, but were
held to stand a second trial for the murder of
the second of the five Orangemen. This case
which has just terminated lasted 59 days, 60
witneszes being examined oo the part of the
Crown and 100 for the defence, In the words
of the Guzette correspondent, ** The charge
of Chief Justice Carter was as strong against
the prisoners as it was possible to be, with-
cut going out of his own province as judve.”
Bat the jury, aa in the firat instance, again
One
would imagice that two such trials, with
upanimous verdicts on the same charge,
would be sufficient te persuade the Crown
that the Catholic prisouvers were not and
ahould not be held responsible for the death
of the five Orangemon. The Crown, however,
persists in bringing the prisoners to trial
again, This is beginniog to look like perse-
cution and does not show the authorities to
be under the influence of fair play or im-
partinlity.

The Ocangemen are naturally very indig-
aant over the result, they are howling and
swearing that justice has miscarried,  Their
thirat for the bleod of these nineteen Catho-
lics seems to be inaxtinguishable and they
are egging the Government on to try and
gecure & Boap verdict agninst them. The fol-

Jesire to denounce these verdicts most em-
phatically, as most outrageous and unparallel-
ed miscarringes of justice ; and we herehy re-
cord cur solemn conviction that these disgrace-
ful verdicts were but the calminativg point
of a most determined and wunscrupulous
attempt, on the part of a powerful combina.
tion of the same creed as the prisoners, to
shelter the guilty from the just conseguences
of their misdeeds-—sn attempt having as its
motive-power sectarian considerations, to the
utter disregard of the integests of truth and
justice, and the rights of their Protestant
fellow-countrymen.”

Such langnage betrays the fury and the bit-
terhatred of the yellow sons of law aad order
against their Catholic neighbors, Wo would
advise them to keep cool, und submit to the
softening influence of Christian civilization.

THE LATE CARDINAL McCABE.

A cable despatch has briefly announced the
death of Curdinal McCabe, Archbishop of
Dublin. This illustrious dignitary of the
Catholic Church in Irelind had for the past
few years been weighed down by a severe ill-
ness.

TAX EXEMPTIONS.

One of our contemporaries urges that the
demand for the abolition of exemptions from
civic taxation should be acceded to. Those:
who favor the abolition of tax exemptions do
so generally becanse they imagine that the
Catholic church property exempted is very
large. Asamatter of fact, howsver, this is
not the eage, The property belonging to the
Catholic church is not praportionately greater
than the property held by other creeds, it
is even proportionately less. The properties
exempt are those belonging to the
city, to the Province or to the Dominion, aleo
charitable institutiona, educationnsl establish-
meuts and churches, In Toronto an associa-
tion was formed to agitate and work for tha
abolition, At the Inst municipal elections
they carried their poins by a large mejority.
But when the corporation approsched the
Provincial Government for power to abolish
theby-law governing tax exemptions,the folly
of the mensure was demonstrated olearly and
forcibly by the members of the ministry. As
Mr. Mowatpointed out, it would be more than
waste of time and money to play the farcs of
taxing city property. To tax the City Hall,
the markets, the aquares, gardens and parks;
the city schools, the fire and police stations,
would be a mere delusion, as the taxpayers
whom it is proposed to relieve must pay the
amount

ONTARI® SCHOOL STATISTICS.

The population of Ontario appears to be
taking o downward tendency, if a count of the
rising generatioo in that province means any-
thing. Some time ago Sir Richard Cart-
vright startled the conumunity by a piece of
iformation in his Queen’s Hall speech,
which showed that there was .an
sctual decrease going on in  the
population of the conntry. And in proef of
his assertion he pointed to the fact that the
chools of -Ontario were at present attended
by a smaller number of pupils then in previ-
us years. This was disputed on many sides,
and it was contended that Sir Richard had
either miscalculated or misrepresented the
figures, But subsequent testimony mow
proves the moble knight to bave
been guilty of mno sach manipulation of
statistics, The Minister of Education in
Onteric haw issued his report, giving full
statistics in relation to the achools of the
provinee, 1t shows that the school popula-
tion nnd total attendance have been diminish-
ing for some time back. The school popula-
tion, compriging children between the ages
of five and sixteen years, reported by
trustees for 1884, was only 478,791, as
against 483,817, or o decrense of 5,020.
The number of pupils of the above ages, who
attended the scbools, was 452,661, or 4,517
less than the previous year. Pupils of all
other agea who were in school attendance for
1384 nurabored only 11,708, which shows an-
other decrease of 2,626. Thus the total num-
ber of pupils attending the schools was 464,-
369, or 7,143 less than in the former year.
That decveage it a heavy one, and is by no
means toe insigpificant to arrest the atten-
tion of our publio men and rulers, and to caise
them to inquire into the causes of it.

0Oi the total attendance ~ at school the
number of boys was 243,671, showing a-de-
creaso of 3,205, while the number of girls was
220,698, or 3,848 less than in 1883, The
number of children between sevenand thirteen
vears of age reported as not attending any
school for 110 daysduring the year was 88,432,
The number hetweenseven and thirteenreport-
ed ag not attending anyschon’ whatever, 7,266 ;
orone and a-half per cent. of the whole school
fopulation, The average attendance, viz.,
the aggregate daily attendance divided by
the number of legal teaching days in the year,
being 220 for rural and 212 for urban schools,
was 215,561 ; increase, 1,385, Thus, while
the total school population is decreasing, the
average attendance has increased,

Of tha total number of teachers, the
males were in the large minority, numbering
only 2,329; or 233 fess than in previous years,
The geatler sex has furnished no less than
4,082, which is an increase of 287 for one
year, There are thus 1,253 more female than
male teachers. The salaries vary according
to ocounty, tewn and city. The highest
salary paid to a male teacher in
a county was §S500—the lowest $120;
in a city, the highest was $1,200—the
lowest, $2%5; in a town, the highest was
§1,000—the lowest, $200. Salaries of teachers,
male and female, it is stated, are guietly but
surely advancing in rural districts, and in
cities, towns and villages. Ir calenlatiog
the averege salarizs, teachers, being members
of religious orders, are omitted. The average
salary of male teachers in counties, inclad-
ing incorporated villages, was §304—of fe-
male teachers, §252 ; ia cities, of mule teach-
ers, £764-—-of female teachers, $8362; in
towns, of male teachers, $605—of femule
teachers, $277. In counties, not includiog
incorporated villages, the average sal-
ary of male teachers was S388—of
female teachers §250, In incorporated
villages male teachers received on an average
3515, and female teachers 8256, The
average salary of male teachers for the
Province was £422, while that of the female
teachers was only $271. Oan the whole,

CIVIL SERVICE EXAMINATIONS.

IF we are to judge of the value and utility
of the civil serviceexawminations by the nature
of the questions which are propounded to the
candidates, we cannot but come to the con-
clusion that these examinations are nothing
but a delusion and a snare. Instead of being
an honest test of a candidate’s fit-
ness and capacity, they are made
a barrier to his promotion and to a fair ap-
preciation of his worth, At the last exami-
pations for promotion the candidates were
required to answer such questions as what is
the distance from Hulifax to St. John; from
Quebec to Montreal, Portland, Sherbrooke,
Ottawa and Toronto; from Loronto to Sarnia,
Owen Sound and Suspension Bridge, etc.
Then ancther series of questions was put re-
garding the population of the several provin.
ces of the Dominion. It is a wonder the
candidates were not asked how many chickens
were hatched in the various parts of Canada,
or how many blocks of joe were contained in
our carnival ice palaces. Under the circum-
stances, the absurdity of the above questiona
is palpable. The evident intention of the
examiners was to ‘“block ” the candidates
and not to ascertain the quality and quantity
of their intellectual attainmente from a prac-
tical and useful standpoint. How many
people know that the population of British
Columbia is 49,459, or that of New Bruns-
wick is 321,233 " And it must be remember-
ed that these questions do not come under
the head of any subject named and reguired
by the rules governing the civil eervice exam-
ination. Let the Board of Examiners get
down to a basis of common sense aud let
them put no more guestions en U'air which are

ao well calculated to defeat the object of the
Civil Service Act,

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THE FALL RIVER TROUBLE,

A LETTER FROM BISHOP HENDRICKEN—
AN INTERDICT ISSUED.

FarL Riveg, Mass., Feb. 18,—To-day the
following inierdict was issued from the head-

uarters of the Bishop of Providence by the

ight Rev. Bishop Hendricken, being the
first time in the history of New Eugland that
a Catholic Church has been'interdicted :—

“ The Right Rev. Bishop of Provideace has
closed the church and withdrawn the priestsirom
No:re Dame parish, Flint village. He has been
.compelled to this &ction by the insuberdination
of some of the flock, whostrangely enough, wish
to dictate to him in matters that pertain entire-
ly to his authority, The clergymen of the other

atholic parishes in Fall River are instructed
to administer the sacraments in their respective
churches to any of the people of Notre Dame
#vho may desire them, providiag tbe{ have not
been participators or abettors in the present
oonspiracy io oppose ecclesiastical authority.
They are also instructed to attend any sick calls
that may be brought to them.

Last night the doors of the Notre Dame
Church were closed and nailed, nnd will not
De re-opened 20 long as there is a particle of
rebellion shewn in the voice or actions of the
French peoplciwho were parishioners of that
church. The sacramental Dread and wine
has been removed, as have also all the re-
maining fixtures of the church, tow proper
place of safety. Yesterday afternoon the
Rev. Father Clark removed -his personal
effects from Flint village.

Tha action of the Bishop® was wholiy un-
expected by the French population asnd hus
caused the utmost consternation among
them, es both guilty and innocent have to
seffer alike. . It is very rarely thas an inter-
dict is issued to & Catholic church. It meuns
that those who have canused the trouble are
cut off from the admiristration of the sacra-
ments, even upon their death beds.

The real causes for the course taken hy
Bishop Hendricken are as follows :—In 1875
the Rev. Father Peter Jean Baptiste Bedavd
came to thia country as nn alleged penitent
{rom Cnnaida, where ite iad been mixed up in
seme trouble in a church located in the sub-
urbs, or at lcast a short distance from Mont-
zeal. He was very yow and lived
among both Irish and  French people
for & long time et the Flint village,
which then consisted of only a few temcment
houses occupied by the operatives of the
mills in that vicinity. Father Bedurd pre-
vailed upon the Bishop to allow him to or-
zanire and erect a church, to which prrpose
contributions were made by both Irish and
Feoach residents. The church was built and
the parish of Notre Diame de Lourdes was
organized. Father Bedard began at once to
horrow money on the strongth of his position
and to erect houses and blocks upon land
which he had to mortgage to purchase, and
also to bring French-Canadians to reside in
the village, and in a short time the Flint vil-
tage became almost a city. Father Bedard,

whe ruled his perishioners with an
iron hand, was the ©baoker and ad-’
visor of these people up to his.

death, which took place in August last. That

Father Bedard was dishonest has been proven .

by the manner in which he conducted several
very important business transactions. At the
time of his death hia estate was foundjin o
very complicated state, and to-day will pay
his legitimate creditors only obout thirly
cents on the dollar where it would have paid
one hundred cents but for the assigning by
him of his life insurance, within & week of
hia death for the evident purpose of defraud-
ing his creditors, He repaid the kindness
of the Bishop and the Irish people who had
hefriended him by agitating againat the Irish
ople.

peA French gentleman who knew Father
Bedard better than any one in Fall River and
whose verscity is beyond doubt told the
7elegram correspondeuvt, on the day of
Father Bedard’s death, and consequently
hefore another priest was appointed over
Notre Dame, of the agitation that had been
made by Father Bedard and what the out-
come would be. Subsequent events have
proved that he was correct.

The disaffection in Notre Dame has becn
communicated to St. Ann’s church in this
city, where a majority of the parishioners are
French-Canadians, and to other churches in
this diocere. At lnst, however, the trouble
is ended, but it will lie as a mark of discredit
upon the memory of the originator and those
who listened to and followed his counsels.
As a general rule, the Catholicsof this diocese
love their Bishop too well to oppese his
authority, as he is noted for his kindncss of
heart, and is very popular among all classes

‘of the community.

DEMONSTRATION OF IWORK-
INGMEN IN LONDON.

Loxpox, February 16.~There wos great
excitement here to-day on account of the riot-
ous conduct of a large number of unem-
ployed workmen  Three thousand men
paraded the streets with banners bearing
mottoes setting forth their grievances, Sev-
era] bands accompaniod the procession,which
marched to the building occupied by the
local government board. A committee en-
tered the oftice and demanded relief for the
people they represented. They wasted im-
mediate employment in the construction of
municipal works, which, they said, were
peeded tor the pmblic good. The officiuls
repulsed the committeo and the crewd became
a howling mob, The police attempted to
interfere, but were soon overpowered, The
paraders then invaded Downing street and
stopped in front of Mr. Gladstone’s official
residence, They howled and hissed invec-
tivea ngainst the government, and attempted
to force a way into the room where the cabi-
net was sitting. The police received rein-
forcements and ejected the intraders, The
mob then attempted to storm the admiralty
and home offices, but were driven off and
were fnally dispersed. A large meeting of
alleged unemployed workmen was also held
this afternoon on the Thames Embankment.
Resolutions were adopted demanding a re-
duction in the hours of labor of government
workmen and the construction of useful pub-
lic works to give employment to the idle.

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ANOTHER ASYLUM HORROR.

EIGHTEEN LUNATICS BURNED AT PHILA-
DELPHIA—TERRIBLE SOENEB IN THE
COREIDORS—THE STORY OF THE DIS-
ASTER AS TOLD BY AN ATTENDANT.,

PHILaDELPHIA, Feb. 12.—A fire broke
out in the insane department of the county
almshouse, West Philadelphia, at 9 o'clock
to-night. The flames spread rapidly, and
before the 300 inmates could be relensed
eighteen were burned to death. Others were
left to roam about the grounds at will, and
many were picked up by the police through-
out the city, The fire originated in a wing
of the old building of the insane department,
which fronts towards the Schuylkill river,
and directly east of the main building of the
almshouse. 1n this wing there were sixty
separate cells for- violent  patients,
twenty on each floor. Ia addition to this
there was a large room on each of these
floors in which cots for twelve men
were placed, &ll of which were occu-
pied when the fire broke out, On the second
floor opposite the central cell, on the north
gide of the corridor, was a dry room heated
by stesm. This room, which was nbout ten
feet aquure, was directly alongside the middle
stuirway, ieading to the floors above and
below. = Here the flames orginated, but from
what cause is not now koown. At this time
there were insane patients in each of
twenty cells on these three foors,
ten in the large room on the first floor and
twelve in cach of the large rooms oun the sec-
ond and third floors. From contlicting nc-
counts to be obtuined, it appears that the
first alarm was given by a patient on the
first iloor of the main building, named Na-
dioe, who occupied a roem adjoming the
stairway and drying room, with twenty other
quiet petients. He ran to the irom prated
door of the main corridor, and eried ent
“Fire.” This reached the ears of
Joseph  Shroeder, an  attendant. Mrs.
Umpstead, who hae general charge nt night,
says it was about eight o'clock when the
alarm zeached her. An attempt was wmade to
put out the flumes with buckets
of water, and at first it was supposed they
were only burning from the ground floor near
the steirway, but it was soon found that the
real peint irom which the danger came was
the sccond tleor at the top of and
above the dry-raom. She then hastened
to get all the patients from the main buill-
ing extending back from the east wing.

I hal no time to look after
furtber than to run them into the
yard, for the Hames were getting so

fierce that it was almost impossible to breathe
in the burning building. The smoke in the
upper stories was so thick that breathing was
impossible, While 1 wus getting the men
out attendant Strain was doing the same for
the inmates on the second fleor. I met Han-
nah, the night watchman, who was also help-
ing, and we went up to the third story, but
wore driven back by the flames, which had
forced their way through the stairway, and
were creeping along to the cells of the
doomed inmates. We ran around to the
other stairway to the new buildings in the
west, snd by that time some firemen had ar-
rived. All the inmates had been gotton oub
of the second story, 8o that there remained
about twenty-eight on the third floor, twenty
iu cells aud eight in the large common room
on the west end.

THE UNPORTUNATE OCCUPANTS

of the cells were being smothered to death by
smoke, and blistered and burned Dby the
flames.  Their cries were heartrending.
Some of them cursed and swore; others
lnughed hideously, and others yelled with
pain, with such awful cries as would have
appalled the hardest hicart, The firemen,
myself and a patieat named Raflerty cruwled
on our hands and knees to such of the men na
we could reach, and dragged out fourteen of
them, eight alive, four sutfocated and two so
horribly burned that they died before we
conld get them out of the building, We
could not see any of the men in the cells, but
we could hear their horrible cries above the
roaring of the flames as they came to realize
tae fate that was in store for them. While
Schrreder was going through this experien e
the flames wore extending to the matn build-

Inverness and which I hope will soon be
published. [ also received the copy of
The Citizen which you sent me with the
Gaellc poem in it which I uow return cor-
rected to Scotch Gaelic. The tirghradh
(patriotism) breathing through the poem is
probably the best part of it, and I likeit
well, The poetic vein is also creditable, and
if cnltivated might improve. My object in
thus returning it is to show you how near
we are to each other, and 1 am really
ashamed for my own country that there bas
been so little intercourse in Gaelic between
us pnd Ireland. Porhaps there was as much
fault on the side of the Irish Celts.

Your way of writing Irish is more in my
own than anything I have seen. But you
might come nearer without in the least affect-
ing the euphony or Celticism of your words.

he most disagreeable words, or rather
forms, you have is in the y beforc ¢ as in the
poem yvou sent me, and also n before {in
several connections. The wrrd achs, but,
would do quite wcll without :he ! at all, nad

But if we were in the habit of changing
ideas in both our dialects, I have not any
doubt we would soon come to understand
each other thoroughly. I would be most
willing to promote any possible plan which
would have the effect of bringing the two
countries to nesrer approanch to each other
Celtically, and keep them so.

The Iris Leabhar Gaodhalach {“‘Gaelic
Journal”) is utterly useless as a means of in-
ter-communication between the twocountries
{Ireland and Scotland) even although it came
ont regularly. I have pot seen a copy of it
since last summer, thongh 1 pai@ my sub-
scription,

Having published more in the Gaelic
language myself than most Gaelic scholars, 1
feel more keenly, perhaps, about the langnage
and its branches thau cur countrymen com-
monly do. I composed and published a short
history of Scotland in Gaelic. of which I have
some thoughts of sending you a copy.
But your time seems so much occupied
that perhaps you could not take time to
glance over it.

There are a large number of Irish and
Scotch Gaels in New York. Could you not
make an effort to form a genuine Celtic
society there which could maintain a sinall

uarterly paper, price one cent, wholly in
aaelic, to discuss the merits of its various
cognates.

The following is Mr. Russell’s reply to the
above:

To Rev, A. McKexztg, Kivtochawe,
Scorrasp—LDear Sir: Your letter of the
14th inst. was so very interesting that I have
take the liberty of publishing it in this day’s
issue of Tue TRUE WITNESS,

You seem to be under a mistake about the
authorship of the Gaelic poem I sent you,
*“ Thoughts of Ireland.” I am not itsauthor,
and would be wholly unable to write any-
thiog so good. It was written by a young
man from the county Donegal ; he belongs to
one of the Gaelic schools in New York.

I am very much obliged to you for having
marked all the differences that exist in the
poem in question between the Scotch and
Irish idioms. Some of these are so slight
that they are hardly worthwhile mentioning.
For instance, it makes no ditlerence at all
in writing Gaelic whether you use o or /
final in such words as acht, cumharht, ¢te., or
whether go is spelled with a worano, In
old Gaelic one broad vowel was written for
another, and onc slender vowel for another,
almost at discretion. English or none ot the
modern languages admits ot this, buteven
modern Gaelic does; and very often «/ and
g, when aspirated or suppressed and occur-
ring in the middle of words, may be
written indiscriminately one for the other: so
can b and s under similar circumstances ;
ged is never use for ‘‘although” in any part
of Ireland, and I do not remember to have
seen it in any old MS, It isalways gidk or
gedh with us. It may, however, occur in
old writings. Asto bh-fuil and /el (is, am,
are) the old form was invaiably fil, and it wus
never. eclipsed in the old books. It was also
used in an assertive or relative sense which
would seem very strange to a modern Caelic
reader, a8 [n fer fil is in tigh, ‘* the man who
is in the housc;"” in modern Gaelic, An fear
ata ’san tigh, or leach. As for the preposi-

guages manuscrigta of which exist that were
written before the art of printing was dis-
covered, & great deal is left to be underatood.
The Codex Siniaticus, believed to be the oldest
Greek version of the New Testament in ex-
istence, not only hes no accent or aspira-
tion marks of any kind in lt, but haa not
even any. separation between the words, all ia
written in a solid blook, to the terror of
modern Greek scholars. - . -

.Scotchmen -culpable. for what their fathers
have done, for there probably,are very few of
them who know it. I was the first Irishman
that discovered’it, and I have no doubt that
it will ‘bs ‘new o almost. every Scotchman
alive, I will-now  give the reasons as con-
cisely as possible why-I believe modern
Scoteh Gaslic to be ap artificially distorted
language, and why the distortion was made.

irat, there ia not a single printed book of
Scotch Gaelic in existence older than about
the time of the Pretender. There is » book
of hymns in the Royal Irish Academy, Dub-
lin, printed for the Synod.of Argyle by
James Duncan, Hasgow, in the year 1735,
and it differs i uo way from Irish. The first
book ever printed in Gaelic was John Knox's
Liturgy, translated by Bishoy Carsowell,
and printed in Edinburgh in 1567, and it
differs in 7o way from Itish. The Desn of
Lismore's poems, written phonetically, and
without any attempt at ocorrect Gaelio
orthography, about themiddle of thefifteenth
century, can only be interpreted through the
medium of Irish. Eclipses of consonants by
consonants occurs in them as far as it can be
conveyed to the ear by an attempted system
of phonetic spelling ; and Dr. MecLaughlin,
who reproduced those poems in modern
Scotch Gaelic, was guilty of suppressio veri, or
e knew nothing at all sbout Irish Gaelic.
That he is ignorant of Irish can hardly be
possible.

Second, Seotch Highlanders do uot speak
the Gaelic of modern Scotch Gaelic books. I
have repeatedly asked Highlanders to say
1ae * City of the Kings * in their Gaelic, and
{hey invariably said Cathair na righ and not
nan righ, For the * Well of the Heads”
they say tobar na y-ceann, and not nan ceani,
as the phrase would be written iz modern
Scotch Gaelic books. I heard a Cana-
dian Highlander who could not read
Gaelic, and who spoke the language as
be hed beard it from his fellow countrymen,
say nidh se bainne “he makes milk,” and not
nilk ¢ as the pronoun would now be written
in Scotch Gaelic. A Highlander once asked
me, dr chualaiz an nuaidheacht # * Did you
hear the news ?’ Chualais cannot be found in
any Scotch Gaelic book in the world. Itis
the synthetic form, second person, past tense
of the verb cluinim, [ hear, aud is quite cor-
rect as fur as the verbal form goes, and very
common in Irish.

Third, if modern Scotch Guelic did not
have a spurious origia, it would remain fixed,
or nearly so, in its orthography ; but by re-
ferring to the first Scotch Guelic testament
published akout 1770, you will find that
modern Scotch Gaelic is no more like it than
it is like the Irish testament.

The foregoing are my principal reasons for
thinking that modern Scotch Gaelic is an ar-
tificially distorted language, and I wiil tell
you to the best of my belief why the distor-
tion was attempted ; but first permit me to
say that J am in no way Dbiased cither by
polemics or politics.

It seems that the British government were

thoroughly frightened by Charles Stuart’s re-
bellion ; they saw that twenty thousand half
armed Highlanders had come pretty near up-
setting the British empire and destroying a
dynasty ; but a still graver danger, they saw
that there were in a neighboring country
between three and feur millions of the same
race that had taken up arms for the Pre-
tender. Both peoples spoke the same lan.
gunge, possessed the Bameliterature, traditions
and politics, and if some division were
not made between them they would bLe an
everlasting menace, not only to the nation’s
stability, but to the Hanoverian dynasty.
Naturally enough the confusion of tongues at
the tower of Babel gave an inkling of what
was the hest course to pursue to put a barrier
betwcen the two branches of the same people,
and the language common to both was tam-
pered with in Scotland, and-—pardon the
strong expression—turned into a distorted
jargon, The design succeeded ouly too well,
for two peoples that had from remote anti-
quity been so kindly affected towards vach
other, ended hy becoming Ditter enemies,
{81 do not blame modern Scotch tiaels for
what their forefuthers did. I sincerely hope
to sce Highlunders and Irishmen working
lovingly and patriotically togcther for the
preservation of their glorious inheritavce—
their nncient and expressive language and
their divinely Denutisul musie. Mutual con.
cessions will have to be made. Half a dozen
patriotic and schelarly men from the two
countries could urrange sll linguissic differ-
cnces between thein, and opce more bind the
Guels of Scotland and Ireland together by
bringing their dislects to & commou written
standard.

The Irish have made many attempts during
the lust seven ycars to awaken intercst
among the Scotch about bringing the two
dialects to a common written standard ;but 1
am gorry to say that the NScorch Gaels could
not be made to take any stops in the matter.
I wrote a series of letters on the subject in
the 7lighlander and wrote to Prof. Blackie,
but all to no purpose, and must confess to a
feeling of great disappointment vwing to the
evident reluctance exhibited by High.
landers to take any interest im the mat-
ter.

A HARD WON FIGHT.

Two iomcers killed in succession—
The fight described — The Arabsg’
desperate Dbravery.

Further Particulars of the Battle—~Govdon's

Death Deseribed VY an Arable Document

. —Generul Wood to Succeed Earle—Re-
. ported Storming of Metemnch,

Loxpon, Feb, 12,—The Standard’s corres-
pondent with General Earle’s column sends
the following despatch, dated Dulka Island,
Tuesday :—The British troops advanced to
attack the enemy, who held a strong position
on the hills. After some fighting the enemy
was completely surrounded. Finding it im-
possible to dis odée the rebels from their for-
tified poeition, General Earle ordered the
troops to charge. General Earle was killed
while leading the charge. The Black Watch
regiment captured the position at the point
of the bayonet, the cavalry taking possession
of the enemy's capp. Gen. Brackenbury,
upon the full of Genral Earle, assumed com-
mand and ordered the remaining positions
of the enemy to be stormed. The troops
acted promptly, made a gallant attack
and soon captured all the enemy’s posta.
Marching in two parailel columns, two com-
papies of the South Stafford regiment and
two guns oceupied ground directly in frontof
the coemy to attract their attentiom, At
eight o’clock cur guns openex the attack, and
for some time a desultory fire was main.
taived. Meantime the main bedy of our
troops was advancing steadily over almost
impracticable ground, pushing the enemy De-
fore them and seizing cach successive ridge
by a short determined rush, The forward
movement was continued until the advanced
troops reached the right rear of the enemy,
which rested on the river. This completed a
movement, whereby the rebels were sur-
rounded., The onemy’s position wus a very
strong one. It was on rocky, broken ground
and was strengthene” by loopholed walls from
which they muintained & heavy and well di-
rected fire.

Later—Genersl Earle was killed on Tues-
day during the storming of the enemy’s po-
sition at Birti.

A GALLANT ACTION,

Loypox, Feb, 12.—Wolseley telegraphs
froin Korti as follows:-~** Gen. Brackenbury,
who took command of the forces advancing
up the Nile when Earle fell, says:—Sent
from Dulka Island, about 70 miles above
Merawi, the following report of the
recent engagement, The attack was well
planned and gallantly executed. Our expec-
tation is that the effect of the battle will be
toopen a way to Berber without further
fighting, The rebels held the high ridge of
the razor-backed hills with some advanced
koppiesinjfrontclose to the river, Six compan-
iesof the South Staffordshire regimentmarched
arcund the high ridge of hillsentirely turnin
the enemy'’s position, which was a.ttackeﬁ
from the resr. The number of the enemy
was not great, but their position was ex-
tremely strong and difficult of access, and
they fought with most determined bravery.
‘The Black Watch advanced over the rocks
and broker grouad upon the koppies,
thoy answered the fire in the coolest
manner possible, and after they had
drivep ofl the enemy’s charge they stormed
the porition under a heavy tire. Earle was
among the forcmost in this attack, and to the
decp sorrow of every officer and man in the
force he was killed just as the summit of the
first koppie was reached. At the same time
six companies of the Staffordshire regi-
ment went to the attack of the high
ridges, the way to which lay over
the most difficult ground possible, Tn this
attack the gallant commanding officer Licut.-
Col, Eyre was killed. Meanwhile the 19th
Hunssars had captured the enemy's camp and
our success was complete, Tenot the enemy’s
standards fell into our hands, The enemy’s
jossts were greatandtheir desd liethickamong
the rocksand in the open space where they
tried to rush through our advancing force
when they found themselves surrounded.
Scarcely any of the enemy can have escuped.
Besides Earle, who was killed by a bullet
fired from & small hut, and Licut.-Col,
Eyre, the British slain numbered Liecut.-
Cal. Coveney and nine men of the rank
and file. four officers and 42 men were
wounded. These have been Drought to
Dulka Istand. I shall contiaue to advance
by the river at daylight (February 11th), and
endenvor to carry out your instractions to
Earle, with which I am fully acquainted,”

IX DOLBT YET.

Loxupox, Feb., 12.-—Wolseley telegraphs
again thut no reliable particulars about the
fate of Gordon have yot been received, He as-
sures the ministry that the press reports
have all been based on rumors collected by
Wilsen’s party upon their return down the
Nile. The Mudir of Dongola and all the
natives thercabouts persist in the belief that
Khartoum has not yet fallen. Wilson, how-
ever, is positive that there can be fittle
or no doubt on this point. Wolseley hopes
to receive in a few days specific and reliaﬁle
information concerning the situation at Khar-
toum from trusty spies. Wolseley . believes
there will be no more fighting along the Nile
until Brackenbury reaches Berber,

New Yorg, Feb, 12,.—The  Times London
apecial says the activity and excitement in
military circles are immense. Military critics
are gloomy over the two grave features of
the pew policy.

Meantime the cavalry had pushed beyond
the scene of the comflict and captured the
enemy’s camp, three miles below. “This man-
«xuvre was accomplished before the Black
Watch had carried the main position, While
the main attack was being delivered two
compatios of the South Staffordshire regiment
were directed to seize a high recky hill, which
the Arab riflemen were stoutly defending.
The Britich sprang boldly to the work, but
the enemy <lung desperately to their position,
and disputed the ground inch by inch. The
Sl:aﬁ‘ord[;hire men finally drove them from the
hill, and this brought the battle of ki Kibek-
an toa close. From the first to the last it
was galluntly contested. The Arabs belonged
to the Monassir and Robatal tribes, With
them were & number of dervishes from Berber.
It is impossible to judge of the number of the
enemy, owing to their extended position and
the rocky nature of the ground they oceapied.
The corpees of the rebels lie in heaps upon
the ridges from which the enemy was driven,
Their leader, who was from Berber, and
several Emirs were killed. The number who
escaped from the field must have been very
small. Holf o battalion of the Black Watey
regiment will remain in the enemy’s poeition.
The wounded have been brought into the
camp and everything possible i being done
for them. T'he main body of our forces will
advance on Wednesday, some miles further
up the river.  The guns spiked by Col.
Stewart when he was forced to abandon the
steamer Abbas were found buried at Birti.

A despatch dated ‘‘In the field,” February
12th, states €00 Arabs were killed in Tues-
day’s fight above Dulka lsland. .

Loxpox, February 13.—A Dulka island de-
spatch says the cavalry, half of the Cornwall
regiment and the Kgyptian camel corps ad-
vanced three miles on Vednesday, and occu-
pied a strong position pending the arrival of
the remainder of the column. The enemy are
massed at Berber. It is believed General
Wood will succeed Earle.

REFORTED CAFPTURE OF METEMNEH,

Loxpox, Feb. 12,—A rumor cnmes from
Korti that Col. Buller attacked the Araba en.
trenched at Metemneh on Tuesday and carried
the position by assault. No official confirma-
tion has been received as yet. Gen, Wolse-
ley has ordered Col. Buller, cox_nma.nder at
Gubat. to send steamers up the Nile' on u re-
connnissance towards Khartoum. Spies left
Gakdul on Monday for Omdurrman to ascer-
tain the fate of Gordon. .

Korri, Feb. 13.—A convay of British
wounded, consisting of nine officers and thirty-
nine men arrived to-day from Gakdul, They
bore the journey well.

GORDON'S DEATH CONFIRMED.

Gen, Brackenbury telegraphs under date of
Kerbekan, February 11th, the translation of
an Arabic document found pear the camp de-
serted by the rebels on Tuesday. It is from
the governor of Berber to his faithfal follow.
ers, The document commencss ‘‘In the
name of God,” ete., and continues, ** To-day,
after midday prayer, I received a lotter from
the faithful Kholifa Abdullah Eden Moham-
med, in which he says Khartoum was taken
on Mouday, the ninth rabi, 1302, on the side
of Elhacui in the following munner :—FEli
Mahdi prayed and blessed the |troops, who
then advaoced agaiost the fortifications,
They entered Khurtoum in a quarter of an
haur, killed the traitor Gordon and captured
his steamers and beats, God has made him
glorious, Be grateful. Thaok 'nd praise
Cod for his unspeskable mercy. 1 apnnounce
it to you.” (%he *“Ninth Rabi” corvesponds
to January 26th, Kuropenu style.) The fore-
going coniirms the previons report that Gor-
don was killed.

Lieut.-Col. Evre, of the South Stafford-
shire regiment, entered the army in Angust,
1854, He réceive] his majorsity in 1876, and
became licutenant-colonel in July, 1851, He
served with the South Stuifordshive {then the
38th) repiment, through the Crimean cam-
paign, includiug the siege of Sehastopol. He
was also engaged in the Indien campaign, at
the assault and capture of Meeangunge, slege
and eapture ot Lucknow, and the uffairs of
Barree nnd Nugger, recciving likewise for
these services o medal and clasp.

Licut-Colonel Coveney served . with the
Black Watch in tie second phase of the Asn-
antee war in 1874, being present at the battle
of Amsaful, thecapture wnd destruction of
the town of Llacquah, the battle of Ordahsu
and finally the capture of Coomassie, was
favorably mentioned in th: despatches and
awarded » medal with a clasp.

Advices from Suakim say Osmap Digna’s
boldness increnses daily, me does also the
strength of his army, and it is lellevod that
ire intends making a supreme effort to capture
Suakim before the arrival of reinforcements
for the British garrison at that point. In any
event, he has 10,000 warriors hetter equipped
than when he was routed by General Graham
at Tamanieh, and it is expected that he will

vigorously oppose the British expedition now
being fitted out to open the route between
Suakim and Berber.

The war office has organized a force of
baloonists from the engineer corps of the
army for experimental service in the Soudan.
The baloonists start to-day for Alexandria,
They will te provided with three large
balloons, capable of carrying a number of
men twenty-four hours at a time, and many
small balloons for signalling purposes,

Messrs. Leonard H. Courtney and John
Malen, members of parliament, are making
arrangements to hold a conference of all lib-
eral members of parliament who are opposed
to the continuance of the war in the Soudan.
They have already been’ assured of the ad-
herence of forty meémbers. The Radical
members are taking an independent line of
action against the government. These move-
ments may imperil the existence of the gov-
ernment if the Tories propose a vote of cen-
sure. Mr. Gladstone has sent letters to his
supporters in parliament impressing upon
them the importance of their presence at the
opening of parliament.

News of an Arab revolt in Yemen hasg jus$
reached London. The Arabs have massacred
the Turkish outpost garrisons. The governor
of Sana has massed the remaining 2,500
Turks and appesled to the Porte for four
thousand reinforcement. The insurgents
were incited by emissaries of the Mahdi, who
is preparing to make an attack.

ONDON, Feb. 17.—An Adelaide despatch
says :—*“The Australian government will
furnigh at its own expense 250 volunteers to
reinforce the troops in the Soudan, Great
enthnsiasm prevails in Australia. Money is
flowing into the patriotic fund.”

ICE ON THE ATLANTIC.

A STEAMER’S PERIL.

Harpweax, Feb, 16.—The steamer Ripon
City, Capt. Jenkins, from New York bound
to Newcastle, England, put in here this
evening, with ber bow damaged by ice.
Captain Jenkins makea the following report :
We left New York at noon on lst instant
with a cargo of general merchandise. On the
7th ice was met and that evening after dark
we sailed right into an open bay of an im-
mense field. By 11 p.m., it became impossi-
ble to force our way any farther snd abont
midnight the plates on both sides of our bow
near the water line were cracked and
damaged. The steamer’s position at the
time was about 45.20 north and 48 west.
When the day brokeice had closed in around
her and s far as the eye could reach nothing
was visible but a .vast field of ice and here
and there an immense berg, the lofty tops of
which, towering hundreds of feet above the
surface, with their glittering pivnacles form-
ed a scene of extreme grandeur. North of
latitude .45 seemed a solid field, Captain
Jenkins states that he naver saw 80 much ice
in his life, particularly in the position and so
early in the season. For fourdays thesteamer
was wedged in solid, and when at last it was
managed to get her out she was headed at
once for Halifax. She will be temporarily
repaired here and proceed for her destination
a8 goon a8 poesible., The port warden will
make a thorough inspection of the Ripon City
to-morrow. He took & look at her to-day
and states that none of the cargo isdamaged,

THE DYNAMITERS.

—

CUNNINGHAM AND BURTON BEFORE THE
COURT-—DAMAGING EVIDENCE PRODUQ-
ED—MRS. DUDLEY HELD FOR TRIAL—
# CAPTAIN” PHELAN QUITS NEW YORK.

LoNpoN, Feb. 16.—The examination of
Cunningham and Burton was continued to-
day. Notices were posted on the court door-
ways stating that no person carrying a bag
would be permitted to enter the building,
and suspected persons would be searched.
Mr, Quillian announced that Burton was too
ill to defend himself, and that Conningham’s
counsel would defend both prisoners. The
crown proceeded to produce testimony incul-
pating the prisoners in the underground rail-
way explosion at Gower street station. Police-
man Seward festified that he boarded the
train at Bishopegate and saw Cunpingham
leaving from & window of the brake. Cua-
ningham asked witness for a wmatch. Wit-
ness looked into the brake and saw what ap-
peared to bea basketiul of workman’s tools.
Witness then entered the third-class carriage.
Joseph Meyers, auctioneer, who was a
passenger, testified that he tried to enter
the brake compartment and three men
therein prevented him doing so. One of the
men was Cunpingham. Cubnningham imme.
diately arose from his seat and shouted
“You are a liar,” Myers said he remon-
strated and alluded to the fact that there
were but three in the brake and attempted to
enter. Cunningham leaned over the door ir
such a way as to prevent him from entering.
Witness then went into another ecarringe.
The three men who were in the brake com-

rtment of the train that arrived av the
&wer street station at the time of the ex-
plosion eluded the police and trainmen, and
escaped without leaving their names and ad-
dresses, but not before the police and guard
had seratinized them, Policeman Seward to-
day identifiel Cunningham as one of the
three men, Meyers also personally identified
him. Both picked him out from a crowd of
other men, The dynamite which caused the
explosion was thrown from the train that
oarried these witnesses. Policeman Trawford
teatified that he saw three men alight from
the brake at Gower street at the time of the
explosion. To the best of his belief Cunniug-
ham and Burton were twe of them. Seward
said when the traiu was stopped Cunningham
left the brake through the window. Prisoner’s
questionable manner caused him to takea
better look at him then he would other-
wise have done.. Meyers on cross-exami-
nation could give no accurate idea of the
times or placea he had testified he had seen
Burton. He did not know Burton until he
came into court to-day, when he recognized
bim as a man he had seen. conversing with
the others on Bishopsgate road. aylor,
assistant guard on the train, testified that
before the explosion he saw two men in the
brake ; Cunningham was one of them. Tay-
lor had previously singled Cnnningham out
from among twelve other men. Several
children were produced whose bearing had
been affected or who had otherwise been
injured by the Tower explosion. James
Muproe, a ‘*beef eater” in the tower,
identified Cunpingham as & person he saw in
the Tower on January 24, and who was
there once before in the earlier part %
January., Witness also saw Burton in th
tower in January before the day of the
explosion. Mr., Quilliam’s request for an
interview with the prisoners after the
examination was refused. The prisoners
