w HEREAS the Honorable P. 3. O. Chauveau, Stewart Derbishire, Preamble
J. A. Sewell, M. D., Joseph Morrin, M.D., A.. C. Buchanan,

C. Tétu, L. Bilodeau, Charles Alleyn, F., R.' Angers, J. E. De-
Blois. E. Chinie, 1H. Benjamin, H. Noad, and F. N. Boxer, ail

tion to the Legisiature, Io be Incorporated as a Company for the purpose
or constructing a Railway fron any point in the said City of Quebec to
any point ai or beyond Lake St. John in the County*of Chicoutimi, for the
purpose of facilitating the settlement of a large·tract of the waste and un-

10 cultivated lands of this Province, of supplying the said City of Quebec
with cheap fire-wood, and providing at more reasonable tales than ai
present exist, te numerous lumber and ship-yards of the said City and
nicghbourhood with timber for building and otherpurposes; andin view
of the great advantages which will result to the Province, its trade, and

15 the inhabitants of the said City, by the construction of the said Railway,
it is expedient to grant the prayer of.ihe said Petition:-Be il therefore Quebee and
enacted, &c. That the above named persons, or any of them, together Saguenay
with ail such other persons as shall become share-holders>of any share or uoydcom.
