Amongst
these are: "^ Where the Bee Suckt'^' Blow, Blow. Thou Winter Wind."
Under the Greenwood Tree." and "When Daisies Pied." "Rule, Brit*

annial " was written in 1740 for a Masque entiUed "Alfred." which was first
performed at Cliefden Hjuse. near Maidenhead, then the residence of
Frederick. Prince of Wales. The words are probably by the poet Thomnon.
