The Eye of Faith.

The other day, I took my seat in the car, by 
tha tide of an old gentlemaa whom 1 presently 
observed was blind. Upon hit asking me ques­
tions, I fell into conversation with him, and was 
saddened by the story of hit life, which had for 
ita test, and I may say texture, the history of 
hit blindness.

About seventeen years ago, he was laid upon 
bis bed by a disease which deprived him of hit 
eight- He reaovered hit health, but not hit 
eyes, if I may so speak. True 'it is oertainly, 
that eyes he bat not. The place which knew 
them shall know them no more forever. The 
sockets contain nothing which deserves the 
designation eyes—a word which espresses to 
much in so f— **“•«• They were unsightly in 
every eenee. I was deeply touched byrtbe com­
plexion of dejection which came over the old 
man’s fsoe at he related, with, to me, painful 
particularity, the privation to which he had 
been subjected while groping through the dark 
nets of these seventeen years. He wept and to 
did I.

Who has not feelings to be moved by the 
spectacle of one who, having for some fifty 
years bad the full enjoyment of the blessing of 
sight, it suddenly obliged to relinquish it alto­
gether ? In proportion as we value this bless­
ing do we deplore the lots of it. At there 
possibility of over-estimating it as an advantage, 
to we are not likely to underestimate the depri 
ration of it as an adversity.

This blind man is also a poor man, nay, an 
object of charity. He lives tbe life of a depend­
ent in the family of a relative scarcely better off 
than himself in the way of worldly goods. He 
was once young, healthy, and earned a satis­
factory subsistence. He is now old, decrepit, 
and dependent, aud worse than all, blind !

In the presence of hit tears one instinctively 
desires to say a word of consolation, and 
know of no more uncomfortable exper.ence than 
that of being unable console where consolation 
ia intesely craved.

Now what could 1 say by way of consolation 
to this bereaved aad stricken man P It were 
idle to urge a hope of reoovery.gHe will never 
be young egein ; be will never be able to accu- 
mulete property, or even to earn e livelihood.— 
I could give him but e mite, and even if I could 
give kirn e fortune, it would not restore hie 
sight or recuperate hie energies. Could I com 
fort him with assurances of future health P— 
Could I point him to e feme that «waited him 
osi the path of tbe ambitious P Could I allure 
hjm out of his despondency by promises of suc­
cess in the game of trade, or of enjoyment in 
tbe world of frivolity P No. Could I do any­
thing for him P I could, and I said it. Break­
ing in upon the poor man’s sorrowful reitera­
tion—“ Both eyes gone, both eyes gone, I said

How a Revival Originated.
A contemporary gives the following accoout of 

the method in which a pastor, since become an 
eminent preacher and teacher in theology, en­
listed hi* people in prayer and effort for the la­
ving grace of God upon his “ intellectual, culti­
vated, proud, worldly congregation.”

The 
expected eight men met the pastor at the sec­
ond meeting, and the evening was «pent vary 
much in the same way as the first ; and at the 
close of this interview t! e same request was made 
of the eight as had been previously mnde of the 
four deacon». At the third meeting sixteen were 
present- Once more, in this way, the meeting 
was doubled it the pastor's study ; and so pro­
found were the feeling» of all present, and to en­
couraging were the indications of the Divine pres­
ence, that public notice was given of the next 
meeting which was held in tb*ch»pel ; the feeling 
deepening and extending from meeting to meet­
ing, until the great congregation was moved, 
and a very large number was hopefully convert­
ed. This great and good man always traced 
the beg inning of that wonderful revival to that 
first mseting with bis deacons. The deacons 
would probably have gone one step further 
back, namely, to that wrestling, and praying, 
and fresh anointing of their pastor, alone in the 
closet, before he met'hie deacons.

In other words, strive with 
might and main, despite all the unkindneas and 
want of sympathy of man, all the opposition, to 
ive in the depths of your mind e life of commu­
nion with God—communion, calm, eweet, and 
unbroken.

The Fiji Massacre.
We published in e previous issue some ac­

count of the brutal massacre of Rev. Thos. Ba­
ker, and seven natives who were accompenyiog 
him on » mission to some of tbe hesthen tribes 
in that dark land. Further particulars have been 
received, from which we gleam tbe following. 
Some extracts from a Tetter written to Mrs. Bi­
ker by her husband, on the 19th of July, show 
tbe spirit in which the martyred missionary wai 
pursuing his work, when be came to bis untimely 
end :—

“IS we are mid-way acre»» the land, and 
am resolved to go all the way, now I am so fsr 
in. I had thought of this before I left you, 
but did not name it because 1 knew yon could 
not endure the thdbght of my going away for to 
long s time. But I hsve only decided this eve- 
ning to go. And I do so, because, first, I 
want to do the people good ) second, because 
believe there is no great obstacle in the way 
and, third, because if I do not go bow I shall 
never go.” You must cheer up and pray for me,
I am in my Master’s work, tnd He will take eete 
of me and mine. We are all in good spirits 
and our feet are eound. We hive preached 
twice here. I did so yesterday, and Shadrsch 
has preached to-day. People are becoming 
Christian all around, and there is only here ard 
there a town that is not ’ lotu.’ We start early 
in the morning for Narvosa. I anticipate no 
trouble except in this piece. If they do not 
• lotu’ I believe they will not venture to kill me.
1 think much about you and our little onee, ea- 
pecialy Alice. There it no fighting anywhere 
now, eo I feel the coast is all clear. Kiss the 
children for me—all of them—and tell them to 
pray for me. On Saturday (27th) let the boat 
be aent to Rewa, as I hope to meet her there. 
Good night, my dear wife, and God bleu you 
all.

“ Your devoted husband,” Ac., Ac. 
«This letter wu received on Tuesday morning, 

the 23rd of July, but the brave Missionary had 
been taken away two daye before tint from hie 
Maetere’s work to hi» Master's side.

At this place Mr. Baker got another teacher 
to join him ; and this party now consisted of one 
native Miuionary, two teachers, and six young 
men from out Circuit Training Institution. Mr, 
Baker and his companions were without arme.

Saturday, 20th July.—Early in the morning 
the ehiefgof Nemere, Deweteu, gave Mr. Baker 
two young men as guides, and the petty left be 
fore breakfast for tbe district of Ntvosa. Tbe 
chiefs end many of the townspeople went a few 
miles with them, end then, bidding them, fare­
well, returned. Mr. Baker and hit comrades 
then took breakfast. After breakfut they con­
tinued their march ; and about two o’clock, p. m- 
they saw in the distance the principal village of 
the Nevoaa tribe. On entering the tows they 
inquired at once for tbe chiefs house. The 
chief» name it Nskatskataimoso. When told 
of the arrival of the strangers, he came outside 
and sat down on a stone in the public courtyard. 
Mr. Baker and hia Native Miuionary then went 
■p and shook hands with him. Then tbe Native 
Miuionary in accordance with Fijian custom, re­
ported fully where they had come from, what they 
had come about, end where they wanted to go. 
Then, presenting “ e whale’s tooth,” he begged 
that the chief would be kind enough, et hia con­
venience to conduct them to tbe next tribe, of 
Megodra, that they might proceed thence to 
Vuda. Having listened to tbe report end the 
request, KetokeUimoeo alias Webalevu, took up

On 
marched tbe armed force from behind ; and on 
coming up with the Missionary and hia party, 
their leader aimed a blow with his club at tbe 
man carrying the box, but fortunately the box 
received the force of the blow instead of his head.
On hearing this, Mr. Baker turned round, and 
with his hand upraised, he was saying, “ Don’t, 
don’t,” some one from behind struck him with 
great force across the spine with a battle axe, 
and ne fell .back a dead man. The man whom 
they first attempted to club jumped into the reeds 
at the side of the path, and while in tbe act cl 
jumping *aw Mr. Baker fall. This man ,neap­
ed. Another of the party saw the axe raised, 
but before it fell he had hidden himeelt among 
the reeds ; aad after being five days in the but>h, 
escaped lo Bau. These two only eseaped, eight, 
including the Missionary and the native Mis-non- 
»ry, were murdered.

The two guides from Nandawarau to Navosa, 
report that the bodies were first piled in the rara, 
the Missionary on the top, and then divided out 
to several towns ; and what followed that divis­
ion of the bodies you know too well the cannibal 
propensities of the heathen tribes, to require to 
be told.

How mysterious that, after heathenism hat 
been abolished in all the principal tribes, and 
when as a system it is well nigh at an ct.d, this 
melancholy event should be allowed ! I was talk­
ing to Joel Bulu about it the other day, when he 
said, “ The devil knows that his kingdom is 
about to be destroyed, and is making a last ef­
fort to keep bis ground.”

We sorrow with our bereaved sister, but try 
to draw comfort from the thought that the death 
of our beloved brother may accomplish more 
good for Fiji than even his useful life accomplish­
ed.

characteristic. It waa steady and calm. He 
Bel* appeared to me to be troubled with double 
sod fear», like many very good Cinistians. He 
loved hie Bible anil bis God. He waa always 
happy in hia Meater’» work.

Distress Produced by Fashion.
The old saying, “ What is sport -to some is 

death to others,'* is illustrated anew io the sad 
tale which reaches us from the great centre of 
tbe straw-plait trade,i’Luton, a town which till 
recently has been in a very flourishing condi­
tion.—In 1851 it was calculated that tha yearly 
returns of the trade were about £900,000, and 
the persons employed in it about 70,000. For 
twenty miles aroud the women and the children 

■ in the cottsgea, as well as in a more organized 
manner, have earned, i^not a living, at any rate 
• very material aid to it by the occupation of 
straw-plaiting. Now the ladies have edopted a 
very ridiculous custom of ceasing to wear hats 
of decent size, and instead of them show on the 
top of their heads a little ornament»! patch of 
gauze, or laée, or ribbons. Consequently cn 
Luton and the adjacent district great distress 
has fallen. Many thousands of hands are out 
of employment, and are suffering the extremes! 
privation. In Luton hlone, out of tbe popula­
tion of upwards of 20,000, more than one-third 
have scarcely bread to eat, and the poor’s rate 
end the board of health rates at this time have 
risen to more than 10s. in the pound. Thou­
sands of persons can scarcely earn a shilling a 
week where, in good seasons they could earn 
7s. to 10s. for six-day’s labor. Some of the 
largest manufacture» in Luton — Dunstable 
Market Street, Bedford, and other parts—have, 
closed their warehouses. Go where you will, in 
those places may be encountered grown-up wo­
men and children, almost naked, the very pictures 
of wretchedness and want. We commend them 
to the kind consideration of the ladies, whose 
aenselefl whim has created such wide-spread 
distress.—London Christian Times.

Death Indoors.
Multitudes of persons have a great horroi of 

going out cf doors for fear of taking cold ; if it 
ia a little damp, or a little windy, or a little cold, 
they wait, and wait, and wait ; meantime, weeka 
and even months pass away, and they never, 
during that whole time, breathe a single breath 
of pure air. The result ia, they become so en 
feebled that their constitution» have no power of 
resistance ; the least thing in the world gives 
them a cold ; even going from one room to ano­
ther, and before they know it they have a cold 
all the time, and this ia nothing more or leas 
than consumption ; whereas, if an opposite prac 
lice had been followed of going out for an hour 
or two every day, regardless of the westher, so 
it is not actually falling rain, a very different 
result would have taken place. The truth is 
the more a person is out of doors the let* easily 
does he take cold. It ia a widely known fact 
tbit persons who camp out every night, or sleep 
under a tree for weeks together, seldom take cold 
it all.

The truth is, many of our ailments, end those 
of a moet fatal form, are taken in the house, 
and not out of doors ; taken by removing parte 
of clothing loo soon after coming into the house, 
or lying down on a bed or sofa when in a tired 
or exhausted condition from having engaged too 
vigorously in domestic employments. Many 
pie has cost an industrious man a hundred dol­
lars. A numan life baa many a time paid for an 
apple dumpling. When our wives gel to work 
they become so interested in it that they find 
themselves in an utterly exhausted condition 
their ambition to complete a thing, to do some 
work well, sustains them till it is completed. 
The mental and physical condition ia one of ex­
haustion, when a breath of air will gtveea cold, 
to sett!* in the jointe to wake up next day with 
inflammatory rheumstismror with a feeling of 
stiffness nr soreness, as if they had been pound­
ed in a bag ; or a tore throat to worry and trou­
ble them for months ; or lung fever to put them 
in the grave in lees than a week-

Novel Reading.

The Fast and tbe Future.

Rebecca Jane, the beloved wife of the Revd. 

Alexander 8. Tuttle, was the daughter of the 
the late Asher Black, Eiq., of Ambeist, N. S. 
She, was blessed with pious parents who wrreN 
anxious to promote the spiritual welfare of tbeir 
children, and endeavoured to set before them a 
good example. Those desires were realised in 
Rebecca's early conversion to Gud. When 
about fifteen years of age, she was convinced of 
sin at a prayer meeting, while her brother was 
relating his experitnee. That night at the fami­
ly altar she was the subject of special prayer, 
that God would have mercy upon her and set 
her soul at liberty. After she bad returned to 
her room, while lifting up her heart to God in 
prayer, the Lord spoke peace to her soul. With 
hasty step, and with tears of joy, she at once 
went to her mother to make known the cheering 
news,—“ Jesus is my Saviour ! O, I am happy 
now ! Jesus loves me and I love him ! ’ Mother 
and child rejoiced together. There was joy on 
esrth and joy in heaven. She united with the 
people of God, and henceforth had great plea­
sure in attending the means of grace, public and 
private. She frequently spoke of the comfort 
she experienced in attending claas meeting. She 
was never known to be absent from that impor­
tant means of grace, when it was in her power 
to attend.

On the 17tb of July, 186:1, she became the 
wife of the Rev. A. S. Tuttle. She united with 
her buibbrd in seeking to promote the pro»pe- 
nty of the Church. Her great aim appeared to 
be, to live to the glory of God, and for the good 
of souls ; and, while on the Gegetown Circuit, 
she was made very useful, during a time of spe- 

"'ciil services.
Her illness was protracted, and at times pain­

fully severe, stretching over a period of more 
than three years. Our departed lister mani­
fested great patience, and resignation to the 
will of God at all times. She was frequently 
the subject of sore temptation from the great 
adversary ; at other times she wes deeply de­
pressed in mind, from a consciousness of her 
own unworthiness and shortcomings. In her 
distress occasioned by these causes, and her 

""feeble state of body, her mind sympathizing 
with it, she would be heard to say with David, 
“ Why art thou cast down, O my eoui ! and 
why art thou tiirquieled within me ? hope 
thow in God ; for 1 shell yet praise him.”

Towards the close of life, her joy in the Lord 
became more abiding ; and at times eesieti®. 
Her sayings were far too many to record, more 
especially her strong expressions of confidence 
in the Divine faithfulness, that he would give 
her the “ victory ’’ over her final toe -, and enable 

er to “ overcome through the blood of the 
-B-b." Acd as if listening already to celestial 

8t:tes, hymning the songs which will be ever 
* and everlasting, she begged her weeping 

ttiends to unite with her, and with emphasis 
repeated the etanzi :

“ There is a land of pure delight, Ac "
The hymn beginning with

“ Come let us join our friends above " 
was frequently on her lips, and she would ting 
Ji-WtUlply delight.

As the hour of her departure drew near she 
evinced the utmost calmness and recollected- 
ness i selected the subject for her funeral sermon, 
and gave other directions as minutely as if in 
health. She urged upon her friends to live to 
God, and meet her io heaven.

On the 16:h of Dec., 1807, in the 27th year 
of her age, our dear sister tjied in the Lord.

Her remains were taken to Amherst, and the 
next day, from her mother’s house to the resting 
place of the dead. A sermon was preached in 

„iSe~tETirch, to a large and attentive congrega­
tion, from Zee. iii, 2, “ Is not this a brand 
plucked cut of the fire ?’’—word» selected by 
our sister for the solemn occasion.

Fenianism ; the Irish Press, Public Demonstra­

“ What ! Fenianism again !" som- may be 

ready to exclaim as they look at the beading of 
this letter. 1 be fact is that is impossible to un­
derstand the state of things in this country with, 
out a prominent reference to this strange deve­
lopment of political fanaticism. Ever since the 
execution ot the three Fenians at Manchester a 
month ago, for the murder of Serjeant Brett, 
demonstrations have been taking place in honor 
of tbeir memory, particularly in Ireland; and 
every effort baa been put forth to rouse into yet 
fiercer hatred of England the pasaions of the 
Irish people. The Irish newspaper press has 
been actively employed in administering power, 
lui stimulants to the disaffected portion of the 
popu'alion The other week one of these paper, 
bad a cartoon in which Britannia was represented 
ed as a hideous fury, brandishing a dagger with 
which «be had slain the patriots of Ireland, over 
whose bleeding forms Hibernia was weeping bit­
terly In the next week's issue of the same paper 
there was anothertcartoon designed as a sequel to 
the former, and entitled “ The Angel of Justice-' 
In this Britannia was seen flying in terror from 
the avenging angel who was descending from 
heaven with a naked sword in one hand and an 
hour glass in the other. In the distance is a gal 
lows, from which three ropes are dangling, and 
in mid-air, over the gibbet, were three crotons 
of martyrdom. Erin was represented below ap­
pealing to heaven for justice. In various cities 
and towns of Ireland immense processions have 
marched through the streets on a Sunday in 
honor of the three “ martyr patriots." Take as 
a specimen, which will describe several similar 
instances the procession of the last Sunday week 
in the city of Dublin. At the lowest computa. 
lion 20,000 persons, men, women and chi dren, 
marched six miles under drenching rain, which 
fell without intermission throughout the day, to 
testily their sympathy with the men recently ex­
ecuted. Everything was done to render the 
display pompous and impressive. Three hearses, 
adorned with white plumes, and each drawn by 
four b ack horses, bote the names of “ William

A letter, wiitten in Greek, has been forward, 
ed by the Archbishop of Canterbury to all the 
patriarchs and bishops of the “ Orthodox Greek 
Church,” together with a copy of the Encyclical 
recently issued by tba Synod of Anglican bish­
ops, held at Lambeth Pa'ace. It ie truly a sad 
and humiliating, and withal a most glaringly in­
consistent thing,that tbq'bishopsof the “ Reform­
ed Church of England1” ihoulrl thus express this 
desire to hold intimate communion with the cor- 
ruptChurches of the East,and proudly hold them­
selves aloof from nonconformist Churches at 
home, which hold the pure faith of Christ. The 
fact is, ul'ra-episcopalianism will sacrifice al­
most anything to the miserable dogma of what 
it idly calls “ Apostolical Succession." An ex- 
incmber of Parliament, who, when occupying a 
seat in the Legislature, took a conspicuous part 
in the debates on religious questions,has address­
ed a letter to the archbishop on the proceedings 
at the Pan-Anglican Synod. He tells his grace, 
that the conference at Lambeth has not been at 
all calculated to win the confidence of the lay 
members uf the Church of England. The truth 
seems to be that the laity have rcaly paid very 
little attention to it.

Our recent obituary of great men contains 
the name of the Earl of Rosse, a nobleman oc­
cupying a distinguished place in the scientific 
world, on account of the eminent service which 
he rendered to astronomical discoveries. He 
was celebrated as the constructor of the largest 
telescope in existence. This gigantic instru­
ment was 52 feet in length, and 7 feet in dia­
meter, with a 6 feet sjieculum. The cost of 
this telescope was about £30,000, and its com­
pletion was a work of pstient skill, extending 
over seventeen years. The deceased nobleman 
was a member of many learned societies on the 
Continent, and held some distinguishtd orders. 
It is but seldom that scientific genius has re­
sources such as enabled the Earl of Rosse to 
carry on his noble pursuits. His magnificent 
telescope is not likely soon to be surpas.ed.

The 
immense multitude having reached the appoint­
ed place of rendezvous, an open space in front 
ot a suburban cemetery, an intl^n story harangue 
was delivered by a man named Martin, in which 
the exeeuilon of the Fenians was denounced »§ 
a legal murder ; and England was accused o, 
wantonly inflicting upon down-trodden Ire and 
“ sad years of insult, robbery, suffering, impov­
erishment and extermination, beyond what any 
other peeple have ever endured from a for 
eign master." These processions and seditious 
addresses were, as fanning the (lame of discon­
tent, and exciting such genual alarm that the 
Government at length, too tardily as many 
think, began to take action. The processions 
were forbidden, and several persons have been 
summoned lo take their trial as fomentera of se­
dition.

Only abouta week had elapsed when a Fen­
ian outrage occurred iu London far exceeding 
In atrocity any thing on record for very many 
years. In the north-west of London is a prison 
called the House of Detention where persons 
are confined while under examination before our 
police courts. Here,among other prisoners,were 
two men named Burke and Casey, both of them 
Fenian agen's, awaiting tbeir final examination 
on a charge of treason-felony. About 4 o’clock 
last Friday afternoon, three men and a woman 
conveyed a barrel, containing some 6U0 lbs. of 
gunpowder, or some other yet more explosive 
material, into a street along one side of which is 
one of the prison walls, while on the opposite 
side was a row of houses containing a closely 
packed population. The barrel was placed close 
to the prison wal, the bung was quickly taken 
out, a fuse inserted in the bole, and a lighted 
match applied. The men then hurried away in 
ditier-nt directions, and almost immediately 
an explosion look place the tremendous force 
of which can scarcely be described. It blew 
down about forty feet of the prison wall, which 
is 20 feet in height, and two bricks in length in 
thickness. It tore down a bouse opposite leav­
ing neither slick nor stone standing. It made 
a complete wreck of several bouses besides leav­
ing little more than the bare walls. At the 
time of the explosion these houses were crammed 
with women and children, most of the men be­
ing away at work. The awful disaster was the 
work of a few seconds. The noise of the report 
was heard for miles. Crowds of people rushed 
to the spot, and began to drag out of the appal 
ling mass of ruins helpless sufferers covered with 
terrible wounds, and streaming with hi od. 
Three persons were killed on the spot. More 
than forty were conveyed to neighboring hos­
pitals frightfully mutilated, and ol these" some 
liave since died. Three out of the four persons 
who committed this horrible deed were arrested 
in tbeir flight, and it is thought that they will 
supply a clue to the detection of other Fenian 
plots.

Call 
men, entreat them, urge them immediately to 
seek Christ. Pi ay for sinners, visit them, wsrn 
and encourage them.

Fourth, Hold protracted meetings with the 
special design of saving m-n. Press the mat­
ter as far as you esn prudently ei.d never give 
up as long as there is any hope of good.

We make these suggestions to ministers with 
the prayer that God may visit all of tbeir chargee 
and that tbeir people may become so holy, so 
earnest and dilligent that many may be induced 
lo turn away from sin. it is high time to begin 
the work if not already begun. We hope no 
minister will be influenced by the miserable 
objection of dead prefeasurs to revivals of rah 
gion.

A Missionary Dream
I am disposed for a moment to tell you of a 

dream I have had. We are not responsible for 
dresms ; and if the fantasies of sleep are wild 
the dreamer may he forgiven ; but this dream of 
mine had a startling realnesa about it, and it 
haunt» me yet.

The sea roared 
angrily in the diatancc, and there waa danger 1 
thought, that it might encroach again ; and the 
inhabitants of the islanffaeemed to ihinkao, for 
si the land waa on a low level they built dikee, 
ss in Hollapd, and appointed warders, and gave

For a while sail went welt Harvests grew aad 
were gathered upon the reclaimed ground, and 
there waa the hum of industry and the hymn (f 
praise. By snd by a rumor arose that the sea

The Archbishop 
of Paris, who was present, hoped that God 
would preserve the Emperor's health as a guar­
antee of peace, and said tbe promotion of reli­
gious and moral ideas in Francs was the only 
?a(e basis of the Throne. To this the Emperor 
responded in these words:—- The wish deeply 
touches me ; believe me, the interests of the 
religion of a country, and civilization, are in­
separable.”

T)r. Livingston is a'ive and well. 1 ositive 
advices just received Irom Africa leave no longer 
doubt ol Ills safety.

In a public speech yesterday, X fetor Em­
manuel declared that it was the unanimous 
desire of Italy that Rome should be the capital 
of Italy, but the. subject demanded patience on 
the part of the people.

Brussels, Jan. 3rd.—The Lctiord newspaper 
bas received intelligence from Paris that the 
headquarters of the Fenian brotherhood on the 
continent have been fouad in the Faubourg 
Datelse in Paris, and have been seized by tbe 
French police. A large quantity of letters and 
other documents, revealing the plans of the bro­
therhood, were found on the premises and weie 
forwarded by the French authorities to London. 
The LeNord also states that among the docu­
menta brought to light was one containing the 
detail* of a plot for destroying » portion of the 
British channel fleet by fire. Other papers of a 
similar character have been discovered, all of 
which have been placed in tbe bands of the 
British Government.

London, Jan. 3, (eve.)—Tbe examination of 
Desmond, Alien and other», alleged to be im­
plicated in the Clerkenwell jail explosion, has 
resulted, so far, in producing no satisfactory evi­
dence as to their criminality, and leaves the affair 
almost as much a mystery as it was before the 
investigation took place. The magistrate» ad­
journed tbe examination one week. It is thought 
that the Conference on the Eastern question re­
cently held in St. Petersburg bv the leading di­
plomatists of Russie, has^a warlike significance.

Dublin, Jan. 3.—Lord Strathea m, comman­
der of the forces in Ireland, ia actively engaged 
disposing of bis troops to meet a possible out­
break. Particular attention ia directed to the 
Counties of Cork and Tipperary, in which ex­
traordinary precautions ate being taken ; the 
backs of the River Shannon, and the north- 
weat coast of Ireland are closely guarded to pre­
vent a landing.

Paris, Jan. 3 —It is how generally conceded 
that notwithstanding the recent statement of 
certain journals to the contrary, that all hopes of 
the assembling of a general conference of the 
European powers for the settlement of th« Ro-, 
man question have been abandoned by the 
French Government.

An urgent note has been received by tbe 
French Government"from the Sublime Porte in | 
which it is stated that Russian agents are inciting 
a revolt among the Cbrietian subjects of the Sul­
tan. A vigorous protest is made by the Turkish 
Government against such action, or at least con­
nivance thereto on tbe part of Rbseia.

Florence, Jan. 3.—Gen. Menabrea has not 
yet completed his new cabinet, and the minis­
terial crisis continues—meanwhile political agita­
tion in the country ia incessant and widespread.

Lisbon, Jan 3 —Tumults have broken out in 
this city, and in the other parts of Portugal, in J 
consequence ol th. imposition of new tax?., the 
unpopularity of the new ministry, and excitement 
cicaltd thereby led to resignation of ministry.

Agriculture. %

System on the Farm.
There are a thousand little things that really 

do not take any time at all to attend to, because 
they come in as a part of one’s general manage­
ment and occupy odd hours only. One man, 
in passing through his fields, may see a mullein 
or a dock, or some other vile weed of the strong­
er sort, and up it comes. He will cot allow 
such growth to sap the goodness of his soil. 
Another will pass them by unobserved. A whole 
pasture of mulleins, a whole field of white weed? 
a whole garden full of yellow dock, would 
bardiy excite his notice. Now the farmer who 
takes a few steps to pull up yellow dock really 
spends but little tii^e in keeping down the vile 
weed, and he probwhlyXfects more in his day’s 
work than the man who neglects it. He will 
scon have less, till his fields are clean and free 
from such worthless growth. It is the system 
that one adopts, and the want of system on the 
part of the other, that makes the difference 
between the thrifty farmer and tbe careless one. 
If you find u man’s fields reasonably clean and 
free from weeds, his pastures free from mulleins 
and such like growth, you will expect to find his 
barns kept in order, and would observe but lit­
tle waste of feeding substances, or other things 
about the premises ; you would find bis heart in 
hiA_t>usinese ; and i* makes a wonderful differ­
ence at the end of the year whether this gene­
ral system of economy is adopted or not.

A farmer who keeps his tools scattered about, 
and who suffers the hay to go to waste on the 
barn-floor, will justify it on the ground of want 
of time ; but the fact is, a reasonable degree of 
order and neatness saves lime; and not only 
that, but it makes the difference between suc­
cess and failure in any farming enterprize. It 
makes a vast difference in the results of the year, 
for instance, whether a herd of cows in a diary 
are regularly milked, regularly fed, and regular­
ly turned out of the bsrn or net. Everybody 
ft all conversant with farm management knows 
that. Iu one case it is ft steady, persistent 
system ; in the other, it is chance, and the chance 
is that it won’t pay.

In conducting any farm, many things have to 
be done that do not in themselves pay any im­
mediate profit. It is the future results that are 
to be looked tc for the returns in money. If 
the fields arc* kept clear cf w€ed|, the grass will 
flourish and yield good crops. If the pastures 
are cleared of brush end mulleins, they carry 
more stock, and the good crops of hay and the 
good pastures put on flesh, and beef and mutton, 
which, in the form 'A these products, or in the 
form of milk, or work, or wool, must be expect­
ed to pay in dollars and cents. Here is the re­
sult of system, and the farmer who adopts the 
true system and follows it up will be sure to 
succeed, or if not, he ought to, for the result 
will generally measure the value of the system. 
—Massachusetts Ploughman.

Roots and Stock Raising.
Tne Canada larmer says : “ It is impossible 

to keep stock advatagecusly without roots. This 
fact, and the fact also that roots play such an 
important part in a judicious rotation, ought to 
induce more attention to them. Turnip culture 
has been pronounced the sheet-anchor of British 
agriculture. It has wrought little short of a 
revolution in farming matteis in the cid coun­
try, and it will do the same here, if it can be 
made general. Turnljis do not require to be 
sown until the hurry of aptitig work is over, and 
thus a season of comparative leisure may be 
appropriated to this important crop. They are 
a pretty sure crop, and, on good land, highly 
productive and remunerative. In this country 
they cannot, as in Britain, be fed on the ground, 
but require storege. They, however, stand a 
considerable degree of cold, and keep well either 
in pits or moderately well-protected cellars.1'

Th¥‘ Pio-stt.—The pig-sty should be ar­
ranged on one side of the barnyard, so aa to 
allow the pig manure to be mixed with that of 
the horse and cow, as they severally accumulate. 
One apartment of the pen should open into the 
yard, ao as to allow the hogs to run out aud 
work oyer the horse manure, and to feed on 
such grain as they may find among it. The 
pig-pen should have ita sleeping-room well pro­
vided with straw, aud the whole establishment 
should be kept clean.

Boiled OMo»s.-T«ke the outside skin from 
white onions as uniform in size as possible, ley 
them in cold salt end water one hour, boil thenL
