‘His Excellency the Lieutenant Governor has had under his consideration the Minute of
his Execative (ouncil, dated October 28, 1861, suggesting an- alteration of the mode in
. which it was arranged in 1855 that the President of the Leﬂls*lame Council should be for
the future chosen. :

On the 16th January in t}nt year, the Fxecutive Councxl requested the then Licutenant
" Govérnor to transmit.to-the Secretary of State a Minute, in. which they recommended that
. upon the death or tesignation of the then Presxdcnt of the Legislative Council, the office -
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should no longer be held as heretofore by the senior member of: that hody, but that his
suceessor should be appointed directly by the Crown, and that he should-be a member of
the Exceutive Council, holding his.office upon the same shifting tenure as other members
of the Goverument. o , - ) _

The recommendation thus made was enforced by the argument that such a change had
already been made in Canada, and in the adjoining Province of Nova Scotia. '

It is true that in Canada such a system was adopted upon paper ; but it-was, the Lieu-

tenant Grovernor believes, never carried into practice, and has now been abandoned in favor -
_of another mode of selection. : : S ' L
" Ag regards the prictice of Novi Scotin, the Licutenant Governor believes that some -
misconecption must have arisen. from the faet that the Fresident of the Legislative Council
is there appointed by the Crown, ind that he was, in 1853; a member of the Txecutive
Council—but he is not so.at thic present time, nor is the tenure of his office affected by
political changes. ’ . :

Naturally desirous to assimilate the system pursued in New Brunswick with that of the
adjoining Provinces, the late Lieutenant Governor recommended that the Queen should be
advised to comply with the request of the Exccutive Copncil; and on the 4th May 1855, -
in a Despatch addressed to the Honorable J. I1. T. Maniers-Sutton, Lord John Russell, as

* Sccretary of State for the Colonies,.conveéyed Iler Majesty’s sanction to the proposal.

No appointment has yet taken place under the new dystem. The gentleman who held
the office of President in 1855 still continues to hold! it, though the state of his health .
renders it probable that.he may shortly desire to relinql&ish‘the duties of his office.

Meanwhile the Canadian Government has again a_ltef;cd the rule by which the Speaker
of the Upper House is chosen in that Provinee, and theiExecutive Council of New Bruns-
wick appear o have become alive to the objections that may be urged agaiust the proposal
of 1855. 4 e ot : : ‘ .

The Exceutive Council are now of opinion that it would be undesirable-to act upon.the
permission contained in Lord John Russell’s ])cspntch\; of May 4, 1855, and they have
requested the Sceretary of State to consider a fresh proposal to the effect that the President
of the Legislative Council should be chosen by the Legislative Council itself’; and that, like
the Speaker of the Tlouse of Assembly, he should at the commencement of every new
Parliament be clected by the members of the body over which he is to preside. The plan
thus recommended is identical with that now pursued in Canada. .-

This suggestion appzars to the Licutenant Governor to be free from mainy of the objections
_applying to that of 185) -—~nor is he inclined to offer any opposition to the principle of
allowing the appointment.to be made by the Legislative Council, subjeet, of course, to Her
-Majesty’s gracious approval. In the recommendation that the officc should be held only
during.a single Parliament, the Licutenant Governor is not, however, disposed to concur..
In such a country as this, a tendendy to frequent changes is naturally strong. It could
hardly be otherwise in a State where there are no Institutions which, from their antiquity
and theirinherent dignity, claim an involuritary respect, and where, consequently, the most
waterial alterations may be effected without shocking traditional prejudice, or doing violence
‘to long established habits. Under sich circumstances it appears to the Lieutenant Governor
to be unwise, without urgent necessity, to weaken any of those elements of stability which
. are to be found in the shifting materials-of which Colonial society is composed. One of
the most essential distinctions of the Legislative Council, if the TLieutenant Governor
" understands it aright, is ity permanent character, as opposed to the changing nature of the
House of Assembly. It is obvious that a frequent change in the person of its President
is a diminution of this—as it appears to the Lieutenant Governor—valuable element in
it composition. - - v _ ' ‘
It is true—and it dues credit to their moderation and public. spirit—that, in the event of |
the adoption of the plan now suggested, the Executive Council propose, in the first instance,
. to dbstain {rom the intreduction of political considerations into the election which must
follow. It is also true, that some influential members of the Govérnment hive assured the -
Lieutenant Governor, that they have no desire to see frequent changes in the Chair of the
- Legislative Council, and indeed would deplore such’ a result of the present proposal. But
‘unless the Lieutenant Governor is very much mistaken, the pressure of claimants for what
- would be looked nupon as a fair share of office, would, in a short tiine, whatever were the
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- views and ms‘neq of tllc (iovernment, bc too stron-r to be rcxnstcd 'md compel aclum«rc
with every Parliament, in order that all the supporters of the Government.in the Legmlnme
Council, might. in thexr turu, enJ(lv the\mnlumemq and - rank - attaching to the office of
President.

The Lieutenant Governor need not point out how greatly such a result would tend to
lower the character of an office, which at present is one of' considerable’ dignity, and com-
mands for its occupant considerable respeet; mor can the Licutenant Governor fail to
observe, that the parallel between New Brunswick and (fanada is in many respeets imper-
feet. In that country, with its great population and numerous Legislature, a choice way
always be made from a large body of men of ability and education. . In this Provinee the
seleetion is far more lmuted ; and though the Licutenant Governor most readily udmits how
~ considerable a number of gentlemen are to be founid well qualified for'the post, he must
avow lis fear that, weve the President of the Legislative Council to be frequently changed,
the office could not ﬂle)b be expected to fall into the hands of those most competent to
. exercise its funetions, or prcsxdc with' dignity and decorum over the Upper Chamber of the
Provincial Jegislature.

My Lorp DukEk,—At the mque&t of my XExeeutive Council,. 1T have the honor to
trunsmit. for Your Crace's consideration, a Minute signed by the ‘members of that body,
dated October 28, 1861, requesting an alteration of the mode in which it was in 1855
settled, that the President of the Legislative Countil should for the future be clected.

The’ Despatches. cuunierated in the margin contain a record of what has already pas'icd
on the subject to which this Minute refers, but as more than six years have elapsed since
the settlement which it is now sought to reverse was made, it may not be unnecessary thnt

" I should briefly recapitulate to Your Grace the past proceedings in this miatter.

In 1855 the Executiveé Counncil of this -Province requested my predecessor to transmlt‘
to the becretar; of State a Minute, in which they recommended that upon the death or
resignation of the then President of the. Legislative Council, the office should no longer be
held as heretofore by-the senior member of that body, but that his suceessor should be
appointed direetly by the Crown, and that he should be 2 member of the Executive Council,

_ holding his office upon the same shifting tenure as other membets of the Government.

The recommendation thus made was ‘enforced by the"argument that such a change had
already been nrde in Canada, and in the adjoining Province of Nova Scotia. - : ‘

It is true, that in Canada such a system was adopted upon paper; but it'was, I ‘believe,
nelver carried into pract;ce, and has' now been abandoned in favor of another mode of
selection..

Memorandum submitted to them in December last, upon thoe subject of their Memorandum
forwarded by Yonr Excellency to His Grace the Duke of Neweastle, in relation to the.
pro posed change in the mode of appointinent to the Presidency of the Legislative Couneil.

“The Council observe, that' while Your Excelleney agrees with them as to the propriety
of the change in the mode. of .|ppou1tnn.m Your h\mc]loncv objects to the tenure of the.
office as suggested hy them.

In the tenth paragraph of the Memorandum, Your hxcelleny rcmarks that in.a countr Yy
like this a tendency to hcqueut changeés is natumlly strong, inasmuch as thers are no insti-
tutions which, from their antiquity or their inherent dignity. ¢kiim an involnntary respect. -

- The Council re.ullly admit that their Institutions have not the antiquity of those of many
-other and older ¢ountries ; they are nevertheless not prepared to admit that the people of

- this country desire change for the mere sake of change; but whern they seck un alteration
in their Institutions, it is with a v iew to nnprov and .uhpt them to the altered circumstan-
ces and condition of the country.

The Council cainot appreeiate ‘the force of lonr E xcel]cm'\ s argument, that the
- frequent election of the President of the Legislative Couneil will have the effect to impair

the permanent character of that Body ; they now hold their situation during good behaviour,
which is practically a life tenure, and their number is-limited—urider these cireuinstances
the Council are of opinion that the clection by themselves of one of their own number to
preside over their deliberations, will not in any degree disturb the elements of stability
which now exist in that Branch of the Legislature.
. Fhe Council entertain no apprehension that the. contunplatcd change will Tessen. the
. dignity. of that office, or result in the election of persons incompetent to exercise its func-
tions. That body as at present composed, has many gentlemen whose intelligence, character
and education cminently qualify them for the oﬂicc. and the Couneil hive every confidence
that whatever change may hereafter take place in its composition, there will be found
many persons in every respeet fully competent: for the situation, and they are well assured
that the intellizence and ‘integrity which have hitherto churacterized that branch of' the
Le«lh]atum, will seeure a ]lllelOUb selection for the office.

The House of Assembly is a changing. Body, but its past_history af’ords no 1n~xr:mce inf
which an incempetent person has Leen <lected its Speuker ; in inany cases the same person
has been elected more than ouce ; and in the change now sought to be made, there will be
nothing to prevent the election of the same person twice, or even oftener, Jf he i3 f’ouud to
possess y claims or qualifications superior to others.

The Council do not agree with the opinion e\prescod by Your hxcellency in the
thirteenth p'lra"mph of wur Menioranduim ; the argument cmployed rather implies that -
the Government is a permanent body, or at all events that it might exist a term sufliciently
Iong to enable all its supporters to occupy the office of President. This in the nature of
thmr's cannot occur. Under the system of Responsible Government now established, fre-
quent changes of Government necessarily take place, and besides, the Council have no fear
that any Government would aid or give its support to the clection of any person not quali-
fied for the p(wt
