the week under review, and a number of 
important changés were effected, some 
favorable and some unfavorable to the 
Entente Allies, but with a net gain to 
tMr advantage.

activity. The British mâde'an important 
advance northeast of Thiepval and took 
the strongly fortified village of Beaucourt 
on the Ancre, securing over 3000 prison­
ers ; and they made a further advance 
towards Bapaume from the southwest. 
The French made further gains northeast 
of Combles, but further south they were 
less successful and had to yield some 
ground to The Germans. About1 Verdun 
and at other points on the Western front 
no changes of any extent were o*de dur­
ing the week, the fighting' being mostly 
confined to artillery-duels and aerial 
combats. -

In the Eastern campaign there was con­
siderable fighting, with varying results, 
the Russians far the host part holding 
their own. In the extreme eastern part 
of Transylvania the Russians and Ruman­
ians made some gains; but to the south, 
on the Rumanians’ extreme western front, 
the Rumanians lost some ground.

There was very little news during the 
week of the Caucasian campaign ; and of 
the Mesopotamian and Egyptian cam­
paigns only successful air raids on the 
enemy were reported. From southern 
Egypt, however, a report was received of 
a British success over a native rebel force.

following account of Lieut. Oliver Jacks:

The numerous friends ft>f Dr. Jacks, 
Principal of Manchester College, and Mrs. 
Jacks, will be gratified to learn that Temp. 
Sec.-Lieut. Oliver L. Jacks, Oxford and i 
Bucks, L. I., has been awarded the 
Military Cross for conspicuous gallantry 
in action.

It is officially recorded that Lieut. Jacks 
led the first line of attack with great dash 
and did fine work consolidating the 
position won under heavy fire. He is 
the eldest of three of Dr. Jack’s son at 
the front, and is 25 years of age. 
Educated at Bradfield College, Lieut. 
Jacks went to Canada, where he was 
engaged in farming up to thé time of the 
outbreak of the war. His patriotic 
instinct was such- that he enlisted as a 
trooper in King Edward’s Horse, and took 
part in a great deal of the fighting in 
Flanders in 1915 ; he has been at the 
front altogether 18 months, and this is 
the second time he has led his platoon in 
the front line of the attack.

It has been ascertained from a private 
source that the gallantry for which the 
coveted medal has been conferred was 
that he held a shell crater for two hours 
under direct bombardment. Lieut. Jacks 
is a young man of very fine physique, 
standing 6 ft 3 in. and of herculean 
strengh. In a recent letter he jocularly 
remarked that "the Germans must be 
very bad shots.”
