London, May 12—The British War 

Office made public last night the fol­
lowing communication:

“Yesterday afternoon the Germans 
made another attack east of Ypres 
in .the neighborhood of the Menin 
road. Although they subjected our 
trenches to a very heavy bombard­
ment and made their infantry advance 
under cover of poisonous gas, their 
attack failed.

“During this attack our shrapnel 
inflicted very heavy casualties on the 
enemy when they were in mass for­
mation, literally mowing them down.

“To-day there have been artillery 
actions on the greater part of the 
front.”
BELGIANS CAPTURE GERMANS.

Paris, May 12—The following of­
ficial communication was issued by 
the French War Office last night:

“To the north of Dixmude the Bel­
gian troops who have succeeded in 
throwing up a bridge-head on the 
right bank of the Yser, were sub­
jected to violent attacks by three Ger­
man battalions last night. The Bel­
gians repulsed these, inflicting on the 
enemy heavy losses and taking about 
fifty prisoners.

“To the east of Ypres the British 
troops have been attacked again with 
the aid of asphyxiating gases. They

Carency the investment of the Ger­
man position has been held tighter 
by us. We have occupied several 
blocks of houses in the eastern part 
of the village and made fifty prison­
ers, of whom one was an officer, and 
we have progressed towards the wood 
to the east of the village. The com­
munications of Carency and Ablain- 
sur-Souchez are becoming more and 
more difficult for the enemy.

"After a violent engagement we 
took possession of the cemetery at 
Neuville-St. Vaast, which had been 
very strongly organized by the Ger­
mans, and followed this with an ad­
vance to the southeast of the village, 
beyond which we extended our lines 
west and east.

DRIVE GERMANS OUT.
“In the sector of Loos-Arras, where 

we previously carried three lines of 
German trenches, fighting is now go­
ing on along the fourth line.

"Prisoners, whose numbers con­
tinue to increase, declare that the or­
der was given to hold at any price 
the chapel and blockhouse of Notre 
Dame de Lorette.

“On the rest of the front there is 
nothing of importance to report, 
there being merely artillery actions."

BELGIANS CROSS YSER.
Havre, May 12—The following re­

port. under date of May 11, was is- 
d’ yesterday at the Belgian War 

Office:
"Several fractions of our troops 

succeeded in crossing the north bank 
of the Yser, north of Dixmude.

“The enemy continued an intermit­
tent cannonade near Ramscapelle and 

front stretching before Dix­
mude, and also on the outskirts of 
Nordichmon and Pyregael. 
batteries have each time suppressed 
the German artillery ”

TAKE 230 PRISONERS.
The following official statement 

was issued yesterday afternoon:
“In Belgium, near St. Georges, the 

enemy endeavored by a night attack 
to recapture the positions taken by 
us the day before yesterday. They 
were, however, repulsed.

“To the north of Arras our pro­
gress has continued. Monday evening 
we took possession of the cemetery 
and then of the eastern part of the 
village of Carency, and also of the 
road from Carency to Sauchez. Car­
ency, where we took two hundred 
and thirty more prisoners, in­
cluding three officers, and captured 
several machine guns, is now invest­
ed by our troops on three sides and 
is reduced to precarious communica­
tion with the German lines.

HEAVY LOSES INFLICTED.
“The forces brought by the enemy 

from Lens and from Douai in auto­
mobiles were not successful any place 
in getting the advantage. Four strong 
counter attacks broke down under 
our fire during the afternoon of 
Monday, at the same time suffering 
very heavy losses.

and statistics branch, department of 
Trade and Commerce, to-day issued 
the first crop report of the present 
season.

“Owing to the mild winter and the 
favorable conditions which prevailed 
during the critical months of March 
and April, the fall wheat crop is re­
ported as being exceptionally good on 
April 30.

Attention is called to the fact, 
while advertisement of warning ap­
peared in the newspapers, the United 
States Government was never official­
ly informed of it, but irrespective of 
that the position is taken that the 
serving of notice to do an unlawful 
act neriher justifies it nor makes it 
lawful.

The note calls on Germany for an 
explanation of her past and future 
course and leaves open the steps the 
United States will take to compel an 
acquiescence in its position.

Cabinet officers known as the ad­
vocates always of vigorous steps in 
foreign affairs, were highly pleased. 
They said the president’s noté was 
the kind of document that fulfilled the 
desires of every American and upheld 
the dignity and honor of the United 
States, indicating that the American 
Government was prepared to. go to 
the full length of its ability.

In official quarte, s, however, the 
eventual severance of diplomatic rela­
tions was declared not to be impos­
sible if there was no abatement of the 
German practices.

It was learned that the president 
framed his policy on Sunday night 
and that his pacific utterances in his 
speech in Philadelpia last Monday 
are not reflected in the firm and un­
equivocal phrases of the note. It is 
described as a businesslike document, 
demanding the “strict accountability” 
which the United States in its former 
note to Germany said it would de­
mand. It is said the note not only 
asks fo.r a termination of the unlaw­
ful methods of submarine warfare on 
merchant ships, but reparation in full 
to the families of the victims of the 
Lusitania tragedy.

Everywhere in official quarters to­
day as details c.f the president’s plan 
of action became known, there waà 
talk of firmness and a stiffening of 
the position of the United States Gov­
ernment towards Germany.

Writing from Petrograd, H. Hamil­
ton Fyfe, special correspondent of the 
London Daily Mail, says: I have 
had an opprtunitv to look through a 
number ot letters written by Russian 
soldiers which reveal in a very touch­
ing and attractive way the simplicity 
and the poetry of the peasant mind.

Some Russian writers sent a large 
quantity of hampers filled with pres­
ents to the front. In each parcel was 
a letter to the soldier who received 
it—a letter from Mme. Merezhkovska, 
wife of the novelist, herself a poet 
and playwright of distinction. This 
was in verse, and it was signed, not 
by Mme. Merezhkovska herself, but 
with the names of her three maid­
servants. The receivers were asked 
to reply to .these maidservants and 
to tell thern how they were faring in 
the war. It was argued with reason 
that the men would be far more 
likely to write, and would write with 
greater freedom to girls of their own 
class. The plan succeeded wonder­
fully well. The letter drew over 
three hundred replies, and some of 
them I have permission to quote 
here. What will astonish you in 
them, I think, is their freshness, their 
variety, their individual character.
A good many soldiers replied in verse 
matching that of the original letter.
Several made love in a pretty, fan­
ciful style. Only one was offensive 
out of the whole number.

The first letter which I will ouote 
is from Vissarion Hromor, 34th Regi­
ment of Don Cossacks, who wrote as 
follows:

“Let my letter fly from the German 
land to the metropolitan town (the 
capital). I bow to you, Sister Katin- 
ko. I am a hero from the River Don, 
a Cossack fighting for our religion 
and our country. You, Sister Katia, 
are preparing to enjoy Christmas.
All your family and friends are 
thronging the churches, and the holy 
bells are ringing to call Christians to 
service. As for us, we hear only the 
roar of the cannon and the -rattle of 
the German machine guns.”

And then he goes on to tell of a 
scouting expedition from which he 
has just returned, “the moon shining 
as clear as if it were daylight and 
the Germans firing at us and doing 
us much harm.”
