“Front of Prince Leopold, Volhy-
nia: After an interval to the enemy's
defeats on September 27-28, a Rus-
sian attack began against the army
of General Tersztyanski. After in-
cessant firing lasting several hours,

THE SITUATION

The eastern front of war continues
to hold to-day the interest of all stu-
dents of the war, the Roumanian in-
vasion of DBulgaria probably attract-
ing most attention. Such a move as
this one is properly interpreted as in-
dicating not only a source-of danger
to Von Mackensen's food supplies,
but also the confidence felt by the
Entente forces, and the abundance
of their men and munitions.

Against the Bulgars, the Serbians
also continue to make gains, while
in Transylvania the battle continues
fiercely, the Austrians claiming re-
verses for the Russia foreces, 1o
which only a certain amount of ere-
dence may be attached.

Aroused at last to the ever tight-
ening noose being drawn about them,
the Germans are at last commencing
to broach the subject of peace terms,
according to information received
this morning over The Courier’s
leased wire. They offer tentatively
the exacuation of Serbia and Bel-
gium, with payment- of an indemnity
for damages done the latter country,
and the restoration of Lorraine to
France. If this information be auth-
oritative, assuredly, the enemy is
commencing to come down; the fact
remains nevertheless that he has a
goodly descent yet before him, if he
would offer peace terms which the
Allies would consider. The dictating
rests with them, and them alone.

NEW YORK COURTS

Alban¥, N.Y., Oct. 4—Rights of

;Christian Scientists to treat persons
afflicted with discase wiinoui oviain-

ing a license to practice medicine are
clearly set forth as a principle of
state law in a deeision rendered by
the court of appeals yesterday.

The ruling is considered the most
important and far-reaching vietory
believers in the Christian Science
faith have ever won in this state.
The only qualification to unlimited
latitude is that Christian Science
practitioners in the treatment of
bodily ailments, must conform to the
tenets of the Christian Science
Church.

The decision even goes so-far as to
say that the provision of the state
law whieh was interpreted as legaliz-
ing the almost unrestricted treat-
ment by Christian scientists is
strenger than the provision of w2
constitution of this state whieh per-
inits the frec exercise and enjoyment
of religions profession and worship
without discrimination or preference.

Mr. Gee, of Collegiate Tech-|

nical Staff Receives that
_ Appointment.

A joint meeting of the commercial
and industrial committees of the
Board of Education was held Monday
evening to complete arrangements
for the opening of the evening
sechools on the 17th inst. There were
present of the industrial committee
Messrs Lahey, Armstrong, Adams,
Brandon, Harris, Powell; of the
commereial committee, Messrs Shep-
person, Lane and Stedman. Mr. Gee,
Mr. Shultis and Mr. Burt were also
present.

Dr. Dandeno, the provincial organ-
izer and inspector of agricultural
classes in the schools of the province,
who was visiting this neighborhood,
was given-an opportunity to present
the claims of his department. He
showed that this work could be in-
troduced without cost to the locality,
and that it formed 2 most useful and
attractive part of the science work
of the schools. Moreover, it present-
ed to those whose gifts or tastes led
them to ineline that way, an induce-
ment to select some form of agricul-
tural work as their callingand thus
helped to correct a too academic
trend in our educational system. Var-
ious members of the committee ex-
pressed hearty concurrence with the
views he presented, and gratification
at the faet that they had an oppor-
tunity to hear him.

It was decided, on a motion by
Mr. Clement, seconded by Mr. Arm-
strong, that Mr. Gee should be ap-
pointed principal of the industrial
evening classes at'a salary of $4.00
per night.

The question of charging a fee, to
be returned if attendance was regu-
lar was decided negatively. The mem-
bers of the commercial industrial
agreed that, according to the rule
adopted by the industrial committee,
no class should be formed with a
minimum of less than 10 pupils at a
time for each teacher engaged, and
that the classes should be diseontinu-
ed when that minimum fell to 5.

A draft of the proposed syllabus,
which is to be issued shortly in the
form of a prospectus, was read by Mr.
Gee and Mr. Shultis, and adopted.
The question of the engagement of
teachers for the evening industrial
classes was left to the sub-committee
of Messrs. Lahey, Adams and Gee.
For the commercial classes, it was
proposed by Mr. Shultis that he him-
self. should teach book-keeping and
commercial arithmetic, Miss Shultis,
typewriting, Miss Dickson, senior
stenography and Miss Buskard ‘junior
stenography. He was instructed to
write to the Department of Education
to find whether they would sanction
this arrangement.

Advertising, in the form of briaf
notes in the newspapers, calling at-
tention to the classes was authorized.
Mr. Lahey requested that as many
members of the committees as pos-
sible should be at the schoolvon the
nights set apart for the registration
of pupils, 11th, 12th and 13th inst.

Mr. Powell reintroducéd the ques-

tion of providing a building for vo-|

cational work, urging that the time
is opportune, since a National Tra:le
and Commerce Convention is shortly
to be held at Ottawa where quéstions
concerning technical and industrial
education will form an important
matter for consideration, and the de-
cisions reached which may include
recommendations for Government as-
sistance, will be based upon the re-
ported requirements of the various
sections of the Dominion.

Mr. Gee, of Collegiate Tech-
nical Staff Receives that
_ Appointment.

A joint meeting of the commercial
and industrial committees of the
Board of Education was held Monday
evening to complete arrangements
for the opening of the evening
sehools on the 17th inst. There were
present of the industrial committee
Messrs Lahey, Armstrong, ~Adams,
Brandon, Harris, Powell; of the
commercial committee, Messrs Shep-
person, Lane and Stedman. Mr. Gee,
Mr. Shultis and Mr. Burt were also
present.

Dr. Dandeno, the provincial organ-
izer and inspector of agricultural
clagses in the sehools of the province,
who was visiting this neighborhood,
was given-an opportunity to present
the claims of his department. He
showed that this work could be in-
troduced without cost to the locality,
and that it formed a most useful and
attractive part of the science work
of the schools. Moreover, it presentc-
ed to those whose gifts or tastes led
them to incline that way, an induce-
ment to select some form of agricul-
tural work as their calling-and thus
helped to correct a too academic
trend in our educational system. Var-
ious members of the committee ex-
pressed hearty concurrence with the
views he presented, and gratification
at the faet that they had 3n oppor-
tunity to hear him.

It was decided, on a motion by
Mr. Clement, seconded by Mr. Arm-
strong, that Mr. Gee should be ap-
pointed principal of the industrial
evening classes at‘'a salary of $4.00
per night.

The question of charging a fee, to
be returned if attendance was resu-
lar was decided negatively. The mem-
bers of the commercial industrial
acreed that, according to the rule
adopted by the industrial committee,
no class should be formed with a
minimum of less than 10 pupils at a
time for each teacher engaged, and
that the classes should be diseontinu-
ed when that minimum fell to 5.

A draft of the proposed syllabus,
which is to be issued shortly in the
form of a prospectus, was read by Mr.
Gee and Mr. Shultis, and adopted.
The question of the engagement of
teachers for the evening industrial
classes was left to the sub-committee
of Messrs. Lahey, Adams and Gee.
For the commercial classes, it was
proposed by Mr. Shultis that he him-
self. should teach book-keeping and
commercial arithmetic, Miss Shultis,
typewriting, Miss Dickson, senior
stenography and Miss Buskard junior
stenography. He was instructed to
write to the Department of Education
to find whether they would sanction
this arrangement.

Advertising, in the form of briaf
notes in the newspapers, calling at:
tention to the clagses was authorized.
Mr. Lahey requested that as many
members of the committees as pos-
sible should be at the schoolwon the
nights set apart for the registration
of pupils, 11th, 12th and 13th inst.
Mr. Powell reintroducéd the ques-
tion of providing a building for vo-|
cational work, urging that the time
is opportune, since a National Tra‘le
and Commerce Convention is shortly
to be held at Ottawa where quéstions
concerning technical and industrial
education will form an important
matter for consideration, and the de-
cisions reached which may include
recommendations for Government as-
sistance, will be based upon the re-
ported requirements of the various
sections of the Dominion,
