The Turkish delegates are very in­
dignant over the attitude of the Eur­
opean powers toward the Ottoman 
Empire. They remark that when the 
Turks are defeated nothing is done 
to moderate their enemies’ preten­
tions, but when the Turks are victor­
ious, they are also prevented by the 
powers from reaping the fruits of 
their efforts. They cite the war <f 
1907 in which Greece was utterly de­
feated by Turkey at Domakos and 
the Greek army was compelled to 
withdraw on Thermopyleja and to 
conclude an armistice. Five days, 
later, however, a collective note was 
sent by the European powers to the 
Porte in which the conditions of 
peace were practically drafted and 
the annexation of Thessaly was pre­
vented, although it had been, occu­
pied by the Turkish troops: The
payment of Greece of a war indem­
nity was also stopped by the powers. 
Thus Turkey gained nothing by her 
victories in that war. hut now that 
Turkey has been defeated hv the 
allied forces of Bulgaria, Greece.
