BAD FIRE AT 
BARNABY RIVER 

^SATURDAY
Thomas Gill, the Barnaby River 

lumberman, suffered a severe loss 
on Saturday, the 2nd inst when 
house, store and residence were 
completely destroyed by fire.

The fire started from a flying 
spark from the mill chimney, lodg­
ing on the verandah floor and wort 
ing its way between the walls. The 
strong wind blowing at the time 
fanned the flames and soon the 
whole set of buildings were in 
flames.

Very little was saved. A few 
household effects were hurriedly 
salvaged and the live stock were 
got out of the stable. Th » fire 
spread so rapidly that it was Im­
possible to do further.

The mill itself and the large cui 
of logs were untouched.

Owing to the strong breeze blow­
ing that day a constant watch had 
been kept for incipient fires, but 
the spark that did the damage had 
fallen unnoticed on the verandah 
and had got a start inside the 
walls of the house before the al­
arm was given. Then with the 
help of the mill crew and the 
neighbors who gathered quickly, a 
bucket brigade was formed from 
the river and everything was done 
to stem the fiery torrent, but when 
once it broke through the wall 
there was no chance and five bulla 
ings went down before its on 
slaught. The only house left was 
that of Patrick Gill, a little to the 
left of the flames.

The loss is over 110,000 and the 
insurance is only oné-third of this,

Very much sympathy is felt for 
Mr. and Mrs. Gill in this severe 
loss at their time of life, and while 
rebuilding will start at once on a 
site further removed from the mill 
zone, it is a ^crippling blow to 
them.

The sparks and flying embers 
were carried nearly a mile away 
and the woods up river were set 
on fire. As soon as the fire was 
burped out at the houses, the men 
had d> Tight in the woods but by 
nightfall ' they also had this blaze 
under control.

WHY CONTRIBUTE 
TO A NURSES’ HOME
I have been asked to write a 

short article, giving some reasons 

wny 018 Proposed extension of the 
Miramlchi Hospital should receive 

public sympathy and support.

A brief visit to the hospital, 

where I was shown the present ac­

commodations of the nurses and 

was given facts in regard to the 
needs and alms of the work of the 
hospital, make these reasons very 
evident and convincing.

The present accommodation for 
the nurses are inadequate and un' 
uitable. They «re simply make- 

-shifts, as the upper floor which 
was intended for their use was 
given up for a maternity ward. 
Two public wards were converted 
nto nurses' quarters, which are not 

only unattractive and depressing in 
their influence, but also give no 
leal privacy. There • is no recreation 
room and no room for demonstra­
tion purposes. It is evident to all 
that the nature of the work of 
nurses makes it imperative thaï 
they should have pleasant and di­
verting surroundings when off duty. 
Further, the lack of a suitable 
room for demonstration purposes 
is a serious handicap to the work 
*f training nurses.

The demands upon the hospital 
are constantly Increasing. The 
room now used by the nurses is 
urgently needed for other purposes 
particularly a children’s ward. At 
present, when children are taken 
into the hospital, they have to be 
placed In a ward with adults and 
for that reason the treatment of 
children has to be limited, both 
as to numbers and kind. No work 
s of more importance than the sav­

ing of our children, and the infor­
mation which mothers receive in 
cidently, while their children are 
being treated.

The hospital as it is, is a great 
blessing to the Town of Newcastle 
and the County of Northumberlana 
With more accommodation, it can 
be a greater blessing. Here Is 
an opportunity for the people to 
help in the good work being done. 
Nurses with better accommodations 
will respond with greater capacity 
and with more room the work now 
being done can be largely increas­
ed.

REDBANK SWEPT 
BY FIRE YESTERDAY
The thriving village of Red Bank 

on the /northwest,’ Miramichi River 

was practically wiped out by fire 

yesterday. Fanned by a strong 

westerly wind the flames soon be­

came out of control and nothing 

could prevent its spread. The fire 

is reported to have started about 

3 o'clock p.m. in the residence of 
Mr. Isaac Blackmore in the section, 
known as the Indian Gardens. From 
here it swept through the woods, 
destroying everything in
its path. By the time
it reached Red Bank it was burn-* 
ing so fiercely that the residents 
soon realized that their village was 
doomed. The path of the fire In­
cluded the right hand side of the 
roadway passing through Red Bank 
leading to Newcastle on the south 
side of the river. Practically every­
thing from Harry Bryenton’s house 

• t the head of the road to the 
chcol house at the top of the 
ullivan Hill, on the right ham/ 

side of the road was destroyed in a 
short time.

Up to 10 o'clock last evening 
very little damage was done to 
property on the north side of the 
road. Some of the properties des­
troyed are: Presbyterian Hall.
Ensley Mullin, Archibald Ramsay. 
Fred White, Ritchie warehouses,
Jos. Napke, Norman Sutherland
Presbyterian Church, new and old 
Presbyterian manses, Murdoch Su­
therland ; from this point it jump­
ed the broek-tmd 'hurtled the old 
Sullivan house; it *{hen*'lumped the 

school house, the Randolph Gillls 
and Robert Johnston properties and 
again ignited the following preper- 
ties: John Johnstone, the old Thos. 
Johnston property, Frank John­
stone, Robt. Park’s barn, Jan
Gillls’ house and barn, Wm. Mo 
Ribbons and John Gillls’ property 
on the north side of the road.

At this point the wind changed 
towards the east and the fire was 
halted, the wind blowing the flames 
back over the path it had already 
burned.

The residents were greatly handi­
capped because of no fire fighting 
apparatus, but they put up a heroic 
struggle to check the flames. New­
castle was asked to assist and a 
large number of people went to the 
doomed village in automobiles. 
Water was hauled and thrown on 
the fire by means of buckets but 
had very little effect in subduing 
the fire. Practically all furniture 
was lost in every house destroyed 
the Rev. Mr. Girdwood saving hie 
automobile but losing his horse. It 
was thought at one time that 
it would be impossible to save the 
Sullivan store and residences, but 
fortunately the wind changed and 
these properties were saved. The 
dense smoke from the Are en­
shrouded this whole section. The 
loss will run into many thousands 
of dollars and the Insurance carried 
is reported to be negligible.

Many people are now homeless 
and the sympathy of the entire 
county Is extended to the residents 
of the devastated village.

GIANT SUBMARINE

“Mystery Ship” Which is Soon 
to be launched

FOREST FIRES ARE 
UNDER CONTROL

London, June 4—England will | 
have the largest and most power- j 

ful submarine in the world when i 

the “mystery ship" submarine X—1 i 
is completed. This giant under- : 
water craft*, which will soon be 
launched at Chatham, will displace 
-.1780 tons when sailing at the sur- j 
lace of the water and 3,600 tons' 
when submerged. This displace- j 
nient is greater by more than a j 
thousand tons than that of any Am­
erican or German submarine now 
afloat., --------

The X—1 will mount a twelve 
inch gun. She will be able to bom­
bard an object at long or short 
range and then slip quickly be­
neath the waves. With her great 
speed and gun-power, which will 
surpass anything in her class in 
the American Navy, she will be 
more than a match for most sur­
face vessels.

The submarine was laid down 
only eighteen months ago, and the 
British Admiralty has congratulated 
her builders on the speed with 
which they have done their work.

Fredericton, June 7—A message 
vov'ved hv the Department of 
La; ,.s and Mines here at noon to­
day stated that the forest fires 
which had been raging south and 
vest of Hedge wick on the Inter­
national Railway division of the C.

made operative preventing all spring 
burning and limiting slash burning 
to the fall only, and then under 
the closest supervision.

A report which was received from 
a lire ranger at Petit Rocher, Glou­
cester County, stated that a large 
blaze which was raging at Neuve He 
oil the Gaspe Coast northeastward 
across the Bay Chaleur in Quob?c 
from Bathurst, was visible at Pc 
tit Rocher .

Advice received from Metapedia 
vicinity states that a fire which 
caused considerble consternation 
there had spread down from St. Al­
exis on the C.N.R. in Quebec 
few miles beyond the provincial 
boundary, This blaze had jumped 
across the Restigouche River and 
had threatened the village of Meta­
pedia.

Procedure For American Cars

Before going to Canada go to the 
Custom House and get an automo­
bile registration card.

Every time you return from Ca­
nada go to the Custom House ami 
report your return, which will be 
checked on the card. It will not 
be necessary to go to the Custom 
House every time you go to Cana­
da. If you have a registration card 
which is good for 30 days.

But you must report to Customs 
every time you return to the Unit- 

j ed States from Canada or be li­
able to a fine of $100 for failure 
to report^ also to forfeiture 
of a car if merchandise of any sort 
is brought back.

Procedure for Canadian Cars
On entering the United States, 

rom Canada go to the United 
States Custom House and report 
your arrival.

A blue card or automobile tour­
ing permit will be issued to you 
good for 30 days.

When you return to Canada it is 
not necessary to report to the Cus­
tom House again.

But you must report to United 
States Custom every time you ar­
rive from Canada or be liable to a 
fine of $100. Also in case of Cana­
dian cars, the car itself is liable to 
forfeiture.

These regulations apply to teams 
and vehicles of every sort as well 
as to automobiles.

Banking Proposais 
Are Turned Down

OttaVa, June 6—Two proposals 
fix a maximum rate of interest 

i bank loans at seven per cent 
were voted down in the Commons 
Backing and Commerce Committee 
this evening after being under de­
bate all day. Two other motions 
related to the same subject were 
left over until to-morrow.

The two proposals voted down 
were those of T.D. Shaw of Cal­
gary and A.M. Carmichael of Kin- 
tiers ley. Mr. Shaw proposed to 
make the maximun rate effective 
by enabling the borrower to recover 
twice the amount of interest paid 
in excess and by declaring the in­
terest on the whole loan forfeited 
while Mr. Carmichael advocated 
doing l* by authorising the cottrta 
to reopen the whole transaction^ bW 
tween the hanker and the borrow­
ers. The proposals laid over came 
from Mr. Coots of KaeLeod and at­
tacked the question through the

More Armed Men 
In Europe Than 

Before The War
In the first speech he made sin­

ce he became a member of the 
British Cabinet, Lord Robert Ce­
cil has made an eloquent plea to 
the United States to join the 
League of Nations. He declared 
he had found widespread senti­
ment throughout the United 
States during his recent visit 
here in favor of the League of 
Nations. Lord Robert sounded 
a warning that in many parts of 
the world war like symptoms 
were developing which were pro­
foundly disquieting. He sur­
prised his audience by informing 
them there were more armed 
men in Europe today than be­
fore the world war. He affirmed 
that the tendency of most of the 
larger countries was towards 
greater equipment. *

‘‘There seems to have been a 
conviction during the last few 
months,” Lord Robert continued 
-that force, violence and blood­

shed again are coming into pow­
er as instruments for settling 
international disputes. Now is 
the time for all nations to erect 
a barrier against this scourge 
when the frame of public mind 
is such that it is passionately 
anxious for peace.”

Ramsay MacDonald 
Dubs Baldwin An 

“Enfant Terrible”

Ramsay MacDonald, Labor 
leader in the British House of 
Commons, in an article in the 
New Leader, the weekly organ of 
Labor opinion, contends that the 
new government is an old one 
with a patch or two stuck on it, 

He says the great change in 
the government is in the premier­
ship. Premier Baldwin, he says, 
has health, bodily vigor and 
is freer to unite the Conservative 
party than former Premier Bonar 
Law was. Baldwin does not 
believe that the British govern­
ment-can bring peace to Europe 
by sitting still and awaiting 
evènts, the Labor leader says:

“I am not at all sure that the 
Tory party may not find its uw 
leader something of an “enfant 
terrible,” Ramsay MacDonald 
says. ‘That all depends on how 
far he will accommodate himsèlf 
to his party. .His policy is not 
that of his back benchers and die 
hards.

Bagdad Railway
Repairs'"1 Will Exceed

$25,000,000
London—The recent sale to Bri­

tish financiers of the Anatolian sec­
tion of the Bagdad Railway and its 
branches to Angora and Konia is 
one of the biggest commercial deals 
in recent years.

The syndicate headed by Baron

Rothschild, Baron Schroder and 
Baring and Company and Lloyds 
Bank which purchased the holdings 
from the Bank des Chemins des 
Lignes Orientaux will immediately 
advance $25,000,000 to start the re­
building of the lines. Under the 
agreement with the bank the British 
promoters must not only supply 
the capital to rebuild a great part 
of the 900 miles of the Anatolia 
Railway destroyed by the Greek re­
treat, but also must build more 
than 1,200 miles of new lines re­
quired by its original concession, 
notably the British Bagdad line.

The total investment will be 
much more than $25,000,000. In 
British circles the concessions 
granted by the Angora Government 
to Colby M. Chester, a retired Am- 
erian Rear-Admiral, are charac­
terized as a financial dream in com­
parison with the acquisition of the 
British promoters. ,
