The Fishery Question
Again.

Hon. Mr. Peters and the Pat-
riot are strenuously endeavoring
to galvanize a spark of life into
the defunct Fishery Award
matter. This question has now
bsen kicked, as a political foot
ball, between here ¢nd Ottawa for
about eight years. It has played
its part in the scheme of deception
and misrepresentation that has
been the principal shibboleth of
our Liberal friendsin the Pro-
vincial Legislature, during all
these years. But it 'is now so
dead that all the disingenuous-
ness of the Liberal machine
operators can scarcely revivify it.
The most unfortunate aspect of
the matter for the Liberals is the
fact that their friend, the Minister
of Marine administered the death
below to this oft recurring election
precursor. It will be remembered
that on February 23rd, Mr.
Martin, the energetic member for

Queen’s County, extorted from
the Minister of Marine the admis-
sion that the Government had not
decided to distribute among the
Provinces interested the amount
of the Halifax Fishery Award;
that the question is not to be
submitted for decision to the
Privy Council of England or the
Supreme Court of Canada, and
that the Government would not
take actiod in regard to the settle-
ment of this questibn during the
present session of Parliament.
No doubt, when the Minister
gave these answers he was sincere
and told what he knew to be true.
Bat it is altogether likely he has
since been informed that his
answers have made, matters very
awkward for Mr, Peters of P. E
Island and Mr. Pugsley of New
Brunswick, and ‘attempts are
made to wring from the Minister
some modification of his state-
ments, on the ground of mis-
apprehension.

The following letter from the
Minister of Marine, dated at Otta-
wa on the 4th, inst., and addressed
to Premier Peters was published
in the Patriot on the 13:

“Dear Mr. Peters:—I have
your letter of the 25th, ultimo,
and I regret that there is some
misapprehension in regard to the
reply given by me in the House
of Commons on the 23rd, ultimo,
to Mr. Martia, in answer to a
question by him as to whether
the Government had decided to
distribute among the Provinces
interested, the amount of the
Halifax Fishery Award. As no
decision on this question has yet
been reached, and as it will, as
you ure aware, form a portion of
a reference to the Supreme Court
of Canada, on,the different fishery
matters in dispute between the
Federal and Provincial Govern-
ments, my reply of “no” to his
question could imply nothing
more than that no decision in the
matter had yet been reached. ”

If our Liberal friends can ex-
tract any hope from this precious
document, or if they expeect to
make any political capital out of
it, they are very much less astute
than they imagine. It would be
ditticult to econceive a more harm-
Jess or non-committal document
this letter of Minister
Prefoutaine. The best answer to
this milk and water epistle is the
official statement of the questions
of Mr. Martin and the answers of
the Minister. This is found in
Hansard of Feb, 23rd, and is as
follows :

From this it will be seen that
the Ministéer gave categorical
negative answers to each of the
questions asked by Mr. Martin.
But to remove all possibility of
doubt as to the Minister’s answers
Mr. Martin repeats his question
regarding the reference to the
Privy Council or Supreme Court
of Canada, and the Minister con-
firms his “no”, already given.
In the face of all this, is there an
intelligent elector in this Province
who cannot see through the
recewed attempt at deception}in
connection with this matter ?
Collateral evidence as to the
correctness of the Minister’s state-
ments to Mr. Martin is found in
the Government’s answer to inter-
rogatories of New Brunswick
members. That Province is also
interested 1n the matter, and their
Legislature being now in session,
the Local Government are, of
course, as desirous as our own to
create the impression that some-
thing is to come out of the con-
troversy that will bring more
money to the Provincial treasury.
A few days ago the Patriot quoted
a paragraph of an interview of
Mr. Pugsley by a representative
of the St. John Telegraph. "Mr.
Pugsley had recently returned
from Ottawa, and he was pleased
to say the fishery award matter
was making satisfactory progress,
and he expected an important and
satisfactory announcement within
a few days. It may be said just
here, that Sir Wilfrid and his col-
leagues have at the present time
other fish to fry. Not only
that, but Mr. Pugsley has evidently
been drawing on his imagination ;
for we the
ernment’s reply to Mr. Carvill,
one of the New Brunswick mem-
bers. It was to the effect:
“That a propnsed case for refer-
ence of division of Halifux fishery
award had been received from
the provinces interested, but it
had not yet been approved by the

Supreme ‘Court.”

This negative answer is a lictle
less emphatic than that given to
Mr. Martin; but it was given
some days subsequently to that
given to the member for Queen’s,
and we may be sure the Govern-
ment by this time had been ad-
vised to be more guarded, as the
shape these matters were taking
was a source of embarrassment to
Mr. Pugsley, Mr. Peters and their
friends. The Patriot published on
Monday a number of letters re-
ceived by Mr. Peters in answer to
enquiries regarding this matter.
These letters were all read by Mr.
Peters during the election cam-
paign last autumn, and are about
of as much value as last year’s al-
manac. They are from the Min-
ister of Marine ; the deputy Min-
ister of Justice; Sir Wilfrid Lau-
rier and the deputy Minister of
Marine. October 8rd is the latest
date of any of these letters, and
they contain nothing except the
sxpression of hope that the Min-
ister of Justice might ren-
der a decision in the matter. Isit
not time the kicking of this poli-
tical football between Charlotte-
town and Ottawa came to an
end ?

Th Russio-Japangse War.

The Victorious Japs—
Dreadful Slaughter —
Mukden has Fallen.

London, March 9—General Kuropat-
kin is giving ground before the armies
ot the Japaness. Yesterday he
abandoned his positions sonth and
soutbwest of Muakden, burning such
supplies as he could not carry with him.
The Japanese artillery is thundering at
the very gates of Mukden which
position the Russians still hold baut
which they are preparing toevacuate
changing their base to Tie Pass, which
is forty miles north of Mukden. So
far as the retreat has progressed it has
been orderly. What the Japanese may
have in store for defeated army on its
retirement northward remains to be
disclosed. There is a report that
General Rennenkampff the foremost
cavalry General of the Russian army in
Mapchuria has been cat off on the east
from the main force and Japanese
troops in considerabls numbers are
said to be already in tke vicinity of
Tie Pass. The retirement will cost the
Russians dear in the matter of supplies
and heavy gans. Neither commanders
nor correspondents have yet ventured
to estimate the number of killed and
wounded in the eleven days fighting.
The Russians casualties in the fight
Tuesday on the left flank are said to
bave been fully 700. = All reports
indicate the Japs utterly reckleas
gacrifices in making attack after attack
againgt the Manchuria guons and
infantry fire which literally moved them
down making homan flesh. 8o cheap
that the sarvivors could bastion them-
selves behind piles of corpses. After
this action Kuropatkin’s deposition
may be regarded as certain. The war
minister Sackharoff is named as
probable successor though the Grand
Duke Nicholas and Nicholasevitch or
a board of strategists may be entrusted
with the direction of affairs. General
Rennenkampff particularly distinguigh-
ed himself during the fighting in the
mountain south-east of Mukden.

Tokio, March 9.—A great battle raged
all yesterday along the entire enormous
front. The Japs were generally
victorions, and drove the Russians
from a series of important positione.
By night fall it seemed imperative that
Kuropatkin would have to withdraw
his shattered forces and avoid a
complete disasterr [he battle is the
bloodiest of the war.

It is estimated that the Japs’ loss is
fifty thonsand men, making s joint
slanghter that far exceeds one hundred
thousand. The Japs cut the railway
north of Mukden, leaving only a
roadway a8 avenves of retreat for the
Russians. Itis impossible to ascertain
the number of prisoners taken. Tokio
is celebrating the victory.

Tokio, March 10.—The Japs occupied
Mukden this morning.

Yinkow, March 10.—Muokder fall at
10 o’clock thig afternoon, (Friday
morning) The Raossians are panic
stricken. Thounsands of prigoners and
enormous quantities of storse and guns
have been captured by the Japs.

St. Petersburg, March 11.— ‘* Last
night all oar armies commenced to
retreat.” The greatest defeat ia the
history of the Russo-Japanese war was
made known in 8t. Petersburg last
night, but only in the paltry
eight words from Kuropatkin to
Emperor Nicholas which were flung
about the streets in newspaper extras,
and passed from mouth to mouth. Two
thoughts instantly fored in the minds
of everyone and two words were on
every lip, surrender and peace, the
former decided, the latter hoped. Kur-
opatkin is no maker of phrases. His
words are quoted, like the famous.
‘““All is lost save honor,” but his
message hides more than probably any
other sentence in the literature of war.
St. Petersburg knows nothing of the
extent of the disaster nor even the lines
of Kuropatkin’s retreat, whejher the
route to Tie Pass is still open or whether
he is epndeavoring to cut his way
through to safety, or whether he has
taken to the mountains, If it be the
latter he will be hemmed in and
starved into surrender as Baszaine was
at Metz. That the Rossians have lost
many gnns and a large quantity of
ammunition and supplies is certain, for
with but a siogle track railway to the
north it wounld be impossible to remove
the large stores which are gathered
together at Mukden. These it seems
have been destroyed. The Japs have
not yet reported the capture of the guns
which they generally do almost
immediately but it seems hardly likely
that Kuoropatkin could have removed
all his artillery on the first of January
according to the correspondents who
have jast returned from Mukden, the
Russians had in position along the
Shakhe and Hun Rivers 1500 gune, in-
cluding & number of six and eight inch
guns in cement foundation, straddling,
the railway jost north of Shakhe
station, In addition many gung had
arrived in Mokden during January and
February, so the Russian artillery when
the big ‘battle gtarted must have
numbered nearly 200 pieces. The
result of Oyama’s great turning move-
ment depends nlmost entirely upon
Eamimura’s army which has not yet
been definitely logated, although it ig
supposed to be moving from the Hast
towards Kuropatkin's line of retreat.
8hould he reach the military road
which runs almost in & direct line
from Fushan to Tie Pass before the
passage of the Rassian army—the circle
will be complete as Nogi’s guns slready
command the railway, and should soon
control the Mandarin Road, which is
but & short dist4nce eat of the raijway,
and runs parallel with it. The army of
Geperal Ksulbagg which has been
presged bagk mgross the western plain,
fighting every ingh of the ground, is
going northward to protect the line of
retreat from attacks from the westward,
while General Bilderling is protecting
his rear againat Okn and Nodzn, and
Ninpvitch iy doing his basé tg hold the
military road sgaiost Karoki. They
have numbers against them but have
succeeded against odds in similar
retreats before.

Toki), March 11.—The Kussian forces
are Bgw retiring from Mukden gorth
‘ward. They sre flanked -on both sides
by the Japanese troops in pursuit, and
are suffering heavy losses.

St. Petersburg, March 11.—Karo-
patkin Isst night, in addition to -

announcing the retreat of the Russians,
adds :—* Our retreat is being conducted
with the enemy harrassing both flanks.
The second army suffered the heaviest
in killed, wounded and prisoners.
How many have survived is not known.
The army is still in danger. "

London, March 13.— While Kuoropat-
kin has apparently sucoeeded in saving
more of his artillery than seemed pos-
sible, his losses in men, ammunition
and commissariat in the battle of
Muokden, are far greater than earlier
reports indicated, and even the portion
of the army which succeeded in
extricating themselves from the posi-
tion around Mukden is still in serions
danger.

The Japanese generals, realizing that
witt & little more speed they conld
have inflicted a crushing defeat on the
Ruseian army after the battle of Liso
Yang, determined not to again allow
an opportunity to pass, and consequent-
ly determined following after the
defeated and sorely tried Russian
forces. While & small portion of
Kuropatkin’s asmy reached Tie Pass.
the greater part of those who escaped
from the battle of Mukden are still
struggling northward, being at last
accounts about twelve and gixteen
miles from their goal with Japs flushed
with victory and reinforced by tresh
men harrassing them from all sides.
Even should the remnant reach Tie Pass
it is hardly possible for it to make a
stand there against the overwhelming
force opposing it, especially as the Rns-
sians must be worn out and weakened
by loss of men, guns and ammunition.
It is more likely that Kuropatkin will
fall back to Harbin and wait there for
reinforcements which St. Petersburg
has promised him. The possible
obstacle, to this plan is Genersal
Kawamurac's army which has not yet
been located and which also may be
heading for northern capital. Kuro
patkin admits 1190 officers and 46,931
men not responding to roll call. This
is rather vague. It may or may not
include thousands of wounded who
have been sent north, and again it may
not include losses suffered by the third
army with which Commander-in.Chief
was not in communication for some
time. The figures given by Japanese
war offices appear to be more reason-
able, namely, 40,000 prisoners, 26507
dead left on the field, and 9,000 killed
or wounded ; the latter figures of course
include the dead found by the Japs.
I'he Russian losses therefore total over
100,000 men, more than one third of the
whole army.

London, March 14.—The Rusgian Gen-
eral Staff reports that the main body of
the Russian army has already complet-
ed its retreat, and the rear guard south-
ward is falling back slowly.

The Pass, March 14.—As after the
battle of Liao Yang the Japanese ad
vance was 8low, so itis in the present
case. The leading columns are ten
miles touth in touch with the Russian
rear, but operations at present are not
serious, though it is possible that a wide
turning movement by the Japanase is
in progress. In the grand army order
is being brought out of chaos with re-
markable celerity. The plain in front
of Tie Pass has been cleared, regiments

days ago were terror stricken are now
singing around their camp fires and
filled with new courage.

Winter Communication

The postponed meeting for the - pur-
pose of discussing the question of winter
communication with the mainland, and
the non-fulfilment by the Federal Gov-
ernment of the terms of Confederation,
was held in the Market Hall here on
Friday night. There was a fairattend-
ance, and the meeting was presided
over by Mr. Donald Nicholson, Presi.
dent of the Board of Trade. Several
speakers addressed the meeting and the
following resolutions were adopted:

Whereas, this Province of Prince Ed-
ward Island entered the Canadian Con-
federation under these explicit terms a8
to communication: ** Efficient steam
service for the conveyance of mails and
passengers to be established and main-
tained between the Island and the Do-
minion, winter and sammer, thus plac-
ing the Island in continuous communi-
cation with the Intercolonial Reilway
and the railwsy system of the Domin-
ion.

And Whereas, these terms have not
been fulfilled to the great hardship of
the people and the detriment of the Pro-
vince.

And Whereas, a tunnel under the
S:raits from Carleton Head to Money
Point, as already surveyed and reported
upon by Sir Douglas Fox is a possible
impletion of the said terms of confed-
eration.

Therefore Resolved, that this mesting
of the people of Prince Edward Island
in general oonvention assembled, do
hereby call upon the Federal Govern-
ment to fulfil the said terms of confed-
eration.

And Further Resolved that pending
the construction of such tuynnel we de
mand that daily ecwamunication by
navigation be maintained, by the con-
struction and operation of a third pow-
erful steamer of the most approved ice-
breaking type, and that one of the steam-
ers be used on the western route in
winter. P

tend to Ltheir growing up savages in
the streets. He is listened to with
the utmost respect, and though sun-
dry ekirmishes do ocour among the
druoken and riotous inclined on the
outskirts of the orowd, the preacher
mever invokes the aid of the police,
but is invariably successful in pase-
ing it off with a kind word or jest,
Every Friday evening Father Power
walks hatless, and rioging a bell,
from the bandsome Ohurch of the
Sacied Heart, Lauriston, to the
Grassmarket, and a chair is soon
brought from an adjoining house.
Were there a dozen clerics with the
same pergonal force and energy as
Father Power working in that smit-
ten field, the problem of the regen-
eration of the slums would be in a
fair way to bes®lved.”

The New Saints Canon-
ized at Rome.

Of the two new &sainis recently
caponized at Rome, Alessandro Sauli
aod Gerardo Majella, the Northwest
Review, of Winnipeg, gives interest-
ing brief sketches:

Alersandro Sauli belonged to one
of the noblest families of Lombardy.
His early piety was wonderful ; even
as a boy his heart-stirring sermons
wrung tears from the eyes of a plea-
suresseeking orowd. Entering the
Congregation of the Regular Clerks
of St. Paul, commonly cslled Barna-
bites, founded by Antonio Maria
Zacoaris, who who was canonized by
Leo XIII., in 1897, Sauli became its
Superior-Genersl at the early age of
thirty=two, This wasin 1565. Five
years later Pins V. made him Bishop
of Aleria in Corsica. That island
was then in a most deplorable cor—
dition. Not only were the oclergy
88 much in need of instruction as the
people, but the people themselves
bad abandoned their towns and cities
and lived like savages in the forests
and mountains, for they werea prey
to the terrible corsairs that infested
the Tyrrbenian Sea. Bishop Sauli
visited, consoled and instruocted all
his soattered flock, encouraged them
to rebuild and inbabit their town, to
drive back the pirates, to lead truly
Christian lives, He reformed and
organized the clergy, winning all
bearts by his self denisal, his elo=
quence and boundless charity. So
great was the fame of his virtues
and spiritual conquests that he was
known sll over Italy as the Angel of
Peace and the Apostle of Corsica,
Tortona and Genos asked him to be
their Bishop, but be would not leave
his poor and struggling diocese till
Gregory X1V, obliged bim to accept
the Bisopric of Pavia in 1591. He
died the next year, Oot, 11, 1592,
and was beatified by Benedict X1V,
in 1741,

Legss striking in the eyes of the
warld, but far more wonderful to
those who knew bim, was the career
of Gerard Msjella, He sanctified
himself in the humbls duties of & lay
brother in the Congregation of the
Most Holy Redeemer, in which he
lived during the lifetime of its foun-
der, St. Alphonsus Liguori. Al-
though he had no part in the gove
ernment of this zealous and fervent
order, he is the first, after its foun-
der, to be canonized, His heroio
virtues were equalled only by his
extraordinary gift of miracles, Even
if a severe historical criticism were
to eliminate balf the supernatural
events of this holy lay brother’s life,
enough would remain to prowe that,
at the end of the eighteenth century,

I estimate the minimom
pomber of unemployed during this
month to be 700,000. . . . It
is obvious that the proper solation of
the unemployed difficulty lies in
keeping men constantly employed.
To deal with the unemployed, snd
not with employment, is to deal with
an _effect and leave the osuse un.
touched. g Spasmodic at-
tempts at relief when the crisis be-
comes acule, and when despair is be-
ginning to make men desperate, are
but & poor substitute for that sy:-
tem and carefully thonght-out effort
which all who bave hed deslings
with the unemployed difficulty know
10 be necessary to any adequate sol-
ation. In Germany the
bureau system hss reached its great-
est pertection. There the Lsbor
Registry officen, partly, by the way,
under the mersgement of the work-
ing olasses themselves, are 80 fedeys
ated and liked up by meauvs of
clearing-bouses that unemployed
workmen, even in remote villsocg
are put in touch ‘with employers in
=ea10h of workmen, almost irresepec-
ive of distance. Lists showing the
number of employed for each oceu-
pation are posted up side by side
with lists of vacant situations, and
the telephone is freely need for bring
ing together employers and work
men mutually in necd of each other.
The whole of Bavaria, whioh covers
29 000 rqrare miles and hes nearly
6,000,000 iphabitante, is grouped
under one syatem, and in 1903 the
Muoich registry found “situations
with {private employers for 51,664
ppliosnts, being 65 per ceut, of the
numes on the bocks."
