Mrs. O’Brien tells us it 
was late at night on Nov. 5th when 
she received the letter. It is clear 
then almost a month had passed since 
the posting of the letter in St. John’s 
before Mrs. O’Brien received the let­
ter. There was no delay on her part. 
There- was no Patrick K. -Williams at 
Bay Bulls. But she tried a Patrick 
Williams, who opened it and found 
the letter was not intended for him. 
Then she tried Patrick V. Williams, 
who apparently was the person for 
whom the letter was intended. She 
acted with promptness and she natur­
ally enough feels aggrieved that she 
should be charged with delaying the 
delivery of a letter, when the delay 
was caused by others and not by her, 
and when the main fault lay in the 
person who harf addressed the let­
ter.

Matters.

Yesterday we remarked that some 
people would like to see some slight , 
change in the election machinery of 
the Municipal Council, without going 
to the expense of employing at high
salaries commissoners, who should

be specialists in some particular class
of civics and devote their whole time 
to the benefit of the city. If such 
men were available locoUy and if
they could be obtained at a reason­
able salary and there was a much 
larger revenue for them to utilize in 
improving the sanitation and beauti­
fying of the city, there might be good 
ground to advocate the big change. 
But while there is comparatively little 
money available, and little prospect 
of any very large increase in civic 
revenue, it would be absurd to intro­
duce costly machinery to do what 
there is not money to- do. It seems 
to us it would be better to try and 
increase the revenue to the extent 
people are willing to pay and then 
give our present system a chance. 
We have no doubt that the members 
of the Municipal Council during the 
past ten years would have dene much 
better work had they had am pie i 
means at their disposal. We should 
like to see Councillors have a chance 
with a larger revenue. We think they 
would do much better work. We brink 
also they should not be condemned 
fer making improvements beyond the 
means at their disposal and that- the 
system should not be condemned 
wholesale for certain faults that are 
assignable not to the system but to in­
adequate revenues. We should how­
ever like to see a change in the sys­
tem of electing councillors and the 
ward system reintroduced. It would 
give a greater measure of responsibi­
lity if a Councillor found himself held 
responsible for a definite portion of 
the city. It is no novelty. IP would 
be but a reverson to the old system.

Tale of Horror.
Pierre Loti writes in the Daily Tele­

graph a terrible story of the Bulger 
atrocities :.t Adrinople. He claims 
that the facts are gleamed at first 
hand, and he gives a lurid account of 
his visit to Adrianople after It was re­
captured by the Turks.

"I wish simply toj tell in all sin­
cerity wyiiat I have' seen with my own 
eyes, seen in the desert which the Bul­
garians have made of Thrace. Oh, 
how it surpass: s in abomination 
everything that I bad been told, and 
all that 1 imagined! With ’.vhat fury 
have these Christian liberators work­
ed in order to accomplish so much 
destruction in a few months.

“A desert, I said, and the most tra­
gic of deserts, because one knows 
that the place was once' a smiling 
province, and that the earth is full of 
freshly-killed peasants. Nothing 
more.” ,

Here is one incident as the Bul- 
gars escaped from Adrianople.

"The Bulgarians took the time to 
throw into the wells a few last pri­
soners of war. Then they fled in dis­
order. They returned to capture a 
young Turkish officer. Re chid Bey 
son of the great Fuad, who approach­
ed to close to their claws. They tore 
his two eyes from their orbits, cut off 
both his arms, and then disappeared. 
That was their last crime, at^Ieast for 
the time being.

Slaughter of Prisoners. ^ -
“Poor Adrianople, whom I h-sve 

seen en fete, bedecked with flags and 
illuminated at evening in honour of 
Ramazan, possibly her last Ramazen! 
Behind this joy otf the people in the 
streets there remained the recollection 
of the atrocities of the preceding 
night. In the Turkish quarters I was 
shown demolished mosques, and doors 
and windows that had been baten in 
by the robbers or satyrs.

“ ... It was the hour of evening 
prayer, and I went with the Vali and 
his suite to the marvellous mosqup of 
Selim IL, where already thousands of 
men were prostrating themselves." 
adds Pierre Loti. “And that evening 
tlis hodjas chanted as though in a de­
lirium. Their beautiful clear voices 
seemed to soar towards the sGnorous 
dome, while the innumerable muffled 
and heavy voices of the kneeling faith­
ful accompanied them like a subter­
ranean rumbling. Never in any mos­
que have I heard such exaltation of 
prayer—prayer of action and of grace, 
and. at the same time, what supplicai- 
iou and terror!

“In a few days, alas! iS^ Europe 
brings j. the- Bulgarians ba<k here, 
what will become of all these implor­
ing men; what will become of these 
ber.utiful mosques which the believers 
fill with their ardent psalmody?"

The Novelist’s Girlhood.

These people had a porfound influ­
ence upon this serious young woman, 
and disturbed her religious beliefs so 
that she revçlted against the narrow 
evangelicalism of her own relatives. 
It was under their encouragement 
that she became a translator of Ger­
man works written in a spirit of de­
structive criticism against the Gospel 
story, and when her father died it 
was to the Brays that she owed her 
introduction to the literary circles of 
London.

In the year of the Great Exhibition 
she became the assistant editor of 
“The Westminster Review,” lodging 
at its headquarters in the Strand, and 
at the age of "thirty-two she became 
known to a group of philosophers and 
critics, of whom Herbert Spencer was 
the leading spirit/ as a woman of 
great leaning .and of great mental 
power. ?.

intellect revolted from absolute be­
lief in the Christian faith, her mind 
Was permeated with its teachings, 
and she had an ardent belief in the 
virtue of its moral lesions. She be­
lieved in the sacred duties of the 
marriage contract, she was severe 
and rigid in her hatred of loose be­
haviour among men and women, she 
was almost puritanical in her dislike 
of frivolity and fic.kleneess of charac­
ter, and in all her writings she 
preached the divine punishment of 
sin.

Yet it was this woman, this great 
moral teacher, who ran away with a 
married man, lived with him without 
lawful. right, and adopted Jus wife’s 
name as Mrs. George Henry Lewes.

What is the mystery- of George 
Eliot’s inconsistency?

Studying her life and understand­
ing something of the gravity and aus­
terity of this great woman’s mind, one 
cannot accuse her either of hypocrisy 
of of weakness. She who was a lover 
of truth, a hater of lies, had no con­
scious hypocrisy in her heart. And 
this woman who had studied the an­
cient and modern philosophers, who 
was a blue-stocking of learning, and 
whose brain was more powerful than 
that of many great thinkers of her 
time, did not fall into sin by the 
mere weakness of womanhood beguil­
ed by false promises op by feminine 
pàssion. She was strong in intellect,

When the Boom Started.

Recently an official Canadian report 
declared that the capital invested ir 
the industry of raising black foxes foi 
pelts during 1912 realized 300 pel 
cent. As a matter of fact, the indus­
try has lately developed into a gamb­
ling mania. There are great risks at­
tached to fox farming, but the profits 
resulting from expert managership 
of a good stock of foxes are such as 
to encourage the most timorous spec­
ulators to invest their money.

The loom really started about 25

yei.rs ago, the na couple of tarn
on Prince Edward lslctnd realized 
that the demand for fox fur was fast 
outgrowing the supply. They started 
experiments in breeding, and carried 
on their work very quietly for sever­
al years at a handsome profit. Others 
were ultimately attracted by their 
success, and as years went by fox 
farms sprang up all over the place.

ft 7,04)0 For a Pair of Foxes,

The pelts of the black and silver 
fox fetch an extraordinary price in 
London and on the Continent, and‘you 
cannot buy one in the fur shops un­
der £60. while the best quality fetch 
as much cs £500. As an illustration 
of the value of pure-bred foxes for 
breeding purposes, it might be men­
tioned that the two hunters who 
founded the industry years ago have 
sold a pair of rare animals for as 
much as £4.000. And'yet so little 
was the value and beauty of the pelt 
of the silver fox appreciated before 
the fox-breeding industry was start­
ed that it was pcsible to buy a skin 
for £10.

One of the pioneers of the industry 
was the Hon. Charles Dalton, of the 
Dalton Company already referred to, 
which paid a dividend of 40 per cent, 
on a capital of £ 125,000 this year. 
In 1887 Mr.. Dalton bought a piir of 
silvers. Their progency was not of 
the rare colour. Not long after. how­
ever, he acquired a pair of the verit­
able silver blacks, whose pelts are of 
a rich and glossy black, with white 
“points” along the back and the 
hind-legs, and a pure white tip to the 
bushy black brush. It was from these 
two original animals that Mr. Dal­
ton's .ranch acquired its reputation. 
For a certain pair of foxes £7,000 has 
been offered and refused : while dur­
ing 1912 the Dalton sold six pairs of 
black' foxes for shipment to Russia 

for £20,000. , .
As a rtile, each phir of foxes pro­

duces 50 or 60 cubs in a lifetime. The 
expenses of maintaining a farm are 
very small, for a fox costs anything

Healthy and
Unheal hy Lighting

Gas, It may be said, vitiates the at 
mosphere. True. But it also helps V 
purify it. Its purifying power li 
greater than its vitiating power 
Electricity does not vitiate, nor does i 
purify. Hear what three eminen- 
men have said: —

Much evidence has lately been ad 
duced to show that gas is more tisefu 
than the electric light in promoting ef 
ficient ventilation of air. It is for this 
amongst other reasons, that gas is be 
ing frequently substituted for the elec 
trie light. The latest example is, per 
haps, the Society of Medical Officers o 
Health, which has recently installée 
gas on its premises, after experience 
with the electric light.—Dr. Jamiesoi 
B. Hurry.

He would merely add that no mem 
her who had experience of their meet 
ing room under the old conditions 
could deny the improvement that hat 
taken place since gas had been sub 
stituted for the electric light and tht 
new system of heating and ventilatioi 
had been installed.—Dr. Reginald Dud 
field, before the Society of Medical Of 
fleers of Health.

Caught After 
Long Chase.

'lorris Gutman is Charged With 
Swindling Seventy Banks.

New York, December 6.—Morris Gut- 
nan, indicted here on a charge of 
vrand larceny, ended to-night a 15,- 
100 mile journey begun as a fugitive 
rom justice. Guarded by Bernard 
Tood, a detective from the District 
attorney’s Office, Gutman arrived as 
i passenger on the steamship Van 
Dyck, from South American ports. 
He had been arrested in Rio Janeiro 
after a search by city and private de­
tectives. aided by the state depart­
ment. which communicated with sév­
irai Central and South American Gov- 
irnments in the effort to trace him.

Gutman is accused of swindling 
seventy banks out of $25,000. Several 
days before his indictment last sum­
mer he fled to Montreal. His disap­
pearance was at first accounted for by 
explanations by friends that he had 
committed suicide, \yhen he was fin­
ally located in Canada, he ftçtJJJo New 
Orleans and thenoe to Gantamala, 
Chile, Peru, and acroès the continent 
to Brazilian cities. The American 
Bankers Association was insjUawn^tal 
in having extradition* papertt jpFèpariid. 
Gutmah tried to leap overboard .front 
a ship when Detective Flood arrested 
him.
