LONDON BUDGET.
LONDON, Nov. 30.

With the retreat of the greater part 
of the Serbian army across the Alba­
nian frontier, the slowness of opera­
tions against Montenegro, and in 
Southern Serbia, owing to winter 
weather, and the absence of any ma­
jor operations on the Western or 
Eastern fronts,. interest on the mili­
tary side of the war is now transfer­
red to the Austrian-Italian fronts, 
where King Victor Emmanuel’s troops 
are carrying on an energetic offen­
sive against the Austrians. Fighting 
on this front has been the most sus­
tained and fiercest battle of the 
whole war. For weeks the Italians 
have been attacking the Austrians’ 
bridgeheads and mountain positions 
along the Isonzo River, and are slow­
ly, but surely, drawing thpir nets 
arotmd Tolmino, Gorizia and Dober- 
do. Their attacks have been repeat­
ed, time after time, against positions 
which had been most carefully pre­
pared, and while the Austrians report 
that most of these assaults have been 
repulsed, their accounts are consider­
ed here to have been so worded as to. 
prepare the public for retirement 
from Gorizia at least. This for the 
time being is Italy’s contribution to 
the Balkan operations of the Allies, 
for it keeps a large force of Austrians 
busy and makes if necessary for them 
continually to bring up reinforce­
ments which could be usefully em­
ployed against Montenegrins and. Ser­
bians. . The Serbians, unless followed 
into Albania, v$ill in time probably re­
appear as a rejuvenated army, for it 
is said that 250,000 of them, including 
soldiers and civilians, have taken, 
refuge there, and that they have sav­
ed all their mountain batteries and a 
portion of their field guns. Also in­
cluded in this number are all youths, 
who can fill gaps when equipment 
reaches them from the Adriatic.

German papers state that Field 
Marshal Von Mackenzen's' army with 
Bulgarian^ and Turks, is.tp be direct­
ed against the Anglo-French forces in 
the south, but doubtless many of 
them are* going down the Danube to 
meet the Russian menace. The pub­
lic is expecting every day to hear of a 
movement of the Russian army which 
the Emperor recently reviewed in 
Bessarabia, but apparently negotia­
tions with Roumania for the use of 
the Danube have not been completed. 
A Budapest report goes so far as to 
say that Roumania has refused her 
permission to the Russians to use the 
river through Roumanian territory, 
which would be a more convenient 
route for attack on western Bulgaria. 
There also seems to be some hitch in 
the Allies' negotiations 'with Greece, 
for nothing is yet forthcoming as to 
the latter country’s reply to the latest 
demands for guarantees of safety, and 
facilities for the Entente armies op­
erating near the Greek frontier. The 
Greek reply was expected yesterday, 
and delay in its receipt leads to the sup­
position that the Greek cabinet is not 
prepared to go as far as the Entente 
Powers desire.

Artillery, grenade throwers, min­
ers, sappers, and airmen continue 
their activity on the Western front 
British monitors are also making it 
lively for the Germans along the Bel­
gian coast.

The Russians, by a counter attack 
in the region of Illoukst, have 'driven 
Marshal Von Hindenburg’s men a lit­
tle-further from the Dvina River. 
These, however, are only incidents, 
doubtless undertaken to test • the 
strength of the opposing forces.

Warm Clothing
for Our Boys.

It is a matter for regret that our 
boys in the trenches should not have 
been as well and as promptly pro­
vided with warm clothing as soldiers 
of other regiments fighting by their 
side.

Sagona Back
From Labrador.

The s.s. Sagona, Capt. W. Parsons, 
arrived in port from Labrador at 10 
a.m. to-day, having been as far north 
as Holton. The ship left here on 
Thursday, the 11th inst., and encoun­
tered stormy weather on the way 
north. She spent one day at Greens- 
pond, and during the big storm which 
lasted three days was at Herring Neck. 
From Battle Harbor north fair weath­
er was met all the way to Holton. At 
the latter place the hills are covered 
with snow .but there has been very 
little frost on that coast to date. Capt. 
Parsons informs us that the storm 
was felt considerably on the Labra­
dor coast but no damage was done, as 
all shipping had left and stages and all 
movable houses had been taken up 
some weeks previous. All the liviers 
have left their summer quarters and 
gone inland for the winter. Capt. Par­
sons says that he has heard of no des­
titution on the coast, and that as far 
as he can learn the people are-well 
stocked with supplies for the winter. 
The Sagona brought 1200 packages of 
freight, including 400 casks of whale 
oil and 400 sacks guano from the 
Hawke’s Harbor whaling station. The 
remainder of the cargo is made up 
principally of trout, saRnon and other 
products of the fishery from ethe Hud­
son Bay Co’s, station at Cartwright. 
All the lightkeepers and Marconi oper­
ators from the Labrador coast came 
along by the ship, and most of them 
were, landed at Harbor Grace. The 
passengers to this port were Mr. J. J. 
Collins, Supt. of Marconi stations, Mr. 
Max Pike, operator at American 
Tickle, and Mr. Hodder, operator at 
Smokey. The Sagona will not go 
north again this season, but as soon 
as her freight is discharged she will 
be put in readiness for the Cabot 
Strait service.

PARIS, To-day.
The Bulgarians continued to ad­

vance yesterday, a correspondent 
says: Fighting occurred on the
heights near Monastir. Col. Vassitah, 
Commander of the Serb forces at 
Monastir, who once captured the city 
from the Turks, is said to have an­
nounced his purpose to carry the 
fighting even in the streets of the 
town ; the Serb forces there consist 
only of three thousand men.

BONAR LAW DECLARES WE SHALL
FIGHT THROUGH DIFFICULTIES
TO VICTORY.

LONDON, To-day.
Andrew Bonar Law, Secretary for 

:he Colonies, presiding last night at a 
5t. Andrew’s Day banquet, declared 
le felt more hopeful as to the out­
come of the war than he had for 
months past. In reply to the state­
ment of German newspapers which 
had said Britain was on the point of 
bankruptcy. Law said the country 
was a long way -from it, but that he 
lid not pretend we could go on inde- 
I'.nitely, on the present scale, but the 
wealth of Britain, he added, had not 
been touched as yet. She could bear 
the strain for a longer period thgn 
her enemies. Speaking of the great 
armies which Britain has raised, Law 
said, the number of men killed or 
wounded up to the present was three 
fold greater than the entire expedi­
tionary force at the outbreak of the 
war. Referring to the conditions of 
affairs in the Near East, the Colonial 
Secretary said it was no better than 
could be gathered from the newspap­
ers. 1 go further, he continued, and 
say that I look for no specially good 
news for many months to come, and 
we may have bad news long before 
we have good, but that does not alter 
my opinion.

THE AUSTRIAN CABINET CRISIS.
ZURICH, To-day.

Rumors of impending changes in 
the Austrian Cabinet have excited 
surprise and some apprehension in 
political circles in Vienna, according 
to advice received here from Austrian 
capital. The Austrian Parliament 
has not been in session since the out­
break of war. Fear is expressed in 
some despatches reaching Zurich 
frpm Vienna that matters of great 
portent must arise to induce Minis­
terial change in the present critical 
moment.

There is a special ritual prescrib­
ed for the imposition of the Pallium 
and this important ceremony will take 
place in the Cathedral on Sunday, De­
cember 12th. The ceremony will be 
preceded by the celebration of Solemn 
High Mass which will be sung by the 
Right Rev. Mgr. Sears, V. G., repre­
senting the Diocese of St. George’s. 
The Pallium will be imposed by His 
Lordship Bishop March, of Harbour 
Grace, the senior suffragan of the 
Province. There will be also a ser­
mon special to the occasion which will 
tie delivered by "the Very Rev. J. J. 
McDermott, Administrator of the 
Cathedral.

We OngM to 
Have Fought Germany,

Says Grand Duchess of Luxemburg. 
“They have stolen my country. Like 

so many thieves, they sneaked into 
my beautiful land, and overnight they 
turned my flower gardens into open- 
air stables for their cavalry horses.”

So spoke the fair ruler of Luxem­
burg when I recently saw her in her 
palace.

She is only twènty-one years of age, 
this beautiful girl-ruler of Luxem­
burg; slender, handsome, unmarried, 
and with five younger sisters to take 
care of; the youngest, Sophie, is only 
thirteen years old; next, Elizabeth, 
fourteen ; Antoinette, sixteen ; Hilda, 
eighteen ; and Charlotte, nineteen.

It was not easy for me to interview 
this Grand Duchess.

Faced by Men With Bayonets.

Facing the handsome entrance to 
the Palace there stand two Prussian 
guards. Whenever anyone approach­
es this entrance, unless one can pro­
duce a satisfactory parchment, he or 
she, faces two sharp-edged bayonets.

“You must give me sufficient rea­
son for your seeking an interview with 
her Highness.” A pair of blades were 
levelled at my breast.

“But I have been her tutor. I------ ”
Then a slender girl rushed out of 

the gate towards me, totally ignoring 
the presence of the two unwanted 
guards, and holding out her- arms 
cried :—

“My dear old teacher! Do not al­
low these horrible creatures to 
frighten you!”

Saying this she took my arm, and 
between the two bayonets we passed 
on into the Palace, where in previous 
years I had the honour of teaching 
her little Highness her first French 
lessons.

I had scarcely seated myself beside 
her when she broke out, with tears 
running down her cheeks, now crying, 
now sobbing, saying: —

“Not satisfied with destroying our 
beautiful scenery, they have also 
stolen our public buildings, our local 
government, our post, our educational 
establishments, and they have forci­
bly taken charge of our railroad, for 
which we have spent more than 15,- 
080,000 francs.

“We Feel We Were Robbed.”

They seized our telegraph system, 
and whenever my people protested too 
strongly, they arrested them and sent 
them to remote Prussian military pris­
ons; more that 200 of my leading citi­
zens have been sent out of their coun­
try to Germany.

“My people, my once happy and 
prosperous people, are to-day poor 
and at the verge of starvation.r

“Even I have to receive a permit 
from a Prussian officer before I can 
drive my own' car on my own roads, 
in my own land. I must even get a 
permit from a Prussian officer" before 
I can use the telephone which was 
established by our own funds.

‘This is annexai’on; not annexa­
tion through conquest, but annexa­
tion through stealing.

The people of Belgium have rea­
son to be proud of their great achieve­
ments in fighting the arrogant con­
queror, but we feel we were robbed 
in the small hours of the night.

Belgians in her present position; for 
my present plight is more bitter than 
hers.

“They were cowards. For many 
years these Prussians have been plot­
ting against my country in accord­
ance with that general German plan.

“My country, with its 300,000 popu­
lation, has been harboring hundreds 
of German spies, and when the ap­
pointed hour came these men turned 
out to he officers in the Imperial Ger­
man armies. Even my two German 
drivers were disguised officers ; and 
when that fateful'first of August night 
had arrived they appeared in German 
uniforms.

“The Germans had their outposts 
established everywhere in my coun­
try, and my unsuspecting people h^d 
always treated these treacherous 
spies with the utmost consideration.

“They have published broadcast 
that I have received the Iron Cross 
from the German Emperor. It is not 
true. 1 have received a medal from 
the Red Cross officials.

They can­
not compensate for the damage the 
800,000 Germans have done to the 
scenery of my land with money; and 
even then, they have only paid the. 
paltry sum of £20,000 for destroying 
hundreds of buildings ‘for military 
reasons.’ They never mention the 
fact that we have spent more than 
£6Q,000 for our Red Cross»in taking 
Care of their wounded soldiers.

“And now my own,people are gtarv- 
ving, and they must beg their daily' 
bread from the hands of their rob­
bers.”

The Luxemburgers are, indeed, star­
ving.

The working-men who were former­
ly employed in the tanneries, distill­
eries, breweries and wine groves ai;e 
how working for the invaders of their 
country, and instead of the wages they 
used to receive they now receive meal 
tickets, entitling them to “KK” bread,' 
and, in rare instances, to “K” bread, 
which is commonly known as the 
“war bread.”

The “R” bread consists of fifty per 
cent, of rye, thirty per cent, of pota­
toes, and twenty per cent, of barley, 
oats and rice; while the “KK” bread 
is made of thirty per cent, rye, thirty 
per cent, chaff, and forty per cent, 
pig’s blood.

Alas! poor Luxemburg ! And the 
little Grand Duchess, bereft of her 
liberty and her beloved country.—

Facts About Salonika, The Famous 
1 Old Greek Seaport.

ft ■.
Salonika, the Greek port where, the 

hllidd troops landed, is a remarkai. e 
town in a number of ways. It was at 
that town that St. Paul addre sped* his 
two epistlJ! to the Thessalonians, and 
even in his time the town was over 
three hundred years old and famous.

The town is quite the most im­
portant of the Balkan ports, and the 
terminus of several of the chief Bal­
kan railways, a fact of great import­
ance in the landing and movement of 
troops.

It possesses the finest harbour of 
any of the Balkan seaports, foi* not 
only is it naturally a fine anchoring- 
place for big ships, but in the last 
few years a breakwater six hundred 
yards long, with two piers each a 
third of that length have been built.

The people who live in Salonika— 
pronuounced, by the way, as though 
spelt Sal-on-eeka—are of all •nation- 
ities—Greeks, Turks, Bulgarians, 
British, French, Americans, Jews and 
others. The representatives of each"1 
race always wear their own national 
costume.

Another great advantage it has for 
troops landing there" is the fact that it 
is defended on the land side from at­
tack by a great chain of lakes, mak­
ing it extremely difficult to capture. 
The Greeks, in the last Balkan War 
captured it because they managed to 
get in the town a few hours before the 
Bulgarians, and they have held on to 
it ever since.

The subject of cigars is so vast 

that*the mere attempt to contemplate 
it produces dizziness and gives the 
t> pewriter blind staggers.

Over 300,000,000 men on this planet 
I i smoking cigars each day. They 
r nsume on an average of 600,000,- 
000 cigars daily. This means the 
burning of 600,000,000 matches, which 
must be made from the wood of 160 
acres of forest. It means that prob­
ably 150,000,000 men are stopped each 
day by 150,000,000 other men who 
vaut to borrow a match. The time 
wasted in this operation alone is 
equal to 300,000,000 minutes a day, 
or 5.000,000 hours, or 200,000 days, or 
547 years—long enough to build,and 
completely finish a postoffice building 
ill Chicago. ,

To say nothing of the time spent 
by each man in trying to paste down 
the end of his cigar so that it will 
not unwrap and allow the backbone 
to fall out. The time wasted in this 
performance would dig a , Panama 
canal each day.

Smoking cigars is one of the very 
few forms of legal arson. Each day 
the public Ignites $10,000,000 worth 
of cigars which are a total loss by 
evening. Cigars are made of tobacco 
and near tobacco and almost tobacco 
and alleged and pseudo and quondam 
and quasi tobaccoi They are like 
great singers. They go best under 
foreign names. This prejudice has 
filled our country with' “La Ropera,” 
“Burna Vila” and “San Queroseno” 
cigar, any one of which would smell 
as energetically under the American 
translation. In fact, the choice of a 
name for a cigar is much more im­
portant than the choice of tobacco 
A “Colorado Clara” cigar will sell 
nicely, but any manufacturer who 

- puts a “Missouri Mabel" cigar on 
the market would be ruined in a 
month. When a manufacturer has 
secured a good free burning name 
and a gilt and pink corset which will 
attract the eye, he is so well satis­
fied that he frequently doesn’t bother 
about picking out any tobacco at all.

There are three grades of cigars: 
Good cigars, bad cigars and election 
cigars. Practically the only social 
division among men in the United 
States is made by the ten-cent cigar. 
Above the ten cent limit are the 
aristocracy, the prosperous business 
class and the speifdthrifts. Below it 
is the plain citizen who works hard 
for his money and can smoke with 
pleasure and content a cigar that 
biteth like a serpent and stingeth 
like an adde*-

Household Notes.
When bread and butter is left over 

from breakfast adopt the follow me­
thod, and it will keep quite fresh and 
moist for teatime : Cover it over with 
l napkin, wrung out of cold water, 
and keep in a cool place.

To make meat cooked in a gas 
oven juicy, place a jar half filled with 

^bld water at. the bottom of the oven. 
The steam rising from the water 
makes the air in the oven moist and 

•prevents the meat from getting hard.
Housekeeper, if you are so fortu- 

aate as to have a south porch, put on 
vour sweater and take the mending 
out there. You will be surprised how 
much better you will feel if you take 
overy opportunity to breathe the out­
side air.

If saucepans or kettles have to be 
used over a smoky fire, try smearing 
a little grease over the bright parts. 
This will prevent the smoke from 
blackening them. If washed after­
wards in hot water, the pan will be 
as bright as ever.

Never throw away the ends of 
candles; drop them into a little white 
bag, and they will come in handy on 
ironing day. Occasionally pass the 
iron over the bag, and it will give the 
article a gloss as well as prevent the 
iron from sticking.

Do not rub woolens or flannels 
except in parts where the garment 
happens to be particularly grubby ; 
just swish it up and down in a soapy 
lather and give an occasional squeeze. 
When all. the dirrt has come out the 
garment is ready for rinsing.

It is a pity to waste starch when 
you have made half a bowlful for the 
purpose of starching just a few little 
things, but this can be avoided by let­
ting the starch settle, pouring off the 
water and then drying the starch in a 
warm oven. It will thus form into a 
hard cake and you can use it again.

Too much importance cannot be 
placed upon the careful cleaning of 
vegetables that are eaten raw. All 
salad, celery, radishes, etc., should lie 
in cold water for two or three hours 
and soak before they are finally 
scrubbed. There should be a small 
brush that is used for another pur­
pose.

Your BoXs and [Girls.
It is very important to keep the 

baby’s feet and legs warm: Stockings 
and diaper should meet, leaving no 
part of the leg exposed. In cold 
weather and When it grows cold to­
wards night it is well for him to wear 
a pair of merino stockings. These 
need not be all wool, indeed if of a 
mixture of cotton they are much bet­
ter as they will not shrink.

Fishery.

Instructive Letter From Mr. A. F’ree- 
man to his Brother—Handed to The 
Evening Telegram for PubUcation.

S. S. Flamingo,
Massett, B. C., 

Oct 30th, 1915. 
Dear Bill,—I wrote you from Na- 

namou this trip when sailing, since 
then we have been out 13 days and 
have only 2,000 lbs. I came in here 
to-day with a! sick man, old Paddy 
Sheehan, you may know him, he fish- 

■ ed with Mark just before he went 
I home. It is blowing a gale now from 

S. E. and have been nearly all the 
I trip. Fish is unusually scarce and 
I we cannot find any no matter where 
; we go. I don’t know yet if we will be 
| running all the winter or not. There 

is practically no fish to get and the 
1 halibut business seems doomed here 
for steamer fishing. There is quite a 
lot of small gasolene boats, and some 
quite large boats capable of carrying 
over 100,000 lbs., and they are fishing 
all tfie way from Columbia River, that 
is 130 miles south of Cape Flattery to 
Kodiak Island, in Alaska, a distance of 
about 1,500 miles, and now the only 
trips of any account is got in Alaska 
about Portlock Bank, off Kodiak Is­
land. We do not go there as we can­
not carry supplies for the trip; the 
fish is getting scarce there and it is 
only a matter of a short time when 
these grounds will be the same as 

, thope we are fishing on here.
| To show you how scarce we have 
j found the fish this' year:—We have 
taken 32,000 lbs. of frozen bait every 
trip this summer and fall, that 
equals 80 casks of 400 lbs. each or 160 
barrels, enough to run from 750 to 
800 tubs of gear of 8 lines or 400 
fathoms, and the largest catch we 
have got was only 115,000. You 
can see that we have to do a lot of 
fishing now to get a few fish. I see 
by some Newfoundland papers I get 
that a schooner had ppt in at Woods’ 
Island with 100,000 lbs. of fletched 
halibut, that would equal about 250,- 
000 lbs. of fresh fish. I do not know 
whether Woods’ Island is in New­
foundland or Labrador, but no matter 
where a schooner can get fish a steam­
er can easily double the working of 
the same crew with corresponding re­
sults. I have before me here now the 
Fishing Gazette, of New York, show­
ing the prices of halibut in the New 
York market from August 21st to 27th. 
For Eastern halibut, 16 to 17 cents 
per pound for white, and 13 to 14 
cents for gray, each day. The pro­
portion would probably be 25c. for 
grey, Pacific or Western halibut, 10 
to 12 cents per pound according to 
quality. That is a rather larger dif­
ference than usually exists. Eastern 
halibut is always quoted from 2 to 4 
cents above Western. I have won­
dered that some of our Newfoundland 
people do not look more into the pos­
sibilities of the fresh fish business. 
There is no duty on halibut going to 
the U. S. A., and other expenses for 
operating if ice and facilities for ship 
ping over the railroad çould be ar­
ranged for it sbouItSbe less than from 
this coast. ' This summer some of the 
steamers from Seattle have been fish­
ing at Shumagin Iàland, more than 
1,600 miles from Seattle, that is about 

i the same distance as from Boston to 
j Cape Mugford. It is the same as if 
I steamers from Boston caught their 
j fish at Cape Mugford, landed at Bos 
ton and shipped to Seattle. If a 
steamer could land at say Trinity and 
ship it would save about 1,600 miles 
of run and give that much more time 
for fishing. We have to pay 3 cents 
per pound express rate and it takes 
5 to .6 days to New York or Boston, it 
should take far less time from Trinity 
not being much more than one-third 
the distance. The express rate should 
be less, while the difference in price 
ranges from 15 to 20 per cent, more 
for eastern fish.

Those grounds out here are getting 
fished out and the dogfish is getting 
everywhere. It is only a matter of 
time until the Americans or some 
others will take this matter up. I 
have been approached about the same 
subject as to future prospects. They 
are freezing salmon and halibut at 
Prince Rupert and shipping to Eng­
land. A cold storage is a very neces­
sary adjunct to handling fresh fish on 
any extensive scale. It is not such a 
very expensive affair to run when 
once completed. We make ice for 
$1.50 per ton after paying 25 cents a 
thousand gallons for water and it 
takes very little power to hold any­
thing when once it is frozen. All the 
boats here use frozen bait as it keeps 
much better when thawed out than 
fresh bait; it will stay good on trawls 
4 or 5 days in the warm, weather ; 
fresh herring would drop to pieces 
in half the time. The cold storage at 
Prince Rupert sells bait at $15 per 
ton; their regular price is about $20 
per ton. You can see that the method 
is cheap. There is a steam plant and 
their coal cost them landed in Prince 
Rupert about $7.00 per ton. They, 
also pay about twice as high wages 
as is paid in Newfoundland. We pay 
$16 per ton at Alberne, Vancouver Is­
land (West Coast) and pay the freight 
to Vancouver, costing us about $20 
per ton. The plan now adopted out 
here in all the freezers is to freeze 
in blocks of about 50 or 100 lbs. A 
50 lb. block is 18 inches x 20 inches 
square and 4 Inches thick, the other 
(s of larger area but of same thiçk- 
ness. That gives surface enough to 
thaw out when baiting. They keep 
better and do not break up in hand­
ling; also, they can be packed like 
boxes. It would be a fine thing if a 
small bait plant was in the bight it 
would give the people fresh bait any­
time, and could be put up at very 
small cpst, especially caplin.
