The last to reach the 
Conference was General Smuts, re­
presentative of South Africa. Gener­
al Smÿts and the senior representa­
tive from India were in uniform, all 
the others being in mufti.

Hon. Walter Long, on be­
half of the Colonial Office to-day. as­
sured the large gathering of overseas 
journalists of his determination to see 
they were given all the facilities that 
would be enjoyed by the home press 
with regard to the Imperial War Con­
ference.

The Nationalists would wel 
come a general election, and would 
oppose a Bill for the prolongation of 
the present Parliament in order to 
force an election. If Bonar Law rais­
es anti-Irish feeling in London he 
would find the Irish could fight as 
well, as many things would come' out 
in the situation that the hon. gentle­
man and his friend» would not like. 
Irishmen, continued Dillon, would ask 
what were the relations between the 
Ulster leaders and Baron Kuslmann, 
who was in Ulster before the war, 
What about the despatch sent by 
Kuslmann to Berlin on receipt of 
which the Emperor determined to go 
on with the war? An anti-Irish 
election in England, Dillon continued, 
would cause a disturbance which 
would spread throughout the Empire 
and to America. Secretary Edward 
Duke, Chief Secretary tor Ireland, de­
fending the Government denied that 
there was any specific pledge to pub 
lisb a report of the courtmartial, and 
said that in view of the grave situ­
ation in Ireland the Government de­
cided that publication pf it would be 
prejudicial to the welfare of the 
country and might lead to disorder 
and bloodshed in Ireland. Joseph 
Devlin, Nationalist, supporting Dillon, 
declared that the Chief Secretary for 
Ireland was being terrorized by the 
reactionaries at Dublin Castle, If the 
Government precipitated an election, 
Devlin added, he wished them joy as 
a result. The Government could not 
assail Irishmen at home without as 
sailing the gallant men fighting its 
battles at the front, Dillon concluded.

MORE MEN WANTED.
LONDON, March 20.

In an appeal to employers to amal­
gamate by pooling their Interests so 
as to release all available labor to fill 
the gaps in the British Army, Col.

Their Generous Treatment Praised by 
Casper Whitney.

,To the Editor of The New York Times
May I beg your Indulgence and a 

small bit of your space for a protest 
against an open diregard of well- 
established knowledge—as to the 
English treatment of Germans in 
England? In its Feb. 8 issue The 
Evening Post said editorially:

We do not wish to see repeated 
here those disgraceful scenes enact 
ed in England at the outbreak of the 
war when German men, women and 
children, who had nothing to do with 
the causes of the war, were turned 
into the streets to starve, their shops 
raided by mobs and their property 
stolen and destroyed.

This is so gross a mis-statement as 
to be ridiculous. It is well known to 
every one having even slightest war­
time acquaintance with London an 
the English that the Germans have 
been amazingly well treated by t s 
most tolerant people on earth. No 
scenes such as those described by The 
Post were witnessed in London or 
elsewhere at the outbreak of the war ; 
nor have German men, women or 
children “been turned into the streets 
to starve," either at the war’s out­
break or at any subsequent time.

German business interests have 
been respected, German residences 
unmolested, German property safe­
guarded. and German men and wo­
men given a freedom of action and a 
generosity of treatment that is the 
marvel and the admiration of every 
foreigner in England.

Indeed, such extreme consideration 
of the subjects of an unscrupulous 
enemy has been criticised as unn®ceB" 
aary and dangerous; and in truth the 
Germans themselves have laughed 
over and plotted under the humane li­
cense.

Ryan,” reported in Morris’s Law Re­
ports, 1904, page 220. In that case 
tho liquor was sold on the licensed 
premises of the appellant in St 
John's and delivered and paid for in 
Carbonear, a town then under the 
Local Option Law.

In giving Judgment the Chief Jus­
tice, Sir William Horwood, on behalf 
of the Court, said: “We hold that the 
sade here was made by the appellant 
upon his licensed premises in St. 
John's, when he accepted his custom­
er’s proposal to purchase, appropria­
ted the specific liquor to his customer 
and forwarded it to him in accordance 
with his instructions."

In Pletts vs. Beatty, 1896, 1 Q.B. 
D., 519, which was quoted as a lead­
ing authority in support of the Ap­
pellant in the above case, Judge 
Wells says: “Sale and delivery are 
two distinct elements in a contract of 
sale. Delivery may be necessary in 
order to create a debt, but neverthe­
less there may be a sale without a de­
livery of the thing sold, and such a 
sale, it seems to me, is sufficient to 
satisfy the statute in this case. All 
the law requires is that the elements 
which substantially constitute sale 
shall take place on the licensed prem­
ises.”

Chalmer’s Sale of Goods, 17th, Ed. 
Rule 1, Sec. IS: “Where there is an 
unconditional contract for the sale of 
specific goods, in a deliverable state, 
the property in the goods passes to 
the buyer when the contract is made, 
and it is immaterial whether the time 
of payment or the time of delivery, or 
both, is postponed.”

Sec. 1, Sub-Sec. 3: “If there has 
been a sale and the seller breaks his 
engagement to deliver the goods, the 
buyer has not only a personal remedy 
against t!:o seller, but also the usual 
proprietary remedies in respect of the 
goods themselves, such as actions for 
conversion and detinue.”

Sub-Sec. 3, Sec. 17: “Whereby the 
contract itself,” says Lord Wensley- 
dale, “the vendor appropriates to the 
vendee a specific chattel and pays the 
stipulated price, the parties are then 
in the same situation as they would 
be after the delivery of goods in pur­
suance of the general contract. The 
very appropriation of the chattel is 
equivalent to delivery by the vendor, 
and the assent of the vendee to take 
the specific chattel and to pay the 
price is equivalent to his accepting 
possession. The effect of this con­
tract, therefore, is to vest the pro­
perty in the bargainee.”

“The essence of Sale is the trans­
fer of the property in a thing from 
one person to another for a price”

In my judgment a complete sale 
occurred at the Defendant's licensed 
premises on the 26tli of December, 
1916. An appropriation of the liquor 
was made to the purchaser, the price 
paid, and delivery on the 2nd of Janu­
ary was not a violation of Sec. 4 of 
the Prohibition Act, 1916. •

The complaint against the defend­
ant is therefore dismissed.
