To-day’s race Was |gciated Press.)—A new nation hav-

ing an approximate area of 100, 000
miles and a population of 4,000,000
will come into existence to-morrow
when the governments of Honduras, |
Guatemala and Salvador will cease toi
function and the Provisional Federal
Council of the Central American Fed-
eration, composed of those countries
will take charge. The new republic
lies- between Mexico and Nicaragua,
with Tegucigalpa as its capital. The
pact of the union was signed early in
Janunary of this year at San Josg,;
Costa Rica, by the three menﬂonedi
states and Costa Rica, whose Na-
tional Assembly rejected it later by a,
vote of 19 to 20. Nicaragua refused to:
sign the pact on account of differen-
ces with its neighbor states about thel
interpretation of the Bryan-Chamorro |
treaty, which gave to' the United
States special right for the construc-
tion of a new inter-oceanic canal
through its territory.

Making Volcanoes Work

It is propoaed that the heat from
Kilouea, a  volcano on the island of
Hawai, shall be made to provide elec-
tric light and power for every part of
the island. This volcano has a per-
petually active crater, and is an awe-
inspiring spectacle for tourists.

A ‘request has been addressed to the
Legislation of Hawai asking for the
appropriation of £6,000, which, with a
like amount from the Hawaian Volcano
Research Association, will be used for
borings and other preliminary work.

It is hoped that >Sulphur, copper,
and other materials may be recovered
from the gades of the crater, while it
may be found possible to use the power
generated to extract nitrogen from the

heavy seas.” The wreck was sold,i
lock, stock and barrel, ‘for $2,000 to'
the Premier Lumber Company, which
sent Percy A. Sills from Vancouver
with a crew of salvagers under the
foremanship of Capt. J. C. Jenson, a
coast-wise skipper. five
weeks ago to glean what they could
from the wreck. They found the af-
ter part of the ship impossible of sal-.
vage.
stripped of cargo, & steering  engine,
anchors, winches, fourteen tons. of
anchor chains, cargo booms, and two'
lifeboats, and even a compass has been "
recovered. Wreckers had taken sal-
vage (o the value of $25,000 before the
legal salvagers arrived. -Much of this
has been recovered. < ‘One man was
caught 'in the act of drawing out a -
yvery long wire cable, which he was

winding about his deckhouse as /it
came aboard his tug. The cable held
him fast while the police boat came
alongside and served himr a summons
for tkeft. The work -has taken five
weeks and will be abandoned . in a
few days. Next spring the salvage
company may attempt ‘to float the Tor-
ward half of the vessel, unless she
settles too far into the sand. When
Capt. Jensen and his men first went
aboard, they took a donkey. engine,
which was swung into place with the
Exporter’s derrick and winches. Steam
was supplied through flexible pipes
connected with the tug boats along-
side. Now tﬁey generate their own
steam, Fresh water for men and eng-
ines is carried in 'a lifeboat towed
daily from shore eight miles away.
The lumber which comprised the bulk
of the cargo was- bound’ with “wire
ropes, cast' adrift and allowod to
drift shoreward, where it was picked
up" by fishboats.
