(C.P.)—Profes­
sor Horace Lamb, noted scholar and 
writer on mathematical physics, 
President of the British Association 
"for the Advancement of Science, at 
the opening of the annual " conven­
tion of'the British Association, yes­
terday, at Southampton declared thpt 
the dislike to science was new poli­
tical, rather than ecclesiastical, as 
the habits of sober, accurate analysis 
promoted by science was net always 
favorable to social or economic the­
ories resting mainly on an emotion­
al basis.

Referring to the disappointment 
and disillusion sometimes expressed 
that science had not produced a new 
era of prosperity and international 
reconciliation, President Lamb point­
ed out that sloçnce was unable to Im­
prove human nature but he claimed 
that science tended to increase the 
intellectual and material and even 
the aesthetic possessions of the 
world.

Dealing particularly with Geo­
physics, President Lamb regretted 
that the observational side had been 
negleeted. In England. He paid a 
tribute to India for efficient geodetic 
Gravitational work done there. He 
alluded to the institution of a read­
ership in geodesy, the science of sur­
veying, in Cambridge University 
whereby he hoped a gravity survey 
of the British Isles would be initia­
ted, while with the co-operation of 
the navy he hoped a gravity chart of 
the world—hitherto almost a blank 
with regard to the ocean—might 
gradually be filled in.

effort has been made to reach a settle­
ment. Xt the end ot 1923, the New­
foundland “Brief,” or “Case,” was 
ready for submission to the other side, 
but a delay ot 18 months ensued 
through various causes in Canada be- 
fore the Canadian lawyers were able 
to have their "Brief' ready. The cases 
were exchanged a couple of months 
ago and preliminary work ■ on the 
“counter-cases" has now-been started 
and will be pushed forward as speed­
ily as possible. The Minister of Jus­
tice and Sir Patrick McGrath, who 
have been dealing with the case, will 
leave shortly to proceed to England 
In connection with the matter and we 
hope that before many months have 
elapsed the "Counter" cases will be 
completed and ready for exchange In 
the same way; once this has been 
done no further obstacle will exist to 
the submission ot the matter to the 
Adjudication ot the Privy Council. 
Suggestions were made to this Gov­
ernment last fall with a view to a con­
ference in Canada locking to a settle­
ment by agreement rather than by le­
gal processes, and a delegation con­
sisting ot the Colonial Secretary, the 
Minister ot Justice, and myself, with 
Sir Patrick McGrath as Advisor, vis­
ited Montreal and conferred with re­
presentatives of the Ottawa and Que­
bec Governments, but the parties were 
too far apart for any settlement to be 
reached. Reports have appeared In 
the press from time to time since, 
usually In the form of despatches from 
Quebec, purporting to represent the 
views of the Government ot this Col­
ony, but they are entirely unwarrant­
ed and unfounded.

Canada has recently held a Confer­
ence with representatives from the 
West Indies, and arrived at a mutual 
understanding for trade preference 
and closer relationship. The Legis­
lators ot Canada and the various Is­
lands will shortly be called upon to 
ratify these agreements, which It put 
into effect will be detrimental to our 
interests In these West Indies Is­
lands where we market, more par­
ticularly, a large quantity of salt cod­
fish. In the agreement arrived at 
Clause VIII provides that there shall 
be nd interference with any existing 
preference or with the granting of 
any future preference by the Domin­
ion or by any ot the said Colonies to 
any other part of the British Empire, 
or with any existing preference or 
the granting of any future preference 
b£ the Dominion or by any ot the said 
Colonies to any other part of the Brit­
ish Empire, or with any existing pret­
ence or- the granting of any future 
preference by the said Colonies among 
themselves. We must immediately 
take steps to protect our Interests in 
this respect and make our own agree­
ment with the West Indies.

The total value ot "Sur importation 
from the British West Indies is $650,- 
000, and the total exports from New­
foundland to the British West Indies 
Ip $780,000, or a balance in favour of 
the^West Indiea of $130,000. Our larg­
est imporotation is from Barbados, 
from whom we buy over $650,000 
worth of njolasses every year. Our 
Imports from Canada in 1924 amount­
ed to 11H million dollars, and ot that 
amount nearly three -million dollars 
worth was admitted duty free. Our ex­
ports- for the sam<L period amounted 
to less than 2 mil | on dollars, and 
three-quarters of this was made up in 
iron ore and limestones, quarried, 
mined and exported by Canadian Cor­
porations and In codfish taken by 
Canadian merchants in return for 
supplies on our West Coast.

The balance of real trade Is in fav­
our of Canada by nearly eleven mil­
lion dfollars, so it will be seen a mu­
tual agreement as to trade relations is 
more necessary to Canada than to us. 
Spain is the only foreign country to 
whom we give a preference tariff on 
onions and fruit, very little of which 
we import from there, and the prefer­
ence is gi\>en in exchange for a pref­
erential tariff on our dry codfish, the 
trade in which is very considerable.

Hon. A. B. Morlne stated that Can­

ada had not made an agreement with 
the West Indies which debarred 
other Colonies from doing the same. 
As a matter of fact a clause had 
been inserted in the treaty which es­
pecially stated that other colonies 
would be at liberty to make the same 
treaty If they dared to do so. As re­
gards to relatione of the Privy Coun­
cil to the Coloniee he felt that there 
was absolute confidence existing In 
that body. It was regarded In New­
foundland, as for the most part in 
Canada, as one of the great pillars 
of the British Empire. He suggested 
that one good turn could be done for 
Newfoundland, and that was for the 
Mother Country as soon as possible 
to acquire for Newfoundland the Is­
lands of 8t. Pierre'and Miquelon. It 
would save endless trouble for Can­
ada and Newfoundland and be very 
beneficial to both. American rights 
on the West Coast were lucidly dis­
cussed, and a decision as to the lia­
bilities of Newfoundland thereanent. 
He trusted that the seed sown in these 
conferences would in the near future 
come to full flower In the discussions 
that would take place In the British 
House of Commons when Newfound­
land affairs would be discussed.

OTHER SPEAKERS.
Hen. E. A.-Harney was glad of 

these conferences so that many view­
points could be exchanged. He liken­
ed the discussions to the building of 
a foundation on which will be reared, 
he hoped, a structure which would 
command the attention of statesmen 
on both sides of the Atlantic. Touch­
ing on the Labrador qùestlon he dis­
cussed briefly the relation of the 
Privy Council to the Dominions as 
touching domestic affairs. As far as 
that particular question was con-' 
cerned it would come before an im­
partial tribunal, and a decision would 
be given which would command the- 
confidence of everybody. He pre­
ferred not to discuss the merits or 
demerits of the case as it affected a 
sister Dominion as vitally as it af­
fected Newfoundland. Regarding the 
question ot the export of iron ore to 
Great Britain he felt that even though 
the chemical properties were not 
what they should like to have for 
English manufactories yet experts 
could be trusted to fix that matter 
to the satisfaction of both seller and 
purchaser. He considered the making 
of a treaty between Canada and the

.V, M
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Mr. Wm. Lunn thought that this 
topic was the most delicate and the 
most difficult ot the three to discuss. 
The speeches of the Prime Minister 
and Mr. Marine were particularly in­
teresting to him. The speech of the 
Prime Minister breathed a spirit of 
generosity in characteristic Newfound­
land fashion. It showed a spirit to 
Compromise as regards the dispute 
between Newfoundland and Quebec 
rather than have litigation. The ef­
fort had failed but the spirit was 
magnificent. He discussed the proto­
col and said he was in favour of the 
Colonies of the Empire being con­
sulted in all matters affecting them 
when any treaties or agreements 
were being made by the Mother Coun­
try. The Interest ot the whole Em­
pire should be considered when deal­
ing with External Affairs and not any 
one part alone. Newfoundland should 
assert her views, and he assured the 
members that they would receive 
favorable consideration and be back­
ed by the present delegation of mem­
bers from the Imperial Parliament.

Mr. Lawson thought the subjects of 
yesterday and to-day were interwov­
en, especially from an economic 
standpoint. He was in entire agree­
ment with the viewpoint taken by 
Mr. Lunn that the colonies and Do­
minions should be consulted on For­
eign agreements that affect the .Em­
pire, but he could not help pointing 
out that consulting meant responsi­
bility which also meant the sharing 
of burdens. He was loyal to the Brit­
ish Empire, and pleased to see that 
Newfoundland could express itself In 
terms of outstanding loyalty as had 
been witnessed on every hand. He 
belonged to the Labor party (and by 
the way was Financial Parliamentary 
Secretary to the war office in the 
MacDonald administration) but he 
could not help but say that the stand­
ards of that party bad jjndergone a 
complete resolution In'the past five 
years or since he became a member 
of the House of Commons 1* 1919. 
He discussed labor confdBBfr at 
Corner Brook and spoke jn terms of 
appreciation of the way the company 
was looking out for the interests ot 
their employees. The conditions on 
Bell Island were not so encouraging. 
The standard of living there left 
much to be desired and the social 
conditions In connection with hous­
ing, etc., were much to te regretted, 
He saw conditions on Bell Island 
that he could not endorse, lie thought 
it poor business on the part of the 
company that more attention was not 
paid to these matters.

Mr. Galbraith, K.C. said he had had 
an interview with the Chief Justice 
this morning la 'connection with

-standing of the Privy Council in New­
foundland. This was mission that

With reference to the question raised 
by Mr. Galbraith yesterday as to the 
quantity of ground suitable for farm­
ing, It may be said that In 1898 a 
committee was appointed, to inquire 
Into this matter. Its Chairman was 
the late Bishop MacDonald, a Cape 
Breton Scotchman, with a great know­
ledge of such matters. They found 
that there were 6,000 square miles 
of land In this country, suitable for 
agriculture. There has not been 
another estimate made .since. As to 
the cost of clearing land the Thorburn 
Government offered a bonus to any 
one-clearing land, of $20.00 an acre. 
The cost of clearing land was about 
$80.00 an acre but where there is 
timber on the land it pays for the 
clearing in most cases. The same 
Government" built some roads tor the 
purpose of opening up a market for 
the products of these farms and they 
helped to make them a success. When 
the Bond Gorernntont came In It built 
a model farm, and brought down an 
expert on the subject, but a great 
deal of criticism and discontent was 
shown and this policy was abandoned. 
The Morris Government of 1910 inau­
gurated an agricultural policy and 
gave the same price for an acre. It 
wm estimated that the cost of clear­
ing was $100.00 an acre In those 
times. That policy might' have con­
tinued but for the wav. In 1920 the 
Squires Government took another step 
forward and built a model farm with 
Hon. Dr. Campbell In charge. There 
had been agricultural societies form­
ed but because ot the unrest follow­
ing the war these collapsed. We im­
port about 40,000 barrels of potatoes 
and grow about 660,000 barrels. There 
is thus not the development possible 
In regard to potatoes «which some 
speakers thought. With regard to emi­
gration and the difficulties in the way, 
we should note the geographical pecu­
liarities of our country that make us 
different and apart from other coun­
tries so that ordinary methods will 
not apply. Our square mileage is 42,- 
000 and our population Is about 263,- 
000 but we should bear In mind that 
our population is situated on the 
coast. You will understand better If 
you know that there are 6,200 miles ot 
coast line. On this there are 1,560 
settlements ot which over 1,100 are 
composed of less than forty families. 
The difficulties of administration and 
transportation will be seen more eas­
ily, therefore. The most these people 
can do is to grow enough tor them­
selves. Though It Is our practice to 
decry our possibilities I might say 
that I know of one settlement where, 
in the old days, say about 50 years 
ago only one family had a horse and 
cow; now, however, every family has 
them and practically all the other re­
quirements of the farm as well. This I 
know from a man who speaks from 
knowledge of such things. The sug­
gestion is that we import too much 
of farm produces raisable here, but 
when all things are considered, I do 
not think we have done badly in fifty 
years. Although the neighbouring 
provinces of Canada have decreased 
in population, Newfoundland has held 
its people. Take the case ot Prince 
Edward Island. It Is termed “the Gar­
den of the Gulf." Stone has to be im­
ported to build the roads and the soil 
Is as rich as in any part of Canada. 
Despite these facts the population is 
smaller than it was at the time of 
Confederation. Fifty years ago the 
population was 92,000. Thirty years 
after 110,000, and now it is down to 
88,000. Nova Scotia has the same pro­
position to face. There the increase 
is only 3. per cent the past ten yifàrs. 
The explanation is that emigration is 
flowing to the United States and West­
ern Canada., New Brunswick is the 
only Maritime Province that is in­
creasing its population. There the in­
crease is 8 per cent., due to the fact 
that the French Canadian families are 
overflowing from Quebec into that 
province. The population in 1870 in 
Newfoundland was 147,000 and fifty 
years later 263,000, or say about 90 
per cent., and that of the Maritime 
Provinces in 1870 was 768,000 and 
the same number ot years later 1,- 
001,000 or little better than 40 per 
cent. In comparison with this we have 
nothing to be ashamed of.

I' turn now to the question of our

In the messages la the paper this 
mprclmr there was some refereao. to 
the, annexation to Australia of two 
n-w states, and this might be done by 
the Privy Council. As to what Mr. 
X'orlne has suggested about the ab­
rogation of the American fishing 
rights in our waters, I would! pot et 
out that under the Treaty of 1818 the 
wording war, that the United States 
should held the right to fish on the 
West Coast and Labrador for e»*r. Tn 
ordinary treaties this righc would ter­
minate if war commerced, but thte 
treaty was deliberately phrased to en­
dure for ever. That would complicate 
auy scheme for the revision of the 
treaty, but I think It is not at all Im­
probable that the Americans will 
abandon these claims. In the ye*re 
gene by thousands of American» pros­
ecuted this fishery, now, however. It 
Is practically extinct.

Arising out of this Issue Is the 
question as to the modus vivendi. The 
Americans have under certain ar­
rangements the right to enter ports 
here without paying dues for wood, 
water, repairs and shelter. Since 
1905 Americans have been excluded 
from the Newfoundland ports and 
allowed entry into Canadian ports. 
Last year, however, Canadian also ex­
cluded the Americans. This is a pro­
blem to consider In years to come in 
the interest of Canadian and New­
foundland fishing as t.gainst Ameri­
can fishing. The same it sue is raised 
in the Halibut Treaty -,n the Pacific. 
By It Canada contracted with the 
United States for certain reciprocal 
concession» lor their respective “na­
tionals” or subjects—not for British 
subjects generally. If such a propos­
al was made as to fishery matters on 
the Atlantic it would become of grave 
concern to us for it would mean dis­
crimination against us.

As to Mr. Morine's views about 
St. Pierre, I think that the St. Pierre 
question will solve itself, for the fish­
ing operations are ceasing to be re­
munerative. The industry was first 
intended as the nursery for the 
French navy, but as France now is 
specializing in submarines as a navy 
it Is not unlikely that the fishing in­
dustry will decline there. St. Pierre 
is now the "bootleggers" home, and 
if the American prohibitionists carry 
out their boast it will net be very 
hard to acquire it. What the cash 
value of it would be I do not know but 
it shouldn’t be beyond our means. I 
apologize for the time I hâve taken 
up but as the information seemed ne­
cessary I thought these comments 
would not be amiss.

Ku Klux Un-American 
Says Hundred Percenter

William Robinson Pattangall, form­
er Attorney General and leading De­
mocrat of Maine, who on the Klan’s 
own definition is a hundred per cent, 
down-east, Protestant, all-American, in 
an Interview with Stanley Frost in 
The Forum arraigns the Klan as un- 
American, as destructive of the very 
Ideals It professes to be championing.

"The fundamental wrong Is In the 
Klan idea of what makes American­
ism. It assumes that this quality can 
only be born in a man or woman who 
happens to see the light first on Am 
erican soil, that it Is born In all such, 
and that no one else can achieve it. 
This hardly needs more than to be 
stated to be proved false. Test It by 
the teachings of Washington, of Jef­
ferson, of Lincoln, of Roosevelt, or 
Wilson and it falls. Test ft by the 
words of our Savior and it,falls still 
more completely. The whdle idea is 
not only opposed to our traditional na­
tional spirit, but to the whole spirit of 
true Christianity. It Is a reversion to 
the old, cruel, religious hatreds.

“Americanism, of course. Is really 
an ideal and a spirit—faith Is freedom, 
tolerance, humanity. It cannot dis­
criminate because of color, birthplace 
or creed; nor can It tolerate caste, 
class, or religious distinctions In poli­
tics, social life, or legal standing; 
especially It cannot for a moment en­
dure the breeding and exploitation of 
hatred and prejudice as a means to 
sway public opinion and win political 
power. The Klan, on its own state­
ment, does just these things, and 
makes a virtue of doing them.

“The Klan. drawing these lines, and 
exploiting prejudice as a means to 
power, goes openly Into politics, and 
emphasizes in every way this un-Am­
erican procedure, which the worse of 
the bodies It attacks practise only In 
secret and by stealth. It boasts of do­
ing the very things which it attacks 
most bitterly in the classes against 
which it preaches discrimination and 
which It holds up as proof of their un­
fitness for citizenship!

‘The Klan seeks a secret hold on 
legislators, judges, and other officials. 
It uses that hold to enforce Its own 
demands, abandoning completely the 
American principle of rule by and for 
all. It maintains expensive lobbies. It 
acts secretly in both parties, it tries 
constantly for control—secret control 
—of elections, legislatures, and gov­
ernment. And again It has the effron­
tery to advertise all this as a great 
principle. In comparison with this 
enormous evil such harm as It may do 
by an occasional whipping or lynch­
ing, or by interference with private 
liberty. Is unimportant."

Grandpa’s Bones as 
Radio Weather Prophets

Thick. Medium and Thin,

One of the mysterious things about 
the human body, says Dr. E. E. Free, 
Science Editor of The Forum, in the 
current issue of that magazine, is the 
remarkable “weather sense" exhibit­
ed by some people. Many an old 

I gentleman who carries around a 
[ rheumatic joint or an old and long- 
! healed wound can really predict some 

features of the weather, hours or 
I even days in advance. Grandpa's 
! rheumatism really seems to do quite 
l as well as the official weather proph- 
; ets with all 'their laboratories and 

observatories. There are too many 
instances of this sort for the matter 
to be entirely imaginary, even when 
one takes into account the proneness 
of the human mind to exaggerate a 
few successful coincidences Into a 
general law.

There are some scientific possibili­
ties, Dr. Free declares, which may lie 
at the bottom of this mysterious ad­
vance knowledge of coming storms. 
One is the existence of electromag­
netic waves quite like radio waves. 
If a storm is electric in nature, if it 
is accompanied, for example, by thun­
der and lightning, it really sends out 
signals in advance in the form of 
these radio-like waves. One of the 
larger electric power companies in 
New York City has devised an instru­
ment which will detect these storm 
waves In advance and ring a bell in 
the power house, so that the engineer 1 
knows that a storm 4s coming up. 
This information is valuable because 
storms darken the city, more artificial 
light is, needed and the power house 
must prépayé for the increased load.

It may be that some similar detec­
tion of radio waves by the tissues of 
the body lies at the root of the effect 
of coming weather on rheumatic in­
dividuals. On the other hand, the 
“weather sense” may be due to un-

! tion of the frozen meat supply 

"through adverse trading combina­
tions.”

Britain now pays over $600,000,000 
a year for imported meat alone, with 
much of this supplied by other than 
British lands. More than a third of 
the imported wheat and flour comes 
from pôlnts outside the British Em­
pire.

Consequently, there is a movement 
afoot to stimulate "consumption of 
’ imperial foods,” Including tropical 
fruits.

The Council is being flooded with 
protests against price increases, and

Defended by"Tay Pay”

Captain Peter Wright’s scandalous 
animadversions upon the moral char­
acter of Gladstone has brought T. P.
O’Connor, M.P., Dean of the Britisl 
House et Commons, to the defence of 
the Grand Old Man. Mr. O’Connor 
ought to he in a ppsition to speak with 
authority, for he sat with Gladstone 
for many years and was on friendly 
terms with him. He says that the ly­
ing legend pt Gladstone’s moral ob­
liquity ran through almost the whole 
career of the statesman, thought it had 
net a particle of foundation, and never 
was believed for a moment by anyone 
who knew Gladstone well. But his 
conduct was sometimes open to mis­
construction. This was due to his fer­
vid evangelical. nature. He yearned 
as an uplifter, and particularly he de­
sired to uplift fallen women. He would, 
stop to speak to/them in the street to 
given them sound advice, and to the 
hurrying passers-by it might seem 
that he was discoursing upon other 
topics. Gladstone! was warned that the 
evil-minded flight form false impres­
sions, but he paid no attention. In 
fact, he was bound by a mutual pledge 
with Hope-Scott, his intimate friend, 
who was a leader of the Parliamentary 
Bar and one of the most brilliant men 
of his day. Early in life they had 
made a solemn engagement that “each 
would devote himself to active service 
in some branch of religious work."

Attempt at BlackmalL 
Morley says that Gladstone felt It 

would be a treason to his gifts to go 
forth to\ convert the heathen. He 
chose to do the work that lay nearest 
to him, which seemed to be to remon­
strate gently with street-walkers. Mr. 
O’Connor says it certainly was a start­
ling sight to observe this man, already 
a great and conspicuous figure in the 
House of Commons, openly talking to 
abandoned women. He was spied up­
on and on one occasion in May, 1863, 
he was conversing with one of these 
women in the Haymarket when a crea­
ture named Wilson stepped forward, 
told Gladstone that he recognized him 
and threatened to expose him in The 
Morning Herald if a sum of money 
was not paid to him then and there or 
a position provided for him in Bomor- 
set .House. Gladstone at the time was 
Chancellor of the Exchequer and could 
be presumed to have some good of­
fices at his disposal. But Gladstone 
was not to be blackmailed. He seized 
Wilson by thq .collar, called for a 
policeman and gave him Into custody.

A Generous Giver.
Wilson was tried at the Central 

Criminal Court and Gladstone appear­
ed in person against him, with the re­
sult that he wag sentenced to twelve 
months’ imprisonment with hard la­
bor. It was characteristic of Gladstone 
that he pleaded that the criminal’s 
sentence should he curtailed. Lord 
Morley remark# of this act, “there was 
no wordly wisdom In it)-.we all know. 
But, then, what are people Christians 
for?” His historian then proceeds to 
tell what was Gladstone’s attitude to­
ward charity and religion, and says 
that he kep^ detailed accounts under 
these heads from 1831 to 1897, and 
from these it appears that from 1881 
to the end of 1890 he had devoted to 
objects of charity and religion upwards 
of seventy thousand pounds, and in 
the remaining years of his life the fig­
ure of this account stands at thirteen 
thousand five hundred—this besides 
thirty thousand pounds for his cher­
ished object of founding the hostel and 
library at St. Delniol’s.” This is a re­
markable record for a man who at no 

■ time of his life could be called rich.
Spite or Ignorance.

I'he rumors persisted. As a rule 
they were circulated by those who 
knew no better, and merely jumped to 
the conclusiçns natural when they saw 
a man in conversation with a prosti­
tute. But sometimes they were Insplr- 

1 ed by malice, and Mr. O’Connor men­
tions in this connection a former mem- 
ler of the House of Commons who was 
an undoubted bore and whit, because 
he had spent a good deal of money and 
time on yachting, got into his head 
that he might he an ornament to the 
Admiralty. But Gladstone would not 
give him recognition and he took hie 
revenge lr telling to anybody who 
would listen, how he had seen the 
Prime Minister in compromising posi­
tions and had overheard him impro­
perly conversing with female out­
casts.

“America must be kept American,” 
said President Coolidge in his mes­
sage to Congress in connection with 
the ' Immigration Bill. This, says 
Madison Grant, writing in The For­
um, is the guiding principle of the 
new Immigration Act.

Our form qf government is based 
on the Constitution of the United 
States and not on the Declaration of 
Independence. It was fixed and set­
tled more than a hundred years ago, 
and the principles formulated at the 
time of its foundation are far older, 
extending back throughout English 
history. Our institutions are Anglo- 
Saxon and can only be maintained by 
Anglo-Saxons and by other Nordic 
peoples in sympathy with our cul­
ture. In spite of the common belief 
to the contrary the population of 
the colonies was not a mixture of 
races. The census of 1790 shows 
that the purely English inhabitants 
comprised 83.5 per cent, qf the white 
population and that more than 93.8 
per cent, were Nordic.

The founders of this country were 
familiar with the dangers firom free 
immigration. “It would be a mira­
cle,” wrote Thomas Jefferson, "were 
they (immigrants) to step at the 
point of temperate liberty. In pro­
portion to their numbers they will 
share with us in legislation. They 
will infuse into it their spirit, warp 
and bias its direction, and render it 
a heterogeneous, incoherent, dis­
tracted mass. Is it not safer to wait 
with patience for the attainment of 
any degree of population? "May net 
our government become more homo­
geneous, more peaceable, more dur­
able?”

How wise these forebodings of 
Jefferson proved is shown in the in­
creasing lawlessness of our mixed 
population. Foreigners are obtaining 
places on the judicial bench, are 
serving on our juries, and above all 
are practising In our courts in ever 
increasing numbers. The result -is 
that eur criminal law has virtually 
broken down, and the United States 
is known all over the world as the 
most lawless of civilized countries 
and a paradise for malefactors of 
every race. As an example, New 
York is probably the only city in the 
world where registered mall is de­
livered -ip armored cars.

Having secured a numerical limi­
tation of immigration, our next duty 
is to see that such Immigrants as do 
arrive are drawn from those coun­
tries and races which took part in 
the formulation and development of 
our system of government. A word 
of warning may well be given to the 
opponents of the present relatively 
liberal law, by pointing out that 
there is in Congress and in the coun­
try a very \jarge and growing " ele­
ment which demands the suspension 
of all lmimgration. If the present 
law is made unworkable by its ene­
mies, such an alternative may easily 
happen.
