Exrorrive Pourtry.—For some time
time past an entérprising American has
been busily employed throughout the
western portion of this county buying
up geese, turkeys and other fowls from
the farmers, who lived near stations on
the Great Western Rmlway, for the pur-
pose of sending them on to the Eastern
markets., He collected over 1,000 head
of these bipeds in the vicinity of Mount
Brydges, Newbury, Appin, and Glencoe,
and had them driven to yards adjoining
these stations, until the quantity he had
desired had been filled. While in these
yards the birds were fed twice a day on
barley. The residents of the vicinity
where the feathered tribe were gathered
represent the cackle and din ocecasioned
by them, during both day and night, as
of the most hideous description. Thurs.
day last the owner shipped them to New
York in one car, which had been speci-
ally fitted for thoir accommodation. The
geese cost on an average 40 cents apiece.
The freight on the car load to New York
amounted to $120. It is expected thay
will bring from $2 to $2.25 a pair in New
York, which will leave a margin of over
$400 on the transaction.—London Free
Press. .

I
took account for one-half year ending in
January 1864, on the principle of taking
the actnal returns for a subsequent year ;
witness stated the local rates on the G.
& G.R. on the through traffic, with a
few exceptions, the rate earned from
Galt to Preston was five cents more than
the local rate, Found a difference of
$588in six months endmg in January
1869, in favor of the G. & G. Railway on
passenger traffic. I took the number of
passengers between Galt and Preston,and
I took the actualrates. I did so to and
from each station on the G. £G.; I
made no allowance for return tickets ;
the books do not show whether there
were_any return tickets ; G. & G. have
been credited with freight upon the same
principle as with passenger fares ; I took
the actual amount earned by taking, say
the distance from Hamilton to Guelph,
1 allowed one-third to G. & G., and two
thirds to the main line of what was ac-
tually earned ; the distance on the G. &
G. being one-third on the whole, and
from other places on the same principle ;
Imade the aoctual earnings in August
1868, $978, amount allowed $782.05, and
8o about the same proportion during the
subsequent months, but I took each
month separately and found a difference
in favor of G. & G. of $1,800 ; according
to my method the G. W. had only allow-
ed the G. & G. for fifteen miles instead
of fifteen and a half, until within about
the last two years.
Cross-examined.—Mileage books do not
show how many of the fares were return
fares; some of them may have been ;
the whole investigation took me about
three weeks ; I could not get the accounts
before 1866 ; I thought it impossible to
investigate satisactorily the ts be-
fore the taking of the accounts on the
old suit ; I had not taken an account of
cartage ; I made no allowance in these

on the investigation they held back from
me the books for the half year ending in
January 1869, as I supposed for investi-
gating them,

Mr. Emilius Irving proved the issue
and receipt of certain documents. Upon
the argument Counsel for plaintiff con-
tended not only that the principle upon
which the defendants had kept the ac-
counts was erroneous, but that it was
highly detrimental to the plaintiffs—and
urged, as regards the accounts taken in
Chancery in 1866 that the same should,
under the circumstances,be opened up.—
Counsel for the plaintiffs argued strongly
against opening the former account and
also that the plaintiffs had not shown sa-
tisfactorily that the system upon which
the G. W. R. had kept the accouats was
injurious to the plaintiffs, His Lordship
said his present impression was that the
accounts taken in 1866 could not be
opened up, but he. would look into the
caces cited by Counsel for the plaintiff in
support of their contention. He decided
that the plaintiffs had shown that they
were injured by the mode in which the
defendants had - credited the plaintiffs
with the earnings of the road, and that
the plaintiffs were entitled to be credited
with the actual earnings which he thought
could be ascertaiued by defendaunts if
they chose—and he ordered the defen-
dants to account accordingly.

Sufferings at Sea.

FOUR SURVIVORS OF THE MISSOURI DISASTER
SAVED,

The steamship Morro Castle brings
news of another of the boats of the ill-
fated steamship Missouri, with four of
the crew who had left her after she had
taken fire. These men survived after
incredible sufferings, the recital of which
is given iu the narrative of one of the
survivors, He says:—All was confusion
on board the burning steamer, and at
the attempt to lower the first boat 30
persons jumped into her, but owing to
the mismanagement of the davits one
end fell into the sea, the other remain-
ing hanging in the air.  All except my-
self and eigh. others, owing to the roll-
ing of the ship in the heavy sea, let go,
an1 were washed into the sea. Nine
clung to the boat until some person on
board cut the davits, and the boat, which
filled with water, went free of the ship.
We sawa boat bottom upward with
two men clinging to the keel; threwthem
a line, and talked a while with them ;
| wanted them to come and join us, but
they considered their position better than
ours, and refused. One of our men join-
ed the two, and one of the two swam over
to us being one of the saved. We met
Mz, Culmer’s boat, and asked him to ad-
mit us as we were in a sinking condition,
but Culmer refused, saying that he had
enough on board. We told him that
the boat couldhold mere. Culmer threw
us a bucket, and we tried ineffectually to
bail our boat. Culmer steered toward
Abaco. We had four oars. At nightfall
we pulled back toward the steamer, hop-
ing the fire would prove a beacon and
that some passing vessel might pick us
up. We came within half a mile of the
Missouri.  About seven o'clock in the
evening the st disapp d sudd
tly. We then put our boat
wind,

On the second and third days we were
still before the wind and suffered terribly;
on the latter day we saw a vessel come
within a mile of us. We shouted and
hoisted our clothing, but were unable to
attract attention, and the vessel hoisted
sail and steered away. On the fourth
day one of our crew died, and that night,
two others, having become crazy, jumped
overboard. The boat was always full
of water, and ourselves sitting waist deep.
On the fifth morning another man died.
We were still before the wind, That

ed
before the

bailing the boat with two hats, a crazy
man having thrown the bucket overboard.
From three life-preservers we made &
small sail, spread it, and steered south,
but our exhaustion was so great that we
could do little,

On the sixth and seventh days our sit-
uation was unchanged. On the ecighth
we sighted land, and ded in land-
ing at Powell’s Bay, near Abaco, in the
evening. We had eatenand drank noth-
ing since leaving the ship, and we lay
down on the beach in a horrible condi-
tion. After a time of rest on the shore,
we gathered strength to reach some de-
serted houses and found a spring of
fresh water. We lay huddled together
all night. ‘On the ninth day we found a
few tomatoes, which we boiled, having
found mateches and & pot in one of the
houses. This produced a llttle strength,
and we launched a boat and tried to
reach the mainland, but failing we re-
turned to Powell's Bay, sleeping there.
The next morning we made a final effort
to reach the main land, but were so ex-
hausted that we were hardly able to
stand and then lay down near the boat
in a dying condition. Bhortly afterward
we saw a small sloop eruising near the
island. We hoisted some clothes on the
oars, and againlay down on the beach.
A son of William Curry was on board the
sloop, and saw the signal immediately.
Curry came to our resone, and took us

In June 2871 Dr. James Murray,living
i Australia, sailed from Melbourne up-
on a kidnapping cruise. Arriving at
Leruka, on the west coast of Africa, he
parted with the eaptain—who, no doubt,
wasnot of sufficiently sanguinary dispos-
ition for the work—and appointed the
mate, whose name is Armstrong, to be
captain in his stead. Authority was then
obtained from Mr. March, the British
Consul, for the ship to go upon * a labor
oruise,” and the vessel set sail in search
of * emigrants,” as the slaves captured
in the SBouthSeas are facetiously called to
distinguish them from those which are
brought from Africa. That * slave " is
the true name, and ‘‘emigrant”’ merely &
pleasant euphemism, is shown pretty
clearly by the mode in which an intend-
ing " took his p on the
Carl. The plan followed was this., The
patives in their canoes were decoyed
alongside the vessel, and then the canoes
were smashed and upset by weights being
thrown into thom. The swimmin
‘“‘emigrant” was then caught with a boat-
hook and put on board ship, Unfortun-
ately, however, for the success of Dr.
Murray’s expedition, just as the cargo
was almost completed the ocaptured
“ emigrants ** began to show fight, and,
in a state of madness and utter despera-
tion, set fire to the ship.

But Dr. Murray was not a man to
shrink before the puny efforts for free-
dom which were being made by a lot of
naked savages whom he had stowed away
in the‘hold of his ship, , He just raised
thoe hatches and fired a few volleys into
the erowd of human beings, aud having
in this fashion bid them * Good night,”
he shut them up till morning, to-sleep,or
die, according to the circumstances of
each individual “‘emigraat’s "’ case. In
the morning when the hatches were rais-
ed, it was found that seventy of these
unfortunates had been hit. - Some were
dead, some were only wcunded, but Dr.
Marray made no invidious distinetion
between the two classes, but threw them
all into the sea. The Carl then set out
for her homeward voyage,her benevolent
owner comforting himself that if any-
thing should leak out concerning his
little homicidal exploit, he at least would
be quite safe, for he would at once turn
Queen’s evidence, hang his accomplides,
and, unless the mob should murder him
—we wonder will they ? —live happily
ever afterwards. This project the worthy
man seems now in a fair way of accom-
plishing, for he has turned Queen’s evi-
dence, and the captain and crew of his
ship ave been committed for trial at
Sydney. We trust that no legal techni-
cality or other mischance will prevent
their conviction and punishment—and
although we should be very sorry indeed
to leurn that the mob of Sydney had
been so ill-advised as to spill the dirty
blood of Dr. Murray as he leaves the
Court, still we do most earnestly hope
that the people of that colony will make
tlie Doctor as uncomfortable as they can
without actually breakiug the law of the
land.

Unfortunately, Dr. Murray’s crime is
not a solitary instance. He is, indeed,
probably the worst, but he is not by any
means the only scoundrel in the South
Scas who carries on a trade of which
murder is a daily incident.

Exrorrive Pounrry.—For some time
time past an enterprising American has
been busily employed throughout the
western portion of this county buying
up geese, turkeys and other fowls from
the farmers, who lived near stations on
the Great Western Raillway, for the pur-
pose of sending them on to the Eastern
markets. He collected over 1,000 head
of these bipeds in the vicinity of Mount
Brydges, Newbury, Appin, and Glencoe,
and had them driven to yards adjoining
these stations, until the quantity he had
desired had been filled. While in these
yards the birds were fed twice a day on
barley. The residents of the vicinity
wherg the feathered tribe were gathered
represent the cackle and din occasioned
by them, during both day and night, as
of the most hideous description. Thurs.
day last the owner shipped them to New
York in one car, which had been speci-
ally fitted for thoir accommodation. The
geese cost on an average 40 cents apiece.
The freight on the car load to New York
amounted to $120. It is expected they
will bring from $2 to $2.25 a pair in New
York, which will leave a margin of over
$400 on the transaction.—London Free
Press. .
Porrries 1v MounicieaL Marrers.—We
are sorry to observe that efforts are being
made to introduce party politics into the
municipal elections in Ontario. The
Toronto Mail, which is regarded as the
somi-offleial Ministerial organ, counsels
its friends to organize for these elections,
and the Globe apparently accepts the
challenge, and says that if the Conserva-
tives follow the Mail's advice it will be
necessary to act on the defensive.

to my method the G. W, had only allow-
ed the G. & G. for fifteen miles instead
of fifteen and a half, until within about
the last two years.
Cross-examined.—Mileage books do not
show how many of the fares were return
fares; some of them may have been ;
the whole investigation took me about
three weeks ; I could not get the accounts
before 1866 ; I thought it impossible t
investigate satisactorily the ts be-
fore the taking of the accounts on the
old suit ; I hadnot taken an account of
cartage ; I made no allowance in these
results for it ; if the cartage is included
in freight it ought to be allowed ; I made
no allowance for ferriage at Detroit, nor
for expenses of crossing the Suspension
Bridge, nor for elevators at Sarnia and
Detroit, nor for wharfage anywhere ; no
documents were submitted to meshowing
any such charges ; I didn't take into ac-
count the cattle at all, amount was too
small ; the rates of freight constantly
varied. The account of expenses of the
G. W. R. were not based upon a ratio of
the length of the G. & G. to the entire
line, but upon the number of miles run.
Re-examined—I found no return fares
in the month I took account in 1868 ;
the officers of the company were aware
of the half year for which I was making
investigations, and whilst I was carrying
on the investigation they held back from
me the books for the half year ending in
January 1869, as I supposed for investi-
gating them.

Mr. Bmilius Irving proved the issue
and receipt of certain documents, Upon
the argument Counsel for plaintiff con-
tended not only that the principle upon
which the defendants had kept the ac-
counts was erroneous, but that it ‘was
highly detrimental to the plaintiffs—and
urged, as regards the accounts taken in
Chancery in 1866 that the same should,

He decided
that the plaintiffs had shown that they
were injured by the mode in which the
defendants had credited the plaintiffs
with the earnings of the road, and that
the plaintiffs were entitled to be credited
with the actual earnings which he thought
could be ascertaiued by defendants if
they chose—and he ordered the defen-
dants to account accordingly.

Safferings at Sea.

FOUR SURVIVORS OF THE MISSOURI DISASTER
SAVED,

The steamship Morro Castle brings
news of another of the boats of the ill-
fated steamship Missouri, with four of
the crew who had left her after she had
taken fire. These men survived after
incredible sufferings, the recital of which
is given in the narrative of one of the
survivors. He says:—All was confusion
on board the burning steamer, and at
the attempt to lower the first boat 30
persons jumped into her, but owing to
the mismanagement of the davits one
end fell into the sea, the other remain-
ing hanging in the air. = All except my-
self and eigh’ others, owing to the roll-
ing of the ship in the heavy sea, let go,
anl were washed into the sea. Nine
clung to the boat until some person on
board cut the davits, and the boat, which
filled with water, went free of the ship.
We sawa boat bottom upward with
two men clinging to the keel; threwthem
a line, ‘and talked a while with them ;
wanted them to come and join us, but
they considered their position better than
ours, and refused. One of our men join-
ed the two, and one of the two swam over
to us being one of the saved. We met
Mz. Cnlmer’s boat, and asked him to ad-
mit us as we were in a sinking condition,
but Culmer refused, saying that he had
enough on board, We ,told him that
the boat could hold mere. Culmer threw
us a bucket, and we tried ineffectually to
bail our _boat. Culmer steered toward
Abaco. We had four oars. At nightfall
we pulled back toward the steamer, hop-
ing the fire would prove a beacon and
that some passing vessel might pick us
up. We came within half a mile of the
Missouri. About seven o'clock in the
evening the st disappeared sudd

ly. We then put our boat before the
wind,

On the second and third days we were
still before the wind and suffered terribly;
on the latter day we saw a vessel come
within & mile of us. We shouted and
hoisted our clothing, but were unable to
attract attention, and the vessel hoisted
sail and steered away. On the fourth
day one of our crew died, and that night,
two others, having become crazy, jumped
overboard. The boat was always full
of water, and ourselves sitting waist deep.
On the fifth morning another man died.
We were still before the wind. That

bailing the boat with two hais, a crazy
maan having thrown the bucket overboard.
From three life-preservers we made &
small sail, spread it, and steered south,
but our exhaustion was so great that we
conld do little.

On the sixth and seventh days our sit-
mation was unchanged. On the cighth
we sighted land, and succeeded in land-
ing at Powell's. Bay, near - Abaco, in the
evening. We had eatenand drank noth-
ing since leaving the ship, and we lay
down on the beach ina ﬁorrible condi-
tion. After a time of rest on the shore,
we gathered strength to reach some de-
serted houses and found a spring of
fresh water. We lay huddled together
all night. ‘On the ninth day we found a
few tomatoes, which we boiled, having
found matches and a pot in one of the
houses. This produced a llttle strength,
and we launched a boat and tried to
reach the mainland, but failing we re-
turned to Powell’s Bay, sleeping there.
The next morning we made = final effort
to reach the main land, but were so ex-
hausted that we- were hardly able to
stand and then lay down near the boat
in a dying condition. Bhortly afterward
we saw & small sloop eruising near the
island. We hoisted some clothes on the
oars, and againlay down on the beach.
A son of William Curry was on board the
sloop, and saw the signal immediately.
Curry came to our resoue, and took us
and landed us on th‘e Green Turtle Koy,

that the Boston conflagration was not
one-half so great an affair, measured in
any way, as the Chicago conflagration.
The latter must still - be the standard of
comparison for calamities of this charac-
ter, just as the energy of the city in re-
covering from the disaster must remain
beyond all comparison.

“emigrant” was then caught with a boat-
hook and put on board ship., Unfortun-
ately, however, for the success of Dr.
Murray's expedition, just as the cargo
was almost completed the captured
“ emigrants " began to show fight, and,
in a state of madness and utter despera-
tion, set fire to the ship.

But Dr. Murray was not a man to
shrink before the puny efforts for free-
dom which were being made by a lot of
naked savages whom he had stowed away
in thehold of his ship. . He just raised
the hatches and fired a few volleys into
the crowd of human beings, aud having
in this fashion bid them ** Good night,”
he shut them up till morning, to sleep,or
die, according to the circumstances of
each individual “emigraat’'s ”’ case. In
the morning when the hatches were rais-
ed, it was found that seventy of these
unfortunates had been hit. Some were
dead, somé were only wcunded, but Dr.
Murray made no invidious distinetion
between the two classes, but threw them
all into the sea. The Carl then set out
for her homeward voyage,her benevolent
owner comforting himself that if any-
thing should leak out concerning his
little homicidal exploit, he at least would
be quite safe, for he would at once turn
Queen’s evidence, hang his accomplides,
and, unless the mob should murder him
—we wonder will they ? —live happily
ever afterwards. This project the worthy
man seems now in a fair way of accom-
plishing, for he has turned Queen’s evi-
dence, and the captain and crew of his
ship have been committed for trial at
Sydney. We trust that no legal techni-
eality or other mischance will prevent
their convietion and punishment—and
although we should be very sorry indeed
to learn that the mob of Sydney had
been so ill-advised as to spill the dirty
blood of Dr. Murray as he leaves the
Court, still we. do most earnestly hope
that the people of that colony will make
the Doctor as uncomfortable as they can
without actually breakiug the law of the
land,

Unfortunately, Dr. Murray’s crime is
not a solitary instance. He is, indeed,
probably the worst, but he is uot by any
means the only scoundrel in the South
Seas who carries on a trade of which
murder is a daily incident.
