MeGee, If we differ on any point what-
soever from our fellow-Cauadians,"let us
brothers be for &’ that,” and be as one,
to advance the prosperity of this Domin-
ion and keep alive our attachment tc
mothgr land In conclusion he would
quote h stanza from one of his father’s
poems, written to a friend twenty lyears
ago—
“gln.y party dissensions be banished for ever,
And all be united, both Orange and Green;
May our children, as free men, be valiantand
clever,
To defend this fine Province, themselves,
‘and the Queen.

Mr. Edward O’Cornor ‘also responded.
Upon this night, ke said, Irishmen all
over the habitable globe, with hearts
warm as theirs, were met to do honor to
their patzon saint. Tkey in Guelph were
met to give expression to the sentiments
of national love, of devotioyp to their
adopted country, andof Christian fellow-
ship to their fellow-men—sentiments un-
warped by sectarian bitterness, national
antipathy, or personal animosity ; and
he hoped these feelings would prevail
wherever the memory of St. Patrick was
cherished. He spoke in glowing terms of
the great and good man St. Patrick, who
had trought Erin from the empire of
1dolatry to be the beautiful Island of
Saints. He referred to the time when
Ireland was a great seat of learning, the
seminary for all Europe, and spoke
sadly of the contrast between that period
and hor after-history of suffering and
wrong. He hoped the time was not far
distant when Irishmen at home. would
enjoy the same privileges as Irishmen in
Canada. It was a slander to say that
the Irish people were not fit for self-
government, when we found Irish states-
men legislating with wisdom and pru-
dence in other lands. They in Canada
ought to ask these legislative privileges
for their friends at home. They who en-
joyed the many blessings of a free and
happy life in this broad Dominion should
not forget their less favoured brethren at
home, and he was sure they did not. He
spoke in elequent terms of Ireland’s
great poets, orators, soldiers, statesmen,
and divines. Whilst they still fostered
in their hearts an undying love_for themr
native land, they “would none the less
labour to advonce the power and re-
sources of their adopted country.

Ireland
could hold up to the Canadian youth a
high standard of excellence for imitation
in such*men as Emmett, Curran, Grat-
tan, O'Connell, Blake and Dufferin.
They were not met to-night merely for
the glo! ation of a particular nation-
ality, but for the building up amongst
themselves of a national and patriotic
sentiment as. Canadians., He dilated
upon the practical importance of such a
| sentiment, and quoted Goldsmith’s well-
| known couplet—

“111 fores theland, to hastening ills a prey,

Where \y}'eulth |\ccumnla}ca. and men de-

cay.

Inspired by this sentiment, they if
need be wonld not be unworthy the
glorious deeds of their Scotch aud Irish
forefathers in maintaining theéir free-
dom. The Irish were a ubigmitous race ;
you found them everywhere.; Wherever
| there was trouble, danger, or fighting,
| you would find Irishmen,although gome
| persons would confound cause - with
effect, and say that wherever there were
Irishmen there would be fighting.
Mickey Free sang ‘‘ And the English,
bad luck to them, hate us because we
have more fun than them all.” He spoke
of the military renown achieved by the
Irish race, but they were no less cele-
brated in the aits of peace; and he
claimed that considering Ireland’s disad-
vantages, no spot on earth could boast of
producing greater men. He particula-
rised some of Ireland’s worthies, He
referred to the gifted lady whe wrote
“ The Irish Emigrant’s Farewell” and
to her gifted son Lord Dufferin; and
drew a touching picture of the sorrowful
farewell of the emigrant to his native
land. The speaker vindicated the loyalty
of Irishmen; and closed an eloquent
speech amid loud applause,

The *‘Land of our Adoption,” from
the vice-chair.

Mr. Hazleton responded. He referred
to the vastness of the Dominion in all
its natural features, and eulogised the
freedom of our political institutions.
The Irish element in this great Dominion,
who now owned their own land and were
independent, had risen from a low sta.

In bidding adieu to the old
world he was cheered by the reflection
that he was returning to the land of his
adoption, to mingle with men of difféerent
nationalities, \\'ﬁu in this Canada of
ours are working hand in"hand in ad-
vancing its prosperity and laying firm
and sure the foundations on which its
future as a great nation will rest. He
was often tempted to ask himself what
had the difference in religion, politics
and other matters to do with our. work
as citizens, our duty to our adopted
country, and our relations as friends and
neighbors. Happily there were season
such as the present when we could meet
on the same eommon ground. Perhaps
we might not live to see the day which
poets have dreamt of, and celebrated in
song, when all such differences, and all
unkindly feelings would be forgotten,
but in such gatherings as the present we
have the nearest approach to that time.
