Alderman Barnard Forclitly Pre-
sents the Case For Ektend.
ing System.

Outsiders Who Reap No{' Advan-
tage Taxed For Benefit of
More Fortunate:

¥

Scheme By Which Sewrér Ren-
tals Should Pay Interest
and Sinking Fund.

Alderman Barnard has takép the lead
in the 'City Council in advocating the ex-
tension of the sewerage systém of the
city. Interviewed by a repPesentative
of the Colonist, Mr. Barnard jvas found
very willing to talk upon the gubject he
‘has so close at heart. He said:

“At the present time we have a sew-
erage system which has eost $430,000,
$30,000 borrowed in 1888; $300,000 in
1890 and $100,000 in 1894, The interest
and sinking fund on this delit amounts
to between $21,000 and $22,000 a year.
The area covered by the. systém roughly
speakipg, is bounded by Queen street on
the north, Cook street on the east, the
harbor on the west, and only includes a
small portion ¢ James Bay. In area
this district is about one-third of the
city, in assessed value it is about one-
half of the city. Several th& kly. popu-

*&Euid’ &3t

;‘ln interest and sinking fund the city
has paid on this account something like
$243,000, of which there is $50,000 or
s0 at the credit of the sinking fund.

*“I'né annual sewer rental is $3 per
annum for the first closet, and $1.00 for
additional ones. The Tevenue derived
from this source is under $7,000 per an-
num.

“1t costs the ratepayers who are out-
side the sewerage area very much more
to dispose of their sewage than it does
those within it, certainly ot less thzm
$12 per annum, and this charge upen
them far more thaa offsets the $7.000
paid as sewer lental by those ijuside
the area served by the system. Besides
this $7,000 does not reheve jhe rates,
but goes into coustruction wholly.

“To my mund it is a rank injustice
that people who are not connected with
the system should during the last 10
years have paid $120,000 towards the
cost of this sewerage system from which
they derive no beuefit at all, and should
have to look forward to paying $11,000
a year for interest and sinking fund
for 40 years before the present system
is paid for.

“l think that if the cost of a sewer-
age system is to be placed upon the gen-
eral rates, then all the ratepayers should
be provided for. If all the ratepayers
cannot be provided for, then those who
are should do the paying.

“1f the system was general it would
not matter so much whether rates or
rentals paid the interest and sinking
fund. But_at present one part of the
ratepayers is paying for the benefit of
athers. 1 have not heard of any house-
holdeér who has sewer connection offer-
ing to pay for the private scavengering
necessary to those who have not.

“Now my scheme is simply this, to
make the sewer rentals pay the interest
and sinking fund on the proposed ex-
tended system, and to borrow upon this
revenué to complete the system. As the
completion of the system goes on the
rentals can be reduced as its greater
efficiency admits aud when it is all com-
pleted the cost of payment can be spread
over the whole system, which will thus
be ‘self-supporting.

“But Mr. Barnard is not the outsider.
and the insider as well, helping to pay
for - something which has enhanced the
value of vacant property inside the
charmed circle? In other words, if you
place interest and sinking fund against
rentals, should not the man who owns
a vacant lot which is more saleable be-
cause there is a main sewer within reach
pay something? §

“I am not yet prepared to say wheth-
er he should or should not, but I see
what you mean. You mean that if the
sewerage system is to be made even-
tually selt-support_mg and the cost met
by those who receive advautage, then all
who receive advantage should contri-
bute. the owner of a vacant lot as well
as the householder.”

“Exactly.”

“Well, there is a good deal in that.
I have not looked at the matter from
that point of view yet. But I will. The
question should not be let drop unti] it
is thrashed out from all points of view..”
“Do you consider the city in a good sani-
tary condition?”’ ; .

“No I do not. Far from it. But I
have been taking up so far the injus-
tice which .is being done the ratepayers
who are not within reach of sewerage
connection: They are under great ex-
pense to keep their own premises in a
sanitary condition, and are at the same
time contributing heavily to make sani-
tation easy for the others. It is not
fair.\,thut is all, and something must be
done.”

Port San Juan May Have Many
New wharfs Erected
Shortly.

« Ald. Cameron and McCandless, rep-

by invitation at the meeting of .the
Voters’ League last evening, in order
that they might in a measure assist the
league in the matter of the discussion
of the Songhees Indiau reserve question.
‘Ald. MeCandless did, as a maltter of fact,
during his remarks on the subject, offer
some information which. the mniembers
of the league: acknow] d was entire-
ly new to them, and all- who spoke -in
this connection ex;gressed great satisfac-
tion at the light which the alderman_had
thrown on the subject. “The committee
who have been looking into the matter
of foreshore rights at Port San Juan,
reported, but, as a resident of that lo-
cality who was present stated, mauy
things had been overlooked by the com-
mittee, the discussion of the report wus
deferred. .

The secretary offered a resolution *in
connection with the water supply of :he
city, with the object of keeping this sub-
ject before the ratepayers. A ‘etter
from the city clerk was read acknowi-
edging the receipt of the report, ete. i

Ald. Cameron said that the council
had the matter in hand and in due
course it will receive attention. It was
intended to take an evening to discusa
the whole subject.

Ald. McCandless confirmed what Ald.
Cameron had stated. .

The letter from the City Council was
received and filed, and the resolution
was withdrawn,

A. J. Morley, in order to facilitate
matters, thought that the proposer of
any new business be allowed a short ex-
planation of the matter. A motion in
this direction was then passed.

A. L. Belyea, for the benefit of the
league, expressed the idea that if the
applticants for these foreshore rights
owned the land they had a very strong
position. If they could not build a
wharf, it was ditiicult to say who should.
It would be wise for the league to take
things as they found them and not-try
to: cnange everything at one time.

F. V. Hobbs, a resident of the neigh-
borhood and an owner of much real es-
tate there, was surprised at the league
or any one should orpose a company
who had spent thousands of dollars in
developing that portion of the Island in
a just manner. 'I'he opposition arose, he
said, in order to satisfy petty party
spite. The report was in error. He
owned half a mile himself on the water-
front, and there were plenty of places to
build wharves. As a member of the
league, he protested against the action
of the league. Other parties owned
places where wharves could be built, It
'was not right for the league to try to
bring pressure to bear on members to
secure the refusal of the foreshore to
those who own the land. It looked Lke a
case of the dog in the manger. The
league would not build a wharf und
iwould not aliow anyone else.

Senator Macdonald referred to the
case of the outer wharf. It had practi-
cally a monopoly of the heavy traffic
of the port, yet the owners, had as a
matter of fact, reducéd the rates. As to
the wharf at Port San Juan, if it was
pot_built, it is very probable that the
settlers of that place would petition for
its erection.

Mr. Hewlings caid that the commut’2e
had gone on what Capt. Walbran bad
stalted, and pointed out a case in Cali-
‘fornia where the Southern Pacific had
built a bridge and charged other lines
for using it.

Mr. Hobbs said that a petition had
been sent down to San Juan to back up
tthe course of the league, and so far not
a single signature had been received.

Ald. McCandless said that he wae not,
as had been stated, in the possession of
any facts which led him to believe that
the E. & N. were trying to secure any
portion of the Songhees reserve. -He
knew nothing of any such attempt. Th>
a'derman then read the following copy
of a letter to Senator Templeman some
months ago:

Referring to the newspaper  clipping
which you gave me contaiming & report of
the discussion in the ‘British Columbija
Legislature in regard to the Songhees re-
serve, I beg to state that the new proposal
for settlement is that two portions of the
present reserve, one bordered red on this
plan, containing 25 acres, and the other
bordered in green, containing 17% acres, be
transferred to the province in lieu of & sat-
isfactory tract of land to be selected and
conveyed absolutely to the Dominion as a
reserve for the Indians, the remainder of
the present reserve to be sold, and the cost
of removal and rehabilitation of the In-
dians to be met from the proceeds of the
sale and the moneys now at the credit of
the Indians, and the province recognized
as retaining such a reversignary right as it
claims in the present reserve in any &ur-

lus from the proceeds of the sale rémain-
nf at the credit of the Indlans after the
sald expenses have been met.

‘We have been in correspondence with Mr.
Vowell with a view to the necessary steps
being taken to give effect to the proposal
and a letter ffom him of the 8th November
last intimated that he had been in con-
ference with the Provinclal Premier, who
stated that he had a suitable place In view
for the Indians and would arrange to have
Mr. Vowell visit it with him. This is the
first step and we are waiting on the Prem-
ler. Nothing can be done until a place sat-
igfactory to the Indians is seleeted, for
they. must be parties to the arrangement
by surrender of the present reserve.

As to the desire of the city. to obtain a
portion of the reserve for park purposes, I
‘would sdy that we have no authority to de-
vote any portion of the present reserve for
municipal or any public purpose, as it is
held by us In trust for the Indians: but
in a letter to the city clerk of the 13th June
last, in which he was Informed to this
effect, it was added that as under the
proposed arrangement with the provineial
government certain-portions of the reserve
would be handed o¥er to that government,
the city would be In a position to deal

 Avith the proyincial ‘authorities in regard to

the land desired for a public park.

Platinum In
Simiikameen

Rare Metal Found In Quantity
In Ores of the Dis-
trict,

More About Recent Discovery
of Seams of Bjtuminous
Coal.

Platinum in ores have been discovered
in the Similkameen district, according to
the report given by J. H. Maclntosh,
a barrister and mining man from that
section who is now in the city. Plati-
humeis one of the rarest of metals, and
's more valyable than gold, the price
averaging $21 an ounce. The Similka-
meen has been long known for her rich
coal lands, says Mr. Maclntosh, but an-
other matter which is bringing the
Similkameen to the fore is the discovery
of platinum in ores in that district. Plati-
num has been found for years in the
placers of Granite creek, which has been
one of the greatest producers of that
metal in Canada. Platinum in ores is
varely met with, however, and the dis-
covery of that rich metal is giving an
impetus to mining in the district, On
two claims, notably the Diamond ‘B and
Miss Dundas, platinum has been found
assaying as high as three ounces to the
ton. On several other properties on Cop-
per and Kennedy mountains this mineral
has also been found in greater or les-
ser quantities. Representatives of some
of the largest platinum refineries of the
Kast have visited the district and made
tests of the properties. Mr. Moore of
the IC. . R. smelter at Trail, was sent
in by that company, and has been busy
sampling claims. Hig coming has been
regarded by many as the forerunuers of
operations by his company in the Simil-
kameen,

‘Mr. MaclIntosh says those holding in-
terests in Similkameen coal lands there
feel jubilant as a result of the despatch
received from Nelson from ‘Engineer
Blakemore which tells of boring through
a six inch and four inch ledge of good-
presumably bituminous coal. As  well
known immense bodies of coal exist in
the Similkameen, but the quality has
hitherto been uncertain, Mr. Blakemore's
report sets at rest any uneasiness felt on
that score. Three drills have been op-
erated in the districts, two of which have
sunk to a depth of 1,000 feet, and vne
to 500 feet, but for reasons kunown
to themselves the operaters have kept
secret the results of their work:

Mr. MacIntosh says that some of the
Lal.‘ges't coal fields undoubtedly exist in
this district. There is an immense coal
basin, bounded by the Similkameen on

It has never paid as small a dividend as
that since 1763, the lowest rate of the
past century being 7.

There was a,stampede from Alaskan
coast points to the mew found White
river diggings in the Copper river dis-
trict when the steamer Amur left Skag-
way. A correspondent—amongst the
stnmpeders-says:

The new diggings that were discovered
by the hunters and trappers of Little
Kiak, hag already caused the staking
of all of White river and its tributary
creeks, to the extent of perhaps 60

claims.

‘White river is a small stream that

heads in a little spur of the immense
Malispino glacier, 30 miles northwest of
Kiak, .
There are lots of streams in the cofii-
try that have not been prospected, and
for several years, near the mouth of
White river, profitable beach washing
has been in progress. The gold is valued
at $18 to-the ounce. ‘It looks like Nome
\beach washings only brighter and more
flakey. But one worker has been work-
ing in the district and is washing out
two ounces a day.
Landing at the mouth of White river
this late in the season is a very danger-
ous matter. The steamers will not go
in the vicinity as the coast thereabouts
is not charted, and the surf, when the
‘east wind is stirring, dashes against
the coast with terrific force,

The White river prospectors believe
they have struck it very rich and that
by sluicing, the diggings will pay from
$25 to $100 to the man. The ground
is shallow and the claims will be soon
worked out. .

the boat upon the slack side of the Tiv-

I saw Dnear me, sticking
from the water, a small branch, and
caught it long enough to see another
overhanging the bank lower down. To
this I swam, and as the bank was too
steep to pull myself up, I let myselt
down by twigs until reaching a place
where Iv could drag myself out. Oun
gaining the bank I looked and searched
for Mr. Bradley, hoping that in some
way he might have reached the oppo-
site bank at the next bend, lower down.
He was not there, nor could 1 find any
trace of him. Everything in the bout
‘was washed out by the feartul current,
and being swept down stream, so that it
is hardiy possible that he could have
been ‘caught in it; in fact, he went over
at the same moment as I did, and must
have sunk as I did, the general belief
here among the guides being that he
never rose to the surface, but was kept
down by the current. If this is so, he
could not have suffered or known any-
thing after striking the water. .

I_was disconsolate. I was very fond
of Mr. Bradley, his lovely, kind disposi-
tion and thoughttulness for the comfort
of others, his cheerfulness under all and
every circumstance, won friends for him
everywiere, and here the entire com-
munity feel his loss as if one of their
own family had been taken from them.

It took me three days, owing to ditli-
culty in crossing the river, swollen b;‘
the rains, and runngg swift, to reach
here. I had no food, except some Dber-
ries, and was wet all the time. I got
here night of the 17th, and as I had no
boat, had to wait for someone to come.
from the other side of Bear Cove pen-
insula, near the island. I met Mr. L1.~"
patrick, the guide, and a gentleman aud
his wife camping out. They gave e
warm tea and food, and Gilpatrick row-
ed me round and said he would
some Indians to me as soon as he f
any. At this season they are neatls
near Saldwin fishing. I wanted to send
Up to the river to learn if anything had
occurred, and if any trace of Mr. Brad-
ley had been found. On the 22nd they
came up from the Aurora camj—the

#I1 was'on board the tug Albioy,
which towed a boom of logs from Port
San Juan to Port Townsend, the boom
being rafted in the manner known as
the Griffiths log raft.

“We left Port San Juan at 11:30 a.
m. on  Tuesday, September 2, 1902.
There was quite an ocean gwell running
in San Juan harbor, and on leaving the
harbor and rounding the point and en:
tering the Straits of Fuca, a heavy swell
from the Pacific Ocean, coupled with an
easterly: wind and an ebb tide, made a
very ugly cross sea. We made good
headway in crossing the Straits to the
‘United States shore until abreast of
Pillar Point, when we struck a strong
tide-rip and a strong southwest wind,
together with the ebbing tide. We
made no headway on account of the ebb
tide, and that morning when we went to
the end of the boom to take the towing
light off T accompanied -the deckhand
and walked to the centre of the boom
to see how the logs were acting, it being
the prevailing opinion amongst towboat
captaing who have been in the habit of
towing logs that the jogs would revolye
and snap the chain; but I found that
when I went to the centre of the boom
and watched the action of the logs in
this heavy tide-rip, none of the logs re-
volved, and as a further proof of this I
may state that the method in which the
tail-end light beforementioned was ad-
justed, namely, a pike pole some four or
five feet in length was driven into the
last log of the boom and the lantern
hung thereon, on taking the lantern off
in the morning it was still alight, thus
proving to my satisfaction that the logs
do mot revolve, as, if tney did, the last
one, being freer than the others, would
be the one to revolve, Moreover, if the
logs had revolved I would not have been
ahle to get to the centre of the boom,
having no caulks in m¥ boots and hay-

ing no experience in walking on moving
logs.

“1 am informed that the Rabboni,
towing a boom of logs made up in the
ordinary manner, from Clallam, and ex-
periencing at or near that point the
weather we came through successfully,
lost her tow entirely. This matter will
be on record; I merely mention it, but
cannot vouch for its truth, as I was not
aboard the Rabboni,

“The time occupied in towing the
boom from Port San Juan to Port
Townsend was three days, and we did
uot delay one moment on account of
the state of the weather, the only thing
delaying us being the state of the Mdes.
It is my opinion absolutely that the
method adopted in this case for rafting
the logs is 4 very great improvement
when rough weather is to be encoun-
tered over the one generally in use;
and it is, further, my opinion that by
using the Griffiths log raft method of
towing it is sate and practicable to tow
logs in the Straits of Fuca or similar
rough waters at any  time or season
when the steamboat would herself care
to go out. I have no doubt at all that
the logs so boomed will hold together;
the only point being that weather may
be encountered so heavy that the tug
herself would have to cut loose from
her tow and seek shelter. I yould not
be afraid to undertake the towing of a
similar raft all around Vancouver Island
or to San Francisco, provided a power-
ful tugboat took the tow in charge.

“Referring to the time taken in mak-
ing this tow, I wish to state that on
account of the fastenings to the pointing
slipping in_the first couple of tiers of
logs, it made the logs jam at the forward
eud, thus forming a blunt or square-
nosed boom. I am given to understand
that in future precautions will be taken
to prevent this, and this will be the
means of the tow bheing made in quicker
time.

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SEWERAGE SYSTEM.

The interview with Alderman Barnard,
which we publish this morning, shonld
be read  with care by every citizen of
Victoria. Of course there are those who
will say that the fall rains have settled
the question of water supply for some
time to come, and that the seasonal dis-
cussion of sewers has arrived which
will amuse and excite the people for
a while until something else oecurs to
shelve it. Well, those who say that,
and who think that nothing will be dene
are about to receive the surprise of their
lives. Something definite must be done,
and something definite is going to be
done. We begin, so far as we are con-
eerned, with the statement, that this
fair city of Victoria is in an” insanitary
condition. That is a bald statement. It
challengés either proof or contradiction.
Its proof would be easy, alarmingly
easy. (But we prefer to believe that the
statement will be accepted as one of
unquestioned fact. It may be sufficient
to indicate two lines along which the
proof of this statement could be pre-
sented, first, the existence in the city
of disease which is preventable, and
which may be directly traced to imper-
fect sanitation, and its periodical out-
break in a more or less epidemic form,
and second, the existence of methods of
disposing of, or rather of not disposing
of sewage which universal experience
#has condemned. Now this question may
just as well be faced now as next year,
or the year after., Tt will not be one
whit more easy to solve at a later date
than it is today. It may be much more
difficult, if public opinion cannot be stir-
red up before instead of after some
calamity overtakes the city. The first
and most obvious thing to do is to en-
force a proper system of scavenging in
those parts of the city not provided with
sewerage connection. We do not be-
lieve that this can be done by meauns of
an inspector whose business it is to de-
tect and report infringements of the
rules and regulations., It never has been
done successfully in this way, and the
ehances are it mever will be. The way
to do it is to place in the hands of a
municipal department the care of the
scavenging of the portions of the ecity
mot provided with sewer connection, and
to make that department responsible for
infringements of the law not the indi-
vidual householder. Let the individual
householder do the paying. That is
enough responsibility for him. He will
soon awake to the necessity of a com-
plete sewerage system, when he finds
out how expensive and irksome ‘it is to
keep a city in a sanitary condition with-
out it. Our sewerage system is auto-
matic and that is municipal. ‘A proper
system of scavenging where there are
mo sewers requires brains and executive
ability to carry it out, and that is not
municipal. Is the reason because there
is neither intelligence nor executive
ability in a municipality? Surely not.
Yet why should the sewerage system
which is automatic be under municipal
control, and the sewerage system which
is not automatic, be left to a pnlicy of
drift and drip as it is in this city at
the present time? We do not propose

this system of minicipal scavenging as
a permanent institution. ‘But it has kept
other cities healthy in the absence of
sewers, and, if properly carried out, it
will keep this city healthy. It would
also be a source of revenue to the city.
It is frightfully expensive we admit, but
not nearly so expeasive as disease, with
the danger at any time of an epidemic.
Its active replacement by the less ex-
pensive and more modern sewer would
be attended to without any unnecessary
delay, either upon tge basis  advocated
by Mr. Barnard or some modification
thereof. We cannot afford to rely for-
ever upon our incomparably healthy cli-
mate and upon our purifying winds to
keep the city free from serious out-
breaks of disease, It is better to close
the door while the horse is still in the
barn.

STATE IRONWORKS.
A most interesting discustion has taken
place in the parliament of New South
Wales on the advisability of starting
State Ironworks in that self-governing
portion of the British Empire. So far
as the natural resources for the manu-
facture of iron go, New South Wales
is in very much the same position as
British Columbia. It possesses the fauel,
the flux, and the ore, but they are in
an undeveloped condition. The agitation
there to induce the state to take hold
of the business of manufacturing iron
.has, arisen, less from. the desire to na-
tionalize this industry than from the
desire to secure immediately for New
South Wales the benefits which would
accrue from it. State ironworks were
advocated less to prevent private capital
from manufacturing iron, than because
private capital would not as yet under-
take to.do so without heavy assistance
from the government. The first thing
that strikes us about the debate is
that eonditions are much more favorable
to a state-owned iron industry in New
South Wales than they are in British
Columbia. There are two reasons for
this. The first is that when Messrs.
Sandford and Mitchell, whose doings we
reported at the time, offered to invest
British capital in the manufacture of
iron in Australia, the Federal govern-
ment brought in a bill conferring a
bonus of £250,000 upon the industry. The
cffect of this was nullified, so far as
Messrs, Sandford and Mitchell were col-
cerned, by the introduction of a clause
limiting this bonus to a state-owned
manufactory. By such a strange pro-
posal the Kederal parliament may have
meant to shelve the whole business. It
is not easy for the uneducated outsider
to see what else could have been meant,
However that might be, it gave New
South Wales an opportunity to éarn this
bonus, and therefore afforded an induce-
ment for the State to go into the busi-
ness of making iron. In the second
place, the governments in Australia are,
through their owning the railways, the
main consumers of iron, and therefore
the product of a state-owned manufac-
tory would have a monopoly of the most
influential customer. It is mnoticeable,
however, that there was during the de-
bate grave doubt expressed whether the
sister governments of Australia would
give the government of New South
Wales a monopoly ‘of their iron market
if they could buy iron anywhere else
cheaper, Judgibg.from what we know
of governments in general, we believe
this doubt to have been well founded.
As against these favorable circumstances
the argument was adduced that a gov-
ernment could not manage such a com-
plicated business successfully, and this
argument was enforced with some skill
and many apt illustrations from the
method of managing the state-owned
railways in vogue in Australia, Mr.
Blair, it seems to us could secure some
hints in that country, as to how to pre-
vent an Intercolonial surplus next year.
The main argument, however, and the
one which will appeal most strongly to
British Columbians, not only as in Jt-
self reasonable, but as peculiarly applic-
able to the circumstances of this prov-
ince, was advanced by Sir John See,
the Premier of New South Wales., It
was in effect this, that there were plenty
of avenues in which every available dol-
lar of public money could be wiseiy and
usefully expended, where no competition
was to be feared, without the state in-
terfering in businesses where it would
at once meet with either internal or ex-
ternal competition. The proposal was
voted down, and the government of New
South Wales has been left to devote its
funds to other departments of usefulness
than the manufacture of iron. Verb. 8ap.

'CONCERNING KIRBY.

We give the following article fiom the
Nelson Tribune all the publicity we can.
It is a complete refutation of the paper
read by Mr. Kirby at the meeting o
the Mining Institute at Nelson. The
people of this province are not, we im-
agine, altogether fools. They know to
what an extent the prosperity of the
province is dependent upon mining, bu:
they are not prepared to accept a view
of the condition of the industry which is
contradicted by the faots of production,
or an explanation of certain unfavorabie
features ich are amply accounted fo-
by the course of prices and the collapse
of speculation. We have frequently
dealt with the condition of the mining
industry in these columns., The main
points we have made have been two:

1. That under fo conceivable circum-
stances where legitimate mining was
contemplated could the two per cent. tax
absorb 20 per cent. of the net profits.

2. That outside the boom area affected
by over-speculation, there _has mever
been a word of complaint as to the con-
ditions imposed by the legislation under
which mining is carried on in this provy-
ince.

The following articie analyzes the con-
ditions under which mining is carried oa
and the relations in which government
stands to the industry. It is well worthy
of a careful perusal:

As was predicted by the Tribune, the
statements  made by Edmund B. Kirby,
manager of the War Eagle and Centre
'Star mines at Rossland, in the paper he
read at the recent session of the Cana-
dian Mining TInstitute at Nelson, are
having widespread circulation. Had
they been true they would have receiv-
ed no such attention.

(Mr. Kirby stated that the mining in-
dustry ‘in itish IColumbia is unique,
hecause it is not recognized or fostered
by the government as an industry.
This is not a statement of fact. No
state in the United [States where mining
is the chief industry has made more lib-
eral provisions to aid ' the industry
rgl;an ‘has the province of British ‘Colum-

ia.

In the fitst place, all crown lands in
the province are open to the prospector
for location as mineral claims, and no
one is barred from making locations
because of citizenship or nationality.
This is a distinct advauntage over the
laws of the United States.

In the second place, the government
maintains record offices at convenient
points, and to the credit of the officials

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pla:ints are ‘heard of official wrong
g in connection with records.
In the third mplace, the governmeut
makes liberal appropriations for ' the
building of roads and trails throughout
the  mining = _districts, and ns
them in good condition after they are
built, This is not done in the United
States,
In tthe fourth place, the provincial
government, by large grants of land and
iberal ‘guarantees of payment of prin-
cipal and = interest on debentures, has
aided the construction -of railways in
mining districts, thus eunabling mine
owners to market their ore at reason
able costs for transportation. No such
aid has been granted by any state in
the United States.
Mr. Kirby states that the mining in-
dustry is prostrated in British Colum-
bia by two causes, namely, ' oppressive
legislation and excessive taxation. This
is a serious charge, if true. But it is no
more true. than Mr. Kirby’s statement
that the province does not recognize or
foster the mining industry.
The Mineral Act of British Columbia
may not be a perfect law—few laws are
—but, taken as a whole, it is the equal
of the mining statutes of the United
States. It is most liberal to the Dros-
pector, ‘and if its provisions are follow-
ed, litigation, that great bane of the
mining industry, is reduced to a mini-
mum. The annual assessment is $100
in cash or in work, and once 5500 worth
of work is done on a mineral claim, or
has been paid in cash in lieu of work,
absolute title can be obtained from the
province, and once such title is secured
the owner is mnot required to expend
another «dollar to develop the ground in
order to hold it. :
Taxation is based on acreage and pro-
duction.  Minemal claims that are mn-
worked pay taxes at the. rate of - 25
cents per mcte of area, which amounts
to from $5 to $12.50 annually per claim
according to their acreage. Claims pro-
ducing ore pay 2 per cent. on.the value
of the ore shipped, after the costs of
transporting and treatment are deduct-
ed. All improvements ‘and machinery
g.n such claims are exempt from taxa-
ion. .
Apart from the provision that makes
it unlawful to work more than eight
hours underground in a mine, there is
not a single provision in the statutes
of British 'Columbia that can be -con-
strued as hostile to/ the mining indus-
try. If the Tribune is not mistaken,
the states of \Montana, Utah and Col-
orado, three of the great mining states
of the Union, have an eight-hour law
for their metal-mine workers.
Mr: Kirby states that in British Col-
umbia the mining industry pays more
than its proportion of taxation. Min-
ing as an industry is practically con-
fined to East and West Kootenay dis-
tricts, and the southern half of Yale
district. ‘The population of theseé dis-
tricts is approximately 53,000, and it is
safe to say that 40,000 of the 50,000 are
solely dependent on the mining industry
for a living, the other 10,000 depending
on lumbering, ranching and railroadig,
and are entirely independent of mining.
During the year 1901, these 50,000 peo-
Ple paid into the provineial treasury
from all sources of revenue, $380,000.
This includes royalty on coal, tax on
the output of metal mines, general min-

From time to time since 1890, laws have
been passed that had ‘the fostering of
the mining -industry in this province
for their object. ' F'irst ‘was the law, or
regulation, that allowed all machinery
actually used in mining to be imported
duty free for a term of years. This was
followed by @ ‘bonus for every ton of
ore smelted in, the country. Next was
a bonus for every ton of base bullion
refined in (Canada. As the Dominion
does not own the werown lands in- Brit-
ish Columbia, the parliament of Can-
ada cannot pass laws that in any way
interfere with the location or working
of mineral claims. It will be admitted
by all fair-minded men that the tariff
could be revised to’ the material advan-

ticularly to the lead mining industry,
but the fiscal system of the Dominion
of ‘Canada, like that” of the TUnited
States, is based on the principle that
the greatest good will result to the
greatest number, and if the 50,000 peo-
ple resident in the Kootenays and south-
ern Yale pay more than their share per
capita of taxation to the Dominion, it is
not because of the fact that they are en-
gaged in an industry to which the gov-
ernment of the day is hostile, but rather
to the fact that they, like those engaged
in the mining industry in other coun-
tries, are liberal purchasers of the best
goods that can be procured.

The mining industry in British Col-
umbia is not prostrate, as Mr. Kirby
would have the outside world believe,
because of excessive taxation and oppres-
sive legislation. Indeed, it is mnot pros-
trate at all, and never has been. It has
ups and downs in British Columbia, just
as it has had in Montana, Idaho, Color-
ado, Utah and ‘California, and for the
same reasons, namely, fall in the prices
of metals. experimenting with processes
for treating low-grade and refractory
ores, and last, but not least, mismanage-
ment, over-promotion, stock jobbing,
and wild-catting.

I may say that the causeway In ques-
tion has involved a large amount of extra
work as hereinafter mentioned:

1. The adoption of the day labor system
bas no doubt involved much extra work for
me, viz: all the duties and the detalls
which would fall upon the contractor, to-
gether with his responsibility and method
of carrying out the construction work at
all its stages.

2. Much overtime was found necessary
owing to the season of the year, the tldes
being wunfavorable during working hours
when the cofferdam and foundations of
main wall were under construction.

3. I have been responsible for the design-
ing and carrying out of the entire work,
without the assistance or expense of a con-
sulting engineer and clerk of works—
which in my opinion, has been a great sav-
ing to the city. .

4. During the comstruction of the coffer-
dam, in order to satisfy myself, I visited

the works almost every night, and on two
occasions found it necessary to be on duty
between 4 and 5 a. m. T cite these In-
stances merely to show the Interest taken
in the work.

. This would have cost not less than
$1,800, without cver-time. Taking into con-
sideration that I have, by much labor,
saved the city these two items alone about
$4,800, 1 do not think it would be unreas-
onable to ask the sum of $3,000 as a re-
muneration for my services.

Ald. Grahame expressed the opinion
that the first portion of the letter was
a most creditable showing, and Mr. Topp
was well entitled to something in the
way of a honus, but e thought half the
amount asked for would be what was
right. He moved accordingly, that the
payment of a bonus of $1,500 to Mr.
Topp he recommended to the Finance
committee, . .

Ald. “Williams was afraid that this
would be premature, as the council had
not yet finished the work, and might still
have to fill up the flats and build the
roadway.

‘Ald. Yates said the' work was com-
pieted as far as Mr. Topp was con-
cerned, and he was in favor of bonusing
any professional man who was entitled
to it. However it might be well to lay

His Worship said that the test of the
work had not yet been applied, and the
wall had been built as it was upon the
advice Qf the engineer. It was too soon
to bonus anybody in this connection.

Ald. Cameron advised that it would be
better to discuss this matter in com-
mittee.

The communication was for the time
being laid on the table.

pléte the works. The answer to the con-
fention that the work will rtion-
ately yield more revenue than that al-
ready spent, by reason of the fact that
a large portion of the latter was ex-
pended on trunk sewers, is that, we will
be working in the more scattered por-
tions of the city, and that another main-
outlet for the northern and éastern por-
tion of the city will have to be provided.
The great objection, however, to such a
course would be that when you have ex-
pended the $150,000 you will only have
increased the difficulties of the people
who will still remain unbeneéfited to ob-
tain their rights, Naturally enqugh,
when a man is enjoying a convenience
himself, he is not much inclined to spend
mouney to enable others to get it, and it
was grobab]y on this principle, selfish
though it be, large numbers of people
now within the sewered area voted
against the septic tank by-law last year.
By spending only $150,000 on this work
you will merely increase the number of
such people, and thus, as I said beforve,
rendér it more difficult for the others to
get their rights. If it be said that when
all the work is completed the rental will
be too. large, it must be remembered that
a considerable amount will be required
for maintenance of pumping stations,
ete: and in addition, we. may hope that
we are not going to stand still, and that
the system will require continual expan-
sion. It would be fatal to capitalize the
present rentals without increasing them,
and the city would be in a worse condi-
tion than now. The present state of af-
fairs reflected no credit on the municipal
government who brought it into force.

Ald. Williams feared that to deal with
the matter now would place too great a
burden on their shoulders. He was in
favor of the idea, however.

‘Ald. Yates was going to vote for the
resoluution. All the blame did not rest on
former councils, and it was$ only right
that the blame for letting the present
state of affairs continue should not rest
on the present council. .

Ald. Grahame agreed that it would be
better to borrow the 1argetr sum and
cary out the improvement at once.

Ald. Worthington, while paying $125
in sewer rentals, was quite willing to
pay twice that in order to get the outside
district sewered.

Your committee in the course of their In-

Ald. Grahame said the present distri-
bution was fcirly equitable as regards
assessment values, but were not so with
respect to area or mnumber of ‘voters.

The Finance committee reported ac-
counts amounting fo $1,056.30, which
were ordered to take the usual .course
for payment. On the reading of this,
the question was asked what would hap-
pen if the council refused to pass the
accounts, and a discussion again arose
as to the present status of the Finance
committee, and the City (Council with
reference to the spending of the city
funds.

Ald. Barnard insisted that it was an
anomaly for three members of the
Finance committee to regulate the whole
matter.

Ald. Cameron said in addition to the
three members of the Finance commit-
tee, there were the Mayor and the audi-
tor, and he considered the latter the all-
important feature. The Finance commit-
tee’s report was adopted as well as $1,-
000 for preliminary work in connection
with the Point Ellice bridge.

Ald. Vincent’s motion re street lighting
then came up, but was altered so as to
be only an expression of opinion that
the lighting should be carried out as he
proposed. This recommendation carried.

The next business was. the motion by
Ald. Barnard with reference to the
funding of the sewer rentals in order to
secure a loan sufficient to sewer the
present unsewered portions of the city.

In speaking to his motion Ald. Bar-
nard did not think it necessary to com-
ment on the mecessity for the comple-
tion of the sewers. Fully 60 per ceunt.
of the communications sent into the
council were on account of defective
drains. It would be a good finamcial
investment for the city to carry out the
sewer. As an instance he recalled the
fact that a wealthy gentleman had had
plans ready to build in the Rock Bay
\district, but owing to the fact that he

could not get sewer connection he had;

decided to abandon the idea of building
had sold his property and was now liv-
ing in Santa Barbara with his family.
He did not wish to claim the credit for
the idea, as he had heard it advocated
by Ald. McCandless, who had proposed
to fund the present rentals and borrow
$150,000, carry out another portion of
the sewer system. He belidved in going
one better, and getting enough to see the
end of sewer building in this city in
sight.

DNir. Topp has given an estimate of the
amount it will cost to complete the sew-
erage system for the whole city, includ-
ing Victoria West.

Thig sum will give enough to bring us
within measurable distance of the com-
pletion of the work, and the revenue
which will be derived from the connec-
tions with the newly constructed system
will, when finished, give sufficient money
to complete the system. Property rep-
resenting about half the whole value of
renl estate in the city was still unsewer-
ed. The city had borrowed $430.000 in
three different loans on the whole city
pronerty, so that half “the -interest and
sinking fund was paid by those who had
10 sewers. There had &lready been paid
in interest and sinking fnnd on sewer
loans about $243,000, so that the unsew-
ered portions of the city had therefore
contributed nearly $125.000 for which
they had received absolutely nothing®
Resides thic they would contribute $11.-
000 annually in sinking fund for the
next forty vears, for which they were
to get nothing whatever. The citizen
whose residence is connected with the
system obtains all the great advantage
of such connection, and in return there-
far pays only $3 for. the convenience. The
citizen whose residence is mot connected
obtains absolutelv no advantage. and
has to pav a scavenger $10 or $12 per
annum. It may be urged that it is not
necessary to double the rentals. becanse
£150.000 can be raised on them as they
are at present, and when that is spent
the increased revenue can be agaiin can-

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YUKON POLITICS.

Three Men in the Field—Bolt of the

. French+Canadians.

Steamer Amur, which returned on
Sunday from Skagway, brought news
that the political campaign was on in
earnest when the steamer left the North.
There. are now three men in the Trace.
The Liberal convention, as already re-
ported by telegraph, nominated Gover-
vor J. H. Ross, and he accepted the
nomination. No other name was sub-
mitted to the convention. The opposi-
tion to the government centred upon
Joe Clark, who has caused the admin-
istration more trouble than anyone else
in the district. Dr. Catto, who also op-
poses the government, is an independent
candidate, and there is a probability of
one or more nominees going in the field.
The French-Canadians refuse to parti-
cipate in the convention that mominated
Governor Ross, and they threaten to
place one of their number in the race.
As the French-Canadians comprise 42
per cent. of the voting strength of the
Yukon, the result of a separate conven-
tion might be a success.

A despatch from Dawson, dated on
Friday last, says: It has been discover-
ed that the Dominion election to take
place for one member of parliament will
cost $100,000. 'While at Ottawa last
spring Governor Ross drafted a bill for
the election at small_cost, but when it
was introduced after he had left, it was
frecly amended, especially by the oepposi-
| tion members, for fear of possible unfair-
| ness. The territory was to-be divided in-
| to six sub-divisions and enumerators of
| voters were appointed for each, the
| wages to be $10 a day and expenses.
| 'When the great cost was made known
the department threatened to postpone
the election in spite of the law requiring
it before January. Telegrams from here
showed that this would be fatal to the
. government party and .the department
{ will probably give in. It now stands

Trade With '
South Africa

Dominion Trade Commissione:
Interviewed by the Johan-
nesburg Star.

Mentions Many Lines of Indus-
try in Which Business Might
Be Done.

James ‘G, Jardine, Dominion govern-
ment trade commissioner to South Af-
rica, is reported as follows in the Jo-
hannesburg Star:

“In the first place, I must tell you,”
said Mr. Jardine, “that, in order for our
manufacturers to be able to successful-
ly compete in this country, we must
have our own direct shipping line. The
present shipping ring and high freights
would place competition here quite be-
yond us. Just before I left ‘Canada,
NSir Richard ‘Cartwright, the minister of
trade and commerce, told me that if my
report on the trade possibilities here was
satisfactory—and I may tell you that it
is highly satisfaetory—a sum of money
would be placed on the supplementary
estimates for the establishment of a
direct line between Halifax, probably,
and the South African ports.”

“Have you-heard anything further on
this project?”

“Yes. I think it very probable that an
arrangement will be come to with the
Elder-Dempster line, I learn they are
anxious for the trade and the subsidy
gpomxsed by government, and I think it

1gh}é probable that in abeut six months
the ICanadian-South African direct line
will be running. " The importers I have
met at the various Cape ports were all
most favorably inclined towards Can-
adian products; but one and all impressed
upon me the paramount necessity of be-
ing independent of the shipping ring. Of
course, being a government commission-
er, I have not brought any samples of
iCanadian manufactures with me. They
will come presently with the army of
commercial travelers I expect to see
here; but I may mention that Mr. J. W.
Taylor, in Johannesburg, and the firm
of Moffat, Hutchens & Co., of Cape-
town, have already done a good deal to-
wards introducing Canadian goods to
South ‘Africa.”

“Now, as to the class of goods you
recommended Canadian manufacturers
to send here?”’

“Well, one of our most important in-

dustries is the manufacture of 'what I
may term medium-ciass furniture in
which wood forms the component parts.
In this particular line I claim that we
can beat the world. In this class of fur-
niture we use principally maple, black
walnut, oak, and bird’s-eye maple.y Our
exhibition of furniture at the Paris ex-
hibition in 1900 met with the highest en-
comiums, and when it 'was disposed of
the French people simply tumbled over
each other to purchase it. Amnother of
our staple industries is the manufactore
of boots and shoes.. The French-Can-
adian is a splendid boot operative. Often
you find an entire family of 10 or 12
working in the same factory. - Individ-
ually,»the wage is small, but in the ag-
gregate it amounts to -a good deal.”
_ Pointing to an exceedingly good-logk-
ing tan boot he was wearing, Mr. Jhr-
dine said: ‘““The manufacture’s price for
'this boot would be about $2.25. I think
we shall be able to do a big trade here
in boots, and if retailers are mot too
grasping in their profits, a really good,
serviceable middle-class boot might be
procurable here for 10s. or 12s. I have
specially advised my government as to
the market here for miners’ boots. In
the province of Quebec alone there are
200 or 300 large boot factories. Another
line, I think, we shall be able to suc-
cessfully introduce here is our agricul-
tural machinery, which is the best and
most up-to-date in the world. The ex-
perimental farms which the Canadian
goverument established have fot only
done wonders in agriculture, but have
also. brought about the construction of
agriclfural implements on the most sci-
entific and economizing principle. At the
Paris exhibition the firm of Massey,
‘Harris & 'Co. received one of the two
‘Grand Prix awarded for agricultural
machinery.”

“Do you think you will be able to as-
;ist %15 in cheapening the cost of living
ere 99 >

“Yes, most certainiy. Not in regard
to meat. With the present price of meat
in ‘Canada we could not compete with
the cold storage companies now in exist-
ence; but in all classes of ecanned goods
there is a big future here before Can-
adian manufacturers. Fish and fruits
are the principal commodities canned,
and we have about 200 large canneries.
‘On the Union-Castle steamers coming
over 1 noticed they were using tinned
lobster and salmon from ‘Canada—the
well known Horseshoe brand. Cheese is
another food we hope to do well with
here. At the present time I may tell
you that four-fifths of the cheese con-
sumed in England is ‘Canadian; we ex-
port to England alone $20,000,000 worth
every year. A few years back Amer-
ca had almost the entire cheese trade
with England. Now Canada has it all.
‘We hope to do the same with butter in
a few years, and quite oust the Danish
butter. Flour, too, we shall be able to
send you, and at a cheaper rate than
now obtaining. At the present time there
is a representative here of thedLake of
the Woods Milling Company—the largest
milling company on the continent, with
an unlimited capacity—and I understand
he has been very successful in introduc-
ing this flour into South Africa. I
think, too, we shall be able to introduce
our beers and porters, which, of their
class, are excellent. I noticed in Dur-
ban that the liquor retailers there were
charging 9s. a bottle for Carnadian Club
whiskey and 6s. 6d. for Scotch, which is
not fair to our product.”

“Do you intend to have an exhibit at
the Capetown Trades exhibition at Cape-
town next year?”

“] am at present in communication
with my government on the subject, and
if it is a bona fide exhibition, and not a
profit-making affair run by a few, we
shall have a big exhibit there. If we
do exhibit there I intend to recommend
my government at the close of the ex-
hibition to send the exhibits on to Johan-
nesburg to be kept on view there.”

- Mme, Zola fainted
at the same moment and was therefore
unable to give the alarm. Mme Zola
does mot yet know of her husband’g
death, and it.is feared she may suffer
a relapse when informed of it. The
death of M. Zola. which only became
generally known at a late hour this af-
ternoon, has caused a great sensation in
warls, Itis thought Mme,. Zola will sur-
vive,

The commissary of police, who waa
Summoned to the Zola residence, said in
his report to the Prefect of Parig: “The
heating stove was mot lighted and there
was no ordor of gas. It is believed that
M. Zola’s death was due to accidental
poisoning by, drugs. Two little  dogs
found in the bedroom are alive.”

The Prefect has ordered the city archi-
tect to examine thegedroom in which M.
Zola died and has issued instructions
that an analysis be made of his blood.
and of the atmosphere of his room.

M. Zola had been resting from liter-
ary work since he finished his book eall-
ed, “The Truth,” which is-being publish-
ed in serial form.

The obituary notices pay tribute to
Zola’s high literary talents. The Temps
says that French literature has suffered
a loss which will be keenly felt. The
hewspapers judge Zola’s role in the
lI))reyfm; affair, according to political

ias.

Emile Zola was born in Paris on April
2, 1840. His parents soon removed “fo
‘Aix, where his father, an engineer of
reputation, was employed on the canal
which still bears his name. The father
died when his son was seven years old,
and the failure of the company soou
afterwards left the boy and his mother
in poverty. In 1858 Zola returned to
Paris, studied at the Liycee ICt. Louis,
and after two years’ struggle with ex-
treme noverty, obtained! employment in
the publishing house of Hachette & Co.,
with which he remained connected until
1865. ‘His first book, Cohtes a Ninon,
appeared in 1864. Two years later he
resolved to devote himself to authorship,
and wrote a number of books in rapid
succession most of which have magde a
remarkable success.

Owing to the attitude he adopted at
the time of the Dreyfus case he was
forced to leave France, and resided in
-England. He never flinched, however,
but continued fighting for the imprisoned
French officer, of whose cause he wasg
the strongest champjon. When Dreyfus
was taken back to France Zola continu-
ed to work in his behalf, and never for
a moment tired until the end of the trial
_at Rennes,

Magistrate Henderson in Van-
couver, under similar conditions, had
refused to couviet Lewis because a red
si’k shirt had been found in his room,
although his wife, who owned the valise
in which the shirt had been found. was
deemed guilty. In light of the evidence,
it would be unsafe to convict the four,
as’the crown had not connected them all
with the theft.

The Deguty Attorney{General, in re-
Py, said that the decision of Judge Hen-
derson was not admissible as the evi-
dence on -which it was ‘based was not
before the court, and in any event it
must have been entirely diffarent from
what had been brought out here

Mr. McLean then reviewed the evi-
dence brought out by the cross-examin-
ation of the prisoners Lewis and Wil-
liams, and laid particular stress on the
fact that all four traveled in company,
and that their method of engaging the
attention of salespeople in the stores
showed that they were confederates.

The likin has mno_exact paralle]l in
Buropean history. «It is a Mongolian
combination of internal revenue, octroi,
road tax and. local assessment.

The roads, canalg and rivers of the
Chinese empire are divided into short
lengths, each point of division being a
likin or tax-station. The smaller the
traffic the longer the distance between
these stations; the larger the traffic the
closer the stations. At each station a
tax is assessed and collected upon all
merchandise in transit. . Nominally the
tax is small—a few mills on the dollar.
Actually it ranges from 1 to 10 per
cent. on the value ¢¢ the goods, accord-
ing to the rapacity of the officials.
These are petty mandarins who buy
their appointments from the local auth-
orities. The appointment lasts three or
four years, during which time the in-
cumbent gets back the money he paid
for his oftice and clears enough to sup-
port himself in fine style, and put by
enough for a rainy day or to secure a
second term. The poorest station brings
$100 in the political market, and pays
$150 a year. The rich ones command
$10,000, and pay as much annpually.
Ifrom one-half to oue-fifth is paid over
by the likin-gatherer to the local treas-
urer. The rest goes into his own
pockets.

At each station is a likin office. It
varies from a little housé which the
official occupies, and a shed where his
two . guards or soldiers find a resting-
place, to an imposing establishment
where the official presides over a deputy,
clerk, secretary, shroff (or .treasurer),
and a guard of soldiers. All of these
are paid from the. likin. :
The result of the system is easily
seen. The tax increases the cost of
goods so that it is impossible to trans-
port merchandise more than a certain
distance before it can no longer compete
with similar goods made in the district
to which it is brought. This along land
and canal routes is about forty miles
for ordinary merchandise, and 100 for
special goods, such as lamps, clocks,

inces like Quangtumg or Chj Kiang the
stations are often only two miles apart,
In those which are sparsely settled, like
Yunnan or the hill districts of Tokien,
they are five and ten miles apart.

The system gives employment to a
small army, which has been estimated
at 400,000 in numbers. They exert con-
siderable infiuence, and are bitterly
opposed to all foreign ideas and institu-
tions. ‘While it is disliked by a major-
ity of the trading class, it is liked by
those dependent upon small industries,
who are protected by its exactions from
competition by rivals in districts with
greater resources. The likin may be
compared to the protective tariff ex-
tended to city, town and village. . It
protects the potteries of Chao-Chao-fu
from those of Canton on the one side
and of Nang King on the other.

It is a bar to foreign commerce. Al-
though there are 50 treaty ports where
goods from abroad may be landed, it is
doubtful if FEuropean and American
wares ever get into the interior further
than 0, miles from the coast, the Yang-
tzee, 'West, Dragon, Min, Han and Pei |
rivers, or the French, British and Rus-
sian frontiers.

The abolition of the likin will entail
results good and bad. It will pauperize
a large official cless and intensify the
hatred of ‘“foreign devils.” It will in-
crease the pressure and strain upon the
literary class, which is already over-
crowded and suffering. It will diminish
the provincial revenues and necessitate
new forms of taxation. |
