"This preference, which will take in
all the British colonies, will be made
in the shape of a rebate, and as in
most cases, of stGe¢h a substantial char-
acter that it is sufficient to more than
equal the freight charges on the arti-
cles exported on which the rebate is
specified as 2d fer 100 pounds; and
the same rébate applies also to bran,
barley, oads, rye, peas and beans, while
upon ﬂour the rate is 3d per 100
pounés

2, 3 4 and 5 are numerous important
articles of manufacture which are sub-
ject to a rebate of 3 per cent. ad
valorem. Among these manufactured
