Congratulations From the Primce of Wales
M, Brisson’s Restgnation.

Paris, Dec. 29, —President Grevy has
peceived despatches from all the European
= powers, and also one from the Prince of
Wales, congratulating him on his re-
election to the presidency of the French
republic,. M. Grevy will pot send a
message $o the chamber of deputies.

M. Grevy and the cabinet ministers are
urging M. Brisson, the prime minister, to
yemain in office, declaring that the gov-
ernment sufféred no parliamentary defeat
by the closeness of the recent vote on the
Tonquin credit. M. Grevy will not accept
M. Jirisson’s resignation.

‘After a short session of the esbinet
L to-day Premier Brisson called upon Presi-

dent Grevy and tendered the resignation
of the whole cabinet. M: Brisson replying
to Mr. Grevy, said he desired to retire
from political life for a year in order to
take a much-needed rest. The govern-
ment majority on the Tonquin credit was
too small, he said, for a stable government,

and the result of the Paris elections was a
- greater reason for resigning.  President

Grevy again summoned M. Brisson, and

strongly urged him to continue in office.

M. Brisson was obdurate, however, The

president then requested M. De Freycinet

to_form a cabinet, and the latter promised
to give a definite reply to-morrow.

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A Kevelution in Emgiand’s Commercial

Polley. .

There is to be a revolution in England’s
commercial policy; the thing is as good as
settled. After all the ridicule thrown on
“fair trade” these some years past, the
government has declded to stake its exist-
ence ona fair trade bill, Nor has the
decision been rashly ocome to, or without
due consideration, We are informed that
it is founded on the official report of Lord
Iddesleigh’s commission on the depression
of trade; snd we may well believe that
Lord Salisbury and his collesgnes consid-
ered long and earnestly ere they commit
ted themselves to what is mothing less
than a revolution in England’s commercial
policy. What they will propose is in sub-
stance this—that England will no longer
give free trade to any country, without
getting it in return. The cable despatch
represents them ss feeling sure of their
ground, with the next thing to s certainty
of carrying the country with them on this
question,

This sends us back forty years, to take
another look at the circumstances of the
time when Cobden persuaded England to
adopt free trade, We eay most unhesitat-
ingly that he achieved the persuasion by

" false pretences. Not that he koew them
to be false when he made them ; for, like
many other men of extreme views, and
wominated by one great leading ides,
Cobden was undonbtedly sincere. But his
representations of what foreign nations
would do, were England to adopt,uncon-

. ditionsl free trade, turned out to be false
altogether, He prophesied that in
stich case the . whole civilized world

-would soon follow England’s example.
Bowitched with the prospect, hard-headed
men of business flocked to bis standard,
with such a weight of money and oratory
and influence, that he carried the country
with him., Not just now do we attempt to
go over the dreary forty years in the
wilderness of unfulfilled expectations
which Eogland has sinoce pn-Zd through.
Suffice it to say that in France, Germany
and the United States—the countries that
come next to England in commercial im-
portance—the duties on English goods are
very much higher now than they were
when Cobden made his most mistaken pro-
pheoy.

But how account for the tardy awaken-
ing to the truth, which it appears has
come at last ? VEby did not the English
people get to understand the situation long
ago, say filteen or twenty years sooner at
all events? Wae abswer, because of the
powerful infl fi ial, commercial
and literary—which were tacitly banded
together to suppress the truth, and to
prevent it from coming out. Among the
leading journals there wasa perfect con:
spiracy, not so much of positive hostile
srgument as of silence to prevent the facss
of the case from becoming known. But
the bonds and barriers of suppression are
burst at last; and now the cable whispers
to us a prophecy that will prove true
where Cobden’s proved false,

A Dangeroms Helght,

George William Curtis writes of Parnell :
¢ He is an uncrowned king, and should he
die there is no one to take up his sceptre.
No fabulous monarch of Tara’s halls, no
Jord of the round towers, no wild Celtic
ehieftain was so powerful a ruler.”

The former measure is evidently
intended to take the wind out of
home rule sails; the latter shows where
the line is to be drawn against nationalist
demands, It may be counted upon that
Balisbury’s party will support him in all
this as one man; but meanwhile how are
the liberals likely to go? The Globe's.
special cable says that the Press associa-
tion published yesterday morning answers
from sixty liberal members on the home
rule question. Anslysis of these gives
rather interesting results. Nine give
unconditional support to home rule. These
include Thoro!d Rogers, Laboughere and
Bradlaugh, Nine give support with the
condition that i¢ will not jeopardize the
union, Fifteen may best be described as
watohing and waiting for the cat to jump,
From these will come the seceders,
Twelve members will support local boards,
but not more, These include Goechen,
Richard and Chamberlain. Mr. Forster of
course denounces home rule in any form,
Eight members, strangely including
several advanced radicals, say that cir-
cumstances do mnot call for serious consid-
eration of the question. Herbert Glad-
stone is afraid the matter can only be
settled by party warfare,

Two men of particular mark—Goschen
end Chamberlain—will support - local
boards, but not more.

Quack Philanthropy.

The Womea's Protective Immigration

philanthropist who has come amongst us,
until thefr name has become leglon. The
entire brood must be given the cold shoul-
der in self-defence,
