The passing of the Crosby High License
Bill by the State Assembly of New York may
be called the event of the day over there. It
was on Wednesday that it occurred, the bill
baving been passed by almosta strict party
vote—70 yeas to B6 nays. Of the yeas all but
one were Republicans, and of the nays all but
four were Democrats. The vote was & very
full one: 126 members out of 128 were present

. and voted. ;

Bit the bill as it passed isnot the bill as
¢ left the hands of its framer—the Rev.
Howard Orosby, & prominent Presbyterian
clergyman of New York City and father of
the member who introduced it into the - As-
sembly. ‘The bill was hotly opposed by

The license, as fixed, is an
exceedingly moderate one, and W certalnly
be anything but satisfactory to the proh bition-
ists and temperance elements generally. It
was supported by tke Republicans in the As
sembly ‘- with four exceptions, while every
Democrat, save oue, voted against it. The bill
now ﬁoes to the Senate, where its fate is doubt-
ful. In its present shape it is not calculated to
restrict the evils of the liquor traffic to any a
reciable extent. In fact, the bill as it stands
s simply a transparent device of the New York
Republicans to make $rt capital among the
temperance voters without doin anything to
seriously injure the liquor-sellers.  If aley
were really sincere in their pretended desire
fora :éystem of hlﬁh license, ey would have
passed the bill as drawn by Dr. by, with an
amendment making its provisions applicable to
the entire state.

THE EARTHQUAKE AT NICE,

The United States Comsul Sends a Descrip:
. tiom of Hg.

WASHINGTON, March 26.—The Secretary of
State has received from Mr. Hathaway, United
States Consul at Nice, a dispatch containing
an account of the earthquake which occurred
at that city on Feb. 23. Mr, Hathaway states
that the phenomena were most distinctly per-
ceptible at three minutes to 6 o'clock in the
morning. The vibrations were vertical, longi-
tudinal and transyersal, and of not less than
thirty seconds in duration. The masgsive
stone buildings of the city were then moved,
lifted ‘and shaken, s it seemed to their occu-
pants, like ships at sea, or trees struck by a
tempestyous wind, The inhgbitants at the
time were weanly sleeping atter the excite-
