This was
elearly in violation of free trade doctrines,
Dbecause it became obligatory on England to
maintain these repealed duties as against all
.other countries but France, Cobden was in
his own lifetime;charged with being incon-
sistent. He cared little for that, and would
probably have accepted John Morley's clever
@efinition of politics as *‘the art of choosing
thie least of several evils.”
Apart from this unjust reflection on Cob-
den, it is interesting to note the present ten-
dency of economic thought in American
actidemie circles. The danger on the side of
thé historical method is that the teaching will
becoms oveérloaded with erudition, and thus
divoroe itself as effectually as dogmatic écono-
smjcs ever did from contemporary national
life and thought. The theory of the historical
mhethod is that it is of great importance toa
sound acquaintance with economic science
to koow (1) whatproviouz(eoommm-—twm
industrial and commercial—~conditions were,
snd {2) what opinions have been held from
.mernﬁonto_genmﬂonbythlnkéﬂonthes
eonditions. There is a measure of soundness
in this view of method, but to attempt to
wnknmchmhioturicﬂmi‘wotthnworld’s
conditions and the world’s opinions the basis
of an induction with any hope of arrivinga
infallibly correct conclusions is unspeakably
absurd. Life is too short for such a styls of

" treatment to become permanently popular,

and if the tendency above referred to goes
much further the reaction will give the
historical method a bad time of it.

Assuming that economic science is an in-
ductive science there is a use to which the
facts of history, whether of conditions or of
opinions, can profitably be put. Bat the ing
duction should be based first of all on the
economic eonditions of the here and now.
This, and not the conditions or opinions of
the past, should be the starting point. The
industrial and commercial facts of the
student’s own immediate environment—
whether taxation, strikes, eight-hour move-
ments, currency discussions, or any
other ecomomic phenomena—should be
: under bis notice. He should

ciples of his own formulation. The facts of
history, and contemporary facts outside of
the sphere of his personal observation, would
come in to check his inferences and probably
modify his conclusions. He would be dog-
matic at first—who is not in these mattersi—
but he would learn intellectual toleration
under the severe discipline of a teacher whose
acquaintance with economic facts extends
over & wider historical and geographica
fleld, -

This is in brief outline the true method of
dealing with economics, but it is a method
not adopted, so far as we kmow, in any
university. It presupposés that the impor-
tant thing for a Canadian student of econo-
mics is Canadian economic life—not the
economic life of & foreign country or of a
long past time. When this view generally
obtains economics will become generally
popular and academically useful
