G. B. Gordon, Esq., 34 Adelaide-street east, City:

DEAR Sir,—I be'gto acknowledge the receipt of
your letter of e 14th inst.. covering charge
madeby F. C. Cribben, Thomas W Banton, W.Bur-
nill and George Bradley, charging the ‘members
of the Kiely-Everett syndicate, who put in the
tenders, with corruptly influencing one or more
of those aldermen who voted for the acceptance
of the tenders, to induce them to advocate and
vote for the by-law accepting their tenders. In
answer I have to say that if you will furnish me
with an affidavit or statutory declaration made
by al} of the four persons who signed the charge,
or by any one or more of them, gledzmg his or
their oath of their belief in the truth of the
charges laid in the document furnished, and that
they believe “they can furnish evidence to sub-
stantiate these charges, I will call the council
together and recommend a resolution to be pass-
ed for a reference to the County Judge as therein
sought.

Mr. Gordon’s Reply.

Mr. Gordon has sent a reply, accompanied by a
statutory declaration. made by F. C. C ben,
Thomas W. Banton and Walter Burnill, in which
they solemnly declare their belief. that some of
the aldermen have been guilty of maifeasance.

Maifeasance By Aldermen.

The declaration is as follows:

Dominion of Canada, County af York, to wit: In
the matter of the Kiely-Everett tender for the
Toronto Street Railway:

We, Frederick C. Cribben, Thomas W. Banton
and Walter Burnill, all of the City of Torounto, do
solemuly declare that the charges made by us
and forwarded to the Mayor of Toronto are made
honestly and in good faith, ard in-the belief that
some of/ the aldermen have been guilty of mal-
feasance in office, and we believe that evidence
can be adduced on an_enquiry before the County
Judge that“will establish said charges, or some of
them. We are induced to this behef by the fol-
lowing facts, which we believe to be true and un-
questioned:

1. That an employee of one member of the

. said syndicate, who had notthe money of his

own, paid $4500 toshut off an eyquiry made by a

private individual, and when su ch payment was

The Scsindal in the Broadway Tabernacle
—The Church Court Unanimously De-
clares Mr. Dingman to be Innocent—
Four Witnesses Swear That Mr. Ding-
man and Mr. Douglas Are Oneand the
Same Person—Mr. Dingman Establishes
an Alibi

The ventilating of the scandal that is just now
disturbing the peace of the worshippers in
Broadway Tabernacle and which was exclusively
published in The World of yesterday ~was ap-
parently first prompted by & feeling of animosity
that exists among members of the trustee board
of that church. It is certainly true that the
seriptural injunction, “Love oue another,” is al;
most a dead letter among some of the members
of light and leading in that éhurch.

That a scandal was threatening the good name
of & prominent churchman was first intimated in
evidence taken in the trial of Dame v. Dingman
at the civi] assizes neld about the middle of last
June. , case was a suit tbrought against Mr.
M. W. 8. Dingman oy Dr. Dame_to recover the
value of a horse and carriage. Dingman swore
that Dr. Dame had taken some real estate in ex-
change for the horse and carriage. The Doctor
repudiated this; and to lessen the weight of
Dingman's oath called two members of the trus-
tee board, John Déath and William Calvert, who
swore that they would not believe him on oath.
Calvert was pressed as to why he would- not be-
lieve Dingman on oath, but could givé no very

oo0d reason for it and Justice*McMahon chided
“him for making a statement apparently so
groundless. He and Mr. Death now state that it
was because of ‘their knowledge of the facts
that are now being disclosed.

Dr. Dame won the case and recovered the
amount due him.

The Storm Breaks.

A few days after the settlement of the case one
‘of the gentlemen who testified received the fol-
lowing anonymious communication on a postal
card, which speaks for itself:

«Allow me to say that above all men I regard
you as the most contemptible, your only re-
deeming feature being your ignorance. Are you
not aware of the opinicn any reasonable mind
would form of you. You miserable tools you
and your mate. Swearing away a man’s honor
you lousy hirelings. Who would believe either of
You, or any ‘of your gang upon oath ? Iknow
you of old. If ever I get my hands upon you
after dark in a convenient place_ the devil will
close his first mortgage on you. You have per-
jured your' conscience for a miserable b——d,
who never had a character or been other than a
fraud and hypocrite.

“But hold on a little, Jobn.”

It is only fair to say that it is not reténded
that the postal cardisin Dingman's andwrit-

ing.

g‘hese are facts that are lmportEtt to keep in
nl;ind in considering the case thatgflows out of
them.

Very soon after this Messrs. Douglas, Calvert
and Death, members of the Board of Trustees,
made the following chatge against their fellow-
trustee, and asked that it be investigated.

“We hereby charge Milton W. S. Dingman, a
member of the Broadway Tabernacle congrega-
tion of the Methodist Church in Toronto, with
lying and with ‘conduct towards a woman (not
his wife) unbecoming in a member of the Metho-
dist Church.”

The unbecoming conduct charged is:  That the
said M. W. S. Dingman, though & married man,
did frequently visit a young woman named Ella
McPherson between Nov. 1, 1887, and Mareh 1,
1888, at her boarding house, then No. 5 Cameron-
place in this city.

The first branch of the charge sbove made,
namely lying eonsists in the said M. W. 8. Ding-
man having stated at an informal investigation
of the matter that he never did visit such woman
at such time gnd place. which statement is con-
trary to fact as we allege.

They Must Be Twins.

The important ewidence for the prosecution
were the affidavits
/Bingham, Thomas Plunkett, a brother to Mrs.
Bingham and Miss Louisa Maria Bingham.
The affidavit of the latter is as follows:

1. I, Louisa M?rin. Bingham of the City Toronto,
in the County of York, spinster, do solemnly d--
clare that I am personally acquainted with Miiton

.S. Dingman, who lived at Number 89 Wilcox-
street in this city.

2. That he frequently visited a youngwoman
named Ella McPherson, who boarded at our
house %in Cameron Place during the latter part of
the yearj1887 and the first part of the year
1888 and the said Dingman was then fknown
tous by the mame of Douglas. The said Ella
MecPherson. spoke of him as_ “My John.”

3. That at the time of said visits I often opened
the door forthe gaid Dingman and let him in
and had short conversations with him.

Loursa M. BINGHAM.

The ' sworn testimony of the other three is
substantially the same. And all seem to have
no doubt whatever in their minds that Dingman
and “Douglas” are one and the same person. In
their evidence before the court of inquiry
Thursday evehing they, almost without excep-
tion, remarked on the peculiar tone of Mr. Ding-
man'’s voice.

In addition to the above evidence Miss Edna
Bingham, at the investigation, strongly affirmed
that she recognized Pingman as the “Mr. Doug-
las' who used t2 call at their house. And then
Mrs. Bingham, in her exarmination, stated that on
one occasion since Mr. Dingman, in com-
pany with =~ Mrs. Dingman, fted his
hat to her on the stréet while she was walking
with her husband and children. At another time
to make sure that they were not mistaken in the
man the Bingham children followed him till they
saw him turn into his gate at 89 Wilcox-street.

Still another witness was called inthe person
of Dr. “Dame, who stated that on ‘one
occasion at his house. Mrs. Dingman
said that she had good reason to believe that her
husband kept company with other women inas-
much as she had found letters from other women
in his pocket.

Mrs. Dingman was then immediately calléd
and denied having ever made such a statement.

Dingman’s Friends Testify.

As was intimated in yesterday’s World sev-
eral were called to testify as to Mr.
Dingman’s previous good character, amoug them
Ex-Ald. Vokes, Mr. Scripture, a relative of the
accused, and Mr. Allen, his partner in some real
estate speculations.

In the exanmination the board endeavored to
fix definite dates on which Mr. Douglas made
calls. About this Mrs, Bingham was very uncer-
tain but mentioned two dates that she particu-
larly remembered, on Thanksgiving Day, 1887,
and between February 5 and 10, 1888,

Mr. Allen besides speaking highly of Mr. Ding-
man, stated that «he remecmbered call-
ing on _him on Thanksgiving  Day,
1887, and  finding - 4him out of town.
From this it will be seen that the defence set up
is what would be called in criminal proceedings
an alibi. Similarly, between Feb. 5 and 10, an-
other date mentioned, the same defence was set
up. Mr. Dingman's own notebook showed that
he was out of town between these dates.

_Afterwards follows an affidavit from Miss Ella
McPherson which states that a *‘Mr. Douglas,’
whom she knew intimately did call on her while
she was boarding'with Mrs. Bingham, and that
Mr., Dingman is certainly not the same person.
Ex-Ald, Vokes Takes a Friendly Interest.

Ex-Ald. Voies called at The World yesterday
to say that he hoped the whole matter would be
dropped. He was on the Investigating Com mit-
tee, and could say that after hearing the evi-
dence, Mr. Dingman wascleared on the u nani-
mous report of the committee. ‘Now, Mr. Cal-
vert said in the proceedings in court a few
months ago that he had no prejudice against Mr,
Dingman. Last night I mentioned this to him,
and asked if it could be reccnciled with the
fact that he had previously told me he could not
bear the sight of Dingman. He denied having
toid me that. Icalled Rev. Mr. Philp and two
other gentlemen Fruseu:. to each of whom he had
expressed his dislike to Dingman and he then ad-
mitted having said so—couldn’t deny it further.”

Mr. Dingman Speaks.

Mr. Dingman also called on The World to ex-
press the hope that nothing more would be said
about the matter. He considered that the whole
affair was a private matter, with which the news-
papers or the public had nothing to do. *‘Even if
it were true that I had called on a young lady
friend several times, I see no harm in that,” he
said.

He states that he does not know Mr. Douglas,
MiSs McPherson’s friend, but admits that the
discovery and production of that gentieman
would be a strong point inhis favor—would, in-
deed, aestroy the whole case of his enemies. A
reward should be offered for the production of
the evanescent and mysterious Mr. Douglas.

The matter will not likely drop here. Those
who have made the charges express the belief
that the trial was hardly a disinterested one, and
further expressa determination to appeal it to
another court.

They Find Him Innocent,

The following letter was handed to The World
for publication:

Editor World: We, the undersigned committee
having seen astatement in your issue of to-day
concerning the investigation held on the charges
preferred against a member of Broadway Taber
uacle, feel it tobe our duty in the' interests of
justice to send yow our findings in the case.

THE CHANNEL STORMSWEPT

IMMENSE DAMAGE T0 SHIPPING

LoxpoN, Aug. 21.—A terrific storm is raging iu
the English Channel to-night. The sea has great-
ly damaged the public squares at Havre and the
Fiascati baths have been washed away.

The Russian Army on the Frontier of
Austria.

Loxpox, Aug. 21.—The Standard’s correspond-
ent at Bralia reports an enormous increase of the
Russian troops on the Austrian frontier. He
says the Bessarabia frontier guards, formerly a
gentarmary corps to prevent smuggling, has
grown into a permanent advance guard ready to
invade Austria on a few hours’ notice. Large
forts and observation towers are being rapidly
built, and the Russian Governmenf has given a
heavy subsidy to the Black Sea and Danube
Shipping Gompany to erect a large dockyard at
Reni and to forward troops to any part of the
Black Sea. The construction of pontoons 1is
actively proceeding at Reni, to be placed at vari-
ous towns for the transportation of troops, and
barracks are being built in the vicinity of Reni
for 5000 men.

A Permanent Commission.

Mr. Abbott’s ﬁroposition to appoint a
Royal Commission to investigate the Civil
Service, is not, it seems to us, quite as good
a method of ventilation a perma nent
Civil Sgrvice Commission, whose duty would
be more or less administratiye. At present
the worst blot on the Civil Service is the
farcical manner in which the act controlling
it is obeyeéd by heads of departments. Were
- this ission in exist an outraged
* employee would have a court of appeal to
which to apply for redress. Efficient men
pow languish in the Civil Service at a salary
barely sufficient to keep a wife and family
in respectable circumstances, while their
junior associates of less merit, but having
the ear of a member of Parliament, are pro-
moted to places of honor and emolument.
There are scandalous instances of this
within the precincte of this city. At
Ottawa their name is Legion. In fact
the Civil Service Act is mnever quoted
except to thwart a clerk’s righteous appeal,
and its utmost elasticity is continually test-
ed in meeting the demands of political sup-
porters. It isa matter of notoriety also that
in the mere matter of numbers-two clerks
are appointed in French Canada to do the

Civil Service a man’s »sgmotion and ad-
vancement should er’i depend on merit
and efficiency, ported by the ‘clerk’s
pér. A member of Parliament

should have nothing to say to the control of
‘& Government office; and yet it is well
known that they do undertake to push their
favorites and succeed. A permanent com-
mission dealing with salaries, examinations
and promotions.would cure this. There is
nothing very improper in the Goyern ment
pelecting appointees from the list of passed
candidates at the recommendation of mem-
bers, ' But after nomination it is simply
a scandal that further political in-
fluence “should be exercised. At all
events, so long as ™~ it is done,
we shall have everlasting prostitution 'of
patronage and shall want a dozen discouraged
men to do the work that six, actuated by a
wholesome spirit of emulation and having
an eye to earned advancement, could readily
undertake, Wae, therefore, favor the pro-
position of Mr. McInnes, who actually looks

upon the Civil Service Act as more or less a |-

¢hild of his own creation, which has bhad a
very rickety infancy.
