warm coverings, and clean straw filled
ticks which were simply luxdrous after
common boarding house mattrasses.

Our tatle was not ‘set forth witlky cut

glass and silver (except Kate's spoons and
forks) but it was clean,and the food whole-
some and varied.
And about the costof living? We elect-
ed Kate treasurer, and every Baturtay
nigbt each of us put $5 into a box kept
for the purpose, and she paid for every=
thing out of it. We questioned her often
during the first month, how the menoy
was holding out bat ,he made no satisfac-
tory answer,

The first day of January we each found
on our plate at supper the following
notice, ¢ The first monthly meeting in the
Home Co-operative Society will be held
this evening in the kitchen, as soon as de-

Every member was present, and the
treasurer read her report.  After setting
forth at some length the origin and object
of the society, she presented the following
figures :

Which means said Kate, dropping her
official msnner, ¢ that we have bad all
this good time and don’'t owe a cent for
anything, and have $6.17 apiece coming
back to us,’ and she counted out four little
piles ot money.

¢ And coa! in the bin aad food
larder,’ added Beth.

The next month, we paid five dollsrs
a week each, and had a surplus, and after
that $4 a weck usually covered all” of our
expenses.

When we started, tbough we asked no
advice we had floods of it, and' ‘no ead of
dismal predicticn. ¢ You'ld fight,’ -You'll
run in debt. ¢ You'll get tired of it,’ and
wost dreadful of all ¢ You'll be talked
about.

« Well said Kate, when this was brought
up, ¢ if a good name in the past and order-
ly living in the future, won't save us, why
let them talk. They must talk about
something, and while we are under discus-
ion, somebody else will escape.’  Sp that
was disposed of. And we did not rap into
debt, and we did not quarrel. 1t would be
too much to sey that we never differed
but our differsnces were never bitter,

We used to think sometimes tbat Beth
shirked her share of the work, but she
was the sweetest tempered creature living
and was always willing to' make amends,
Then we had to hold a tight rein on Kate
who was apt to want luxuries out of sea-
son at exhorbitant prices, and I was some-
times a trial about the cooking, being ab,
sent minded and apt to burn things up.
As to Nannie, she was never anything but
a comfort, We didn’t keep her long, for
one day, toward our first Thanksgiving
there was an unusual flutter in tbe house,
We trimmed the rooms with flowers, and
tied & white satin ribbon on the Climax ;

The structure sought to bedolt_.royed
was seven years and a quarter in course
of construction, and was first opened
for traffic in 1831, The architect was
Mr. George Rennie. The centre span
is 152 feet, and rises 203 feet above
high water mask ; the arches on each
side of the centre have a span of 140
feet, and the abutment arches 130 feet.
‘The two centre piers are 24 feet ‘thick.
The total length of the bridge is 1,005
feet; its width, from outside to outside
56, feet, and beight above low water

rk, 60 feet. The total cost was £1,-
458,311. 1t is the most important and
earvies more traffic than any one of the
other bridges of the great metropolis,
and is really insufficient to accommo-
date the constantly increasing travel.
An i of the vast tide of traffic
that flows over this bridge may be gain-
ad by the statement made by a writer
that in a single dey, in 1881, 157,886
foot passengers and: 21,466 vehicles
crossed the bridge.

There is one somewhat remarkable
point conpected with these explosions.
None of them have yet been attended
with the amount of damage, that it
would appear to be the object of the
dynamiters to accomplisb. Whether
this is due to accident, design, or the
yigilance of that thoroughly organized
body, the London police, it is bard to
say.

The Old and New Way of Making Butter
in Winter

A writer in an exchange gives the old
and new way of making butter in win-
ter:

THR OLD WAY.

1 began with a herd of common cows,
kept in a huge open yard all winter,
with no protection from oold, and only
partial protection from winter storm.
I foddered them morning and night
with straw and cornstalks. The strong-
est cows appropriated the most shelter-
ed corners of the yard and the best of
the fodder, while the weaker ones had
to rough it as they might. I stripped
the cows morning and night. Few
cows in the herd gave milk to amount
to more than a stripping, and the pro-
gess was not altogether pleasant for the
cows or the owner, especially in stormy
weather, when the cows were some-
times half buried in snow, and at other
fimes standing in slush and mud, Wwith
their long shaggy coats saturated and
dripping with chilly rain. The milk
was set in shallow pans in a small, well
built milk-bouse, but with no provis:
ions for regulating the temperature of
the atmosphere. The milk and
oream would freeze more or less accord-
ing to the varying -temperature of the
atmosphere, and the work of skimming
the milk was often a little more vexa-
tious than that of stripping the cows.
The {ime consumed in churning varied
from ten minutes to as many hours.
But the most disheartening feature of
the whole business was not appreciated
until I attempted to market the "dub-
jous producte of my winter's labor,

THE NEW WAY.

1 determined to try again,and began
early in summer to provide a few sim.
ple improvements in the way of bettel
accomodations for the cows. and their
milk. Along one side ofmy barn was
a.bayused asa hay mow, This was
converted into a row of cow stalls, with
mangers adjoining _the barn floor, a
slightly raised floor just wide enough
for standing room for the cows, a gut-
ter to receive the manure, and a pas-
sage way behind them. These fittings
were simple and their cost was trifling.
In November thecows were put into
these stalls. A quantity of forest
leaves were collected and used for bed
ding. The ration was improved by the
addition of two quarts of mixture of
ground oats and cornand cotton seed
meal, fed twice a day at milking time,
and a little clover hay given at noon.
As soon as the cows: became accustom-
ed to their new quarters they gave un»
mistakable evidence of appreciation.
The work of foddering and milking
was all done under cover, 80 many an-
noyances of the previous winter were
avoided. Before spring the cows had
grown plump and sleek in appearance,
and a manure pile .had acoumulated
in the yard such as was never seen
there before.

A cooler creamer was procured and
placed in, the well house at the barn,
where it served the double purpose of
warming slightly the drinking water
for the cows,and cooling the milk
Thus ended all the troubles and most
of the labour of caring for the milk.
A dairy thermometer was obtained and
proved very useful by facilitating the
production of a uniform quality of but-
ter. We soon bad such a demand for
our butter that it was taken right from
the churn at one-third above the cur-
rent market price. The yield of bul-
ter from the same old cows averaged
nearly one pound a day for each cow all
winter. The skimmed milk, as drawn
from the creamer, was fresh and sweet,
and very acceptable for table use, and
and several neighbors were glad to be
supplied ‘with it-at four cents a quart.
Look on this picture, then on that—
neither is overdrawn!

MavNagemMENTOF MiLE.—If we were
asked what is the vital moment with
milk, we would say, the hour after it
comes from the cow. Milk as it leaves
the udder, is about 98 degrees Fahren-
heit, and if poured into large cans, will
retain a heat of @yer ninety for hours,
if the weather is warm. Decomposi-
tion is said to begin with milk the
moment it leayes the udder, and there
ié nothing like heat to accomplish this.
To avoid the danger, the only way is
to cool the milk at once, Place the
can in a trough or tub of fresh, cold
water. If milk is to be kept over night
to go to the fagtory in, the morning
the above practice’is; imperative. The
cool nights of the fall months are par-
ticularly misleading to dairymen-
They think because the nights are cool
there is no need for taking the trouble
to cool the milk when first drawn from
the cow. Mr. J. A. Smith, an old
faotory man, says this is: the: prolific
cause of sour milk at the factory in the
fall. No one should ever trust his
own feelings as to the condition of
the weather.

Always-consult the thermométer, but
even the coldest nights will not save
the milk,1f it is’allowed to remain hot
in the cans'for'any length of time. This
does the damage; and like Humpty
Dumpty, after’ the mischief is done,
all the king’s 'men cannot set Humpty
Dumpty up again.— The Dairyman.

Cranberries,

The following will interest Annapolis
Yarmouth and Shelburne cranberry
growers. The oranberry orop has not
yet entered very full into the &griculs
tural statistics of Massachusetts, which
as gathered in the census reports, are
not yet éxact enough to be much quot
ed. In 1865 the number of bushels re
ported was 34,621, and ihe value $10L:
538 ; in 1875 the quantity had increas-
ed 1o 110,318, of which 45 267 wore
raised in Barnstable county alone— (he
total value there being $133,818, and
in the whole state $289,113. * This
year,’’ says the Boston Journal, “ the
crop of Barnstable county alone is es.
timated to exceed $300,000 in value,
while in Plymouth county the ocrop
may be as large—or nearly 8o ~ohiefly
in the towns Carver, Rochester, Ply-
mouth, Pembroke, Duxbury, and a lew
more. The town of Carver alove,
which in 1875 reported agricultural
products to the extent of only $21000
may produce any good year srapbertjes
enough to more than double the whole
farm products. It would be needful
that three hundred acres, more or less
of the Carver cranberry meadows
should yield fifty barrels per acre—
which, at present priced, would  net
$120,009, or more than five tisdes the
reported farm products. There are
plenty of other towns in the two
counties which will soon give a better
account of their cranberry income than
all the rest of their farming.’'— Halifaz
Herald.
