How Helen Keller Was Taught.

SOMETHING OF THE METHOD EXPLAINED BY
HER TIRELESS INSTRUCTRESS.

The most interesting feature of the Edu-
cational Congress was the appearance of
Helen Keller, under the kind and skilful
guidance of Miss Annie. M. Sullivan, her
teacher. When a babe, Helen Keller be-
came blind, deaf, and dumb. When Miss
Sullivan, a young woman of unusual beauty
of form and feature, stood before the audi-
ence beside a girl, who, except for the sad
sign of blindness in the large eyes, gave
promise of still greater beauty, her face
glistening with a rapture that painters try
to express in the ecstasy of the angels,
hearts seemed to stand still. It was a face
that had never consciously looked on the
distortions of passion or pain: the mirrcr
of the soul that could not imagine the out-
ward appearance of sin nor remember any
of the discords of life. In her presence it
was hard to apprehend the fact that her
world lay within ours, without sun, music,
or speech. No one who saw it will forget
the ipulsive fluttering of her young, white
hand, as it sought her teacher’s face or round,
white throat; the satisfaction when the con-
tact of her delicate white finger tips gave
her what sight gives us: the flash of light
over her face when, with her forefinger
resting on her teacher’s lip, she read the
answer to the question she had asked by the
twinkling digital movements in her teacber’s
palm. There were those who wept when
she repeated audibly, with a depth of feeling
she alone can feel:

“Tell me not in mournful numbers
Life is but an empty dream.”

All were invited to ask questions, yet not
many did so; the occasion seemed sacred.

*“ How did you teach her the first word?”
some one ventured at last.

«“Her first word was ‘doll,’ ” was the
answer. *‘Igave her the doll, placed her
finger on my lip, and spoke the word.
When she wearied of the doll I took it from
her, and when I returned it again gave the
movement of the Jips. The second word
was “‘mug.” I used the cup from which
she drank, but became convinced that she
had not a clear idea of the name, but that it
meant to her algo water or drink: so I one
day took her to the pump, and as the water
was flowing into her cup, had her hold he -
hand in the stream, and then putting her
finger on my lip gave her the word *‘ water,”
then I again gave her the word “mug.”
The idea that everything had a name, the
comprehension of noaus, was a great revela-
tion to her and came then and all at once.
She was greatly excited. A nurse, with the
baby sister in her arms, was standing near.
Helen immediately put her hand on its face
to know its name. I told her * baby,” and
she caught it at once. Then she stooped
down and patted the ground to know what
it was called.”

“ How soon after she learned words did
she frame sentences?”

“ Immediately.”

“ Were verbs harder to learn than nouns?”

“Not at all. I began with such words as
“git,” “stand,” and the like that were easy
to illustrate. Pr'epositions trouble her most.

¢« How does she get an_idea of the ab-
stract?”

T cannot tell. It seems to be with her
or it comes.”

« Has she any distinguishing sense of
musical vibrations?”

¢ Yes, very distinct. She likes music.

s her vocabulary large?”’

*“ Very large. She expresses heraelf
fluently and is choice of words.”

“ What books does she like best?”

Every now and then the white fingers
fluttered to the teacher's face for just one
delicate tonch—a finger look it was—and
now they rested on Miss Sullivan’s lip.

Helen’s face was an open book of her
mental process.

As
soon as she comprehended the question,
which she did in advance of its completion,
the flash of intelligence came, and when she
turned toward the audience, for she did not
seem at any time to lose her location, she
said with spirit:

«Qh, I have read so much that it is very
hard to say what I like best, but”—waiting
a moment—* Little Lord Fauntleroy’”—and
then followed rapidly the names of several
works, some of which, it would seem, could
hardly be understood by any one who can-
not know sonnd and color.

Inhuman Crew Convicted.

James Huet, a gentleman from St. Pierre,
Miquelon, is in Halifax. It was a nephew
of his, Raymond P. Rapinal, aged 28 years,
that was barbarously ill-used on bozrd the
French fishing schooner Virginia about six
weeks ago, and died three days after being
landed at St. Pierre from the effects of the
wounds received on board ship. On the
strength of a dying deposition the whole
crew, numbering fifteen, were arrested and
subsequently tried for manslaughter. Evi-
dence in court showed that Rapinal, being
poor sailor, having never before been to sea,
fell into] the bad graces of the other mem-
bers of the I'irginia’s crew and was subject-
ed from the outset to taunts and short al-
lowance of food. The schooner failed to get
a fare of fish, and Rapinal’s treatment grew
worse. Food was now denied him alto-
gether. Master and men beat and kicked
him in turn until it was only a matter of
time when he would die. The body of the
unfortunate young man was found discolored
in many places on examination and much
attenuated. All but four of the inhuman
crew were convicted of having had a hand
in causing young Rapinal’s death. The
captain was sentenced to prison for eighteen
mouths, two sailors to five years each, two
others to two years, aud six others to one
year each.

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—A rather peculiar subject is being dis-
cussed by the politicians of New South
Wales, and is to be made a main issue atb
the next general election in that colony.
Under the law, as it now stands, members
of the legislature are paid the sum of £300
stg. a year for their services. An agitation
is now going on in favor of doing away with
this allowance to members, and requiring
them to serve without any remuneration
whatever, as has hitherto been the case with
members of the British House of Commons.
The system of payment of members has led
to the election of a large number of so-called
labor members, who seem to think that the
chief duty of a member of parliament is to

th, 1893

make speeches, and they have takea up so:

much time in doing this that very little
work can be done. The last session lasted
for ten months, much longer than it takes
the British parliament to transact its busi-

- pess; yet the amount of useful legislation
passed was so small that it became the sub-
ject of general remark. Now it is proposed
to get rid of these garrulous individuals by
abolishing the payment of members, and
Sir George Dibbs, the present premier of
the colony, has declared in favor of such a
change and is making it a main issue in the
contest.

It is extremely doubtful, however, if the
proposed change, should it be carried out,
would prove a wise one, or in the best in-
terest of the people of that colony. The
man who serves his country in parliament
has as much right to receive some remunera-
tion for his services as the man who serves
it in the army, or navy, or in any other
branch of the public services. If he makes
a nuisance of himself by talkiog upon every
subject which comes up, and upon all occa-
sions, his uselessness will soon become ap-
parent to his constituents, who will probably
leave him at home when the time comes.
To abolish entirely the payment of members,
as is now proposed in our sister colony of
New South Wales, would drive from parlia-
ment every poor man, however talented he
might be, and leave the legislation of the
country altogether in the hands of the
wealthier classes. This is surely not desir-
able, as these would be inclined to legis-
late in the interest of the class to which they
belong, to the neglect of all others. The
people of New South Wales should be able
to find some easier and more reasonable
method of ridding parliament of these talk-
ative labor representatives. Their experl-
ence, however, is a striking evidence of the
fact that it is a mistake to measure a mem-
ber’s unnsefulness by the number and length
of the speeches he makes in parliament.

—THE mass meeting held at Middleton on
Thursday last seems to have proved very
satisfactory to its promoters and to have
passed off very. pleasantly and successfully.
Although some twelve or fifteen hundred
people attended the meeting, fully one-third
of whom differed politically from the speak-
ers, there was not, we learn, a single inter-
ruption of any kind, or any offensive remark
made, during the three or more hours the
meeting lasted. On the contrary, each
speaker received a courteous and attentive
hearing, and the utmost good feeling pre-
vailed throughout.

This shows how far advanced the electors
of this generation are over those of a quar-
ter of a century ago. In those days a poli-
tical meeting without a fight or two would
be voted a very tame affair, while rotten
eggs, dead cats and various other accompan-
iments, were frequently called into requisi-
tion, in order to add spice and variety to the
proceedings. Now, there is no place, in this
county at least, where the speaker, who
treats his audience courteously, cannot get
the same treatment in return. Men seem to
be growing more liberal minded, more toler-
ant of the views, sentiments, and prejudices,
it may be, of their neighbors. The narrow
minded old fossil who thinks his side is al-
ways right and the other side always wrong,
who believes that every politician on his
side is a patriot and every one on the other
side a rascal or a scoundrel, is fast becoming
a thing of the past. We still have too many
men who always vote one way, no matter
whether the party which they support has
acted wisely or not. When the number of
these becomes lessened, and their place is
taken by those who dare to vote one way at

one time, and another way the next, if they
think the interest of the country requires it,
we shall have reached even a higher state of
political civilization than at present.

—ACCORDING to all accounts the Board of

Lady Managers of the Columbian Exposition
has hardly covered itself with glory by the
manner in which it has discharged its du-
ties, neither has it furnished to the world
any very striking evidence of the superior
wisdom and business ability of the fair sex,
to which certain advocates of equal rights,
and that sort of thing, sometimes lay claim.
This board was given certain independent
powers by Congress, and the control of sev-
eral handred thousand dollars was entrusted
to it. The manner in which it has done its
work was lately described to a Washington
reporter, by Mrs. John A. Logan, widow
of the late General Logan, who was the
candidate for vice-president on the ticket
with Mr. Blaine, in 1884. The women’s
building, she says was desigoed by a woman,
and the architect, although knowing its
utter insuitableness, accepted the design
withount criticism. It has proved wholly
unsuited to the purpose. Then the members
of the board began an * nndignified scram-
ble” for places for themselves, with sala-
ries attached, while the exhibition lasted.
Those who failed in this questionable di-
rection set up a clamour that the board
should be called together in Chicago, and
when this took-place all sorts of expedients
were resorted to in order to prolong the
meeting, as its members were to receive $6
per day and travelling cxpenses during
meetings of the board. These tactics suc-
ceeded to such an extent that the treasury
authorities had to interfere, and at length
notified the lady president of the board that
they would not pay the voucher if the ses.
sion were prolonged any further. Mrs.
Logan declares that the work actually accom-
plished in the month’s session could easily
have been done in five days. She also de-
scribes the “petty jealousness,” the ““wrang-
ling” the * humiliating controversies ” which
characterized most of the meetings, and as-
serts that this, the greatest opportunity
women have ever had to advance themselves
or their interests, has been lost because of
¢ petty jealousies, selfish and p 1
ambition.”

This is rather a serious indictment, and if
made by one of those brutes of men, would
at once be proclaimed dulously false

as
and libellous, by our sisters and our cousins
and our aunts. In this case, however, it
comes from a lady of high standing and of
unquestionable christian ch ter, who was
herself a member of the board. In this in-
stance the ladies had a glorions opportunity
of showing their superior executive ability
and business capacity, but they failed to
embrace it. The advocates of women’s
rights have thus been deprived of what
might have been an unanswerable argument

The
aperture through which he managed to
squeeze his robust frame was only seventeen
inches wide by six and a-half deep; but by
divesting himself of his outer garments to
the waist, and with the free use of soap
about the shoulders and chest, he regained
his liberty, and immediately left for his old
quarters at Sabean’s Brook, which place he
reached on Friday morning, passing through
our town just before daylight. On reaching
the brook Frank showed some of his more
intimate acquaintances the scraping he had
received while squirming through the bars,
and on the following day, assisted by friends,
he was taken across the Bay of Fundy, en
route to the States.

Doubtless Mr. Sabeans received assistance
from outside friends; and it is not at all
improbable that another young man, who is
supposed to have been implicated in the
same robbery, aided him to quite an extent.
Now that he is again an escaped prisoner,
any person harboring him or giving him food
becomes an accomplice, and renders them-
selves liable to a term in the penitentiary.
All persons should therefore take notice and
govern themselves accordingly.

SenpING LETTERS IN NEWSPAPERS.—The

newspaper, or in any other article of mail
matter passing at less than letter rate, is an
offense at law punishable by a fine of not
less than $10. Several convictions have
lately been had under this section of the
Post Office Act, and postmasters are request-
ed to exercise the: utmost vigilance to pre |
vent frauds of this character. A question
having been raised several times lately as to
the postage rate on cut flowers, postmasters
have been informed that cut flowers are
classed as fifth class matter, rate 1 cent per
ounce.

The following is a copy of a circular late-
ly received from the old and reliable firm of
John 8. Townshend & Co., London, Eng.,
anent the apple crop of Great Britain and
the continent:— .

Great Britain and Irveland:—Qut of 240
reports, 137 give a good average and over an
average crop, 48 average and only 54 under
an average. ‘

Channel Islands:—Two districts report
average, rest over average.

Holland:—Crops good in quality and
quantity.

Germany:— Large crop.

Belgium:—Large crop.

France:—Very large crop.

Very large crops of appgea are expected
both in England and on the Continent, but
as this fruit is” largely consumed in this
country, and very many of our own varieties
and also of the continental imports are of
early kinds, doubtless towards the end of
November and probably even earlier, there
will be a good outlet and demand with us
for Nova Scotian and Canadian apples, and
in the spring as ysual we look for a fair mar-
ket in England for Nonpareils and other
good Russetts.

Mrs. Charlton was a daughter of
Capt. David Covert; Freeman Holmes a-son
of Capt. Abram Holmes; Mr. Sands was a
Swede, who came here several years agoand
married & young woman in this place, who,
with her two young children, is by this
sudden stroke deprived of their sole means
of support. Mrs. Charlton was making her
first voyage with Capt. Charlton, to whom
she was married in October, 1892, Holmes
was a promisinf young 'man, twenty-five
yearsofage. All were universally respected,
and our deepest sympathy is extended to the
bereaved families.

A very sudden death occurred in our
neighborhood last Wednesday. A young
man, twenty years of age, James Everitt,
had been complaining somewhat, when sud-
denly he remarked to his wife that he felt
faint, fell back, and in a moment was dead.

The C Windermere.
CAPTAIN JOHN CHARLTON, HIS WIFE, AND
THREE OTHERS MEET A WATERY GRAVE.

Boston, Mass., September 21, --Three
sailors who were brought into port this
morning by the steamer Palentino are the
only survivors from the Nova Scotia schooner
Windermere, which was lost one hundred
and eighty miles from Mobile, Ala., on Sep-
tember 7th. Five persons were lost.

August, Daniel, twenty years old, seaman,
of Havre, France.

Charlton, Captain John, thirty-nine years
old, of Port Lorne, N. 8.

Charlton, Mrs. Gertrude,
years old, wife of the captain.

Holmes, Tr twenty-five years old,
mate, of Annapolis, N. S.

Sands, Henry, forty-two years old, cook,
of Annapolis, N. S.

The survivors are James Clarke, thirty
years old, seaman, of Yarmouth, England;
Charles Lecain, twenty four years old, 2nd
mate, of Annapolis, N. S, and John Mattox,
twenty-three years old, seaman, of England.
They tell a thrilling story of wreck, suffer-
ing and rescue.

W hen 180 miles from Mobile, bound from
Key West, on September 7, the schooner
Windermere, 297 tons, of Port Medway, was
struck by a furious squall withouta moment’s
warning. The crew had no time to shorten
sail. (gver the schooner went, turning turtle.
Those on deck were thrown into the water,
but those below—the cook, the captain and
his wife, and the mate and a sailor—were
caught under the vessel.

As the schooner went over the small boat
was smashed. The three men in the water
swam to the hull and scrambled to the
vessel’s bottom. The men on the keel heard
calls for help, but sang out that they were
helpless and had nothing with which to
render assistance and the cry ceased.

The captain struggled out of the cabin
and drifted astern. Just before he sank he
cried:

“ (3oodby, boys, save my poor wife.”

The three men on the hull suffered in the
rain and cold all night. It blew hard the
next day and there was plenty of rain,
which continued on the morning of the 9th,
but in the afternoon the sun scorched the suf-
ferers. The men saw the body of the ca
tain's wife on this day. It floated awhile
and then went down.

A bark was sighted right astern a week
ago Sunday morning, but was too far off to
see the signals of the shipwrecked men.
They quenched their thirst that day by
licking the water off the copper bottom of
the schooner, and just before sunset they
caught two small sea birds and ate them.

Two steamers and a bark passed the wreck
on the 13th, but did not see the signals, and
that night a ship’s light was sighted.

The water was fuﬁ of sharks, and that
night the men held each other’s hands to
keep from dropping into the water.

A steamer was sighted last Sunday and
two of the men took off their jumpers aad
waved them in theair. Thesteamer altered
her course and bore down toward the wreck.
She was the Palentino. A boat was manned
and the sufferers were taken off. They de-
clare the captain, Jose Carrica, of the
Palentino treated them like brothers and
nursed them back to health.

Captain Charlton had been married only
a year, his wife having been a sister of the
Covert Brothers, of No. 17 Central wharf,
Boston. Her parents live iu Annapolis, N.
S.. Ccok Sands leaves a wife and three
children in Annapolis. The British consul
is to send the survivors to England on Satur-
day.

ANOTHER REFORT.
New York Times.

Boston, September 21.—The Spanish
steamer Palentino, from Matanzas, to-day
brought three men of the British schooner
Windermere, which sailed from Key West on
Sept. 4, for Mobile, to load for Port of Spain,
Trinidad. The Windermere was capsized in |
a heavy squall on Sept. 7, when 180 miles off
Mobile.

The captain, the captain’s wife, the first
mate, steward and one seaman were drowned.

The three rescued men had been clinging to
the bottom of the vessel for nine days when |
taken off by the steamer.

An officer of the steamer Palentino said; |
“ We were about 125 miles out from Matan- |
zas, opposite Lake Isaacs, when we dis- |
covered through the glass the hull of a |
vessel floating bottom up, with something |
We
rapidly neared, and we found that there
were three men huddled together on the |
bottom, near the keel.

* Boats were put off with some difficulty,
for as we neared the wreck we discovered
that it was surrounded by myriads of sharks,
which in their desire were tumbling vver

| one another, waiting for the time when these

poor unfortunates should become their prey*
We had to near the side of the hulk suffi-
ciently to permit the men to jump into the |
boats.

“Qne man braced himself and jumped.
He landed, and hugged the mag near him,
and then fell from exhaustion. The second
man also was successful, and he clung to his
fellow-sufferer. The third and last man was |
nervous, and seeing the sharks, which
crowded almost upon the hull, he shut his
eyes and sprang for the boat. His leap fell |
short, and, had it not been for the activity |
of one of the men in the boat, he would have
furnished a meal for the monsters.

““From the men I learned that the cap- |
tain’s wife was in bed in the cabin, when the

| squall struck. One of the men said that the

captain and two of the crew could have been
pulled on the bottom of the vessel if they
bad had any means of giving them a hold.
Bat they were obliged to sit and watch the
desperate men struggle for their lives, and
then from mere exhaustion sink to the bot-
tom.

¢ There was a black dog on the vessel, and
the poor brute did not give up his life until
he had fought for two hours or more to get
on the bottom of the wreck.

““On the third day, the men noticed some-
thing white above the edge of the vessel, and |
it proved to be the body of the captain’s
wife. The body floated abopt for a short
time and then wept down.”

ANOTHER ANNAPOLIS VESSEL WRECKED.

Captain E. C. Berry, Mate George Mc-
Rae, Seamen C. Hertwein, John Clayton,
George Heustis, George Clayton, Noble |
Berry, and Herbert Clayton, the crew of
the Annapolis schooner Moneta arrived in |
Halifax, last night, from St. Lucia, W. L, in |
the steamer Taymouth Castle. The Moneta |
foundered at sea, on September 7th, while
on a voyage from Annapolis, N. S. to
Barbadoes. The crew was rescued by the
St. John, N. B., schooner Dove and landed
at St. Lucia. The Moneta was a 199 ton
tern schooner built at Granville in 1891 and
owned at Annapolis by C. D. Pickles.

WRECK OF THE EVA J. MOORE.

ParsBoro, September 21—The schooner
Eva J. Moore, 99 tons register, built in 1889,
Roberts master, from Joggins for St. John
with coal, sank off Chignecto in mid bay
yesterday, The crew were saved. The
vessel is only insured for one thousand dol-
lars in Boston Marine. The freight is in-
sured for one hundred and fifty dollars.
The vessel is owned by A. W. Copp and
others.

The Late Sir A. T. Galt.

Sir Alexander T. Galt, ex-finance minister
of Canada, died at Montreal last Tuesday,
76 years, Below is given & sketoh of
his public career:—
A. T.Galt was the youngest son of John
Galt, anthor of many well known works of
fiction in English {itertturo. who was for
some years s commissioner of the Canada
Land Co. He was born at Chelsea, England,
6th of September, 1817, and was educated in
that country. He was twice married, his
wives being sisters, daughters of John Tor-
rance, of Montreal, He was for many ﬁ“‘
in the service of the British American Land
Co., and held the office of chief gommll-
sioner of the company for a considerable
period. He was president of the St. Law-
rence Atlantic railroad in 1852-53, and car-
ried out the amalgamation of that line with
others in the formation of what is now known
as the Grand Trunk railway, of which he
was a government director in 1857-68. In
1858 he proposed the resolution in the old
Canadian parlisment in favor of a federal
union of the British North American colon-
ies, which became the basis of the policy of
the governments, which he joined that year
under Sir George E. Cartier, and together
with that gentleman and the Hon. John
Ross proceeded as a delegate to England to
urge before the imperial government the
scheme of confederationand the construction
of the Intercolonial railway. He was called
upon to form an administration in 1858, but
declined. He was a member of the execu-
tive council and minister of finance from 7th
of August, 1858, to 2lst May, 1862, when
the ministry wes defeated on the militia bill.
He held the same office a second time from
March, 1864, to August, 1866, when in his
capacity as leader and representative of the
British population of Lower Canada he res-
iined his office and seat in the cabinet on
the educational policy of the administration.
He was minister of finance of the Domin-
jon from lst July, 1867, until 4th Novem-
ber that year, when he resigned his seat in
the cabinet for private reasons. He was a
delegate to the Charlottetown union confer-
ence of 1864, and to that at Quebec the same
year; was a delegate to Washington in
1866, respecting the renewal of the recipro-
city treaty, and to the London Colonial con-
ference in 1866-67. He declined the offer
of the finance ministership on the resignation
of Sir John Ross in 1869. He was member
of the Halifax Fisheries commission of 1877,
and conducted negotiations in 1879 on behalf
of Canada for a commercial treaty with
France and Spain. He was the author of
« Canada from 1845 to 1869,” and other
pamphlets of public interest. He was cre-
ated a Knight Commander of the order of
St. Michael and St. George, 1869, and ad-
vanced to the dignity of Knight Grand Cross
in 1878. Sir Alexander Galt opened the
first coal mine in the Canadian Northwest
Territories.

The consolidation of the public debt, the
encouragement of direct foreign trade, and
the issuing of provincial notes as currency
are among the most notable features of his
financial administration. He was high com-
missioner for Canada in England from 1880
to 1883.

“The Canadians need not be ashamed of the
Eosition held by their country at the Fair,

ut rather have reason to be proud of it.
The numerous prizes mentioned daily are a
striking proof of this.” We have at once
taken our place among the great nations.
The Fair is as much a revelation to them as
tous. The London *“7Times” correspondent
was telling me the other day that, consider-
ing its population, Canada leaves all the
other countries in the shade, in this world
competition. Heisso delighted with it that
he intends to travel throughout the whole
of our large Dominion, and to make a special
study of it in a series of letters addressed to
the great English newspaper. The interest
he takes in our country is now shared by a
pumber of foreign writers and economists
who begin to realize our situation. For this
reason several among them are passing, or

| intend to pass, through Canada on their way

home.

Harvest Moon.
The harvest moon is the full moon which
occurs nearest to the autumnal equinox.

A Deserted Village Restored.

TO BE UTILIZED AS A SUMMER HOME FOR
POOR CITY CHILDREN.

Among the hills of Berkshire county in
western M 1 tts was ‘_r'
village known as Curtisville. It was not a
town, but a village within the limits of
Stockbridge; and only two and a balf miles
from the center of that historic town. Forty
years ago'there were about one thousand in-
habitants in this village. A church, hotel,
stores, and many hand private resid
ces gave an .inviting aspect to the village.
The environment was very attrastive.
Springs abounded, and the small stream
which flowed through the village turned the
wheels of two or three large mills.

That such & village should have been de-
serted is one of the strange facts of modern
times. Mining towns in some instances
have been abandoned, either because the
mines gave out or were closed. But in this
village among the hills of Berkshire the
great mills closed one day, and thereafter
never was wheel turned. The inhabitants,
save a few farmers, depended upon the man-
ufacturing industry, They flually moved
away, and for once an abandoned village re-
mained, with empty churches, stores, hotels
and dwellings. What could be done with a
deserted village which might never again be
turned to manufacturing account?

The New York Tribune, which has gath-
éted large sums of money every year for its
*¢ fresh-air fund,” recently gave some ac-
count of what had been doune to recover this
village. A wealthy and childless New York
lawyer had passed through that abandoned
village many times during vacation seasons,
wondering what could be done in the way
of rehabilitation. He found that the right
of occupation could be turned over to him
and he could even buy the dwellings for a
nominal sum. The village would make a
capital place for the poor children sent out
from New York in midsummer by means of
the fresh air fund. The man, who had lost
his only daughter, would do something in
her name. The abandoned village is to be
rejuvenated and filled with children for a
part of the year. St. Helen’s home is to
have dormitories, swimming baths, flower
gardens, a gymnasium, and everything that
can make the boys’ and girls’ town attrac-
tive.

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The Last of the ** Little Women.”

Although Mrs. Anna Bronson Alcott
Pratt, who bas just died in Concord, was
never in any mauner connected with public
life and work as her famous sister and fath-
er were for mafly years, there is a sense in
which she has been very closely connected
with thousands who never saw her. For
she was the original of ““Meg " the sweet
eldest one of the four * Little Women” who
have been like sisters to all the young girls
of America since they first appeared in lit-
erature. . And many women who used to
know *“Meg,” “Jo, ” ** Beth ” and *‘ Amy,”
almost as well as their own sister, and who
rejoiced in ““ Meg's ”’ brave industry and en-
dearing womanliness and happy home life,
will feel a pang as at the loss of a familiar
flesh and blood friend of school-girl day in
learning that ‘“ Meg, " too, has followed her
sister into the silent land. ‘‘ Beth” died
first, as in the story, then the bright and
talented ‘“ Amy ” and only a few years ago,
Louisa Alcott, at once the prototype and
creator of * Jo, ” laid down her busy peu.
The children of Mrs. Pratt wecre not the
girl and boy who figure as ‘‘ Daisy” and
“ Demi” in the stories of the Marches, but
two sons whose place of occupation in the
world is in the publishing house whence
came “‘ Little Men, ” and the rest of Louisa
Alcott’s books. The younger one took the
name of John Alcott legally in deference to
Louisa Alcott’s will; the elder son is
Mr. F. Aleott Pratt; his little son bears the
name of Brouson Alcott, in accordance with
the wish of his paternal grandmother, Mrs,
Pratt, who recently died in Concord, the
quiet town associated with so much of the
fortunes of our American literature.— Boston
Transcript.

Milking-time.

It is & good thing to enforce -the rule of
perfect quiet; no loud talking or any dis-
tracting noise. Keep the stable perfectly
clean. It will help greatly in thie respect
to let the cows remain outside ten or fifteen
minutes after they come to the yard. Abso-
lute regularity in the hours of milking.
Consider the cows and all that pertains to
them a part of the regular business of the
day, to be done inside of the working hours.
Always have a feed of bran in the manger
at night. It will bring them from the pas-
ture better than a dog, and is the cheapest
way to get them to the stable regularly.
In case of cold, uncomfortable rains, or bad
weather of any kind, put the cows in the
stable even in midsummer. It will pay.
They always charge the owner for any dis-
comfort and take their pay in milk. Each
milker should milk the same cows every
time. Make a rigid rule that the cowsshall
have all they can eat. If the pasture in
midsummet will not furnish it, provide it
some other way. Never delude yourself
with the idea that you can make a cent by
withholding food from the cow. This folly
prevails very widely. Indeed we may say
a majority of the dairyman in the United
States and Canada will not provide a liberal
supply of food for their cows when the pinch
comes in July and August. The profit from
milk is low at that time, butter and cheese
bringing low, prices. That fact seems to
blind them to the importance of keeping a
cow up to a strong flow. But the cows
everywhere are short of feed at that time.
A real square cow farmer, one who under-
stands cows, will see to it always that his
cows have all the feed necessary to make
milk when they are giving milk. He wmust
do this in order to get the best profit out of
them the whole year round.

Check Reins.

Over 500 veterinary surgeons have signed
a paper condemning tight check reins as
painful to horses and productive of disease,
causing distortion of the windpipe to such
a degree as to impede respiration. They
mention paralysis of the muscles of the face,
megrime, apoplexy, coma and inflammation
as some of the results of its use. The over
check-rein will often cause a horse to become
knee sprung. It destroys the delicate sen-
sitiveness to the bit which is most desirable
in guiding a horse.

Dr. Kitching says: ‘“If a horse pulling a
load has his head held in by a check rein he
cannot throw his weight into his collar, and
is hindered from giving his body that posi-
tion which is more natural and effective.”
He goes on to speak of the consequent strain
of his limbs and muscles, and the injury
caused by the constrained position of the
head, whereby the breathing and circulation
are affected, and the horse made restless,
irritable and uncomfortable he says- ‘* The
check rein inflicts unceasing torture upon
the animal in anotter way. By lolding the
head upwards, it puts the muscles of the
neck on a constant strain.. They become
painfully uneasy and tired. If the horse
cannot bear it, he rests the weight of his
head upon the rein, and his mouth is violent-
ly stretched. Thus he only exchanges one
torment for another. Tosum up, in a word,
the check rein lessens a horse’s strength;
brings on disease; keeps him in pain; frets
and injures his mouth; and spoils his
temper.”

Crossing with Wyandottes.

Oze of the best uses to which the Wyan-
dotte males may be put is the mating of
them with the large Asiatic hens, in order
to produce broilers and market fowls. The
Light Brahma and Wyandotte is an excel-
lent mating the Brahma hens being preferred,
the males to come from the Silver Wyan-
dotte, though some are favorable to the
White Wysndotte. The result is that the
cross-bred birds will possess yellow legs and
skin, as well as compact form. Both breeds
are hardy, and that is a very important point.
The pullets of the cross should be choice
layers, though they may not quite equal the
Leghorns, but in raising broilers or market
fowls no attempt should be made to secure
choice pullets for laying. The rose comb of
the Wyandotte and the pea comb of the
Brahma are advantages, as there is a smaller
surface exposed to the frost. The bright,
golden legs of the Wyandotte cannot be
overlooked, in that respect it stands above
the other breeds.

Greedy Grasshoppers.

Reports from all the counties in western
New York agree in the respect that the
ravages of grasshoppers are unprecedented.
Farmers in Niagara county complain that
the insects are so greedy, that they not alone
devour oats, buckwheat, corn and vegeta-
tion, but are eating the foliage of the trees
and attacking fences. They are so ravenous
to eat weeds and even the bitter burdock.
In Chautauqua county, the vineyérds are
suffering from depredations of grasshoppers.
Bushels of grapes can be picked up where
the stems have been eaten in two by the
hoppers. Florist and horticulturists have
tried poisonous washes for the leaves of their
plants; farmers have set ducks, turkeys and
chickens loose in the fields, but no one has
done more than turn the pests into the
grounds of his neighbors. In the city, grass-
hoppers are as thick as fliés, and the parks
are full of them. All lawns and meadows
are suffering, and the pests seem to multiply
like the locust plague in Egypt. Thousand:
of dollars’ damage will be done in this part
of the state.

The Duty of Sympathy

1t should not be hard for mothers to put
themselves in the place of their eager, impet-
uous children and thus sympathize and
appreciate their efforts, It must bave a
chilliug effect upon a lad in the midst of an
exciting description of a game of ball to tell
him he forgot to wipe his boots, Further-
more it does no good.

in.

Grare JUice.—Pick over and wash your
grapes—Concords are said to be preferable.
Pat them in your porcelain kettle with just
water enough to prevent sticking. When
the skins crack, remove from fire, pour into
a flannel bag, not more than a quart at once,
and press out the juice. Add nearly half as
much sugar as juice and return to the kettle.
When "the sugar is dissolved and the juice
boiling, pour into cans and seal exactly as
you seal fruit. Pint cans are preferable.
When opened this can be diluted with water
to suit the taste, and will keep perfectly
sweet for several days in a cool place. For
medicinal and sacramental purposes this
juice is more easily prepared and vastly sup-
erior to the usual diluted grape jelly.

—To remove glass stoppers, a cloth is wet
with hot water and applied to the neck.
This will cause the glass to expand and the
stopper may be removed, in a vial the
warmth of the fingers may be sufficient.
