many years previously or during the 
days of French occupation of the river 
and its adjoining rich and fertile lands.

Near the beginning of the last cen­
tury, about 1800, the town site came 
into the possessica of the Crosskills, 
there were the father and three sons. 
Who lived mostly in Halifax, and in the 
late summer of 1821 their interests in 
the four lots referred to above was sold 
to Capt. John Crosskill, mariner, the 
father. The same season he had the 
present town site laid off into a town 
plot with the street arrangements 
about as we have it to-day. Most of 
the lots between Granville street, then | 
called the Granville main road, and 
the river were made ninety feet 
square, while those on the' north of I 
Granville street were given more land. 
Very soon after his town plot was I 
surveyed he began to sell lots and by I 
November of that year a number of I 
the most desirable had been quickly I 
purchased. Stephen S. Thorne had I 
secured the corner one where the I 
Royal Bank now stand* for twdnty- I 
seven pound* N. S. currency.

. • inces I would like to 
know something 
aliout the Forest Re­
serves, their purpose, 
extent, etc.

A. The Forest Re­
serves of the Prairie 

provinces are 39 in number and near 
ly 35,000 square miles in extent. They 
are owned by the Dominion Govern­
ment and while called ‘reserves’ are 
actually put to many and varied uses. 
They are of supreme value as storage 
capacity for the flood waters of the 
great prairie rivers. Practically the 
whole of the Eastern slope' of the 
Rockies is now in reserve, and upon 
this slope being kept under forest 
depends much of the fertility of the 
prairie country. The timber on the 
reserves is viewed as a growing crop 
held in trust for the people of the 
West. It provides timber and fuel 
for settlers and on the grazing land: 
within the reserve boundaries more 
than 100,000 head of stock obtain sus­
tenance. Game hunting and recrea­
tion are other excellent uses of tbes 
fore, t reserves of the prairie prov-1 
inces.
