Are Tlhey Ervirors?

Pollcwing is & shott list of some stamps,
which sorse philatdists declare to Le
errovs, although Scott’s catalogne does
not so class them.

To begin with, there is Austrin. In the
1838 issue, the 3 kr  was printed in two
colors, separately, green and black. It
seems strange that this stamp was printed
in two different colors, ns one color was
suflicient. Perhaps it was dwme thiough
a mistake of the postul anthorities, and
when they discovered the evror, they did
not deem 1t necessary -to rectify it, so an
equal quantity of the 3 kr. was printed in
cach color.

The 15889 135c violet red of Paragnay is
another doubtful stamp. The postage and
official stamps each had different. designs,
and 1t does seem sivange that one value of
the official set, namely the 15¢ violet, red,
in unsurchavged conlition, should lhave
heen used for postage, when there was no
requirement for a lic postage, nor has
there Deen since.  Used copizs without
the surcharge “ Official” are rave, and
very hard to obtain. My theory is, that
this stainp was made at first for official
use, but linding that there was no nse for

it, since the 15ec of the last issue was still
in use, the post office authorities had this
stamp surcharged with new values, to be
used up for oflicial use; and by an acei-
dent several sheets were not surcharged,
and sume copies were used postally. This,
I think, is the veason why the 15¢ stamp
has always been regarded as ¢ a postage
stamp.
