Committces of senate and convo-
catlon had a jolnt meeting laz. week at which it was
agreed to request the Ontario Government to submit
to the Legislature a proposal for jncreased Stateald to
Toronto University.

THE Southera Presbyterian Church in the United
States, by a vote of its Presbyteries, hassteicken from
its Confession of Faith the section which prohibits
marriage with a deceased wife's sister. It is a some
what curious fact, stated by Mr, Carruthers in his re.
cent edition in Eogland of the Westminster Confes.
slon of Faitb, that ¢ the clause in that document for-
bidding the marriages lu question was struclz out of
the version accepted and enazcted by Parliament,
These marriages, therefore, were lawful under the
Puritan regime” The Southern Presbyterian Church,
says an American journal, is probably the branch
whose orthodoxy stands highest in the whole Presby-
terlan family.

LAST week a general conlerence in connection with
the Young Men’s Christian Assoclation of Eastern
Ontario was neld in the town of Perth, The brief re-
port indlcates that the discussion was mainly confined
to practical topics, and mnny sensible supgestions were
made. The work which ite Y.M.C.A. does among
rallway employds is very important and much good
has been accomplished. A commendable effort is to
be made to introduce the work of the Association into
villages and small towns. In connectlon with thisthe
suggestion was thrown out that cumbrous machinery
should beavoided and that eflorts be concentrated on
the special work for which the Assoclation exists.
Such spheres of Christian work are inviting and full of
promise.

UNHAPPY Ireland is adding to he miseries by
bitter and fanatical outbreaks of religious as well as
political animosity. At Wextord, where evangelistic
-services have been carried on with much success since
the recent visit of Messrs. Moody and Sankey, the
theatre in which a meeting was held presided over by
Major Whittle, of Chicago, was wantonly attacked by
aa infuriated mob, people attending the meeting were
hustled, their clothes torn and {yjured by stone-throa-
isg. The Bibles and hymn-books having been hastly
collected a bonfire was made of them. The Protes.
tant church and the houses of Protestants were at-
tacked, windows broken and general rowdyism was
rampant. The battle hymn of the Wexford rioters was
“ God Save Ireland.”

Quiet pearsable cltizens in
their ordinary moods would bo alarmed at the vinlent
expressions which In the heat of political debate they
had pesmitted themselves to indulge.  Plain speaking
and plain dealing are just as requisite in politics as in
other departments. To this there can be no reason-
ableobjection, For over-stepping the bounds of truth
and fairness tkere is no excuse. Tleleading j>umals
on both sides of politics are occasionally great sinners
in this particular. The eflorts to corrupt whole con-
stituencles show the degradation into which® profes.
sional politiclans have dragzed Canadian politics.
No wonder that resentment should provoke retaliatory
measures of no gentle kind. It is, however, a danger-
ous thing to make covert appeals to what many peo-
people can only interpret as incentives to physical
force,

SHARP practice in business Is producing its legiti-
mate fruit. Dishonesty on a large scale calls forth
imitation in narrcwer spheres. There are people who
really believe that dishonesty is the besu policy and
who openly avow their belief. Some seem to think
that disguise is no longer necessary. A curious com-
bination has just been discovered In New York. Itis
an organization of gracers’ cletks and is named, * The
A. B. C. Union,” its object being to systematically rob
employers. One of the rules of the association is that
each member shall by fair means or foul possess him-
self of $125 a month, and deposit with the treasurer.
Members were to be given $2,500 from the funds of
the society at the end of a year it they wished to go
into business, and if sick were to be paid two doliars
aday. The Retall Grocers’ Union has caused the
arrest of Krosz, the treasurer, and a number of clerks.
It is said Krosz, the treasurer, has received $7,000 from
members.

THR popular course of lectures in coanection with
the Presbyterian College, Montreal, has led to unex-
pected results.

PRINCIPAL CAvEN has made a valuable contribu-
tion to the discussion of the Toronto Unlversity ques-
tion, now going on in the daily press. In anexcellent
sphiit and with bis accustomed clearness be criticises
the argument$ adduced by the opponents of further
governmental ald beiog granted to the University, and
states several good reasons why it should recelve ade-
quate support, The closing characteristic sentences
are well worth considering, He expresses the earn-
est desite that cur churches would concentrate their
resources and energies upon theological education,
and thus make it possible to provide a training for the
ministry such as the present state of theological learn-
ipg demands. Divinity schools, with adequate stafis
of teachers and adequate libraries, we cannot have for
many years to come, if the churches shall deem it
their duty to carry the excessive burden of university
education. I enunciate no principle which forbidsthe
Church to conduct Arts colleges when these ard pot
otherwise supplied ; but when these are provided, and
the Church has good grounds for confidence in them,
it is 2 question worthy of serious sonsideration,
whether she is making the best use of her funds, and
doiog the most honour to her Lsrd, by charging her-
self with the maintenance of universities while ber
theological schools are so poorly furnished, and her
missionary revenue so much in need of incresse.

WEERLY HEALTH BULLETIN.—~The general effect
<. the weather has on the whole been favourable to
health, and while Bronchitis and several other dizeases
have shown an upward tendency, nb great increare,
Judging from the number of cases of diseasesreported,
can be said tohave taken place.  Bronchitls has very
markedly iocreased in comparative prevalence; but
Influenza has considerably decreased. While Con-
sumption has apprared prominertly this week, Ppeu-
monia has fallea out of the twenty prevailing diseases.
At.emia, Neuralgia and Rheumatism, terms implying
so frequently debility in some general or more or less
marked form, retain with marked persistency almost
their previous relative position amongst the other gis.
cases. Amongst Fevers, Intermittent bas somewhat
decreased, but Enteric shows a very marked prgvalence
in some localities. Amongst the contagious Zymotics,

“almost no change has taken place in their relative or
absolute prevalence, except in the case of Diphtheria,
since the last weekly report. Whooping Copgh,
Measles, Mumps, and Scarlatina are all present
amongst the twenty prevalent diseases ; and some, as
Whooping Cough, in considerable amounts. We §nd
it stated by the committee appointed by the city
council to examine into the high montality of an in.
fant home at Ottaws, that the mortality amongst the
infants there amounts to at least 75 per cent, of all
placed in the home.

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NOTES FROM GEORGETOWN.

Georgetown is a prosperous village in the county of
Halton wherathers are stattons of the Grand Trunk
Ratiway and Hamilton & North Western Rallways
Halton county has become somewhat famous of lato
awiog to the passing of the Scott Act some twenty-
one monihs ago, which was a victrry for the Tem-
perance party as agaiast the liquor sellers and their
supporters. It is an old and intportant county, having
been settled by the U. E. Loyalists in 1783. The
seitlement of Georgetown took place about the year
1820, and its Incorporation as a villagoin 1865, Itis
the largest and most important town in the county al-
though Milton is the couaty town. Georgetown is
beautifully situated, being sutrounded by sloping hills
and deep ravines which add much to the beauty of the
place.

The private residences and stores are comfortable
and hasdsome, and the smiling waters of the Credit
river, which nins through the village, impart addi-
tional charms to the locality.

‘There are-several manufacturies of note in George-
town, among -them may be mentioned Barbers’ Mills,
establishedin 1837. to which large additions are being
made at present  There is a factory for the manufac.
ture of knitting machines, which 1 understand is the
only on¢ in Capada; besides flourishing hosiery and
woollen mills a short distance from the village, giviog
employment to a large pumber of hands, Therels
also an agency of the Bank of Hamilton under the
management of Mr. Watson who is well spoken of by
the citizens,

‘The press is well represented by the “ Herald,”
brick, live paper, edited and owned by Mr. Neelands,
who as a journallst deserves to take a high place.

THE SCOTT ACT

was carried hcre about twenty-one months ago and
continues to be the burning q.estion, and you are
asked as youleave the county “ how isthe Scott Act ?*
As a matter of course hotel keepers are dissatisfied,
and the travelling public are not quite so well accom-
modated, I think it cannot be questioned that the Scott
Act has done goox: and lessened the quantity of drink
consumed, but to say that it has put down drinking
would ba saying too much. It is said thatthe * Antis®
-are organizing for a fresh campaign when the three
years have expired, but the Temperance party are de-
termined to “ hold the fort.” Itis well knownthat one
of the d.fiicultle, resulting upon the carrving of this
Actis the want of accommodation for ttavellen, asina
great many cases hotel-keepers refuse to give meals
or lodging, but the lriends of the Temperance cause
have acted in a spirited and concilliatory manner. It
is said that they offered to buy out one of the hotels
and ron it as a Temperance house, but the proprictor
declined and would not sell. Then one of the mer-
chants erected a large shed for the use of the public,

There are the usual number of churches that are
found in places of a similar’size. Some of them are
very handsome, particularly the Congregational
church, which bas 2 very imposing appearance,

Auniversary services are arranged to be
held this month, They are looked forward to with
much interest ; tho pulpit will be occupled by one of
the leading ministers of our Church,

Mr, Wallace has thrown himselt into the work with
a hearginess deserving of all praise, and judging from
the manner in which his labours are spoken of by all
parties in the neighbouthood it is evident his services
areappreciated.

SHOULD WE HAVE A PRESBYTERIAN
PUBLISHING HOUSE ?

MR, ED17OR,—In my last 1 pointed out that de-
nominational Publishing Houses in Canada, 1n the
Uanted States, and in Ecgland has been remarkably:
successful, from a dnancial point of view ; and if thes
financial success affords any critenion of 1heir useful-
ness they must bave been remaikably aseful. Their
uulity and success 1n connection with other denomina-
uors affords a prima facie reason why we should
seriously consider the propriety of establishing such
an instituticn in connection with the Presbyterian
Church in Canada. Butlcanimagine some of myread.
ers saying to themselves :—The printing and publish.
ing houses originating in private enterprise are surely
sufficiently numerous to supply all that we want in the
way of litcrature, and therefore the proposed Presby-
terian Publishing House is unnecessary, No doubt
there are many private houses that dispense iterature
to the people of various kinds, and it is a compara.
tively easy thing for any one who knows how 10 get
a book putlished in America or Europe. But, not.
mihstandiog these admitted facts, let os ask a faw
questions pertinent to our subject. Amongst the
thousands of families belonging to ourChurch through.
out the country, iato how many will you go without
finding any literaturg worthy of the nameexcept seme
trashy productions hawked about the country by
miserable book agents? Have Presbyterians in Can-
ada the means within reach of ezsily knowing about
the best Presbyterian literature in existence and ob-
taining possession of it? Does the thousandth pant
of the best general literatare which is produced.find
an entrance in the houses of even the comfortable and’
comparatively intelligent classes of our people? Any
cne who knows tioe facts can answer these questions
and the answer will poiat to some imperfection in- the'

our Canadian families, In the congresations of our
Church, how many congregational hbraries. are .there
to be found? Statistics do not reveal ; but we fear
there are very few indeed. The most wxdely-spread
congregauonal litérature isthat of the Sabbath school,
which is certainly not of the bxghut ‘orde? and isunfit
for the food of minds beyond' sixteen years of age.
Amongst our numerous and yeartly growing congrega-
tions there must be mailtitudes of young' men -and’
goung women, and also matxre men and' women who
would take delight and. obtain great advanugc from
readicg books of 2 much higher crdeér than the Sab-

of easily obuining quch books. Notwithstanding thie
great success of the cheap standard hook enterprise:

Let us look at the matter agaln from the point of
view of fA¢ groduction of literature, What proportion
of the lterhture supplied to our Canadian congrega.
tions {s produced by Canadians? Probably thelargest
propertion of the periodical literature suppliod to our
Sabbath schools is of forelga origin 3 and practically
tho whole of our Sabbath school libraries is the work
of fotelgn authors and publishers, Tha same {s true
of the numerous Sabbath school Helps which our
teachers use, It may ba sald of course that we can
get better baoks and perlodicals from abroad than at
home, and therefore should get therm, Veiy tine
but surely it would bz wise fo make homa production
postible. I de not think so little of my country as to
suppose that better books can be produced in the
United States and Dritain than here, that §s if webad
equal facilities for producisg them. Butintho mean-
ume the facilities are not by any means tqaa), and
will not be so for many a long year to come, And is
it not of importance that there should be provided
facilities for home production in literature ? Many of
the clergy of our Church are capable of produdng
thoughts which might profitably be communicated to s
much larger sphere than that of their own congrega.
tions. But as things now are it {s practically impossi.
ble for a Canadian author to publish in Canada any
extensive productions of his pen. It would be well if
we cauld alter this condition of things. It is a laud~
able object of ambition to create a Canadian literature
which will be helpful to the edification of future gencr-
ations of Canadian men and women. T further this
end it is needful that facilities and encouragements
should be given to the publication of Canadian books
and that machinery should be set agolng, having for
its object the distribution of such books amongst the
homes of the people. This need would be supplied,
as far as Canadan Presbyterians are concerned, by
the establishment of the proposed publishing house.
Properly and efficiently wotked ‘such sn mstuuuon
shouid command the support of a very large. and
seatly growing constituency, and form a mediuvm of
intellectual commaunication between the best thinkess
and writers of our Church and the multiudes of people
who form its membership. The diffesent branches of
work to be taken ap by this institution will form the
subject of my next letter, ROBERT JARDINE.

Election
and selection with all their perilous dutles are not his,
but the dean's,

And is not this the ideal good ; implying indeed the
ideal perfection of intuitional skill and largest capabl-
lity in the teacher? But is not this the ideal good?
For it the dean is worthy of lis high position, he will
teach truth ; nothicg but the tuth ; the whole tinth ;
the universal truth ; and the truth particular and spe-
clitl in relation to the studeat,

And because this Dean thus speaks to him alone,
the student <wasnfs to hear all that is spoken: For all
purposes of instruction and trainipg this studentisa
class of one, The Chautauqea School of Theolopy
might well adopt two motioes as expressing its sphit
and indicating its methods: ** Each student a class,”
“ A dean icr every student,”

But you lave dangers peculinr to' your calling, as
overy class has,  Will you forgivo a friendly voico
which, for tho love of Christ our Saviour, speaks of
threo versea of Holy Seripturo, which should not Lo
forgotten by you ?

L=* A falso balance is abomiuation to tho Lond,
but a_just woight is His delight.” (Proverbs xi. 1.)
On this verso 1 will not remarknuch, 1 would rather
God’s Word should speak than that I should scem to
bring an offensivo imputation. 1 would not accuso,
but only warn. Itis no accret that thore aro tricks in
trado ; nor that many things which aro dishonest aro
done because every ono does them. Moroovor, if it
wero nut too painful to remember, names would soon
occur of men onco highly respected who fell moat
deoj . .nder tho tomptation to bo quickly rich by
means which would not bear the daylight. It is hard,
no doubt, to go against the stream. In tho tromen-
dous race fur a living now-n-days, short bye.paths
must bo very inviting. DBut, if you stand fast in
Christ's strength, you will have an approving con-
scicnce and the blessing of tho Lord, which maketh
truly rich, May Ho Help you!

1I.—'* And man's life consisteth not in tho abund-
anco of the things which ho possesseth.” (St. Luke
xii, 16.) No! Abundancoe docs not mnke life. The
millionairo may bo dead whilo lie liveth, This verse
was spoken in connoction with tho parable of tho rich
fool, who laid up treasure for himself and was not
rich toward God. If we have not a good hopo for
the life which is to como through Christ, we shall be
liko Dives—have our good things (such as thoy aro)
in this life.

Then
all your day will be sanctified by the Word of God and
prayer.  (3) Think often of the end.  If you live the
lonyest lifo of prosperity, yot it will cnd. And then?

Yon make rulings for tho
Judge of nll tho ecarth. You expound tho lnw for
Him. But your ruling may not be accopted by the
court.

Tho old world had
a probation, and yet that probation included bat one
proacher for a whole world full of people. They were
condemnod. ‘There wore Sedom nrud Gomotral.
Thefr probation incladed but ono preacker, ‘Lot, for

fivo cilles of {ho plaln. They woere condemned.
Thore was Nineveh. 1t had but ono preacher, Jonah,
who went thoro on a fiying viell, as Moody and
Saukey go aboul. Thoy listoned nud wore pardonod,
There was tho Queon of Sheba, Her probatien in-
cluded, at first, but a ruamour that camo to her in
what was thon (o onds of tho earth, Sho was ox.
proted to ack npon a rumour, Sho did act and was
commonded for it. Rahab acted on & ramour and
was justified by it

“All theso cases are speolally cited in tho Now
Testament. You Jearn from thom what is the divinoe
iden of o probation, Surely the old world and
Bodom aro to bo vegarded as hiaving had n fair chanoe,
Tako ndw tho hoathon nations to-day—ihe enormons
masses of Chiua and Indin and Japan. Thero Is
searcoly & valloy into which moro of n rumour has
not peneiratod than over went to tho oars of the
Queen of Slioba, Moroover, thoso heathen havo had
it for ages. Tho gospol was preached in India in tho
0days of tho apostles. The famo theroof went to
China, *Thelr lino wont forth into all tho eartl.'
But, according to your view, tho heathen have not
Lind a faie chaneo ; neither did Nineveh havo ; nelther
did Sodom have; noitber did the old world have.
You aro nt issuo with tho plain toaching of tho Word
of God. You o that your wholo syllogism dopends
for its forco upon o deflnition of what constitutes a
{nir probation.

“But I seo other difficulties in your schomo. If
thero bo a probation for tho hoatlion aftor death, it
must bo a probation of Works or of Faith. Dut it
cannot bo of Works, for that is deolared now to bo
fnpoesiblo. Wo osunot expeet a probation there
which God repudiates hore, and the Holy Spirit de.
clares impossible. Nor do I ses how it can bo of
Taith, for there is no room for faith in testimony over
there. Aon will dhien sce and know for themselves
that thero is anothor life. Thoy will know that thero
is o slato of rowards and punishments. But that
won't bo taking things on tho Word of Christ; thero-
fore, thore is no faith about it  What Is of 2ight is
not of faith. I€ thero bo a probation, it must bo
something ontirely different from anything we know
of hore. Wo cro in great darkness abont it. You
who teach it ought to bo ablo to tell us comething
about it—1whers it will be and when it will be, and
how long it will last; what its conditions will be, and
whothor thore will ever bo a third probation ¢ a
fourth probation for somo who have not had a fair
ohanco under the first and egecond.

Church and endeavoured to ioflama animosity against
the Church {tself,

Messrs, Moody aad Sankey bave removed all sus-
picion , tbey bave disarmed prejudice , they bave won
their way to the popular heart and secured the corfi-
dence and best wishes and prayers of the Christian
people of Eogland. For their own and their work’s
sake they deserve the unfeigoed esteem with which
tbey are now regarded.  Some sections of the English
press still affzect to look down upon and speak uf their
work as vulgar and ratter shockiog to peopls of re-
fined taste, but these same jeurnals freely concede
that they bave acquired an unparalleled ir fluence over
the masses.

a complete <hange h2s a large nember pursaing theo-
Irgicsl ttadies  Leipsic, Berlin, Halle and Erlangen
are onthedox in their teachipg, and at these renowned
seats of learning crowds of German youth are now
training for the Christian wministry. Tt is stated that
the aggrcgate'n'nﬂ:b_cr atiending universities where
the distivctive griticlsm forms the chief attraction‘is
only about 350, vgbilo 2,200 are studying at the insti-
tutions now described as orthodox.

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Itis encouraging to note t-ax the chilling Influence
of rationalism is passing away from the educatlonal
centres of Germany. Robust thiokers like the Ten-
tons cannot find satisfactlon, in mere negation, Ths
{ntellsctual and moral life of a great nation cannot
find scopo for its healthy development amld thedreary
platitudes of unbelief, The greattruths of the Gospel
fully satisly th longings of the soul.

‘The revival of svangelical truth ta the universities
of Germany will find its way to the hearts of the peo-
ple, and in due time we may expect that German
feamnlng will be consecrated by heart.felt devotion to
Christian truth,

He will, how-
ever, take an carly opportunity of pointing out to the
Indore Durbar the immunity from molestation which
obtains in British India in regard to missionary work,
and it is hoped that His Highness may be inclined to
approve a more conciliatory policy than he has hither-
to considered necessary to adopt.

'We have lots of heathen Chinese to operate upon
too—to say nothing of the heathen white folks and
Indiaos?”

M. Christic and the congregation of Beach-
burg and Front West 2Meath, and in connection with
his removal from the bounds desire to put sn necord
their appreciation of thc personal qualties which
marked their brother in the ministry. They will cver
remember with satisfaction avd plezsure the kindh-

aess, amizbility and courtesy which characterized -his

whole intercourse with them. They bear ready and
united testimony to his piety, earnestness and fidelity
in preaching the Gospel, and to his conscientious.
ness in standiog to his post in the midst of discourage-
ment and difficulty to the last, His brethren of the
Presbytery express their appreciation of his services
rendered by his counsels in transacting the business
of the Church, They gratefully acknowledge his
readiness at all times to discharge whatever duty was
laid upon him in carrylog on the work of the Church
within the beunds. In parting from him as a fellow
presbyter his brethren would follow him with their
prayers for the welfare of himself aud family, and to
their prayers they would add their hopes, that the
Lord of the vineyard may, in His own time and way,
direct Bim to a sphere of work where still by his
labours he may advance the cause of the Master, and
further the interest, the glory, and the kingdom of our
common Lord.”

Churchb, Nelson, on Thursday, 220d ult, Rev. W. R
Ross, M.A,, presided. Rev. T. N. Wilson and Rev.

Dec.3:} DEATH OF SAUL AND JONATHAN. {* kil

GoLDEN TexT.—**The wicked is 'driven away
in his wickedness ; butthe righteous hath hope
in his death.”—Prov. 14: 32.

CONNECITON.—In our last lesson Saul and David parted
in peace. But Saul soon forgot his promises, and sought
David’s life as much as before. David had many adven-
tures, and much danger; and once again spared Saul’s life
when be might have slain him. The Philistines invaded
Israel in great force ; and the battle on Mouat Gilboa took
place, as in our lesson. :

I. DEreaT AND DEATH OF SaAUL.— Philistines
fought against Israel : for ages these brave and power-
ful enemies of Israel were ever ready to attack them. Are
not they like our sins ?—aiways at war with the soul. Fled
from before the Philistines: Saul was dispirited
(28 : 20) and his men probably had little heart, and they
fled at the terrible onset of the horsemen and chariots of
the Philistiaes, (2 Sam. 1: 6.) In Mount Gilboa :
500 or 600 feet above the plain or valley. Probably took
to the heights to escape the chariots of the Philistines.

Ver. 2. Followed hard upon Saul and upon
his sons: it is the policy of war to single out ite leaders.
Nelson always attacked the admiral’s ship. The most
mighty men of the army would be around Saul, and per-
haps it was the only point where desperate resistance was
made. The three sons named were all of the sons of Saul,
except Ish-bosheth (or Esh-baal, 1 Chron. 8: 33).

Ver. 3.—Battle went sore against Saul: some
read it that the whole weight of the battle was directed
against Saul, which was very likely the case, The
archers hit him : wounded by Pailistine arrows. Saul
was older than we are apt to think. He was at least
seventy, probably near eighty. His youngest son was
forty (2 Sam. 2 : 10) ; and he had reigned forty years. (Acts
13: 21.) Poor old man; brave ana despairing. He had
forsaken God, and God had forsaken him.

Ver. 4—Then said Saul unto his armour.
bearer: the rabbies say it was Doeg. (22: 9, 18.) Per-
haps so. Draw thy sword: he asked his armour-
bearer to kill him outright, that he might not be taken
prisoner to be disgraced or tortured. Sooner or later the
man who forsakes God finds his extremity. Saul took
asword and fell upon it: the armour-bearer would
not kill him, and he killed himself. The story told by the
Amalakite, in the next chaper, was aninveation. What he
showed David he had obtained by stripping the slain. (2
Sam. 1: 10.)

Ver. 5, 6.—The armour-bearer, like his master, put an
end to his own life.

Oh, bloody Gilboa! a curse ever lie

Where the king and his people were slaughtered together ;
May the dew and the rain leave thy herbage to dry,

Thy flocks to decay and thy forests to wither.— &#ox.

Ver. 7.—Other side of the valley : valley of Jez-
reel, lying north of Gilboa, on the west opening out in the
plain of Esdraelon, and in the east descending to the Jor-
dan. Forsook the cities and fled: when they saw
how the battle went they deserted a number of towns and
fled ; the panic extending into, and perhaps beyond, the
Jordan valley. Came and dwelt in them: so terri-
ble was the defeat of the Israelites that the Philistines took
possession of many cities in the neighbourhood.

I1. BURIAL OF SAUL AND IHi1s Sons.—Ver. 8.—On
the morrow : as in many famous battles (e.¢. Flodden)
night had put end to the fight, Next day the victors came
to strip the slain and collect the spoil. Saul and his
three sons: all dead upon the mountain. Jonathan was
a good man ; yet he suffered for his father’s sins (physical
evil only ; such is denounced in II. Commandment ; moral
evil pever so follows. (Ezek. 18: 20.)

Ver. 9.—They cut off his head: they practised
every indigpity upon the dead bodies of the king and his
sons, and sent glowing messages of victory to their idol
temples and all their cities. They imagined they had gained
a victory over Jehovah Himself. Wicked and foolish men
now think they can, with success, oppose God.

Ver. 10.—House of Ashtaroth : here they placed
Saul’sarmour. David, in his lamentation, says: * Publish
it not in the streets of Askelon,” and as Herodotus, the
ancient and reliable Greek historian, mentions a most

famous temple of Venus (same as Astarte or Ashtaroth) in
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Askelon, we may judge it was there Saul's armour was taken.
Bethshan : thiscity was farther down the valley, toward the
Jordao, which{: overlooked. Here the bodies were fastened—
either to the wall surrounding the city, or the wall or rocky
side of the citadel. Bethshan was after called Scythypolis,
because Scythians are supposed to have settled there 631
B. C. on their march to Egypt ; spcken of by Herodotus.
(See I1. Maccabees, 12: 30, about ‘‘ Jews who lived amorg
the Scythians.”)

Ver.11.—Jabesh-Gilead : Jabesh was in a 1avine op-
posite Bethshan, across the river, but visible from Bethshan.
Saul had once delivered Jabesh (11:'9), and the people
reverenced his memory.

Ver. 12.—The valiant men aros:: they determined
to make a night march and carry off the remains of Siul
and his sons. Went all night: distance, ten miles.
They probably crept up the ravine of a brawling stream,
immediately north of the citadel rock, and descended the
same on their return. Strange as it may seem to us the
ancients never had the elaborate system of sentries, found
by the moderns so useful in war. Burnt them : perhaps
bzcause they were becoming offznsive, or to make sure they
would not be retaken. * Cremation,” though a frequent
Roman custom, was not practised among the Jews.

Ver. 13.—Buried them under a tree: (or the
tree). A tree was a good mark for a grave. This was
some particular and well-known tree. Livingstone speaks
of his wife as sleeping beneath ‘‘a great boabab tree,” on
the banks of the Zambesi, 100 miles from the sea. David
afterward removed the remains to the family sepulchre of
Kish, Saul's father. (2 Sam. 21: 12.) Fasted seven
days: made a public mourning for Saul. Fasting is
usually connected in the Scriptures with humiliation and
prayer.

PRACTICAL LESSONS.

1. Sze what Saul might have been, and what he made
himself to be. He had every advaatage, but his sin was
wilfulness and disobedience. ]

2. Even righteous Jonathan falls with rebellious Saul. A
man’s sin brings evil upon his family as well as on himself.
How often is this the case with the drunkard? And who
makes the drunkard ?

3. David sinned, and Saul sioned. ‘‘Bat David’s sins
sent him to the Mercy Seat; Saul’s sins sent him to the care
of Eador. There is the root of the difference betwezn the
two.”—Taylor.

4.—David blessed the men of Jabesh-gilead, and we feel
like blessing them too. Kindness to the dead is a worthy
trait, and even for the unworthy dead we wish to forget
their evil, even as we hope others will forget ours.

5. From this history we may learn that the disobedient
man will grow worse and worse ; and that his doom will at
last overtake him. Saul saw a good old age, with respect
to years, but without honour, b:cause without humility.
Aund God’s wrath, suspended long, overtook him at last.

MARTIN LUTHER.

The world has no prevision of its heroes. Nature gives
no warning when a great man isbarn. Had any soothsayer
undertaken to point out, among the children cast upon the
world in electoral Saxony on the 10th of November, 1483,
the one who would shake Christendom to its centre, this
peasant babs, just arrived in the cottage of Hans Luther at
Eisleben, might have been the last on whom his prophecy
would have fallen. The great man is unpredictable ; but
reflection finds in the birth of Luther a peculiar fitness of
place and time. Fitness of place, inasmuch as Frederick
the Wise, Elector of Saxony, his native prince and patron,
was probably the only one among the potentates of that day
who, from sympathy and force of character, possessed the
will and the ability to shield the Reformer from prelatical
wiles and the wrath of Rome. Fitness of time. A genera-
tion had scarcely goue by since the new invented printing-
press had issued its first Bible ; and during the very year of
this nativity, in 1483, Christopher Columbus was making
his first appeals for royal aid in realizing his dream of a
western hemisphere hidden from European ken behind the
waves of the Atlantic, where the Protestant principle, born
of Luther, was destined to find its most copgenial svil and to
yield its consummate fruit,

More important than fitness of time and place is the adap-
tation of the man to his appointed work. There s an easy,
levelling theory, held by some, that men are the product of
their time, great actors the necessary product of extraordin-
ary circumstances ; that Ceesar and Mohammed and Na-
poleon, had they not lived precisely when they did, would
have plodded through life, and slipped into their graves
without a record ; and that, on the other hand, quite ordin-
ary men, if thrown upon the times in which those heroes
lived, would have done as they did and accomplish the same
results—would have overthrown the Roman aristocracy,
abolished idolatry, and brought order out of chastic revola-
tion. )

But man and history are not, I think, to be construed so.
There is a law which adapts the man to his time. The work
to be done is not laid upon a chapce individual ; the avail-
ing of the crisis is not left to one who happens to te on the
spot ; but from the foundation of the world the man was
selected to stand just there, and todo just that. The oppor-
tunity does not make the man, but finds him. He is the
providential man ; all the past is in him, all the future is to
flow from him.—December Atlantic.
