One Month’s Tidings from the Mis-
sion Field.

1. THE CHURCH'S MISSIONS.

An interesting paper on onr Church in
“Canada, giving some important details, will
be found in the present * Record,” and is
from the pen of one from whom much may
be hoped and expected in Mongreal,

Notices will be found from Nova Scotia
and Cape Breton of the state of the Church
there. The three able and earnest mission-
aries, whose departure for Nuva Scotia
was mentioned in a former * Record,” have
arrived and et with a very cordial welcome,
The Scotchmen of Cape Breton are known to
have shown an attachment to the Church very
rarely equalled, and that in the wmidst of great
hardships! We are glad, therefore, to read
of the recent deputation to that beautifal
island, and how the hearts of the people
_have been cheered by the visit of the breth-
Ten.

Interesting intelligence will also be found
in the present numbe: from India.

At Secunderabad there has been one hap-
tism, a8 to which we could bave wished more
details; and another person is expected soon
to be received in the same way. May the
Lord’s blessing rest on such work!

The schuols at Madras and Vellore are
prospering.  Some healthy changes seem to
buve been made recently in the former, which
may be expected in time 10 bear good fruit.
The theciogical class at Madras seems also
rising into importance, and we are satisfied
that a great part of the future success of our
India Mission depends on it.

At Gyah the Orphanages become moze and
more nevdful, from the ravages of famine and
cholera, while they are so well conducted as
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to give congregations at home every com
fidence in them, :

I'he report on Sabbath-schos is 1o last Gen-
eral Assembiy gives the numbers returned te
the Committee as 1814 schools, 11,951 1each-
ers, and 133.560 scholars. 'The schools save
contributed £368 to mitsions during the past
yeur. 'Phis sum might easily and very large-
Iv be increased, and the value of such an ef-
fort would not merelv be the addition to our
missionary funds, but, as the Convener
points oot, tife infusion of a missionary spirit
into the children themselves, who would thus
be trained to give in future s ears,

‘I'he Jewish news of the Church are al«o
interesting this month. 1Intheschools of the
mission there are 815 children, of whom 138
are Jews. At most of the stations there
are European congregations, to whom the
missionaries officiate, and at several stationws
there have been Jewish inquirers. A letter
from Mr. Spath at Smyrna gives an account
of these and other important matters.

11, NEWS OF OTHER CHURCHES,

Wavres.—Some striking facts are given re-
garding the progress of the Non-comformists
in Wales. It has long been known that in
many parts of that country the Church of
England has very iittle hold, and that the

opulation is chiefly dependent on dissenting
abors. Within the last fifty years more than
3000 dissenting chapels have been'built in
Wales, at a cost of nearly £2.000,000. Tae
annual religious income of these chapels is,
in all, £300,000. There are seven divinity
halls ; and hardly any of tie rich landlords
are dissenters. In these days, when our own
Church is studiously disowned and invaded
by the Church of Englard, the foregoing facts
havea double interest, suggesting the inquiry,
whether there is not work enough to do at
home, within the horder ?

Russta.—The Emperor of Russia is stated
to have recently issued 2 ukase, abolishing all
penalties (confiscation of property being one)
for leaving the Greek Church. It does not
seem certain whether the statement is alto-
gether reliable.  «

AMERICA.—The American Board of Mis-
sions held its unnuval meeting in Piutsfield,
Massachusetts, on the 25th September last.
‘The following is a classified summary of its
work and means, Its revenue for the year
was about £86,000; its expenditure about
£88.000. 'The receipts were £1300 less than
the provious year in dollars; but owing to
the difference of exchange, their.value in gold
was greater.  The Board hasin all 545 sta-
tions and out-statinns, 312 American laborers,
and S15 native assistamts. It has in all
24,000 members of native churches, of whamn
881 kave been added during the year. Up-
wards of 10,000 attend the mission schools.
Seven new laborers were sent out during the
year, and great complaints are made of the
paucity of men,
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A Mortuer's SACRIFICE.—A missionary
“from Madura, in Southern India, apeaking at
the American Board meeting, told a family
story. He was oue of eleven children, and

Churea Institution, was a high-caste Brahmin,
and in all respects a superior, intelligent Jad.
Some time since he catme to think very
seriously, but still hung back from the de-
cisive step. At length the impurity and im-
morality of heathew *eachers, in principle as
well as practice, drove him to deeper and
more earnest conviction, and at length, o the
Sth of August, before a large number of the
heathen youths of Calcutta, he was ¢ baptised
in tre name of Jesus Christ.”
the case of a young man whohad been for six
vears a pupil, and was afterwards a teacher,
in the Free Church school at Bansheria. His
brother was some morths ago, after much
opposition in the civil court from his heathea
friends, received as a convert, and now he
also has cast in his lot with the disciples, and
was baptised by an agent of the London Mis-
sionary Society.

BENGAL.—At the Free Church Mission at
Mahaunad, an interesting circumstance. has
taken place—the escape of two Hindoo
widows, of high-caste, to the mission-house,
with a view to baptism. They are both young
(16 and 20), and are cousins. One of them
has already endured considerable persecution
from her relations; but they stood firm in
their desire to become members of the Chris-
tian Church, and were baptised in the month
of July last. They are the tirst-fruits of zen-
ana work in that district.

CuiNa.—A missionary at Fulichau has
made an interesting, and as yet a successful,
experiient.  During the day the people were
busy at wark, and could only listen to him
for a few minates as he stooC near them, Hey
thought of trying an etening service. For
this purpose renting a roow in o village, and
fitting it up with benches, &c., he intimated
that it would be apen just after the evening
meal of rice was over, and the work of the

U. P. Mission at Glenthorn, reports, amid
many diccouragements from nominal Chris-
tinns of Jiuropesn birth, the baptism of nine
adults, three men and six women. * These,
o far as I am aware, have all heen brought
to a knowledge of the truth as it is in Jesus
while living in this neighborhood. While
seme are removed against their inclinations,
others are cMning forward to supply their
places. Some people may try to fence their
farms around, lést their servants should be
brought under the influence of the Gospel,
but the Word of God is not bound; it will
penetrate amongst the poor and despised
natives in spite of every piecaution to pre~
vent it.”

Mzr. Laing, of the F. C. Mission in Kaffra.
ris, also reports twa cases of baptism, s man
and a wom:n, and with them their four young
children. What deepens the interest in the
two cases is, that in the one the man is wed-
ded to a still heathen wife and the woman to
a still heathen husband. May the pravers of
many be heard, that the Christian may yet
¢ gain the unbelieving partner.”

MaDAGASCAR.—Exact statistics of cone
gregations and schools in this island have
been forwarded by the London Society’s
missionaries. Not including the recent Epis-
copal mission, there are now 6 Buropean
agents, 95 native pastors, 79 churches, 4374
commuaicants, upwards of 16,000 Christians,
ald and young, 20 schools, 29 teachers, and
936 scholars. There are still places without
a European missionary, where great progress
has been made, For instance, one such sta-
tion. is mentioned, with 230 communicants,
and 909 Christians in all. There have heen
various rumors that a renewed persecation is
impending, but these are appurently without
foundation,

PoLYNESIA.—Notwithstanding the great.
advance of nominal Chrisiianity in the Poly-
nesian islands, some of the worst of the old
vices are still to be found there. A letter
from Fiji gives a hoyrible account of an act
of cannibalism which took place lately, ** Five
men, ali Christians, one of them a catechist
and another a Sunday-school teacher, were
cooked and calen, the body of the cate-
chist being reserved for the chief' And,
* not long ago, this same chief sent a party
of young men to a Christian town, with strict
orders to surround the catechist’s house and

MEETINGS OF PICTOU PRESBYTERY.

S1. ANDRPW’S CHURCH,
Pictou, Sept. 26th, 1566.

At which time and place the Presbytery of
Pictou met, pursuant to adjournment, and
was constituted with prayer. Present: Rev.
Mr. Goodwill (Moderator), Messrs. Herd-
man, McKay, Pollok, Stewart, McGregor,
McMillan, ministers ; Messrs. Brodie, J. W.
Fraser, and’'D. M. Gordon, missionaries;
and Jobn and Alex. McLean, Elders,

The minutes of last meeting were read and
sastained as correct.

The Clerk read a communication from the
Secretary of the Colonial Committee, ex-
pressive of their willingness o continue their
missivnary, Mr. Brodie, in Cape Breton dur-
ing the current Yeur, and'also the hope of
securing a Gaelic-spcaking fellow-laborer
with him, should the Presbytery approve
of it.

The Rev. Messrs. Gordon and Fraser, who
have recently completed their studies for the

Church, having just refurned from Scotland,
end bejug present, laid upon the table of
Presbytery commissions from the Colonial
Committee, also extracts of License and Or-
dination from the Presbytery of Ayr. |

‘Whercupon it was moved by Mr. Pollok,
seconded by Mr. Herdman, and agreed to,
that the Presbytery do hereby record a sense
of their gratitude to Almighty God for His
great and manifold goddness towards these
young men since their departure from their
native land, and for their safe return after a
highly satisfactory and most creditable course
of study;—That they further record their
deep sense of the continued favors and liber~
ality of the Mother Church and their Colo-
nial Committee; and also accord a most
hearty welcome to these missionaries, and
record their sincere wishes and prayers for,
their usefulness and success as ministers of
the gospel.

The committee appointed to confer with
Mr. McCurdy anent his resignation, reported
that they called upon Mr. McCordy and
found him in a feeble state of health, and
quite incapahle of attending to ministerial
duty; that he respectfully urged the accept-
ance of his resignation, expressing the hope
that he should have the continued sympathy,
and, so far as convenient, the countenance
and support of the Presbytery, and that sup-
ply should be granted as often as possible
to the congregations left destitute by his' re-
signation, °

.Whereupon it was proposed and ‘agreed
to, that Mr. McCurdy’s resignation be ac~
cepted, that the Presbytery express their
sympathy with him, that the% record their
deep sense of his labors since he betame one
of their number, and express their hope that
he will maintain a correspondence with the
Preshytery, and be willing to accept appoint-
ments, provided he be-able to fulfil them. .

There was also received a full and inter-
esting Report from Mr. Anderson, convener
of the committee appointed to meet and con-
Ter with the congregations lately presided
over by Mr. McCurdy, regarding their inter-
ests in the matter.

REPORT OF MISSIONARY LABOURS
IN CAPE BRETOXN.

According to the sppointment of Preshy-
tery, I proceeded to Cape Breton with Mr.
MeMillan—arriving on the 6th of Ociober. I
entered upon my work by preaching next
day at the Strait. Owing to the circumstance
that the Sacram-nt of the Lord’s Supper was
being dispensed there to the Congregation
of the Presbyterian Churclr of the Lower
Provinces, it was deemed proper to defer
our meeting till the evening.  On the follow-
ing Sabbath 1 officiated, in the absence of
Mr. Gunn, at Broad Cove, and since that
time I have labowred at the following sta-
tions, viz.: Strait of Canso, River Inhabit-
ants, River Dennis, and West Bay, preaching
on Sundzays, and holding occasional week-
day meetings, as circumstances would per-
mit, )

At the Strait our people are preparing to
build a Church which shall a/ways be open
for the preaching of the gospel! A site has
been generously granted to them in a suit-
able and most beautiful locality, commanding
a fine view of the waters of Canso, and of
the surrounding country. From what I
have witnessed of the zeal, energy, and liber-
ality of the people, I have no doubt that—
with a little assistance from the * Building
Yunds” collected by the untiring exertions
of Mr. Brodie—a Church will be completed,
in the cowse of seven or eight months,
which will be 2 credit to the congregation,
and a lasting benefit to the whole Island.

At River Inhabitants, the old Church is to
be replaced by a new one. At a meeting
held there yesterday, the wood required for
the building was divided among the sub-
serivers—each })erson to procure his own
share, and to place it upon the site emly in
Spring, so that building operations may be
commenced as soon as possible. Subscrip-
tions in aid of this Church have beea receiv-
ed from River Dennis, but, as the distance
between the two rivers varies, in different
places, from nine to thirteen miles, the peo-
ple of River Dennis will require a house of
worship of their own. At present they are
obliged to meet in a private house. Should
the people at River Inhabitents and at the
Strait fulfil the obligations under which they
have come—as I have no doubt they will—
the people of Nova Scotia who have contri-
buted to the “Cape Breton Church Buildiug
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Funds” will have ro c2
liberality. - . .

He Znew the fruth. had
hearty persuasion of it, and constantly ap-
ealed to the law and the testimony ; and /e
ved i¢ » hence hic eagerness for its preach- i
g, his frequency in attending upon sacra-
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cally, had perused and possessed the best of
the Puritan and Secottish Divines. and he
could argue, therefore, for sounduess in the
faith as well as for piety. lc was what I
may call religiously conservative, maintain-
ing the old paths of orthodoxy and wouship
as are prescribed inithe Word of God and
Standards of our Church. ‘LThese he regavd.
ed as not only right in themselves, but the
marks of a sound ministry and o steadfast
christian -hence he abhoned any approach
to instrumental worship, any doial or muti-
lation of the Lord’s day. or * any other way
not prescribedin God'sWord.” As his muo-
ister's note shows, the cause of the Sabbatl
lay near to his heart to thelust; and to those
around his bed, he expressed deep regret at
its profanation, even among professing chris-
tians, and at the thoughtlessness and levity
with which both young and old go to and
return from the house of Gad,

‘Although sincerely attached to the Church
of his Fathers, he was no bigot, but loved
and spoke well of all good men and ninis-

Wherever there was a wournerto
console, or a wanderer to reclainy; or a back-
slider to heal, or a dying one to cheer, there
was he found; and he literally spent himself
in this self-denying service. Iy a word, he
was, in the best sense, « good man. ploustand
benevolent ; faithful also to his light, and
valiant for the truth, like Bunyan’s Wortlsy,
and, like him, departing bravely and chser-
fully, for the truth always leaves its advocate
placid and content; and though he haa
mingled in controversy for the truth’s suk.,
yet he bore not the smallest grudge or ill~
will against mortal ; his Ietters, like his ac-
tions, were written from a. sense*of duty to
Christ, and in a spirit of devotion.
