THE COTTON INDUSTRY.
The new policy adopted by the Dominion Cotton Mills

Company indicates thtat it initends to keep abreast witlt tie
most energetic amd progressive concernts in other countries.
In a recent. issue allusion was made to t.e fact, tIai titis
cotmpatty iad made propositions tlo ite municipal ahttitnriesn
of the cities of Kingston and Brantford, Ont., to grant, it
certain noney botusesm atd tax exemptions, for which favors
the comipany would very considerably enlarge their produc.
tive capacity, giving etnploynent to a largely increased
number of operatives, witi the alternative of Lite dismttantlitg
of tLieir mills in these cities, and the asseiîmblin, of titemt and
several others, in a more convenient place.

Regarding the milis at Kingston, the company state tat
the following conditions prevail :-The mill vas built in ISSO
and w.as -.cquired by the comitpany in 1S91. Many improve-
ients have been made in it since it was built, but no replace.
ment of machinery, imuci of whici is now antiquated ant
not up-toc-date, and the output of tite mtill Ias consequently
been seriously impaired when compared vith similar inills
equipped vith modern nachinery. Ever since the company
acquired this mill, in IS1, it has been operated at a loss,
which, last year vas greater titan ever. At investigation of
the affairs denonstrated that the mill could not be made to
pay, and therefore but two courses werc open to the company,
one to reorganize and re-equip it witli the best modern ma.
chinery, towards the expense of whici the city of Kingston
vas requested to contribute; the aother alternative being te
abandon the miili and concentrate the energies of it atanother
place.

Regarding the Brantford mill, the company say ltat it is
unduly expensive, al] the objections prevailing at the Kings-
ton tnill applying to tii and to equip it with new nachinery
and enlarge its capacitv would require a large expenditure of
mtoney, the burden of which the city is invited to share.

The principal mills of the Doiimiicn Cotton Mills Company
are located, two at Hochelaga, near 3ontreal, one at lagog,
Que., and onc at Halifax, .S., other mills of smnall capacitv
being at Kingston and Brantford, Ont, Coaticook, Que.,
Windsor, N.S., and Moncton, N. B. Tie operations of the
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consolite, imills ILave iever, so we are iiformed, resuted in
a IamVIIent, Of a higeitr ividnd iItibi six pl. t* er celt.. it ib>ecaîmIe
eviillnt to the cuoimîpany that if the, operatiots of ite K ingstonî
and Brantford miilis we.re to be continuied it could only be
done by dite enlargenPitt, of their capacity and the introduction
oef entirelv new machinery ; and as regards dt, other mills ait
Coaticook, Windsor and Moncton, they nust of necessity be
abandoned ,nd the energy of themn concentrated at a more
convenlient place.

If the Cantadian market for cottons, vhich is already
glutted, wé-re alote to he considered, then all these smaller
nills might w itit advantage le closed. l'ut the company

hlas now a large and expandiing trade witli China and the
East Coast of Africa. and it is the policy of tie Company to
pusi tiis trade to the utiost, and so establish a large
permanent, foreign trade. yt ias been proved, after a nuimber
of years of successful trial, that an up-to-date Canadiaian miii
equipped with the latest machinery, cati comsîpete to advantag
with the world in certain forcign markets. If this fact is
once realizei and appreciated, tere is practically no limit to
whicih dt cotton industry could not be pusied.

It, is open to the company to consolidate the sinall capacity
mills in one large establishment at Tirce Rivers, Que., wiere
te large concern could he operated at comparatively simall
expense hy electricity generated at Shawinegan Falils, whlicha
are but about, twenty.four mttile-s fron Tirece Rivers.

Tt is obvious that consolidation in the
nanner suggested limeans a great, saving to the comnpany, and
mtany advantages over the continued operation of the isolated
mtilis.

The proposition of the company to the city of Kingston is,
for a consideration, te reitmodel the uill there at atn expense of
.150,000 and increase its capacity to at least 500 loois.
Tiis would necessitate the employmtent of about 350 iands
instead of te 200 now engaged, wiicit would double the
present pay roll of 45,000 per annut. Tit present capacit.y
of the mill is 20,000 pounds of cloth per veek, wlile uller
the proposed enlargement tite output would be .10,000 pounds.
The company ask the city to grant it a bonus of $25,000 and
exemption fron taxatioi for twenty years.

Tite Brantford mill now enploys about 200 hands, and tite
aniual amnouut of wages paid to thent isabout $40,000, its
capacity with its 296 iootms being a weekly output of 20,000
poundbof cotton cloth. If the miill was remnodelled the capacity
would be increased to 400 loons, involving the employmr.ent.
of about 300 iands, an increase of ite annual sum paid for
labor to $75,000 producing 50,000 pounds of clotih per week.
The sugested cianges would require an expenditure on build.
ing aid equipmttenbtaccout, of at least.100,000. The company
ask that, to insure the carrying out of these chatiges atd iii-
pro, emuents, the city of Brantford give it a bonus of $30,000
and exemption fromti taxation for ten years. ,

In bolit the instatnces here alluded to, if the assistance
asked for is ntot given, the contpany will dismantle and
abandon their milis at these places. Under existing circumi-
stances it is not possible for the employes of tiese mills to
carni satisfactory wages, and titis is due ettirely to the fact
that the tmachinery is antiquated and cannot, produce as mnuci
as iills witi moderi equipmtent.

Frot our point of view it is very important that the manu-
facturing industries of Canada should receive every credit tiey
are entitled to in the exports of their product, and where,
even by what our critic intimates is a faulty arr.agement of
what nay be calied a new classification, it is shown that more
than twenty.seven per cent. of the total exports of Canada
should be credited to " Manufactures," ve are quite sure
that a more scientificand thorough classification, as indicated
in our reference to other general divisions, would disclose a
condition even more favorable to our exports of mnanufac.
tured products.

It would bo very mucli in the interest of our manufacturers
if the Governient were to act on these suggestions and
classify the export tables accordingly. The nation that manu-
factures for itself prospers-the nation that manufactures
largely for export should certainly be in a nost prosperous
condition.

FRAUDULENT ADVERTISING.
Ve have heretofore taken occasion to congratulate lion.

Mr. Mulock, our Postmaster.General, upon te step he has
taken to compel ail newspatpers going througlh the Canadian
nails to contribute to the support of his departmnent by paying
a fair rate of postage ; and, having inaugurated titis reform,
we suggest to hin that another step niglt be taken
somewlhat in titis direction, by excluding fraudulentadvertising
matter fromn the mails; or, if that cannot 'je done, then let
there be a. law passed prohibiting such advertising being im-
posed upon the public. The New York legislature las
recently passed suclh a law that reads as follows:- .

" Any firin, person, or partnership of persons, or any em-
ployee of a firm, person, or partnership of persons, who, either
in the newspaper or other periodicals of titis State, or in
public advertiseiments, or in conmunications intended for a
large nunber of persons, knowingly nake or disseninate any
statemients or assertions of facts with respect to his or her or
their business afTairs, especially concerning the quantit.y, the
quality, the value, the price, the method of production or
manufacture, or the fixing of the price of his, lier or tleir
nerchandise or professional work, or the nanner or source of

purchase ai such merchandise, or the possession of awards,
distinctions, or the motive or purpose of a sale, intended to
have the appearance of a particularly advantageous oler,
whici are untrue or calculated to nislead, shtall be guilty >f a
misdeneanor.

Such a law would strike a heavy blow upon many concerns
of wlich we have knowledgc, as is evident to readers of the
newspapers, but it would be in the interest of the public who
are but too ready to swallow the stuff offered of bargr.in days
and cheap goods. Fraudulent advertising ias flourished to a
wonderfui extent in recent years, and if it is abolished these
conce,-ns, preying upun the confidence of the public, will b
driven frot tieir illegitinate practices. Thousands of inno-
cent people have been made to suffer effects of suclh advertising
and the stamping out of the abuse will be grected with
deligit alike by the public and responsible advertisers
and publishers. The abuse of the advertising privilege has
been carried too far, and it is time that it siould be stanped
out overywlhere.

Mr. IMulock will confer a furthter favor upon Canadian
newspapcrs and lcgitimate Canadian advertising by obtaining
the enactment of a law similar to that above quoted.

The quantity of forei u wheat gone into consumption during

May corresponds very closely with our former estimate of re-
quiretnents, in fact, sligitly exceeds it. Mr. F. Hamnaesfair,
of Antwerp, a recognized authority on the world's grain trade,
in a letter to the Liverpool Corn Trade News, dated May 27th,
estimates the requirements of Europe for foreign wleat for
the ten weeks-May 22nd to August Ist-15,300,000 quart-
ers, made up as follows: France, fresi imports, 5,000,000,
United Kingdon, 3,800,000, Belgium, 1,000,000, Holland,
500,000, Gernany, 1,500,000, Italy, 1,500,000, otLIer coun-
tries, 2,000,000, or a total of 122,400,000 bushels; making
average weekly requirements 12,240,000 busiels, or compared
with our last issue's estimuate, 9,615,000 busiels. It appears
probable that during the month of June, France will continue
to inport very largely during the suspension of the duty oan
whcat, whiclh suspension expires on June 30th. It is esti-
mated that froua May 1st to July 15ti France will depend
upon foreign wlheat. for fully one.ialf of its bread consumption,
at which rate its requirements for that period would be about
30,000,000 bushels. In the United Kingdom the supply of
wieat,iome grown and imported,for the nine mtontis-August
ist to April 30ti-amaaounted to 169,000,0v bushtels, whici
left 60,000,000 to be provided during the three maontis ending
July 31st. During May the great advance in prices brouglt
to market immense deliveries from farmters, amtounting in four
weeks to 4,400,000 busiels; the imports of flour and wheiat
during those four weeks were equal ta 11,770,000 bushels;
there was witidrawn fron stocks at ports, 1,000,000 bushtels,
making apparent consumption a little over 17,000,000 bushels,
equal to about 223,000,000 bushels per annum, or a little less
than average consumption. Tiis leaves 43,000,000buslels to
be supplied in June and July. During the first two weeks of
June the farmers' deliveries only averaged 473,000 bushels
per vcek, and it is not likely that they will exceed 5,000,000
bushels for the two montis, June and July. Titis makes 38,-
000,000 bushels of foreign wleat required for the United
Kingdom in these two monthts. During lte four wceks of
May there was shipped to Italy 6,775,000 bushels wheat, to
Austria, 1,600,000 bushels, to Grecce, 500,000, or nearly 9,-

At a recent imeeting of the Franklin Institute, Philadelphia,
the operations of a new carbon dioxide engine were explained
by Wi. F. Roberts. This engine is actuated by carbon
dioxides, used expansively upon the piston of the engine in a
iainier similar to that enployed in stean engines, but with
the piston area reduced proportionately to the aiouit of
power, as compared with steani. The speaker exhibited two
engines, one horizontal and the other vertical, each supplied
with 2 by 2 inch cylinders, and each capable of developing
twenty.iive hiorse power. Tte carbon dioxide gas for use in
the engine ii stored in lhquid forn in a cylinder prepared for
the purpose. Fromt this it is led in siall tubes through a
heating apparatus where it is brouglt to a temperature of
about 150 to 200 degrees F., at whicli teniperature it is intro-
duced into the engine. By mneais of a unique systenm of
valves, thegas at this high tenperature and pressure is passed
into the cylinders of the engine and then withidrawn fromi the
engite at a temuperature below thirty-two degrees F. In this
way, the speaker said, the gas is iade simply a vehicle for
carrying hcat energy to the engine by means of which it is
transformed into energy in such a form that it can be readily
utilized as power. Thiegas ina liquid form is relatively chieap,
it beinig possible to secure it for 83 per ton, while some firns
agree to furnishi it as low as SI per ton. Thie gas is a waste
product ini many lines of narufacturing, and it is said to be
less expensive to liquefy it than it -s for manufacture-s to rid
theimselves of it in iany plants where it is produced in the
proceas of nanufacturing other products. It is claimed for
the carbon dioxide engine that, being comipact, powerful and
economical of operation, it can be adopted with success in
many places where stean and clectricity are now used.

President McKlinley is reconimending to Congress te iake
an appropriation for the expentses of a conimission, te be
appointed under the ternis of the protocol signed a few days
ago, for the settlenent of al differences between the United
States and Canada. The commission will consist of ten
members, five te be appointed by Great Britain and five by
the United States. iUnder the ternis of the protocol, the
commissioners will consider a]l outstanding questions between
the Britisli and United States Governneitsa, but as ail of
these concern Canada, a najority of the British nembers vill
bc representatives cî the Dominion. Two of the United
States cominissioners will bo Messrs. John W. Foster, former
Secretary of State, and John A. Kasson, the reciprocity pleni-
potentiary of the United States. The commission will ieet
at Quebec instead of in Washington. Aiong the questions
at issue te be brouglt te the attention of the commission are
the Alaskan boundary, the seal fishieries, tariff reciprocity and
the coast fishieries.

Immiediately after the prorogation of the Doniion Parlia-
mient on Monday, ler Excellency the Countess of Aberdeen,
was presented with a beautiful token of regard front the
Senate and Commnons, in thu shape of an histurical dinner ser-
vice, decorated by sixteen selected exhibitors of 41--h Wonan's
Art Association froi Toronto, 1-anilton, St Catharines,
Simcoe, Galt, Monitreal, Yarimouth and Halifax.

The presentation was accompanied by the
reading of an address in which it was stated that the interest-
ing historical dinner service, the work of the Wonan's Art
Association of Canada, seemîs to be nost suitable for such
presentation, both because it is purely Canadian and because
it is the result of the efforts of P.nadian womien.

Orders for seventy-seven loconotives have just been received
fron the Russian Goverminent by the Baldwin Locomotive
Works. In addition to these the Baldwin people have booked
orders since April lst for ten for New Zealand, six for Spain,
five for Egypt, two for Argentitia and one for Mexico. The
Richmond works last week received an order for seventeen
locomotives for Japan, naking a total of ninety-four export
orders in one week. Other orders received by American
builders frot foreign countries since April lat bring the grand
total up to 172, and still further contracts are pending for
delivery of locomotives in Russia and Mexico. Another in-
stance of the triumph of "intelligent labor lighîly paid."

An epoch in the history of Japanese ship building has just
been narked by the launching of the Hitachi, a large steel
steamer, at the yard of the Mitsubishi Dock Yard Co. The
vessel, whicli as been built for use on the Yokohamna.London
line of the Japan Mail Steamship Co., is 462 feet in length,
forty.nine feet two inches beam, and thirty-three feet six
inches depth, with an average draft of twenty-five feet. Site
lias a displacement of 11,600 tons; gross tonnage of 6,150
tons, and freight capacity of 7,150 tons. The euqines arc
twin triple expansion, with four boilers of 3,500 indicated
horse power. Thie vessel lias a steel lull with thrce decks and
is expected to attain a speed of fourteen !nots. Thte govern-
ment mail subsidy requires the company to have the vessel
constructed withî a view to arniored cruiser service if needed.
The Mitsubishi company engaged the best talent obtainable
for the construction of this vessel, the supervision of work
being entrusted to mien of long experience in English and
Amnerican yards. The cost of tho ve-ssel was also in excess of
what the vessel might be purchiased for in any of the leading
ship building countries, but the object was to stinulato
Japanese ship building, and the extra cost was paid on that
account.

TARIFF CHANGES.

Hon. Mr. Fielding, Minister of Finance, last week mîaade a

proposal in the House with reference to the duty on raw sugar,
whicl is aiother stop in the direction of Iiperial preferential
trade. In the tariff passed on April Gti, last, the benefit of
the preferential duty was extended to the British West Lndies
and Bermuda. It lias been claimied that one erect of thiat
was to produce unequal conditions of the sugar trade by
giving an advantage to the sugar interests on the Atlantic
coast which did not extend to the sugar interest on the Pacifie
coast, wiere they draw their supplies of sugar fron sections
of the empiro not brouglt within the scope of the preferential
tariff in April last. It was suggested to extend the preference
to the British possessions of Queenslan>, Fiji and perhaps
Mauritius. He proposed to deal with raw stigar as described
in the tarifT in a different way, and instead of admitting tliese
products generally under the preferential tarif, to provide
that raw sugar fron all portions of the British Empire shal

Mr. C. H. Rust, City Eiginseer of Toronto, lias been con-
sidering the iatter of imposing charges on nanufactsurers and
othrs occupying buildings in the city for areais under the
sidewalks, and lie is subiumitting to the Connniiittee on Works
of the City Council a sciedule of charges which lie recoimimends
shall be emibodied in the tax bis of the current year. Mr.
Rust states tiat lie lias imade a comiplete record of all the
areas and openings in the sidewalks in the city, whichs lie has
ror the purpose, divided into three districts, with the follow-
ing result: Is district A there are 88,807 square feet of
areas with 89 coal chutes, district, B, 32,807 feetof areas with
249 chutes, and in district C are 14,754 feet of areas with 94
chutes, a total of 136,447 square feet of areas and 432 coal
chutes; and ho recomiiends that the foIlowing rentals be
charged in the difIfrent districts :-District. A, fos areas four
cents per square foot pes annui ; district. B, three cents, and
district C, two cents; and for every coal chute fifty cents per
annum. The above charges, it is estiiated, would produce a
revenue to the city of a little over $5,000 per asnnums.

Tise British market i equires eaci year ais iimportation of
more tian 500,000,000 pounds of bacon, which aiount comtes
almost entirely fron the United States, Denmark and Canada.
While the part of this enîtire aiount drawn fron the United
States reaches each year about 300,000,000 pouindls, the
quantity is gradually decreasing. Tise "section of foreign
markets" of the Departient of Agriculture attributes thiis
decline largely to the fact that the United States bacon is
chiefly corn fed bicon, and is therefore too fat to suit the
taste of the British consuiers. By paying attention to this
preference on the part of the Engiish customeprs the Danisi
and Canadian exporters are making serious inroads on a
market which we have heretofore controlled. Tise Danish
and Cansadian bacon, moreover, being more tu the likiig of
the Englishmisen casi secure a higier price un the Britisi
markets than the United States bacon, and the loss of e en
a cent on each pound of the enormous quantity makes a net
loss which is very considerable.

Mr. Anderson, Canuadian late special trade coinissioner to
Japan, in his report to the Department of Trade and Coi-
merce, recently publislhed, speaking of the possible expansion
of our flour trade with Japan says:-" Tise quantity of flour
imported during 1896 was upwards of 150,000 barrels, and
nearly all froms the State of California and the Territories of
Oregon and Washington. It is shipped in forty-nine-pound
bags, four heing equal to a barre]. There are certain brands
which buyers favor on accounst of be!iig well.known. The
incrase durinsg the first six month of 1897 lias been enormsous,
and prnbably the irmports this year will reach 225,000 barrels.
There is no reason wiy Canadian millers should not secure a
fI.r share of the flour trade, uiless it be that the long inland
railway freiglt nay in somie menasure handicap them. To
properly introduce it I would advise the distribution of
samples in half-pound bags to actual consuimers, as well as
advertising in both the Eniglisi and Japanese press. Tise
Sais Francisco market should be a good guide as to prices
that can be obtained."

The report of Mr. Anderson, Canadian Trade Comnissioner
to Japan, vIich ias just been pusblisled by the Departinent
of Trade and Commerce at Ottawa, deais-in detail with the
articles that there is a possibility of selling to Japan, and
vith those Canada miglit or does purchase. Of bicycles in

Japan, Mr. Anderson says: "British and United States
niasnufacturers are represented, and the sales are quite large,
with the sure prospect of a large growths. Japan is certainly
an inviting field for our makers, as bicycles are beconing
very popular amnng the Japanese. Wieels to seIl at 100
yen, equal to $50 gold, would find a ready sale. High grade
wheels to retail at 150 to 175 yen would alse sell freely, as
better qualities are much. appreciated by the vell.to.do
Japanese as well as by foreigners. Ail bicycles should be

light, stronig, and handsoimely deoirated. Thie Jaipansese
beinsg of smtsall stature the fraies would require to le 22 to
23 inchies. For foreigners the ordinary sizes of framlies in use
in Canada would be suitable. There is absolutely no demiand
for ladies' v.leel, exceptI a few for the use of foreigners. The
Japanese ladies have unot yet adopted the Europeanl costume,
and it would be impossible for themn to ride a wheel wvearing
their native style of dress. The bicycles matintfactured in
Japanl are considered inàfer ior.

United States Consul Douzeinann, at Prague, Boheimsia,
writing to tihe Departmsent of State, speaking of farmsing
imlachines and iplements im that country, says " I Boiemnia,
I feel warranted in saying, presents a very good field for
mssowers, binders, seeders, thrashing machines, hav stackers,
etc. While at the first gIansce, a persoi unacquainted witi
the ways of the people would beliece it would bu cicaper to
emsploy laborers here to do ail such work, T have it fron very
good authority that it is becoming absolutely necessary for
those engaged :n farming on a large scale (of whoms there are
a great nany) to emiploy all kinsds of mnachinery, because of
the scarcity of labor in country districts, the men receiving
better pay in the cities.

Tise Grand Trunk is erecting a large iron bridge in this
town, whieh is being done enitirely by Aimserican worknen
fron Harrisburg, Pa., where the bridge is nanufactured. We
have no special fault to find with the G.T.R. for buying the
bridge in the United States, notwithstanding the fact that
we have a nunber of good bridge building firms in this coinn.
try; but wien the worknen are brouglt froin the other side
we think it is timie to register a kick. Tie alien labor law is
enforced againsst Cansadian workmsseni, but our very considerate

Sml,-I have read lin your journal of a
inovel xuethod of conpulsory early rising, but
I would call it a very intricate way of dong
the work. I wili tell you of mxxy way of
effecting the saie object, and by a more
simple apparatus. To start with f procured
ole of the old style bedsteads, one that I
hand te get a chair or stepladder to enable
mue to get up on the bed. I fastenied on tlhe
foot legs cf this bedstead a pair of hiiges,
threce feet fromt the Iloor, then with a line
saw I cut the legs a trifle oun the bevel ti-
wards, so that when eut through the ana le
would be a trille over the centre vhicl held
then in place. Arraxnged to a comun
spring clock which was in the roon I con-
nected wire to a snall lever with weight
attached to the foot legs of the bed, and
at whatever hour I wisiied to be duinped
I would set the alarml dock. When the
proper hour arrived the alara ineehanisin
would wind a cord that was ait the end of the
wire, which would pull a littlo slide tra
that leld the weiglt ou tho lever, thon the
weight would comte down on the lever, vhich
lin turn, woxuld pishi the sawn legs of the
bedstead over the centre, and down would
comlo the foot of the bed, lcaving mlae li an
almuost stanading Iosition. This plan worked
to perfection for a tine, but one mîornaing
being very sleepy 1 pulled the inattress onto
the floor wlere 1 slept it out. Then, when
I found that I had slept when 1 should have
been at work, i fastenxed the iattress and
bedclothinxg to the bedstead, which plant
worked very well for a tite until another
sleepy muorniang came, when, after the usual
tLxuble.downa process, I lifted the bedstead

up into its place iai lad a good sleep, but
this particular miorning appened to bu Sui.
day and the only trouble was that I got nao
breakfast. I'nixakinag that. 1 iiglt bo in-
duced to indulgo agallm 011 somle other mxiornl-
ing. I iande a spring Iock or catch, so that
when the foot of the beud veut downî the
legs were locked in that position, the key
being lung Il> down stairs, and with the
knowledge th: it was impos.sible to get an.
Gthter iap on that bed after once upxenided,
I suon becaame accusttomled to the uplsettinag
tiane aindu seldoi got the upset for 1 would
invariably be out on the lloor before the
tumlible took place. Thms was tuenty-the
y'ears ago iand I maight ay that i have not,
slept li tIait cut leg t.uible downl bed for
twenty-four years, but for ail that wheni the
htour arrives I ju ump out all the samne. It is
what 1 cial a sure cure for latu risinag antl
mnornling sleepinxess. Tihe contrivance is
effective, simuple and not expenasivo, as the
wholo contrivaence costs less thant '$5.00, but
I assure you that I havo haad more thau fi e
timies live dollars worth of funi fromt that
bed. Myself anad Mrs. on imlore than onle
occasion havo arrainged that bed for the use
of newly mxarried couples, with mnost re-
imirkable results. You will notice, Mr.
Editor, that the ideas and results obtained
are the samne, only tie plan you mention is
operated n ith electricity and mine with the
force obtainied fron the spring of an ordixn.

The votes and pro-
ceedings of the Ilouse showed that the dluty
iîmposed on rubber helting wYas 25 pur cent.,
but the words '" rubber belting and rubber
cenuent" wure oniitted frot the rubber
resolition as finally printed, throwing these
items under another itein at tlft. rate of 20
per cent. The connitteu restorcd the duty
to 25 per cent.

SUGAIl hurriEs.
Mir. Fielding made a proposal with rofer-

encu to the duty on raw sugaî, which he
said niglit bu regarded as another stc) in
the direction of imperial pireferntial trado.
In the tariff passed on April 6th last, the
benefit of the preforential duty was extended
to the British West Indies and Bermuda.
It had been clnimed that one effect of that
was to producu unequal conditions of the
sugar trado by giving advantage to the sugar
interests on the Atiantic coast, which did
not extend to tit sugar interests on the
Pacifie coast, where they draw their supplies
of sugar from sections of the empiru not
brought within the scope of the preferential
tarif in April last. It vas suguested to ex-
tend the preference to the British posses.
siuns of Queensland, Fiji, and perhaps
M1auritius. He proposed to deal with raw
sugar, as described im our tariff in a different

vay, and instead of admitting thesu products
genurally under the proefrential tariff, to
provide that raw sugar from all portions of
the British empire shall be adinitted under
the terms of the preferontial tariff. That
would moet complaints of thoso interested
in the trado on the Pacific coast, and he was
inclined to think miglit lead to the uncour-
agement of trade betwoen Canada and the
Australian colony. The duty on this raw

sugar is -10 conte pur 100 ptounds, and for
e:acl additional degreo 1ý cents per 100 libs.
Subh sugar coining non diteut front.ny pur-
tion of the British emipire will bu dutiable
at the above rates, less 425 pur cent.

Another resolution provided that the
tarif' shal bu treated as cuning intu forcu
April 6, 1898. Thoro nas nu discussion on
thee ainutdinents and the resolutions were
reported.

Nor.--The tarif' of 1897 was anmended by
resolutions introduced in April 1898. In
.June 1898 additional changes wero made,
ail of which aro enbiodied in the foregoing.

Diazo Indigo Blue B., and Diazo Blue,
3 R.- -Tlese products are the two latest sub-
stitutes for Indigo on Cotton just placed
upon the inark-et by the Farbenfabrnken of
Elberfeld. The disadvanuges of Indigo in
cotton dyeing, viz., high price, bad penetra-
tion, looseness of color to washing and
rubbing uand consequent cantinual atripping
of color, have been long recogized by tex.
tilo inanufacturers as well as color tnakers.

Diazo Indigo Blue, B., gives of itself, iglt
or mediin shades of Indigo when diazotised
and developed. For dark shades it is coim.
bined with Diazu Red Blue, 3 R., or the
new Diazo Blue, 3 R. The last named
color produces clear reddish blie shades
when diazotised and developed on the fibre.
Besides dyeing casily level, these colors do
not effect the natural softness of the cotton,
or deteriorate it for spinming. In pricu they
arc inuch chliaper than Indigo.

Benzo Chrome Brown, 3 R.-The above
brown is the fourth and newest addition to
the Benzo Clhroine Brown fatnily. The
G. B. and R. brands of which were recently
brought out by the Fabenfabriken Co., of
Elberfeld, met with such success, that the
abovo Benzo Chronie Broni, 3 R., Iris just
been added to the group, and wil prove a
very useful color.

Benzo Chrome Brown, 3 R., dyed direct,
produces a clear deep reddish brunîn, havin«
the saie properties as the older brands, amc
is thereforo applicable cither as a direct
color or for after treatinent with Chrome
or Bluestoie, and in the latter case is note-
ivorthy for ils great fastness to washing,
light and rubing.

For dyoing ialf wool, it shoutild prove ex-
tremly useful, siice it dyces both fibres
equally, as do the older brands ; it is also
suitablo for dyeing half-silk.

Lazulino Blue, R.- Lazuline Blue R. is
the latest addition u the list of acid wool
dyeing blues. It dyces very easily level,
being in this respect equal to the average
acid violets, to wlich however it is inuch
superior, iitts fastness to ligit and rubbing
and being therefore very suitable for the
production of slates and drabs or brighît
navy blues, upon ladies dressgoods, yarn,otc.
