It will zequiro an official count of tho
voto of tho State of Now York at loast,
boforo our naghbors can determino who
18 to be their Promdent for tho next four
geara. Indications, huwoser, pomnt al-
most conclumvoly to tho el.ction of tho

sorious troubly, if not bloodshed, is im-
minent. On the whole wo think the
American peoplu aro to bo congratulated
upon thoir choico, provided BIr. Grovor
Oloveland has beon olected. A Ropubli-
can innings of nearly a quartor ofa con-
tury hos, without doubt, left a political
Augean stablo which aadly noods vleans-
ing, and judging Mr. Oleveland by his
publio record Lo is tho right man for tho
horoulean task,

The ouly questions of political economy
which have, to any degreo, influenced the
campaign, have been issues botweon Pro-
tection and@ Freo Trade. The Republi.
cana went to tho country as pledged sup-
porters of tho present high tariff, but the
Damocrats by skillfully avoiding a dis-
cussion of tho question left it to boprotty
well undoratood at the ‘‘zolid South”
that the Chineso wall would be lowered
considerably, while throughout tho
North, notwithstanding the assertions of
tho Republican press to the contrary,
they have mnot been credited with any
sorious intention of interforing with tho
oxisting fiscal polioy. Tho atrugglo waz
carried on almost entirely on s basis of
recriminations againat the porsonal
characters of tho rival candidates, and a
memorable and bitter one it has proved.

Tho readers of TRUTA aro, of course,
aware of the charges of political corrnp-
tlen brought and proved against DIr.

So much has besn made
public in rofcrenco to both gentlomon
that, if we judge them by & very high
etandard, neither wuuld prove eligiblo fur
tho Chicf Magistracy of the Republic.

It is, of courso, most desirable
that ho should bo a fure and moral man,
Bat honesty, ability and morality da not
always centro in the samo porzon; and
not unfrequently the publio is forced to
decide botween a candidate of mediocro
public capacity and irreproachable pri-
vato chamctor and one of £ ondid
talonts, but charged with private vioos.

To us, in Canada, it makes littlo differ-
onco whether a Ropublican or Democrat
ia tho tenant of the White Houso, but as
it has beon fuund Impussible to srrange
amlcable trado relations upen a just bass
with tho Republicans wo can st loast hope
furbotter treatment from their opponents.
So farastho Amerlcan peopls, and the
world at largo aro concerned, the groatest
roquirements for tho Presidential Chatrat
presunt, ato hunesty, fearlossnoss and
independence. Grover Cloveland has al-
ready proved himself the pussesser of
those qualities, and af ho is but wise and
cunsistont during tho days of his admiani-
strativn, he cua o catablish his pactty
public favur that a loug term of uffico wul
be within their grasp.

Tho
whole social stmosphero is thick and
nasty with such moro or less covert lies.
It is castor, howover, to point out tho
troublo than to suggest a romedy. Tho
influonco of a Toligion that lays
down the fundamental duty of spesking
tho truth might bo supposed to have
zomp cffect, bud alas tho most of these
gamo promiso breakers aro mombers of
churches, ayo and clders and doacons,
too. YVohavo known some of them veory
powerful cxhorters at rovival mectings
and conductors of prayer meeting at
Young Mon's Christian Associations. Wo
shall say nothing at present of tho con-
ventional lios of soctoty, the lovo that is
cxprosacd but not folt, tho admiration

moment. Many evon of Mr. Blake's
warmest frionds and admirers admit this.
It is no fault of his. Vory far from it.
It is, howover, under the circumstances,
a party misfortane.

Tho memoir writing
of living mon is a painful nuisance, and
an evident infraction of book making snd
book work in the worst jorm, to the
utter degradation of anything like troe
literary ecffort. No man can bo truly
gauged and 1o life can bo trnly written,
till death has intervened. In evory case
whore tho memoir writing of a living
man has been sattempted, it has been a
foolish failure, for eitherit haa boen a
racre dry catalogne of facts, or it basbeon
an absurd caricaturo, sometimes In tho
way of eulogy and sometimos in that of
detraction.

Tho professional momoir-writer of
those who have not left the stage is not
only o great deal worse than Southey
actually was ; ho isalmost as bad as heis
ropregent2d to hove-been in the well-
known lines when ke is made to offtx to
writo tho lifo either of Satan or of the
Archaogel Michaol :—

least wonever had tho guvd fortuno to
moot with any that wero othorwise, Woll
perhaps with one or two cxcoptivns. The
groat mnjgxity, howovor, of young fa-
thors and mothers, to whom thoir Labies,
first born unes eapecially, aro as much of
o rarity and an astonishmont as if thero
nover had been babies before, are porfect
nuisances in tho way of silently oxpecting
or oponly asking for compliments on be-
half of their offspring, from all their
visitozs, When these visitors are women,
it is all very well. Admiration fur & baby
is a8 natural to mest women as playfal-
ness to a kitten, or lying to a party poli-
tical wire-pullor. But when a3 man is in
question, and woro especially an unmar-
ried man, and more especially atill a
young unmarried man, aud a shy young
unmarrled man to boot, to offer a baby
for his admiration, comes to bo sometimo
s vory heinous offence. In many cases,
it is cruelty to animals of tho most pro-
nouncaed description, No more pitiablo
spectaclo can be prosented to the sympa-
thizing oyes of men and angels, than that
of a poor bashful youth making a call, and
upon whoso attention a baby is either
forced by one of its admiring parents, or
if it bo old onough, forces itsell Tho
poor wretoch feels ho must do somothing,
or say something, orrun tho risk of so-
cial damnation in that house for evermoro,
So he mutters somo idiocy about tho
healthy good looks, or its great likoness
to papa, or mamma, or its great size for
ago, etc.,etc., or, crowning touch of help-
lees imbecility to which a man may be
reduced ! ho ¢cven venturos to poko his
finger at it, ina presumably playful fash-
ijon, or tolnke it on h's knee. And all
the timo tho thoughts of tho misorable
man cro such that couid they bo made
visible, the devoted mother would snat 2
away her babe as from a pestilenco f
fear the littlo “‘precious ” would be con-
taminated.

Not a fow Canadians seem to enjoy a
very Pharisaical sclf-satisfaction in re-
joicing that they aro not like their neigh-
bors across tho border. Now tho truth
of tho mattor would ecom tobe that for
the sizs of usand our opportunitios we
aro not much better than thoso neighbors.
Wheon wo have grown as big as they aro
now, and havo as many troublesome ole-
monts in our population to look after, it
may bo found that Sabbath breakorz and
adulterers, and swindlers of every variety,
aro no groater rarities in Canada than
they arein the United States,

A well nigh marvellous account of hu-
man endarance was recorded ina receut
dispatch from Port Jarvis, N.Y¥Y. A
brakomar on a freight train was missing
snd had cvidently fallen from tho train,
Two men were sent back to look for him.

TL®
account g.von scoms tu be circuratantial
onongh. Tho enduranco of whichthe ha
man frame is capablo is sumetimes very
wonderful, as has  Luen pruved Limo and
ageia ia the lurtures onduied by martyrs
and othes victims of savago cruelty, Bub
tho caacs aro ravo indeod of vitality en.
ough to onablo a man to walk go consider-
ablo a distanco as a milo after all the logs
of blood entailed by tho severarce of an
arm, to say nothing of other t.rriblo in
jurics, and tho sovero shock to his whole
system by being thrown from the train,

One cannot but focl annoyed at tho
aira put on and the cofforts put forth by
thomo who aro struggling to riso in what
they call ‘‘society.” And yot, poor
wrotohos, why should thoy not strugglo
as thoy best may? Tho women especial-
ly are simply awful sometimes, but lot
thom pass, A good many in Toronto
and clsswhero aro very trying, o pecially
when they tako to patronizing, which they
frequently do. When they affect litera-
turoor art they are simply dreadful.

At o meoting of Collegiate Alumnw
held in Boston a short time ago, some
intercsting statoments were mado rogard-
ing tho donatiors made by women fox
tho causo of education. Itis somewhat
curious, that, inthe United States, whore
of all places in tho world one would bo in-
clined to think woweon ara mest anxious
for tho education of their own sex, less
than hai® as much money was last year
bequeathed by women for the education
of their own scx, than for that of mon.

OI all the
donations given lass yoar by women to the
differont colleges in tho United States,
only $750,000 was givon for tho benefit
of women, whilo more than £2,5600,000
was, given for thebenofit of men; $137,000
was beatowed by women on co-education-
gl institutions, not counting tho immense
sums left by Mrs. Fisko Lo Cornoll, and

has beon dono by women's colleges by
their own graduates. Vassar graduates
in fifty yoars have given §25,000 to their
alma mator. Tho Harvard Annex has xo-
ceived £45,000. Wollosloy Collego has
roceived over $100,000 from Bliss Valeria
Stone, whilo Smith College, founded by
Dliss Sophia Smith, has boen endowed
with $365,000.

It is somolimes foolishly asserted by
pooplo who ought to know bstter, but
whozo desire to defend tho drinking cus-
toms of a country, and discredits as faras
thoy can, tho offorts of Tompor
anco Roformers, is allowed to intorfere
with their judgment, that over-cating
cauaos as much mischiof as over-drink-
ing.

Hoflatly denied that cxcossivo cating is
a3 injarious and dangoerous as cxcessive
drinking and gavo tho oxpericnces of his
thirty four years' profossional work In

suppurt of his d¥ninl, In that timo ho
Aaid ho had kuuwn but ono case of a per-
aun who had died from intempurato
cativg, and then it was jolned with
temporate  drinking ; but on tho
other hand ho had kuown 300 casea of
death brought on direotly by immoderate
drivking, And all of these morcover
paed to denth**throughthodvor of mod-
oration.” Whon anyono arrived attho
coliolusion thatslcohol is & nocessity, that
porsun, said the dootor, is in tho first
stages of thoalcoholicdiscase, Tho senso
of tho necosaity was tho first symptom of
tho disease, thu declaratiun of the necos-
sity, was tho declaration of tho diseaze,
All true as truth!

If all worags frank in stating thbir
honest opinion as somo whom wo have
heard, thoro would a consonsus of bolief
that ordinary pooplo had by this time
heard enough of tho Sage of Chelsea. 1t
may vory woll bo, it no doubt is, perfect-
ly true, that, as ho sald himself, tho
world can't know too much of its great-
est men, At tho samo time it is given
to comparatively few to feelall tho in-
terest which theorotically porhaps they
ought to foeltin the great mon of this
world. To a corlain oxtent overy intelli-
gent person is glad to learn about the
struggles and ambitious of genius, its
mortifications, too, and humiliation, no
less than its cxaltalions and triumphs.
But there is a point beyond which the en-
duranco of ordinary men and women
ought notto be pushed. In the caso of
Carlyle,’it isa question if that point is not
already dangerously noar. Everyono ud-
mits that he was a wonderful genius, and
that his carthly tribulations were
neithor few nor amall It s
by no meany certain, however, if thore
havonot been thousands and millions of
vory worthy 1aen and women, who suf.
forod as much a3 or ovenmora than oith-
er Thomas Carlyle or his wife but who
wero denied the satisfaction that comes
from utterance, and were forced to suffor
in sailence.

Nova Scotian apple dealers were vory
successful in carrying off prizes at tho ro-
cont exhibition in tho Orystal Palace,
Londen, (Eng). Dr. H. O. McLatchy,
of Wolfville, N. S., tock first prizo, a
handsomo silver cup, presonted by Messrs
Nothard & Co., tho London fruit dealers,
and valoed at £810. Tho dootor’s oxhibit
consists of ninety dishes of finoly colored
apples, of moderato aizo, but more oven
and clean than tho othor oxhibita, His
best varietles were Red Doctor’s Graven-
stoin, five o'clock tea, Twenty ounco
Pippin, Gloria Mundi, Snow, Pound
Sweot, Emporor Alexander, Summer
Bolleflower, William’s Favourite, Cat'’s
Head, King of Tonkins County, and Red
Astracan. Tho sccond prize was by somy
error of tho judges given to the Fruit
Grower's Association of Nova Scotia, who
sont an cxhibit as an advertisement, but
with no intontion of compoting for prizes
with privato individuals. Tho third prize
was won by H O. Duncanzon, of Fal-
mouth. Theso throo prizos were givon
for largo collecticns. For smallcollections
R. W. Starr, of Starr’s Point, N. 8., took
first prizo with sixty dishos ; Messrs B, &
Q. Chase, of Cornwallis, soccond with

twolvo dishes, and E., E. Dickle, of

Canard, with tho same number. Some of
tho Laglish papors, auch a3 the Gurden
and tho Jurdeniiey M erld olalm that pro.

Women's Curscs and Whishey.

The poor woman in Hamilton who wan
lately fined $2 and costs wuh the alter-
nativo of ten days tn gavl, for knooling
down bofore a whishey store and cursing
tho liquor traffio that had ruined her son,
geoms to uy to have beon prottg hardly
dealt with. Wo onea know o very worthy
clorgyman who, according to his own ac-
count, nover passed o brewory or dis-
tillery without lifting his hat and withall
carncstness saying, “Oh Lord! bnng
this man’s businesy to confusion.” We
havo hoard a great many more fool-
ish and irrolovant prayers. Tho whiskey
makeor and seller can expect nothing but
very strong prayors from those who have
been injured by them, either porscnally
or in thoir relatives.

Free Speech.

Poor Fathor Chiniquy has again been
mobbed and nearly murdered in Montreal,
and yot tho organs of noither political
party daro to spoak of tho outrage as it
deserves, Thero1s no freedom of opinion
or of speech in such cases. Fathor
Chiniquy may ko right or ho may bo
wrong, but in a British colony and under
tho shadow of tho British flag, ho ought
to bo ablo in his own hired houso or hall
to say what pleases him, so long asho
breaks no law. If ho can't, oxcept at the
risk of having windowa broken and his
own hoad smashed, then that countryis
not froe. Nor can wo say that this out-
rago is tho rasult of a foolish misgnided
zeal on the part of a few young men. It
is no such thing. If tho heads of
the Roman Catholic Church had not con.
tonanced it, it would nover have taken
placo, and if they had disapproved of it,
they would have denouuced it and its per-
potrators in language both strong and
unmistakable. But thoy havo not, and
this becauss thoy ave thomsolves perse-.
cuting and intolerant in heart and havo
all the will thoy cvor had to put down
opposition {o their church, not by argu-
ment but by blows. Wo are sorry to
havo to say this, for wo should bo happy
if wo could aflirm that thoro was blood
upon tho akirtsofthoChurch of Romo, but
that tho blood was dry. It is to bo foared
that if it is dry, no thanks to thoso who
would only mako it wot onough if they
had tho opportunity. Tho cheap libor-
ality of tho Tovonto Archbishop docs not
look well placed, sido by silo with theso
gravoely brutal doings latoly cnacted in
Quebeo and Montreal.  We havo nothing
w do with tho truth or falsity of what
Fathor Chiniquy says. All wo aro con-
cerned for is freo spoech and fair play,
and that he is not gotting among the

bratal and blood thirsty bigots of Quobeo.
If protestants had acted so wo should

havo said much and a great deal more,
for thoy would in esuch a case have been

going contrary to all their principles and
profesaions, Tho idea of such a riot holng

pussiblsin a Brittsh uity and not n singlo
arreat mado Is monstrous, Wo tell tho
Nerarchy and pricat-hood as woll ay tho
peoplo of tho Ruman Catholio fatth thay
thoy maho a grand mistake 1n not doing
their very boat to bringauch miscraunts to
justicoand to prevont tho rocurrence of
such zocnes, 1f Chiniyuy speaks falscly
all tho moro reanun why ho should bo tot
soverely alono. Ilo will ovidently in that
caso hurt nobudy Lut himaelf, Theso are
not thedays whon truth 1a to be defondod
by brick bats or bladgeons. Tho wian
who stands by the tongue must bo put
down by tho tonguc and that alono. It
tho authoritlea of Montreal had been
worth their salt, thoy would havo said,
“This man must bo protected in hia citizon
rightas though & hundred mon ghould bo
shot down."” Thoy lost a fine opportunity
of teaching thoe mob a losson which
would nover have nceded ropotition.
Talk of toleration . The very iden is pro.
postoerous. And tho church oflicials aro
responsiblo, for if thoy patscd the word
such things would novor be known. Tho
one great thing in a free country is that
peoplo learn to bear with eonanimity dis-
cussionand contradiotion. 1fa mancan bo
answored, answor him. If not lot him
alene, It will bo tho worso for him and
the botter for yon, What idea can any
acnsiblo man have of opinions that pro-
duco such fruit and broed such defendera?

Church Parade,

It is quito surprising what an amount
of bitter feeling has been stirred up in
Brantford over the action of the Minis-
torial Allianco there, with roferenco to
the Church parade of tho Dufierin Rifles.
Instead of tho mattor having been quietly
allowed to drop after tho clorgymon had
done quite cnough, one would think, to
lot their viows on tho subject be fully
kuown, ono lotter after another appeared
in tho papers denouncing tho ministers
and calling forth replics hardly loss bittor,
To mako matters still worse an Epitcopa-
lian clorgyman did what, if intended to
act as oil on tho troubled wators, twas
singularly ill adapted to tho purpose. Ho
throw open his church to the volunteors,
wolcomed them heartily as the represen-
tative of tho Established Ohurch of tho
Empire, and, it is said by somo, had tho
indiscrotion to give tho othor ministora
of tho town o certificato of charscter,
which was taken in anything but good
part.

Possibly,
howaver, tho ministars aro protty shrowd
in objecting to tho band., Thoy want tho
whols thing dono away with, and they
know that to deprive the boys of the band
would cut tho props from benocath tho
observanco altogothor.

Dr. Norman Xorr is ono of the bost
known meodical writors in England.
Buing o man of learning and ability and
of eoxtrome medical oxperienco, his
opinions carry with thom great woight in
his own country. Hoe has glven a great
deul of attention to tho subject of in-
ebriciy, and in a recunt able paper he
treats of the important subject of tho re-
lations of inobrioty to iusanity, about
which a good deal is being said of late in
Canada. Dr. Xcrr says that ho has turn-
ed his attention lately in this direction,
and finds a rich roward for painataking
and accurate onquiry. There is olttn
inobriety from tho insanity of ene or both
parents, and oven from the insanity of
a gonoration furthor rcmoved. Some
members of a family, whether parental
insanity or intompersuce has boon the
source, may become inebriates, while
other mombers of the same family may
develope inzanity altogethar apart from
porsonal drinking., In ono int arco he
know a drunken father had aix children,
of whom two daughters became drunk-
ards, ono daughier and .ono son were
idiots, ono son was an epileptic, and the
third son committed suicide while suffer-
ing from alcoholic mania. In anothor
family cirelo, with a drunken head, one
girl was an imbecile, two girls were
hysterical, one son died at thirty four
of alcuholic apoplexy, a zcoond was an
opileptic, and the third was an idict.
Idiocy is not al all uncommon in tho
famibes of inobriates. Whaat is zn act of
drunkenness but temporary insanity ?
Tho ancicnts musy havo thought so, for

Among tho latest costumnesis ono made
of biscuit-colored cloth, trimmed round
tho plaited ekirt with a wide band of ma-
hogany-brown velvet.  'Tho hat, collar,
cufls, and band round the edgo of tho
batquoe were also of tho volvet. The
Waldeck is & nico littlo cloth jacket,
broided in circles which gradually de-
creaso in sizo as they recedo from the but-
tons down the front, This makes tho
dasign very becoming to the figure.

Among the now bonneta is the Microbe.
Its peculiarity consists in the shape of
the crown, which asconds in a squaro
poiot. A very rich one Is made of velvet,
trimmed with cut-beads tc matoh the
crown, covered with folds of silk; a large
butterfly bow placed in front is also made
of silk, the onds standing crect and vory
high.  Tho centro pieco of this bow is
passed through tho brim, the latter being
' cut across the middle to admit of this, *

Plush and velvet flowers are very rich
and elegant this scason, forming the
petals of large shaded roses, nasturiums,
dohlias, and other scasonablo fluwers and
leaves. Clusters of sutumn folisgo in
velvet aro arranged in sots for the bon-
net and muff decorations to bo worn
later on, and oneldancy in floral garniture
is a group of velvety furns and mosses in
green and gray colorings, with a brilliant
tropical bird perchea 1n tho cluster.

In a vary
striking ono the crown consiated of tiny
j pinked-out Jeaves mnde of ivery volvet,
alternating with cloth of the samo tint.
Theso wero about tho aizo of tho amalicst
z080 lcaves and almost of tho samoshape.
Tho velvetand cloth wore boautifully soft-
i looking thus combined. Tho brim was
covered with gathorod beavex-colored
yolvot, and was trimmod with eleven
small gray birds with tiny olaws and l“J
complete.

In answer
to an mterviow, Dr. Beaney; M. L. C,
sd:  “Ior the Jast twenty yenrs 1 have
been nveatigating the subject of tho
tranemistion of 0reeaso by arm to u1m
vacciusuon, and abuut 13 years ago I bo-
gun o crutsdv agrinst e such vaccinauon
Ina pamphlet entided ¢ Vaccination and
Its Dangers’ 1 peinted out hat Jeath-
somo and other d.seares can bo and aro
conetantiy tranemitted from one to an-
other by vacanauon., I have attunded a
great number of children suffering from
aiseases, aud havo seen thur fathers and
mothers, and collateral relations, all pic-
tures of heutth, Thezo havo tord mo that
they nover sufiered from a loathsemo dis-
ease, yot their bloeming children, who,
up to the time of their vaccination, were
perfectly healthy in every way, after their
vaccinativn, suflored from loathsomo skin
diseasce, covering the ontiro body, and
foltuwed by the 1088 of nair and nails, the
destruction of the bone, anl n some
cases finally death. About 1% months
ago 1 taw a handsymeo chud, whose
iather, mother, brothers, and aisters,
weroall in the most poriect condition of
hauth.  This beautitul little being was
vaceinated, aud from that timo a sortes of
troubles began, After the vaccination,
ulcers spread 1 different regions of its
body. The joiuts becamo diseased and
enlarged. Tuoavohots containg the teeth
rotted away to tuch an extent that I had
to tako hait the jaw away. Now, all this
began suun alter vaccivation. 1 was
summoned a3 a witness threo years ago
beforo a Parliamentary Commission, when
Idisianctly said that a loathsomo disease
wes frequently conveyed by vaccination.
1t hus bten aflirmed that you cannot in-
troduce dizeaso wath the vaceme tirus un-
less blocd is introduced withit. DMy
opinicn ia that it can bo couvoyed in the
lympl; for what is lymph but blood in
the primary ntage? 1bhave just learned
of a medical man in London who, in the
causo of science, determined to try an ex-
periment upon himself asto whother a
loatheomo aisease could bo communicated
by vaccination. He took pure lymph
(having adopted the precaution that thero
should bo no blgod with it) from a sub-
ject anflering from a loathsome dizeaso;
una nowho has got the diseaso himaelf,
which, T think, should ho eufficient proof..
X nover vaccinato o cbild with human
Jymph. I think that the timo has arrived
when the authoritiea should pay somo ot~
tention to this important matter. The
subject i3 ono which demands tho fulleat
inquity, at no matter what cost, as the
goueral health of tho community is at
atake.' —[Sydncy Evoning Nown

Thonitro-
genous articles of dict are tho tissue
makers, and consist of animal and veget-
ablo substances, but principally of auimal
foed, exceptivg fat. The pon-nitregen-
cus art'cies of foed are the heat makers,
ard arc urd ap chicfly .n the lung, thoy
arostarch, sugar ard cl. Tho mineral
subetances aro uacd in the process of
digeaticn and for tho repair and formation
of bones, cte., they fro ccmmon aalt and
varicus alts of hime, toda, potash and
iron, otc,, with minersl and fegetable

Lot us now soo what part cach of thoso
articles of diot, or at lcast cach class of
articles, plays in the ecomony of diges-
tion.

‘Tho nitrogonous portion of our food is
supplied to us almoat entirely by tho fleeh
of animuls, and 1s the substance wo havo
mainly to rely upen to rebuild the wasto
of musclo und strength which s always
motour lers geingen.  Vegetables donot
contain sv much of this clazs of diote, and
aro thorofoere not conaidered 2o atrungth-
oning. DBan cannot exist very well ona
diet from which animal food han becn
wholly excluded, though occesivnally ho
attempts to du v, contrary, wo wight be
inclined to udd, to the lawa of Gud and
natute, a8 wo shall seo more plainly hero-
aftor,

Agaifi, wo find it equally diflicult to ox-
clude vegetables frum vur daily uso, 2ome-
times it becomes necessary to do so, and
then tho craving for articles containing
starch and sugar becomes so intense thas
1t requires tho full exercise of the will to
muko us avord them, In certain dieevzes
of tho kidnuys such a treatment haa been
four:d the suost succeszful, and many lives
have been prolonged with enjoyment of
health by 1ta means,  Certaan vegotahles
contan wuch more of thos axticle, (nitro-
gen), than do others ; for instance, good
wheaten flour forms in nscli almost a
completo diet, and well mado bread with
the adaition of a htile butter may be
looked upon as a complete and whelesome
diet, of course with tho addition of zome
water.— [Heslth aud Healtby Homes in
Cansda.

Disinfecting the Sputa of Phthisis.

Dr. J. Sormadi, Profezsor of Hygicne
ut the University of Pavis, gate some in-
tevestiug details at tho HygienicCungrets
of the Hague cuncerning exporiments
mado this yesr on 150 Quinea pigs with
tho sputa from pythsis. Tho object in
cach case was to ascertain what chemical
or other methods would neutialize the
bacillus which, it was previously ascer-
tained, existed inlarge numbers in the
sputa. Tlo xesults of these experimonts
were summarized in the following man-
ner: 1. The tacilli of tuberculosis were
generally very “iflicult to destroy ; dry-
ness, exposuto to oxy%en, putrefaction
and most disinfectants faled to produce
any cffect. 2. A temperature of 1€0° O,
only killed the bacilii after at least five
minutes of ebull:tion. 3. The artificial de-
gestion of bacilli showed that they were
the last of all living organisms to be do-
stroyed by tho gastric juices or chloridic
acid. A very activo digestion is necess-
ary to kil this micrube. A healthy man
masy destroy the dacilli in his stomach,
but an infunt or ar adult with his diges-
tive facultics impaired would easily allow
tho gorm to pass the stomach intact, and
rotain its virulenco in tho intestinal tube.
This determined enteric ulcorations, ote.
4. Tho bacillus of tubezculoais can be pre-
served intact for a wholo year when mixed
with water. It is probable, though not
proved, that it has retained its virulenco
during that time, Thus drinking water
may becomo tho mcans of propogating
tuberculoms, It is probable that contam-
inated hinen retains its virnlonce for fivo
or six months. 6. Alcohol dues not do-
stray tho gorm, and hard drinkors <ften
suffer from tuborculosis. 6. Cod liver ol,
vzulic, uxygenated prog sratious, and oth-
er similar remcdios havo no offect in kill-
ing tho bacillus, noraro benzoato of z0da
sancylato of sodn, sulphate of zine, and
carbelic acid, icdide of ailver, bromida,
camphor, ote,, of much greator use. Thoy
injure, perhapa. but do not absolulcly de-
stroy, tho bacillus, at least not in tho
acseathat can_ bo taken without dsugoer.
7. A ruoro decisivo acticnmay bo attribu-
ted to creosote, cucalyptol, pure carbolic
acid, tho naphthols, and bichloride of
mexcury. 8. For disinfecting spittoons,
catbuhe  acid solution at b por cent s
thought snfficient, and Dr. Sormani sa-
sexta that the breath never containsany

bacillus. Ho also suggested that ossences

usod in tho houscs asan agent for tho de-
struction of this special germ.—{Lancet.

A Sleep-Promoting Machine,

Now what is it that disturbs sloup?
Noiso? Not altogether, for tho inhabit-
ants of besleged towns havo been known
to sleop through the roar of tho bombards
meont and to awaken suddenly when the
firing ceascd. Millus will sometimes
stast up from thewr aleep, awakened by
tho mero stopping of tho mill-wheel. Tho
rattle of a train in motion will induce
sloep, us all travelers know.  And last,
not least, tho sleop of infanta, the awcet-
cst and soundest sleep of all, is premoted
by sound. The popular view then that
noise disturba sleep, like most popular
views, only touches the truth, but does
not graspit. Tho tiuo cause of dis
turbanco is interruption. Any sudden
ceseation of the contibuity of silence or of
sounds awekons the sleeper, for sound,
provided it bo monotonous, has precisoly
the same effect on the brain as sildnce.
That simple piocco of mechanism, tho
alarm..clock, is bastd on the theory of
intorruption ; it interprots ailence. Now,
might not a simplo contrivance bo made
on the same mechanical principles, but
with the reverse object, viz.,, that of
securing eleeping sound 7 Its utility to
ualicato pereuns especially would bo un-
avubted. Call it the morphilometer, the
sumniferent, or giveit & French title,
and christen it the garde-somwne, or sleep-
preserver—a name, by the way, that
would truly designato its object ; for its
real object would not be 80 much to pro-
motoaleop £s to insuro tho alesper against
disturbance (tho vulnerablo side of }{zht
slespors) by plucing a bulwark of sound
between him and the sudden shocks of
vxtranecus noise, Lot your sleep pre.
server preduce the drowsy, munotonous
buzz of the humming-top, 1ot g0 loud as
to be heard iu an adjoining room, but
loud encugh to drown distant noises when
placed close to the bedside, or hung over
the pillow.

The Dangers of Mitk.

Yor all the young, milk is required,
and should bo of the best and most
healthful. But it is a sourco of constant,
danger.  In sombo of our present Health
Resorts, cows are cooped up in the most
limited space, in what aro czlled cow-
sheds, for tho sole purpose of making
ther turn vegetablo food into milk, For
months together, theso miserablo animals
never ece the open dsy, nevor know what
it is to stretch out at full frecdom on
green-sward, {nevor know what it is to
breathe the pure open air, never knowan
what it is to be fed on any varioty of food
save that which makes thom yield the
Jargesat quantities of milk. They are, in
truch, liko animal machineskopt insheds,
tho shods inthe heart of the human
population itsslf, the poorest, hkely, of
thelr kind, On milk manufactured undor
theso conditions,—in partial darkness,
dict, closo air, and often without any pro-
vision for the soparation of bealthy from
uphealthy animals,—on such milk how
cen infants and childron lhve, to hve
wholesomely 7 It is impossible, and, I
am bound.to say, wickediy imposmble.
To that also is added tho fnrther danger
of epidemioc discases apreading through
milk—a risk 80 grcat that 1o orne town
alono, which I econtly inspocted, I was
ablo to ostimatoe that .at least a saving of
ono death per annum would havo resulted
from an entire and-perfoct reformation of
the milk supply.

On this subject, Dr. Alex. De Borm,
of Cryatal Springs, N. Y., writes to tho
Scientific American, that, aftor years of
practical teat of tho milk dict for Bright's
discase, ho bas a long imst of cases in
which ho bas mado perfect cures. Great
caro is taken to got abrolulely pure skim-
med milk from healthy and well-fed cows,

of turpentine or oncalyptol shonld be diff-

ond no otker food of any kind Is given

aftor tho patient can bear five pints of
milk a day. Up to this point, and until
tho atomach is ablo to take caro of so
much, is found to be tho monb trying
period iu this treatment; but no othor
medicino is given, and hapd and halr-
glovo rubbing is daily adminiatered.

A correspondent takcs cxcoption to
the claim mado, that no drug of any
therapeoutio valuo in that disease has yot
boen discovered, and gives a recipo which,
ho claims, has aﬂ'oct&g curcs in Bright's
diseaso as woll as in dropsay, duning fifteon
yeara:  “Teko a double handful of the
dry pude of the common white soup bean
or corn bean, to threo quarts of water;
boil slowly for three huurs, until it is re-
ducod to three pints, Take hot or cold.
Use no other drink.”

Youthtul Topers.

Dr. Madden surprised the British edi-
cal association at their last meetlng by
showing how common among children
was tho habit of liquox driuking, and
how many cases of juvenilo alcoholiam he
had been called upon to treat in his own
practico. The tasea are found chiefly
awong people who send emall children to
public aaloons for lquor. Oa their way
home they take draughts. of the liquor,
and thus aro sown the zeeds which may
germinato into an irreaistible desite for
alcohoi. The doctor has lately treated a
"case of well-marked chronic alcoholism in
a boy of 8, and one of dehrium tremens
in a chtld of the same age.

Celery for Nervousness,

A physician says that ho has known
many mon, and women, tco, who from
various causes had becomo 8o much af-
fected by norvousitss that when they
stretched out their bands they shook like
aspen leaves on a windy day, and by the
moderate uso of the blauched footatalks
of celery as a salad they became as strong
and ateady as other pcoplo. He has
known others so nervous that the least
annoyanco put tnem in a stato of agita-
tion, and they were in constant psrploxi-
ty and fear, who were also effectually
cured by a moderato daily use of blanch-
od celery as a salad at meal time; others
to be cured of palpitation of the henrt,

Another Way to Rednce Fat.

Dr. Schweninger of Munich hes dis-
covered a new mode of reducing the bulk
of tho human frame. It is never to cat
and drink at the samo timo, but to let
two hours intervene. Ho has, it is said,
cured Prince Bismarck of a tendenoy to
obesity in this way. TFat people have
now their choice he'ween four systems.
1. The oﬁ&insl Banting, which cinsiasts
of eating nothing containing starch, su-
gor, or fat. 2. The Gexman Banting
which allows fat, but forbids sugar or
starch, 3. A Munich system, which
contiasts of heing clothed in wool and
sleeping in flannel blankets instead of
shects. 4. Nobeating and drinking at
tho samo time.

That, of course, is
only to bo expocted from anactress of her
standing. Hor acting throughout was
powerful, although it failed to aronwse tho
audionco to anything liko tho enthusiasm
croated by somo “f ber other imporaona-
tions. This, howevor, was the fault of
tho play, not of the actress. The most
telling scene of the play ts, perhaps, that
betweea Yronne and her lover, in iho last
act, whoro she upbraide him for his want
of confidence, and which was rondered
most efectively.

S1tssEL Bacun. — Thinrashersof baccn,
if nut too salt, stuffed with mashod pota
toes and sprinkled with raspings and fried,
form on ox client substituto € tho fried
bacon of 5 bachelor's table.

Layy Cureers witi Oannors.—Trim
tho cutiets neatly; cggand bLread crumb
. themm lard a ight brown culer, drain
and arrange them in o citclo on a duzh,
placing in tho centre somno now carrots
prepared as follows.  Trim a quantity of
tho smallest now carrots that cau bo ob-
tained, and buil them in ealted water.
When dono drain off the water, add a
pioce of freah butter to tho carrots, some
parsley finely minced, a dash of pepper,
a little powdered sugar, and a rqueezo of
lemon; moisten with alittlostock freo from
fat, and kecp them hot till wanted.

Porato Cakes.—Unless tho cook re-
joiceain a very good and casily-heated
oven, thoeo ara better fricd than baked.
1f not rapidly browned—they can gcarco-
1y bo #aid to want cooking—thecakes are
tough and indigestiblo. The chief ngro-
dl~nt should Lo potato, and to cach half-
pound of this put ono ounco of battor or
beef dripping, salt to taste, and just
enough flour to bind tho whole. An egg
isan improvement, but it is unnccessary,
as tho potatoec, ~~hen ﬁr:ﬁerly mixed, aro
light in themselyes. Roll out to halfan
inch in thickncss, cuc into cakes, and
bako at once, or fry in boiling fat. If
tho latter, they must bo carefully taken
vp with a shico and drained on kitchen-
paper. Serve with lemon and butter,

Rice axp Meat Peppise.—Take any
%ind of cold mcat and chop it fine with
cold ham corcold salt pork.  Scason it to
sour taste with salt, pepper, and sweet
herbs, add a littlo butter, and stir in two
cgps.  Thenmakealternate layers of cold
boiled rico drd this mixture, and bake
half an kour; or makoit icto cakes with
tho rico and fry it.

Braix Coriers.—Soak tho brains in
topid salted water; skin, and theroughly
cleanro in plenty of water; throw into
boiling water, and boil ten minutes, then
into cold water; to hardvn and whiten
them; drain one colander.  When cald,
