The questions in controversy
are, however, not of a legal character, and
we feel convinced that Manitoba will not
be able to appeal successfully to the Im-
perial Government for its‘decision, unless
with the entire concurrence of the Do-
minion Government, The ohject should
be to procure the opinion of disinterested
parties, in view of all the circumstances
attendant on the admission of Manitoba
into the Confederation, as to the equity
of the demands which are so urgently
pressed. ' It is_ perhaps hardly necessary
to~observe that the complaint about the
tariff is one that cannot be made the sub-
Jject of an arbitration.

west, We have it upon the highest au-
thority, that one lot of over 200,000 bushels
of corn was lost to this route last week by
one eighth of a cent per bushel only, and
if the whole instead of one half of our
canal tolls had been taken off, just double
the quantity of grain would now be muk-
ing for this port as fast as time and tide
could carry it. -No more fitting occasion
for a crowning stroke in the interest of
Canadian commerce, for placing our
canals upon an equal footing with those
of the United States, could be chosen
than the present, when there is every
appearance of an increased movement of
grain to the seaboard, and when the rust-
ling of the sheaves of probably one of the
most abundant wheat harvests on record
will soon be heard upon the Western
prairies. With our canals free there is no
reason why we should notregain the trade

which has been lost since 1880, when the-

exports of grain from Montreal amounted
to over 22,000,000 bushels. While we are
by no means inclined to underestimate
the boon which has been granted by the
reduction already made, we cannot help
thinking that a great opportunity for
benefiting the entire tradeof the country
will be lost, if the authorities at Ottawa
do not complete the good work they have
begun by making their half measure a
whole one at an early day. .

- The quesmon,
80 far as we have ‘been able o ascelbain,
has never been judicially decided, and we
- are inclined to think that it cannot be
satisfactorily disposed of without: coming
before the courts. .

"“I'he point at issue seems to us to be,
whether the double liability is a debt due
to the bank; and.on the same footing as

an ordinary asset, such as a bill of ex-
change, or whether it is a debt due to the
creditors of the bank by the shareholders
and divisible proportionately among all
-the credtors. There canbeno doubt what-
ever that if the” double liability can be
‘treated as a debt due to the bank, which

may be met by a debt due by the bank, to

the same party, the effect must be to
give a preference to one set of creditors
over another; and, what is not unworthy
of notice, to place those who have trusted

their money to a bank in which they have’

had no interest whatever, on a worse foot-
ing tnan those who, being shareholders,

have chosen to become also credifors, We

are unaware whether any steps have yet
been taken to obtain a judicial decision
on either of the cases to which we have
referred, but we presume that it is the
duty of the liquidators to act. in bhe in-
terest of the creditors at large. .

UNDER-INSURANCE IN MONTREAL.

Much has been heard and read concern-"
ing the losses incurred: by Fire - offices .
‘through over -insurance, but the companies
appear to be blind to the fact that they

troublé, namely under-msulance ; indeed
‘some are inclined to believe that the

A CRIPPLED INDUSTRY.

The excessive duty of 15c per bushel
on wheat was from the firsta mistake,
which has operated with such telling
eflecl ugainst the object of the National
Policy, that it has ser iously crippled the
largest and most important indusiry of
Nor has
the farmer received that measure of pro-
tection which the tariff’ was intended to
aflord him, 8o that while the home miller's
interests have been iuthlessly slaughtered,
the furmer’s expectations have met with
considerable disappointment. At this
expense, however, a great benelit has
been conferred upon the American mil-
ler, who now virtually controls the Can-
adian-flour market, through the duty on
wheat bLeing 50 per cent. greater than
upon flour. ln other words, as our tavift’
now stands, the American manufacturer
is guaranteed a protection of 20¢ per bbi,
to enable him to compete successfully
with our own millers, and how well he has
turned this discrimination in his favor to
aceount, is demonstrated. by the ready
access which large quantities of American
flour now have to the muarkets of the
Dominion. These importations have in
fuct increased to such an extent that
nearly one half of the milling capacity of
this country has been. silenced, and yet
a deaf ear is still turned to the enireaties
of our home millers when they implore a
reduciion of the duty on wheat sufficient
to place them on an equalivy with foreign
manufacturers.  The CGovernment, is

" simply asked to revise the present objec-

tionable duty in order that Canadian mil-
lers may, receive a fair share. of the
manufacturing of the flonr consumed in
this country, which at the moment is
being mounopolized by forsigners. About
three years ago our milling interest was
considerably ahead of any one industry in

“the country, while to-day it-presents a

picture of demoralization and despair. If
this be doubted, let the sceptic take a
“tour through the mijlling centres of Wel-
land, Galt, Guelph, Brantford, Berlin,
Waterloo, and along the route to Mont-
real, and he will soon become a conyert
to the naked truth of our assertions..

* THE GOLD RESERVE.

We have read with attention the article

in the Guzetfe of the 11th inst., on the
subjectof the deficient gold reserve. "We
tuke exception to, the suggested change
in the system which is_simply to compel
the banks to make a forced loan to the.

- Government of a partion of their capital,
(the -amount not suggested) and ivithout
interest. The present system of compel--
ling the ‘banks to hold a percentage of
their reserves in Dominion notes, involves
no loss whatever and it is moreover con-
venient, The late difficulty has been caus-
ed solely by Sir Leonard Tilley’s change
of the law.

- danger that the Gover:ment could be
put to any inconvenience by a demand

" for gold, if it held an adequate reserve,
that is gold for all issues in excess of $10,-

BILLS.OF . LADING.

Mr, Eorror,—The judgment - of the Court of
Appeals on’ Bills of Lading as conveyers of
the property they represent well deserved the
space devoted to it in your issue of 30th ult. It
is to be hoped that the case being carried to a
higher tribunal will be decided in & way more
in accordance with common- sense, general
opinion and law, - By the commercial:laws of
every country, Bills of Lading may ‘be.-made
to ¢ order, »» or to * bearer, " or nominal, they
must contain the name of the shipper, the name
of the receiver of the cargo,that of :the captain,
the names of the ports of shipment.and delivery -
and the stipulated freight. Thus there are only
two parties  to the contract: the. shipper of
the goods and the receiver, whoever he may be,
who holds the property in virtue of the bill. of
lading made to his order, or to-bearer, or to
his private name.  In the present instance, the
wheat represented by the bill - of lading was
shipped to Toledo by schooner for- Kingston to
be thence forwarded by the St. Lawrence and
Chicago Forwarding Company to Montreal.
. Now the voyage was from Toledo to Montreal,

with transhipment, as a matter of course, into
bargesin Kingston to destination. The sale. of
the wheat had been made, delivered in Montreal,
and the contract between shipper aand receiver
could not be said to be completed 80 long a3
the whole voyage and delivery into the hands
‘of ‘the holder -of - the Bill of Lading had. not
“taken place. Consequently, the property could
not change hands on the way without consent
of the ‘holder of the ‘Bills of Lading in whom
the property was -vested. .The “temporary
action of the St. Lawrence and Chicago For-
warding Company a3 consignees of the cargo
for the time being, during its transhipment did
not confer upon them :any right of devinting
from the clauses of the contract, without au-
thorization - conveyed by-the.surrender of -the
Bill of Lading duly endorsed,. Now,suppose
- that the Toledo'Bill of Lading had, as custom-
-ary; been .accompanied . with -a . certificate - of
insurance. attached to it, and that between
Kingston and Monireal the cargo had been' lost
-or damaged, who would have been -eutitled to
.the .ameunt "of the .insurance—the .party . to
whom the (cargo was transferred in Kingston
upon a delivery order, or the holder of -the Bill
of Liading to whom the judgment of  the. Court
of Appeals denies any right of property ? This
decision, if it remains on the records 'of our
Courts, will put a.stop to advances.on Billg’
of Lading, as no'securities will be left to bank-
ets, if Bills of Lading do not secure the pro-
