Circulatlon shows a trifiing decrease
of $185,842, instead of. the. usual: increase
at this. period;. an indication. that the
volume of agricultural products: going for-
ward has undergone no expansion; and
that farmers have been.largely. holding-on
totheir cropa in hopes of t.he raturnvof hlgh
prices.. v

Depomta on demand show e sma.ll ad—
vance of $20,726; i but;in those after notice -
we ﬁnd a.substantial growth.of $1,459,309.
If: t.hxs increase; consist.of genuine deposxts .
by ‘the pubhc, it indicates. an expansion in
the loansble funds.of the, banks by. that
amount ; but we must not forget that this

that very heavy advances had been made
to lumbering firms during the month, and
it was consequently expected that loans
and disconnts would display a marked ad-
vance. Inslead, we find merely a growth
of . $866,841, and - naturally we can only
draw the conclusion that the general de-
mand for business purposes must have
fallen off suflicienily to offeet the heavy
payments 1o the lumbermen,

The amount due from American ‘agen-
cies has fallen to $21,176460. This,
however, 18 quite « sufliciently large sum
to have at slake in a foreign country. Pro-
hably two-thirds of this sum are lent in
Chicago on wheat and pork; a somewhat
risky business at the best of times, and
especially 8o ut the present moment when
the future course of prices must be looked
upon a8 uncertain,  The item of *other
agsets ¥ ahows n decrease of $258,245. This
is » heading which we have frequently
shown is responsible for a far larger sum
than apparently belongs to it. The head-
ings  now- existing should certainly be
sufliciently comprehensive to cover any
ordinary assets that a bank may hold. No
doubt there are some securities (such as
insurance policies for instance) - which
could-not-be classified under any of the
present headings, but we can bardly be-
liove their value will reach $5,165696, 1t
is ovident, then, that a further column or
columns are nocessary in order that the
public may understand of what so import-
ant a balance ag this really consists, and
to remove the impression that much of it
is renlly made up of lossea not yet written
ofl.

Wa regrol to noticean incrense in the
loans to firos whose members are direct-
org of banks, Tt is an indication that the
long expected improvement in payments
has not yet developed, since these are the
very firms that would be the first to cur-
tail their lines of discount if money came
in better. It shows thatf, with the excep-
tion of & few  fortanate’ disiricts, trade
throughout the Dominion has fallen below
oxpectations, aud that consequently the
rotailer has hiad to claim the indulgence
of the wholesaler who, in his turn, falls
back upon his hankers for assistance. Ihis
is the only logical inference that we can
" draw from the figures, and wo fear that
thero is little hope that the statoment for
the present month willshow any 1mprove-
mont.  The holiday trade, howover, has
been good. We shall soon have good winter
roads in this province, and, althongh the
weather iu the West still keeps mild, the
roads there are ‘improving. . Under ‘these
circumstances we can look forward hope-
fully to the turn of the year and ‘trast that
I889 will prove a better yearin every res-
pect than the one to which \\e Are now
bidding farewell i .

was given by Mr. Jumes Baxter of this
city. It appears that on November 7th,
1886, the witness paid Barnett $10,200 for
two acceptances of the Central bank for
$5',250 each, Barnett being charged $300
for brokerage. Baxter paid Barnett in
money and - diamonds, the latter being
valued at $4,100 and he held Barneti's
ring as collateral for $1,000. As'Mr. Bax-
ter's name has been mixed considerably
with the banks affairs we may state that
we aro spenking with knowledge wlhen we:
say that he' has not béen enriched at the
expense of the bank. It has béen made
plain and was openly stated in -theé' court
by counsel that “ Barnett and* Allen: were'
in:together to perpetrate a fraud on the
Bank? It isiprobably: true,- however; thiit
