Grip’s Historical Readings.
EMBRACING NOTICES OF GREAT EVENTS
AND CELEBRATED MEN.

1I.—TUE SIGNING OF MAGNA ClTAnLTa,

On the death of Recmanp L, (him who
cured de lion), the crown of England was
laid upor a sideboard until little Piince
ARTHUR should have been measured for o
suit ot clothes to go through the coronation
ceremony with, but in the meantime, a
mean man, named JoIN, meanly scized the
bauble and put it on his own head. e
subsequently  vequested a  party pumed
HuBERT to scar ARTHUL'S ege¢ out, but
HupEeRT couldn’t sear it,  JoHN then pro-
ceeded with his rcign under the name, style
and firm of King Joux. Some bhistorians
give him the surname of LACKLAXND, De-
cause he didn’t own much real estate, not-
withstauding that he had plenty of oppor-
tunities of robling the public till.  He
really was a poor man (comantivcly) and
it’s greatly to his credit, under the circam-
stunces. We opine, however, that if Joux
had amy surname at all it was probably
AMICDONALD, or should have been. It is
not our intention in the preseat brief paper
to enlarge upon the character and eareer of
this King Joun; we intend to coniin¢ our
remarks 1o the circumstances attending his
memorable and most gracious act—ihe sign-
ing of Magna Charta.

The reader may periiaps e aware that,
previous to the signing of this grand docu-
ment, the people of England aidn’t enjoy
much more oivil and religious liberty than

the people of the United States do to-day,
who bave emigrated from China. The
prerogatives of the Crown were nst clearly
defined, which was a constant source of
trouble to the French members, and often
sent the party papers into fits. TFormer
kings had shamefully abused their constitu-
tional privileges, and ground t“e people
under the iron heel of tyranny.  King Joux,
bowever, was ¢ England's greatest siates.
man,” ag well as a truly good man, nl he
wus determined that the Bavons anet thie rest
of the folks should suffer wrong vo longer.
He determiued to give them Magna Crarfa—
which should be o guaranty of liberty for
all time.  To accomplish this desiruble end,
Jonux set himself in opporition to the popu-
lar will, and endeavoured to surpass all his
redecessors as a tyrant and a task-master.
fe was ten times more high-handed than
LetELuier; and as defiantly vegurdless of
constitutional usage as Mouvs:Eavu. Of course
the good King onty did this to impress upon
the Barons the necessity of the Magna Charta;
and at length they became impressed.  They
called a caucus, Nov. 29, 1214, and drew up
a round robin which they determined to
present to his Majesty. They shook bands
all round and swore that they would see the
matter through. Some time after this they
laid their demands Lefore the King by a
deputation, which was politely introduced by
Lord-in Waiting F'razer. King Jonxy re-
plied in the form of words which is still in
use in all our government departments,
* I'll take your business intoconsideration.”
He didu’t Lelieve the Barans were really ripe
for Magna Chartayet. JHe said he would see
them later, say about the middle of April
of the next year; apd in the meantime, in
order to stir them up to a sense of their true
interests, he raised an army of foreign troops
to tight them a listle. At the appointed time
the Barons waited upon King Jous again,
professing to feel exceedingly ready for
Magna Charta, even if they had to pay forit
with a few thousands of lives, The King
longed to bestow the Great Charter upon
them, but still Le thought they were not yet
prepared for it, and he felt obliged to de-
cline their pressing invitation. At this
point open war cnsued, the conduct of the
truly good statesman King Lelng cntirely
misunderstood by the Barons. The over-
whelming forces of the latter soon subdued
the royal troops, and with nukind rudeness
King JonN was requested to be on hawd 2t
Runueymede, on Monday, June 135, to wind
up this Charter business,
King was on hand, and gladly signed Magna
Charta, remarking as he threw down the
pen, ““ With all my heart, gentlemen; why
didn’t you say so hefore?” Some historians
seek to rob King Joux of the glory of this
noble aci. What would not such historians
do? They would even deny to Sir Joux A.
Macpoxaup the credit of passing Coufedera-
tion and several other measures which bhe
oppased until further opposition meant a
loss of place. Out upon such!
