When 160 was chosen to be the 259th Pope of
‘Rome Pius IX, having died soon after a cele-
bration rimilar to the preseat one, he found the
Charch in perilous shosls. With o firm hand
be has guided io ous of danger. In 1877 Pio
Nono was stripped of his_temporal power, and
the Church was fighting the powers of Europe.
The war between tha Qairinal acd the Vatican
waa bitter ; Germany had deslared agnioat the
Pope. Just betore that brave old man gave up
the fight for life, he reasserted hia right to tem-
poral power and issued n protes-tagiinst the suc-
cassion of Humbert to the Crown of Ltsly. He
died in Fobruary, 1878, haviag bean Pope over
thirty-one years, the longest Papal reiga.

Joachim Vincent Pecci, known as a scholar
and diplomatiat, was electedby acclamation. He
had rased over Perngio and Spoletto, aad bad
besn Papal Nuncio to Belgium, He wau clected
February 20 His first pastoral letter was
written in strong words. It stated the position
of the Ghurch without threat or appeal.

Under Popa Leo the Church has regained ita
strencth and added toit. Bismarck has surren-
dered, and France is more than friendly. Ire-
land swears by its ancient religion, and England
was never mora Catholic than to-day. America
is the strongest couatry for the faith. At the
jubiles every American diocese will be repre-
sented.

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DEATH OF BISBOP CARBERY.

Distinguished Oareer of an Irl<h
Dominican.

A cabls derpatch on Monday from St. Mary's
Priory, Cork, annoanced the death of Bishop
arbery, of Hamilton, Oat. In July the
Bishop left his diocese to seek raat in his native
land, and intendad also to visit the Etarnal
City before  returning to  Canada. His
only companion was the faithful Brother
Dominic. To all appearances the Bishop
was in fair bealth, but the change of
climate must have affected his constitution even
more than wai then to be seen. To s man of
his age, over 62 years a% the time of hia ccuse-
cration as Bishop of a Canadian Ses, the change
from the mild climate of Italy to banndn. wasg
not without.mauy dangers. But he cbeyed the-
command of the head of the Church, and left
the Coavent of San Clements in Rome for the
Diocese of Hamilton about three and a half
yeara ago. The white-haired, dignified pastor
was recaived with the greatest honors by hie
flock, and his executive ability was soca shown
by his active nanarement of the affairs of the
drocess, which he ruled with wisdom, firmpess
and gentieness. His kindly ways, deep insight
into aund sympatby with human nature broaght
him the Jove of all who were under his
spiritual guidance, as his scholarship tnd
pulpit abilities compelled respect. While
he made no radical changes in the diocese,
the condition of many congregations was
vast'y improved, churches and schools were
buiit and pew pastors appointed for growing
parishes. In his private life he was plain and
simple, and while maintaining the digoity of. a
wearer of the purple as the head of a great
diocese, he was perronally always the humble
Dominican monk, Agood and faithful servant
all his life, he has now entered into the joy of
his Lord, and it was fitting that he should have
died in bis native land, and within the walls
where he once wva Prior Joseph.

A BBRILLIANT CAEEEE.

Dr. James Joseph Carbery was barn in Mull-
ingar, County of Meath, 1n 1822. He received
the rudiments of his early education in the prin-
cipal school of that town, under a er whoee
name and abilities have not yet died out of the
memory of that loeality, Mr. John Hegan,
Thence he passed on to the academy abtached
to the Dioccsan Seminary of Nevan, At the
end of his course the young semioarist
expressed his desire to join the Dom-

ioican Urder. At that time there was
no  existiog convent of that  religi-
gious institution in his native townm,

and he determined to embrace the atite of the
grieathood in the Order of Friar Preachers.
When his vocation was satisfactorily tested by
Dr. Wm. Vincent Harold, the then Provincial,
he was accepted as o postulant for the religious
babit, and sent with a compainion aspirant to
the same atats of life, with an obedience to
Italy to enter on his noviceship. The
copvent of ‘‘Oar Lady of the Oak” (the
Quercia), lying at a short distance cutside
the city of Viterbo, was chosen by his
Superiora for nis wnovitiate house. T o
happy coincidenle and singular privilegs it was
in the same great convent that Father Laca-
daire with his Dominican associntes, in re-
establinhing the Order of Preachers in France,
had spent their year of probation, wnder the
gunidance and exnmple of the revered Father
Palmagiana. Thres years previously the same
noyice master, then sssisted by the present
Vary Rev, Commissary-Uieneral of the Urder in
San I'rancisco, N, S.—Father Sadoc Villarassa
—formed the Irish novice, Braother Carbery, to
the life of

. A DOMINIOAN FRIAR.

In the month of November, 1843, he was ad-
mitted to vslemn prufession on taking hiu reli-
gioua vows, and was detained in the same place
to make a corse of two yenrs"Fhllosophy under
excellent professors, Fathers Vincent Aquoroni
and Pelliqunetti, and here he received sub-
deacoaehip from the hands of Cardinal Pianetti,
Bishop of Viterbo. To enter and- complete
his course of theology he was sent to
Rome., Residing in the Irish Dominican
Coavent of S:, Clements, he read theolo-
ical Jessons under Father Clolette, a Spanish

ector and member of the same community,
while every day he attended the classes of sheo-
logy in the celebrated achools of St Thomas in
the University College of she Minerve, where
he read under the two famoua Regeats, épnninh
divines, Xarto and Pivg, having at the same
time Fasher Gulielmotti as Master of Studies.
Having received deaconship from Cardival Pal-
rizio, and the order of priesthood from the Car-
dinal Arcbbishop of Constantinopla (having
alraady taken his degrees), Father - Carbery
returned to Ireland in 1849. T'he firat appoint-
ment he recetved in the service of religion and
his Order of Friar Preachers was his immedinte
assignment, in 1850, to the Church of St
Mary's, Pope’s Quay, by the then Provingial of
the Hibernian|Dominicans, Dr.John Piua Leahy,
now the Venerable Bishop of Dromore. Not
long after he was chosea a8 sub-prior, reappoint-
ed to the same office in 1854 and again in 1858,
In November, 1859, be was removed to Lime-
rick, where cu several occasions he was elected
to the office of Prior. During his stay in that
city, uwing to his great

co.operating with his zeal for the beauty of
God’s house and characteristic cler%y in all hie
undertakings, Father Carbery rebuils in a mar-
vellonsly short time the beantiful church of
St. Saviour's for his Order, as it now stands in
that gity. Iu the Provincial Ohapter, held in
Dublin In 1876, be was raised by the suffrages
nf the assembled Qapitular Fathers to the
important charge of Provineial Buperior
of all the houses of the Order
in §§Ircland, At tbe _ termination of
bis quadronia! period of holding that office he
was recalled to Cork, to bé placed ati the head of
the cemmunity as Prior of St Mary's,
in the year 1880, e was scarcely eettled down
with the prospect of spending the remainder of
his days in Corlk, to the bishop, clergy aud
‘people of which he wass> sincerely and stead-
fastly astached, when he waa raised to a posb
‘of rank and responaibility in the Eternal Qity,
being selected as one of the companions. or ad-
'visers ‘of .ths  Mnster-General of the Order
and members of his. council for administer-
ing its general sffairs throughout the world,
It was'in that capscity that Dr. Carbery ac-
companied :the most Rev. Father Laroces,
.General of the Qrder, in hie course of visita-
tieus to several houses and missions of Domini-
.oans:thronghout the United States, England,
‘1xeland, - Holland, Besgium snd & -part of
‘France, . On the 18t of July, 1883, he returned
to Ireland,. and: with the General’s sanction, to
s the anmmer at.home.” After his arrival in
itk, he - expected to sojourn: there for some
time; He had.scarcely resved from the fatigue’
of his journey:when, euddenly: and:quite unex-

genca of his removal to the See of Hamil-
ton, which was recommended by the cardinals
of Propaganda in Cungressu, 30th July, and
afterwards ratified by His Holiness Leo X1II,
on the 5th of August, 1883. Oz the return of
the Bishop of Cork, after a month’s absence
from that city (during which Dr, Carbery hofl
been’ on a vist to his convent of St. Mary shd.
had left en route for Rome) the Most Rev. Dr.
Deélaney had forwarded to the Bishop-elect of
Hamilton an episcopal ring, of great value and
beauty, as a meet signet snd souvenir in per-
petuam memortam ot Hia Lordship's long and
most close, cordial friendship with the Domini-
can Bishop,

It is altogather likely that the remains of the
deceased Bighop will be interred at Cork. He
was the fifth bishop which the Dominican Com-
mauonity at Cork gave fromn itz mmembera to serve
the cause of religion at home and abroad. The
other four ware Dr. Hynes, Bishop of Deme-
rarn; Dr. Leahy, Bishop of Dromore; Dr.
0’Carroll, Coadjutor tu the Archbishop of
Treinidad: Dr. Hyland, Assistant Bishop of
Trinidad.

THE LATE ABBE MARTINEAU.

The CGrent Apostle of Temperance Passes
Away Suddenly—The Faneraf.

Tha Catholic portion of the community waa
greatly surprised on Wednesday when it be-
eame known that Rev. Abté I'lavien Martineau,
P.P., of the Seminary of St. Sulpice, had dird
st 10.15 that mornivg, of congestion of the
lungs, after buk four daye' ilineas. The rever.
gggo gentleman was born at Lucon, Fience,

After attending th2 Seminary of that place
for & number of years, during which time he
made & brilliaut classical course, he entered the
priesthood and was immediately appointed a
profeasor of rhetoric. About the yuar 1860 he
joined the Order of St. Sulpics, and in 1862 was
transferred to Montrea), where he fulfilled for
some time a miesion in coonection with St.
Joreph's church, Richmond street. In 1864
he was sent to Notre Dame church, and ever
"fn:JeI has fuolfilled his duties to the satisfaction
of all.

By wspecial request, His Hnliness Pope Pius
IX., in the year 1870, decided that the month
of May should be dadicated to the Blessed
Virgin, and, by special permission, the Rev.
Abbé Rousselot, the then curé of Notre Dame
Church, but now of St. James, appointed the
Rav. Abbé Martineau to preach these special
exercises, and two years ago the present Poge
decided that the month of October should ba
dedicated to the Rosary. Again the Rev. Ab
Martineau was selected to conduch these exer-
cises, and fulfilled hia work so we!l that several
of his germons were subsequenily preserved in
full and kept in the srchives of the Seminary
48 & precious souvenir.

The late Mr. Martineau was a great musician,
and was also the founder of nearly twenty differ-
ent congregations, chiefly composed of ladies.

A SCOTCH THEOLOGIAN.
AND MORALS.

o the Editor of Tug Posr and TRUE
WITKESY :

Sir,—Tho following observations owe their
origin to an article in the Star of Saturday,
November 26, ¢ntitlea ** A Szotch Theolo-
gian,” 1 preaume you wonder, very natural-
ly, that I did not »end these remarks to the
paper :~ which the uforesaid article appeared.
I v .1 have done mo with ploasure; but
he>. 4, on a previous oceasion, written some-
thing of a kindrod nature for publication in
the Star, the manuscript was kindly returned
with thanks, an being at thal oarticular sea-
son **inopportune,” Happenfug to be of &
different opinion, I ment it to Tue Posr,
where it subsequently appeared. I have
again taken the liberty to send you the result
of my cogitations cn the peculiar theology of
a Scotoh theologian, Professor Flint of Edin-
burgh Univeraity, Tho following are his
words :—**It was the epeciul temptation of
tenchers and preachers of religion to exag-
gerate the merit of faith and belief, and to
denounce unbelief aund doubta.” Ia his opi-
nion, ‘¢ thers is no merit either in mers be-
liet or in mere doubt; there was merit only
in belisving or doubting according to truth.”
On the supposition that Christisnity is a
mere human invention, like OCalviniem,
Methodiem or Tambouriniem, &o., the pre-
feszor is undoubtedly correat; for my part, 1
would not halieve the dogma of the Trinity,
nor any other Christian doctrine on no better
authority than any or all of those multiform
and discordant secte could produce, Hut if
Christianity is & divine revelation, I ought

be | brmbly to believe whatsoever Christ hae pro-

pounded through the medium or channel that
He established for my Instruction. Before
proceeding farther, it may not be amiss to
bave a correot definition of faith, Christian
faith is the ready and nowavering asceptance,
as truth, of whstsoever God has revealed to
man, whethee in the written or uawritten
word, How are we to learn what God com-
mands ua to belleve? I anawer, through the
Church that Christ,—true God and true
man,—eatablished for that purpese, ¢ Hear
the Church; he that hears you hears me,
&o.; behold I am with you all days, even to
the consummation of the world ; 1 will send
you the Paraclete, who will teach you all
trath.,” That Chuareh must consequently
exist at the present day, un'ces we admit
that Christ's promiee of porpetual guardian-
ship has failed, That Church muat be the
One, Holy, Catholic and Apostolical Church,
unless i$ cun be shown that there is another
more ancient, more usitad, more holy, more
Catholic and Apoatolical than the Church
whoae centra is in the city of Rome, and of
whioch Leo XIII., the successor of St, Peter,
is the High Priest, He is aleo the one shep-
herd of the onme fold, which he canunot lead
astrey, because Christ prayed that his faith
should not fail. With such guarantees pos-
sessed by the Church for teaching the truths
of divine revelation—leaving miracles aside—
faith, I maintain, is highly meritorioue, and
doubt an insult to GGod, aud highly sinfal,
Aocording to Prof, Flint, however, ¢ there
is no merit elther in mers belief or in mere
doubt ; thers was merit only in believing or
doubting ‘*according to truth,” JIn a0
speaking, Prof. Flint is, in my opinion,
guilty of  soleciam. I cannot with pro-
pristy be maid to believc that thie whole in
greater than a part, I know it to be a fact,
and there 18 no me-it in my acknowledging it
an such, The merit of faith consists jn con-
quering doubt. For instance, the astrono-
mer, in calcnlating an eclipse of the sun,
doen not believe 18 will occur at a certaln time
or place, or under peculiar ciroumatances,
such aa total, partial or nonnlar; to him it is
a bruth, On the other hand, the illiterate
man, impressed with the gulf between bis in-
sigoificant knowledge and the superior, al-
most godlike intelligence of a being like him.

He
was o graduate of St. Francis Xavier College,
in West Yifteenth streob, and cnpleted ?na
studies in the American College at Ronie, He
was assistant rector in St, Bernard’s Chureh, in
West Fourteenth street, for some yenrs, He was
also onc of the cantors in the Provincial Coun-
¢il of 1883 and was the only assistant pastor
who had the privilege of being pres-nt in the
deliberations of that body. In the fall of
1883 Father Riordun was appnintel pastor of
the Missiou of Qur Lady of the Hosnry, then
newly established at Coatle Garden., In April,
1487, the miesion was made a church and o new
parish created. A ncew cbureh #nd mission
building waa also erecterl £t No. 7 Stute ireet.

Mr. S. H. Blake, Q.0., referring to his
brother’s visit to Ireland and the remarksheis
reported to have publicly made concerning
an’ eviction in limerick, said: “I was
much intereated in his statements respecting
what he saw in Ireland, because I spenbsome
time in that country during the presentyear. I
was anxious to see for myself what the actual
condition of the people was and whether they
were abls to pay their rents ornot. I vinted a
number of estates and went among the tenantry.
I went to their cabins and questioued them as
to their position and prospects. Frequently
large families would be found living in huts in
which we, 1n this country, would not put cur
pigs. The prices of produce have declined
to such a great extent lately that the entire
produce of some holditigs would not be sufficzent
to pay therent. In many instances I found
that the fathers of families had to goaway to
work in the collieries of England, or wherever
they could get employment, and the meney they
eamn is sent home to pay the rent, while the
wifa and children remain at home and tryto eke
out a liviog from the soil. Thess roor psople
are kept with their noses to the grindatone con-
stantly, and a8 most of them have got in arrears
with. their rent, or are merely tenants at will,
the fear of eviction is conatantly hanging over
them, and their spirit and energy are broken.

HENRY NCRMAN'S LETTERS.

HOME RULE IN THE LIGHT OF OANADIAN EX-
PRRIERCED

[The following Toronto letter was sent by
Mr. Henry Norman, of the Pall§Mall Gazeile,
to his paper for publication yesterday.]

ToronTO, Nov., 26.—The Honorable Oliver
Mowas has been Premier of Ontario—and
Oatario, it must bs remembered, is in most
respects synonymous with Canada—for fifteen
years, s longer consecutive tenure of office, his
frienda like to think, than any other Prime
Minister in the world, He is at this moment
Attorney-General also, He is, moreover, the
only specimen I have discovered so_far of
that very rarest product of Canadian politics—
a mun againsb whom neither his friends nor his
enemies allegs ehortcomings or misdeeds. In
the famons historis picture of Confederation
which hangs in the Senate Chamber at Ottawa,
be has a place of honor as one of its fathers, and
certainly no msa in Canads, and probably few
men 1n the world, are more qualified to-day o
speak from experience on the abatract question
of legislation versna local antonomy, It oscurred
to me, therefore, possibly a service could be
rendered to friends strugzling at home by turn-
ing some of the light cf this experience on to the
question of that Xind iz bitter agitation there.
I found the Premier and Attorney-Geueral of
Ontario had just gob home from his uffice late
one Saturday afternoon and had re-seated_him-
self immediately among his briefs and law
books. He is » gentleman of about fifty-five,*
with & keen but kindly legal face and moab
engaging manners. I nsked him point blank
if there had wot been & good deal in his
prolonged experience of the inner workings of
Provincial institutions nader the Federal Gov-
erument which would serve to eslighten those
who at this moment-are struggling for and
against local institntions for Ireland. He
laughed and said :—* If Ireland would he
gatisfied with the same amouot of Home Rulu
as our Canadian Provinces puseess, I cannot for
a moment imngine that there would be the
slig)},best difficulty or danger 1n conceding it to

“In what, Mr. Mowat, in a word, does the
Igcn'}"autonomy of & Canadian Province con-

“Well, in all matters of property, civil mat-
ters, in municipal inssitutions, in education, in
the administration of justice, in the preaerva-
tion of order and in any constitutional change
g0 far a8 it relates to our own inatitutions.”

** And the matters within the control of the
Dominion ?”

** Are customs and excise, the postal service,
all relating to trade and commerce, the orgauni-
zation of the militia, the administration of the
criminal law, They appoint our judges and
pay them ; they tax us in any way they like,
and finally they have.an absolute right cof veto
however, it is necessary to be a little more
explicit. When Confederation was uader Jis-
cussion our only choice lay between the veto
of Downing street and the veto of Ottawa.
We chose the veto of Ottawa—that was onr
mistake. Next to no veto at all, we wonld
rather have now the veto of Downing streat,
beceuse it iz much lees likely to interfere with
s,

“ A Canadian DProvicce, therefore, is not
quite 80 well off as an American State "

¢* No, for o State of the American Union has
the control of its own criminal law and is not
subjected ton veto.”

‘“ Is there any probability of Canadian local
autonomy being restrioted or extended ?"

¢ Certainly, the latter. It is not satisfactory
to us that the Dominion should appoint our
judges, and we can, thercfore, sympathize with
she Irish in their disnpproval of that provision
in Mr, Gladstone's bill. In fact the only mis-
take originally made was that the Dominion did
not give the Province quite enough power,”

*“We may take it, therefore, that the only
friction between you has beeo because of the too
great limitation of home rule ?"

* Precisely. The friction between Upper and
Lower Canada before the Confederation has,
to take ona axample, been entirely dispelled by
the home rule we have ecjoyed. The French
used to vote Ontario down, now they manage
their own affairs and we manage ours, and
there is not a misunderstanding {eft between
us, but if Confederation were to be done over
agnin there is no doubt that more power
would be given into our hands, or perhaps in
discuesing home rule I rhould say, ‘to our
elbowa’ Tormerly, as in Ireland aund England
to-duy, it was necessary for us to carry all our
})etg:y local affairs, such a8 building o bridge or

aying a sewer, to a parliamentary court which
was composed of people nine-tenths of whom
koew nothing and cared nothing aboutit. In
the transference ot Provincial difficnlties to
I’rovinci'al shoulders most of them have eva-

* Do the Canadian provinces prize their Home
Ruls powers ?”

‘ They prize them above everything. I do
not think we could possibly exist at all under
legislative union—in fact such & thing is per-
fectly ridiculous. There is not & single pro-
vince that would consent to it, and it would
not work if they did. A large measure of
Home Rule is absolutely necessary o the des-
patch of business and to good and efficient gov-
ernment.”

¢ Have you an opiuion as to the amount of

Irelanc?

** No, I have not, becauss that depends so
much upon local conditions of whick I canhave
but a VBliy imperfect knowledge., Asa rule,
however, 1 should say that the deeper the diffi-
culties at issue, and the longer the time they
bave been in existence, the larger must be the
measure of home rule to remove them. I will
say, however, that the prasent condition of legis-
lative union between Enbgland and Irelamd
seems to me absurd, and I do not think it is pos-
sible for 1t to continue, I believe it to be ab-
golutely essential for Ireland to have Home Rule
in some form or other.”

So ended a little interview on a big subject—
one more straw perhaps on the back of the tot-
tering camels of Hatfield and Highbury.

THE COLLAPSED CNTRAL BANK.

THEE SHAREHOLDERS HAVE A MEETING, BUT No
LOVE FEAST—ILUT: OF SHAKY LOANS,

ToroNTO, Ve, 13 —A meeting of the
ghareholders of the Ceniral Bank was held
this morning, and a3 t:mes it was of a rather
atormy character. Mr. Campbell, provincial
liguidator, submitted his report. He had no
doubt that the funds of the bank will keep
pace with any demanas for the redgmption of
cirenlation, and the rmtstanding ' oit¥culation
is now less than $300,000. He was unsble,
owing to the limited tima at bis disposal and
oalla made upon him by creditors of the bank,
‘to present & statement chowing his estimate
of the value of the assets nn he wonld desire,
The bank’s assets amoant to §2 591,300, con-
pisting chiefly of notes uod bille made by
almos$ all sorts of people in every kind of
basiness, and some nat in any kind of busi-
ness, ranging from $10 to $10,000 or mors,
spread over the entire Dominion and extend-
ing into the United Ntates, Some of such paper
is secured by collatersls of other notes made
by diffsrent parties ; aome are secured by
collateral ot warehouss receipts of gooda of
almost every descripiion ard quality stored
at vatious places in the province; some by
mortgages on re:l estate and atock, There ia
aleo some real eatats held which the bank
bes had to take for dahts otherwise nnrealiz-
able, There ia slso » very large maer of paper
depending for security ¢n the nemes each
bill bears. The financial standiog and pros-
pect of ability to p:y hasto bs weighed and
determined. Dariopg the short period of time
he bad been able to give to the smnbject, he

found that hopeless losses o a con-
giderable amount had been  sustained
by the bank, Thero are other ac-

counts not by any mesns shindoned, the
vaine of which it is impossible for any person
to say at present, but which will result in
losses more or less, Creditors, in his opinion,
should have no reason to fec] disratizfied, ex-
cept with the delsy which must necesesrily
take place in liquidating the eatate. From
reports from branches le telisved, with one
exception, Brampton, there will be but trifling
losaes from them, The gensral statement

He atopped whimpering
for & while, and kopt his big eyea fixed on hie
royal mother'scoronet, but when the queen
commenced to real her speech in a digoified
and measured tone to the grand assembly,
King Alfonso X!II., possibly thinking he wa
being scolded, protested andibly, The gor-
geous nurse strove to pacify him, and suc-
ceeded for a momest. Whon, however, re-
ference was made to Spaiu’s cordial relatiocs
with other powers, his majesty sobbed
loudly, and the eobbing developed inte
a howl as his mother spoke ot her friendly
feelinga toward the Sultan of Morocco, Hap-
pily 25 this critical moment King Alfonso’s
eye was caught by tha glittering decorations

which he gazed In silent ecstacy until the
ceremony had concluded, Then <when the
Queen got iato ber carriage and clear of all
the grand people, she hugged the baby and
said he had been a good boy, just as any

The whole
ares i8 now a ragiog ses, ten to thirty faet
deep, where it was once & densely populated
and rich plain, Theformer bed of the Yellow
river is8 now dry and the present lake was
the bed of the river centuries ago, -

THE LOSS OF LIFE IS INCALCULABLE,

and the statement is made by misaionaries
that millions of Chlnese are homeless and
starving, Thomas Paton, one of the Ameri-
can miesionaries, writing from Honau pro-
vince, under date of Ootober 28, says: ¢ The
nowly gathered crops, housea and trees are
sll swept away, involving & fearful loss of
life. The country was covered with a fine
winter brald, which is gone, and implies com-
plete destruotion to next year’scrop, ¢Bread,’
‘hread,’is the ory of thoueands who are on the
river bank. Benevolent people go in boatsand
throw bread among the massea here and
thers, bnt it iz pothing compared with the
requirements. The mass of people ia atill
being increased by oontinual arrivals even
more hungry than the last, Thero they sit
stunned, hangry and dejected without a rag
to wear or a moreel of food, Huts are being
erected for them, What it will be in two
months I cannot conceive, The misery in
increased owing to the bitter cold weather.”
The Yellow river has long been krnown as
Chioa's zorrow, and the present disaster has
served to reassert its right to the terrible
title. As yet

DETAILS OF THE RISASTER

are very meagre. It has oocourred in a die-
trict where but few foreigners are, and the
reports furnished by the offisials and publish-
ed in the Peking (azelte convey a very
inadequate aocoant of the extent of the
loss of life and proverty, and the sufferings
ot the survivers, The Goverament in Honan
reporta to the throne that ** nearly all the
people have been drowned in the district
reached by the water, the survivora being
those who escaped to the high ground
or took refuge in trees whers they re
mained till they were rescued.,” This
gives but little impreseion as to what the
extent of the diaaster really is, The Chinese
Times, in the province of Chikil, whers dia-
astrous inuadations have also occurred, says
there are 270 people homeless, representing
these whose lives are destroyed, and adds
that the misery in that province ia trifling as
compared with that cansed by Husngo-Ho or
the Yellow river. The axtent of ground awept
over by the overwhelmlng flocd, given in
English figures, is over 7,000 equare miles,
the land thus submerged formed a part of
one of the richest and moet densely populated
plaine in Northern China. .

THE NECESSITY FOR LIBERAL AID

may, therefore, be imagined. Already con-
siderable sums have been contributed towarde
the relief of eofferers, The Emperor of
China has given two millions of tasls, and
the Chinese have atarted subscription liats in
Shanghai, to which foreigners have liber-
ally contributed. Millions have been
rendered houseless and entirely deprived
of all chances of corning their livelibood,
for their fields will either become permanent
lakes or uninhabitable swamps, 1t is feared
that the distress which will be felt during the
comipg winter will equal in intensity the
famine of ten ycars ago when charitable de-
nations, contributed to from all psrts of the
world, were utterly inadoquate. 1t is atated
thet owing to the action taken by the Yellow
river it no longer flowa toward the ses, but
asems content in converting Eastern Honan
and Nerthern Neganwhuiintoa lake, It may
ultimately flow into the aea through the
Kiangon, or it may oven possibly join the
Yangtese,

A GERMAN GENERAL'S VIEWS.
TRUST IN GOD, BUT BE READY.

BxRLIN, Dec., 16.—According to the Reich-
sanzeger's version of Gen., Von Schellendorft’a
speech on the military bilt to-day, the Minis-
tor of War aaid the object of the bill conld
be perfectly summed up in the words of the
Emperor on the opening of Parliament,
that the Ewmpire by God’s help should
become so strong that it would meet every
danger with calmness from whatever
quarter it might beattacked, The ministerx
continuing, said that danger threatened not
from the warlike disposition of aliied powers,
for German people always leaned toward
peace, but trom attasks by other people. The
empire was atrong and it had allies, but in
war its might depended only uponits own
strongth, The bill aimed to inorease con-
giderably the numerical steength of the army
through the extension of the term of service
in the landsturm, and the additional atrength
given will be of great valus, and with
the- physical hardiness of the Garmars
no diffionlty will be experienced in giv-
ing effect to the provisions of the bill. The
Germana, he felt sure, would pot be sparing
of their powers when the time came for beat-
ing off the enemy. After referring to the
technical military arrangemenfs required
under the bill, the speaker conoluded by ex-
pressiog the wish that the day wion
it would become necessary for to put
the mesaure to practieal use was far
off.

Germany,
editorially remarka : ¢ All these preparations
ara meaningless, except: in view of offensive
tactios,” and show ‘that  Austria, under sem-
biance of defence, I8 at the same ime pre-
paring to invade Rusein: simaltaneously with
her ally. But-what iz Russia doing in view
of her neighbors’ threatening’ greparationl?
Notwithstanding the manifest. danger Russia
oonsiders thet a Huropean war would be a
terribls misfortune to all mankind. - She waa
the first who, amid her neighbors’ feverish
srmaments, did not increase but decraiged
her defensive force. In 1881 and 1882
Russia reduced her peace effective nearly 100,-
000 men. True she raieed it again iz conse-
quencs of the-Afghan affair, and the necessity
of improving her readiness to mobilize when
her neighbors unremittingly raised their fight-
iog strength, Nevertheless the peace effec
tive of the Russian army is now 75,185 lees
than in 1881, while her neighbora in the same
period have raised their peace effective 75,
000, . Doubtless Russia, in the event of war,
will assemble a mighty army, the concentra-
tion of which, on the frontier, will be incom-
parably more difficult for her than will be the
concentrations by her neighbors of their
foroes at the same place. Daring the lagt ten
years, 2,528 kilometres of railway have been
consiructed in the western provinces of Rus-
gia, In the German and Austrian eastern
pravinces during the same period 9,300 kilo-
metres have been built, Moreover, the area
in which Russia has constructed railways is
twice a8 large as that in which her noighbor
bas built such lines. The Russian railways
nowhere pass outside the defensive linea of
the triangle formed by St, Petersburg, War-
gaw and Odesss. Our neighbors’ lines, how-
ever, run straight cut to the Russian frontier,
1t it eany to understand that they are not
constracted for advanced posts, but for the
concentration of troops. A glance at Lhe map
will saffice to show that a olose network of
railwaye covers the district along the Russian
frontier, compared with the insignificant sum-
bor of tailways that Russia can rely upon.
Not only only from Germany but from the
Austrian frontier, ]
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with rapid invasion. The most effective
mensure against this danger would be to cx-
tend the Russian railways uatil they astain
the “proportions of those of our neighbors,
But for this 'enormous expense time is re-
quired, and, therefore, there is only one
course—to improve our defances end fort-
resses and inciease the number of troops on
tho frontier, and thersby guard against sur-
prise. Our neighbers increased military pre-
parations in 1886 compelled Russia to devise
connter measures, which will be gradually
executed. The trancfer of a few cavalry
regimenta on the Vistuls might certainly be
made the pretext to excits the press and pub-
lic opinion to charge Russia with warlike in-
tentions. German aad Austrian military
outhorities anderstand the defeusive character
of this measare. They can calmly calculatehow
many corps Russia will have to send to the
frontier while peacs is undisturbed, so that
after concentrating at asy given point the
forces and mesns at her diaposal might
suffice to place Rassia on a footing of equality
with hor opponents, They cun also caiculate
the strengta of the forces with which in the
event of war Russia could bo rapidly invaded.

THE ORIGIN OF BOOK-KEEPING.

The origin of book-keeping, like that of mect
other useful arts, is involved 1n great obacurity.
Systematic book-keeping is generally admitted
to have been first practised at Venice, in the
15th centvry., Lucas de Borgiv published a
regular treatise on the subject, in tho Italian
langusge, in 1495, Beckmann, in his * History
of Inventirns,” says that the Baniaus of India

J have been from time immemorial in possession

of tho mett.od of book-keeping by double-entry,
and that Venice was the emporium of Indian
commerce as the time Iriar fgcas’ treatisa ap-
pewsed.  Other authors think that double-entry
was known to the ancients, and revived only in
Itaiy with the revivat of comimerce ; and certain
quotntions are adduced in support of this
opinion, which show that the ancients entered
the receipts and payments of muney on opposite
pages in the way of debtor and creditor ; but
nothing beyond single-entry can be inferred
from this practice. ‘I'he first treatise on book-
keepicg in the English language, of which there
is any account, was publbshed in the year 1543,
by Hugh Oldcastle, a schoolmaster.

The
credit of $3,050,000, intended for a strategic
railway between Jassy and Dorohoy,will now
be kept in reserve as an emergency fuad,

VIENKa, Decemher 19.—A letter to the
Political Correspondence trom Berlin charges
the Czar’s entourage with systematically
misleading the Czar and inducing him to
make decisions which he would not sanction
it he koew the truth, The latest proof of
this state of affaira, says the letter, is the
recent article of the St. Petereburg Oficial
Military Gazette, which reflocts the falae mili-
tary reports submitted to the Czar, The
Czar's secluded life and the unscrupulous

FATAL RAILWAY ACCIDENT.

SEVERAL LIVES LOST ON SATURDAY BY A TRAIN
FALLING THROUGH A BRIUGE,

A terrible accident occurred on the Cara-
quet Railway Saturday afterncon. Whilethe

{ train which left Caraquet at 2 p.m, for Glon-
‘cester Junotion, in charge of conductor

Daniel Kearney and driver Michael Lanigan,
was near McKintosh's Cove bridge, three
miles west of Caraquet, the train men
noticed heavy drifts ot snow on the west
side of the bridge. The train consisted
of one passenger oar, engine and enow-
plow. They had with them eight sec-
tion men for the purposs of aesisting
in oleariug the road of snow which fell during
Friday’s etorm. The left the passenger car
on the east side of the bridge. The section
men, conducor, brakeman Loudon snd a
yonng man nsmed Frank Miller, with driver
Lanigan ond fireman Boucher, thirteen in
number, were on the engine, They then
started, but when they got op the bridge
the plow and engino left the track and fell
over into the river. Qaly five men could be
found, the rest, eight ia number, were
pioned down under the engine, which waas
lying bottom up in the river. The train was
ropning slow at the time, as they had plenty
of time when they got over the bridge to get
a run the drift.

The following is & list of the killed :—
Conductor Kearney, of Douglastown, Mir-
amichi, single, aged 35 ; driver Lanigan,
Bathurat, married, 4 children. aged 31 ;
Felix Boucher, fireman, Bathurst, single,
aged 24 ; Joseph Viennesu, section man,
Bathurst, married, 5 children, saged
30 ; John Pculin, section man, Caraquet,
married, large family, aged 30. Octave
Pinit, sectionman, Caraquet, single, age
23, John Carney, Bathurst, married, 5
children, age 30, Frank Miller, Bathurst,
single, age 20. Sectionmen D. Patterson,
Cormier, Fallam and D. Hackey escaped, as
alao Brakesman Loudon, who jumped through
a cor window. They are all more less in-
jured, but not fatally, Sooa ss the newe
reached Bathurat, Dootors Meahnard and
Bishop were at once sent to the scene. By
noon to-day all the bodiea nad been recov-
ered, The wounded are doing well. W. H,
Chisholm, Superintendent W. Mans, engi-
neer, and P, H, Milvin, of the Caraquet
Rallway, were all present and did every-
thing that was pomsitle. The bridge is &
good one, snd is uninjured, about 20 feey
