‘held the whole heart of the Celtic race
oflering up one glorious bouquet of pray-
er to the Almighty. By the mystio
spell of imagination their souls are
wafted across the ocean to the land of
their hope, their love and their ancient
heritage of Faith. The magnet that
draws ali Celtic hearts to that one centre
is the magic name of St. Patrick. The
purpose of this sermon is to tell what
manner of man is he whose character is
indelibly stamped not only upon the
face but upon the heart of the while
Irishrace. = -

sunken in savagery; she was a nation
of great ideas, of lofty principles, of a .
cread that lovked up to the sun as the
brightest of all created objesta.

Her
people were navigators, and as an evi-
dence. of their civilization and culture,
wo find the magnificent remains of their .

He was s
second Bt, Patrick, his name had come
down to them as typical of all that’ia
best and most brilliant of the Irish rage
—Daniel O'Connell. He taught - the
l;JmOple the lesson which even yet they
ad not thoroughly mastered, the lesson
of unity, the lesson of puiting aside
envy and ‘suicidal party fends. O'Con-
nell brought the people together, he
tanght them to stand together, and
showed them bhow to fight legally for
their juat snd proper rights. His strong
faith wes evidenced in his last will when
he bequeathed his body to Ireland and
his beart to Rome, the mnther and
centre of Christendom. He calied upon
his people to destroy the incubus that
had grown from the Penal davs, to cast
aside all internal dissensions, and unite
in a grand and conquering phalanx.
Then came a glorious band of dreamers;
men of brilliancy and great favor. How
we love to read the sweet songs of Davis
and his companions. But they, too,
did not look nupon the cause of
Ireland in the missionary spirit of St.
Patrick, The famine years came; the
¢ hearse plumes darkened the air,” the
misery aad desolation became unbear
able. Down to OCork, Limerick and
other seaports were the people driven,
and crushed into unhealthy ships, pack-
ed like herrings in a barrel, and the
captains ordered to cast them upon any
shore. Then might be seen the mothers
dying in the ditches with hunger, the
infants trying to drink at lifeleas paps,
the old men descending from the moun-
tains to bid adieun to their daughters and
to beg of them to keep the Faith of their
fathers in the lands beyond.

IRELANDS POPULATION.

T'TS CONSTANT DECREASE EHOWS THAT THE
COUNTRY HAS BEEN MISRULED,

The commission on the financial rela-
tions between Gireat Britain and Ireland,
which has lately been holding sittings in
Dublin, bas just oblained some 8
information as to the decresse in the
gopulation of Ireland during the last

fty yeara. We cannot, the Daily Nawa
declares, for the moment recollect any
other example in modern Europe of g0
grest and for the most paxt so steady a
falling off. In 1845 the population of
Ireland was more than 8.250,000. That
waa the time when O'Connell in his re-
peal speeches used to declare that a na-
tion with a population of more than
8,000,000 was too great to be merely
dragged at the tail of another nation.
Many years before that, 0'Connell, apeak-
ing in the House of Commons of Lord
Russell’s reform bill, insisted that Ire-
land wes- unfairly treated because she
was not allowed her proper nomber of
reprerentatives in proportion to her
population, and in compariaon with that
of Great Britain. 0'Connell, then, cer-
tainly seemed to have the book of arith-
metic on his side, and to be fighting by
its rules, - R

In 1847 came the famine, and during
the aeven years following that terrible
time there was a loes of more than 2,000,
000. Bince then the decrease has been
going pretty steadily om, with a little
fluctuation at one time or another, nntil
in the middle of this year it was esti-
mated at 4,500,000—o0r nearly 4,000,000
lees than it was fifty yesrs sgo. Of
course, a large proportion of this change
in the numbers of the population of Ire-
Tand must be set down to the new attrac
tions presented by the American repub-
lic. There was in the days not long after
the potato famine a parody in the Dublin
Nation on a then very popular “ niggar”
melody, whioch had & refrain of " Oh,
Susanna, dop’t you cry for me)’ The
parody was & song supposed to be ad-
dressed by the Irish tenant-farmer set-
ting out on his voyage &oross the Atlan-
tio to the Irish landiord, and it had for
its refrain, " Oh, your honor, don’t you
ary for me,I'm going to a country whers
from landlords I’ll be free.” 8till the
hard fact remains that the Irish Pewmt
found a better home for himself across
the Atlantic than be oould possibly find
on his own goil, and that if famine was
not able,in Macbeth’s phrase, to * oling
bim, he made use of his reviving strength
to get across the ocean. .

. Now, the perverted ingenuity of man
itself can hardly venture to atart the pro-
position that a country ocan have been
well governed which has become barad
of nearly half of its population within
fifty years. Buppose, for the aske of

ment, that there had been no upjust
eviction of & tenant—still, would not
the faoct that the population had been re-
duced to one-half during fifty years be
enough to settle all questions as to the
government of that particalar country ?
Men do not seek new.settloments be
cause they are perfectly hagapy. and som-
fortable at home, Count Oavour had &
favorite maxim that the happiness or
unhappiness of & nation was sll 8 ques-
eion of good or bad government. Of
course, the great statesman did not mean
to suggesi that everything should or
oould be done by the central power for
the people st large. What he meant
was that without good government no
people can be enabled to do the best for
themselves. - This was exactly the-ocase
of Ireland for all those long years.: Until
no aot of Parliament was ever introduced
and passed spontaneounsly by an-English:

A GLANCE BACKWARD.

It is twenty-eight years since the lay-
ing of the corner stone of what we may
now term the ill-fated 8t. Patrick’s Hall,
Twenty-eight short years!
many changes have taken place since
then! How many have reached the
heights of fame and fortune, and alas!
how many have seen * Life’s golden
hopes laid low?” The chief promoters
of the plan to erect & monument worthy
to bear the glorions name of St. Patrick
have paesed over to the silent majority,

and as we breathe a prayer for their
oternal rest let us glance backward and
see what they bave done, that their
memory shounld live. ¥or years repre-
sentative Irishmen of Montreal had been
endeavoring to collect funds towards the
erection of a building, which, besides
being an ornament to the city, would be
& home for all Catholic societies. This
purpose required a large amount of
money, and it was not until the year
1866 that the promoters of the plan
could see their way to present the ques-
tion to the public. .

On Monday, January 8th, & publio
meeting was held, in order Lo obtain the
cooperation of the Irish QOatholics of
Montreal with the St. Patrick’s Society
in the erection of the proposed building.

The chairman, the late Mr. Devlin,
anncunced that matters had progreased
10 favorably that be, as president of 8t.
Patrick’s Bociety. had purchased a site
on the corner of Victoria-Square, extend
ing from Craig street to Fortification
lane, baving a frontage of 140 feet and a
depth of 100 feet. .

A board of directors was appointed by
the meeting and a stock-book opened,
and $49290 stock taken by 149 sub-
toribers, The stock was rapidly taken
up, and on March 18th, 1867, the founds
tion stone was laid. An eloqaent ad
dress was delivered on the occasion by
the late lamented Father Dowd. In the
cavity of the corner stone were placed
iwo sealed jars containing copies of city
papers, and & pumber of British and
Canadian coing. The brass plate -which
covered the jarz bore the following in.
lcnpthn: . ‘ .

“This plate commemorates the laying
of the corner atone of St. Patriok’s Hall,
Montreal, by the Rev. P. Dowd,.chief
Pastor of 8¢, Patrick’s Church, on March
18th, 1867, in the 80th year of the reign

The. building was heated throughout
by steam; on the ground floor there
‘were eight firat-clasa atores;. the second
story. contained four. large show-roams
and a ;spacious hall, with committee
rooms, &o, The hall cocupied the
whole of the third atory. When the hall
was first oompleted it measured 184 feet
long by 94 feet wide, and 46 feet high to
the centre of the ceiling.

The platform was 52 feet by 25 feet
deep, and was at the end next to Fortifi-
oation lane, while facing it on the Craig
street end was an orchestra Fallery of
similar dimensions. The building was
completed, and had been need but a
short time when a most distressing acoi-
dent occurred, whioh, by the goodness of
God, was unattended by any loss of life.
The evening of Febraary 3rd, 1869, the
hall was leased for a public ball and con-
cert; about midnight an alsrm was
raised that the rocf was giving away,

tupately, in the erection of the building
spacieus means of egreas had been pro-
vided, and, although nearly two thousand
people were present, the hsil was cleared
1o & few minutes, and the last of the
company had scarcely passed out w en
the roof crashed ‘in, Bo great waa the
weight of the falling debrig that some of
the iron girders psssed ocompletely
through the lower flonrs, At first the
sccident was attributed to the weight of
snow on the roof, but it was afierwaxds
discovered that it was caused by the
action of the frost on the iron girders
which supported the roof.

The directors at onoce proceeded to
meke necessary repairs, substituting
wooden girders for the iron ones previ-
ouely used. At the same time, eeveral
alterations were made improving the
acoustic qualities, For this pn?oae a
false ceiling of cotton was stretched on
thin boards, iaking the place of the
former plaster one, and the stage was re-
moved to the oppoaite end.

The building was erected of Montreal
limestone and was three stories high,
the upper atory bemgeequnl in height to
the two lower onea, arcely three years
bad passed when again the hall was
vigited by misfortune, this time by fire.
On October 12th, 1872, fire was seen issn-
ing from the windows of the building
next to the ball. The following account
is taken from s ity paper of the time:

“On Wednesday, the 2nd inat, at
about hslf-past two in the morning, a
fire broke out in the roof of Ronayne's
shoe factory, situated on the upper flats
of Shaw’s aunction rooms, on Craig street,
and separated from 8t. Patrick’s Hall
building by an salley twelve feet wide.
The origin of the fire is unknown. The
alarm was at once given, and as the fire
did not look serious it was thought that
a stream would soon pat it out. Unfor-
tunately, however, owing to the hydrants
being out.of order, there was not the
ususl prowmptitude in getting water to
play on the fire, which, gathering head-
way, soon extended to the front part of
the building. A brisk breeze from the
eastward at the time fanned the destruc-
tive element to redoubled fury, carrying
embers far and wide. The fire, which
had now got beyond human control,
quickly caught on the roof ot 8t.
Patrick’s Hall, and in a few minutes it
alio was s mass of lowering flames.
Tne fire, which kindled in the roof and
upper windows, burned its way down
throngh the floors. When morning
dawned the once fine hall was & mase of
ruins. The chief sufferers by the fire are
Mesars, Bonayne, in whose premises it
criginated, and Mr. P, Bhaw, the well
known Mountreal auctioneer. Other suf-
ferars are Messrs, Whiteside & Co;,
spring mattress-makers; L. Btewart, tea
dealer; Higgina Bros., wine mexchants;
Devany & OCo., sauctioneers; Jones &
Taoley, sign  painters. The total loss
will .be about- $160,000. The Hall was
insnred. for $55.000 -and the stook and
furniture of the sufferers
‘well covered by insurance.” _

Once more have the children of the
* Ancient Race” celebrated the ‘anniver-
sary of Ireland’s patron saint. Each year,
on the seventeenth of March, & wave of
deep enthusissm sweeps over every land
where dwells & Celt. It is felt in far off
Australia, the Iand where Irishmen have
risen to the foremost positions in Church
and State; it sweeps over the Padific
and dashes against the Rookies, amidst
whose stupendons grandeurs the exiles
of Erin have climbed with the advance-
guard of civilization ; it touches the fair
Dominion from end to end, and passes
across the face of the great American
Republic; in the countries of Europe it
produces a magical effect; and, at last,
returns, like the tide, to the centre
whence it started—to *the Emerald
Isle” of the West,

Hers, in the city cf the Royal Mount,
where many Irishmen have found happy
and proeperous homes, the patriotio
fervor of the race is kept alive, and the
children of & younger generation are
taught, by word and example, to love
the land of their forefathers, lo weep
over Ireland’s sorrows, to exult in her
glories, to perpetuate her traditions and
and to pray for her futuré. As Ireland
has had a marked mission amongsl the
nations of the world, so have the Irish-
men of Canada & special one amidat the
different races that go to make up onr
young country’s population. Lét us,
then, on this anniversary of St. Patrick’s
Feast, recall, in a few words, the work
that Providence cut out for Ireland in
the great mrovements and mutstions of
the different peoples of the civilized
earth; and then point out, in as brief a
manner a8 possible, the all-important
position that. the same All-Wise Ruler

has assigned to the descendants of the

Irish race npon the free aoil of our great
Dominion, It is diffionlt to write an
editorial on St. Patrick’s Day and to say
something absolutely new; but we can
at least tell the old atory in @ form that
may be novel in its constraction.

The mission of the Irish Race seems to
have been the teaching of the world, both
by precept and example. When the
night of barbarism hung over Europe,
Ireland was, in the language of Dr.
Johneon, “the quiet home of sanctity
and learning.” Her monasteries and
schools were the refuge of scholars from
all sections of the continent: Her teach-
ers went forth, and in the universities of
Europe taught the soiences, philosophy,
rhetoric and letters. Comisg down
through the centuries we find, in every
sphere, in the military, the literary and
the religious, many of the leaders of
thought and action—the men whom his-
tory recognizes as great—sapringing from
Ireland. As Israel of old preserved the
knowledge and faith of the true God
smidst the almoat universal paganism of
the world, o Ireland, that small country,

]at the exireme Weat of Europe, played

the important part of preserver and prop-
agtor of the true Faith during the
Christian era. Israel suffered, was de-
feated, crushed, exiled, stricken with
plagues ; yet, in His own good time, the
Almighty awakened a leader, in the per

son of Moses, and commissioned him to
free His people from the land of bondage,
to guida them through the great desert,

to give them His decalogue, and to con-
duct them to the land of promise, The
Irish race underwent centuries of perse-

cution, famine, exile, bondage and - mis-
ery; through the desert of . uuﬂenng it
has been led by the fiery pillar of Fauh 3
from St. Patrick it received the all- -saving

Provxdence to sy appoint. It has beens
mission most effective in its results, The
world has been’ saved more than once
through the contemplation of Ireland’s
fidelity. There is not an existing conntry
in Earope, or Americs, that does not owe
part of its trinmphs, ita glories, its suc-
cesses, ita honors to some ohild of the
Celtic race. It would be a long story to
recount all that Irishmen bave done
for France, Austria, Spain, Italy and
other European countries. These ser-
vices in Australia, the United States and
Canada wounld require many volumes to
enumersate, Their efforts and snccesses
in every land indicate mosat clearly what
they oohld do at home under even the
ordinary circumstances that surround
other peoples. And British trinmphs,on
sea and land, in the domains of literature,
legislation and diplomacy, are in & great
measure due to the Irishmen who took
the lead and who arcse, despite all ob-
stacles and by force of native ability, to
the foremost places amongst the great
ones of the Empire. If there were
thoussnds of Lyndbursts to style them
and treai them as aliens, there were hun-
dreds of Shiels to bring the blush of
shame to the cheek of the oppressor and
to sssert the equality, and often sm-
periority, of the race.

Turping from this hurried contempla-
tion of the real greatness of the race in
the past, we feel that it is right to indi-
oate, even though briefly, the stand that
our people are called upon to take in this
new land, Amongst the descendants of
the different peoples of Europe the Irish-
men in Canada have the same mission to
fulfil that the Irish race performed in the
great movements of the nations whence
these descendants spring. To presexrve
the faith and to teach; a two-fold apos-
tleship. ,

All the world over, and here as well as
elsevhere, there are rivals of our people,
men who are jealous of their success and
who are anxious to crush all ambition
in them, It is then our duty, while
proving in our individual lives, as well as
in our national existence, that the Faith
which has been transmitted to us
throughout the long centuries, is as dear
to us in the hour of prosperity as it was
to our forefathers in the era of mis-
fortune, Apart from this fidelity to the
teachings of St. Patrick, we must re-
member that socially, politically, nation-
ally, the higher we aim the greater suc-
cees we can attain.

AN EPOCH MARKED.,

St. Patrick’s Day, 1895, has come and
gone. It has been a grand and success-
ful celebration in every acoceptation of
the term. For the Irish people of

Tt
INFALLIBILITY.

We have seen the sourcs, or origin of
Infallibility ; we will now turn our atten-
tion to the object of that dootrine.
“The purpose of infallibility ia to guar-
antee for all time the safe keeping and
preaching, in its unity, purity and in-
tegrity, of ¢ the faith which was once de:
livered unip the sainis' (Jude, oh. 1, 8); to
ensble the Church in all ages to fulfll
effectively the great mission entrusted to
her by ber Divine Founder of ‘teaching
(all nations) all things whatsosver 1 have
commanded you,! (Matt, xxviii,, 20); to
¢ guide’ her ‘into all truth,’ (Jobn xvi,, 18);
that we may ‘all come inlo the unily of
Jaith? (Ephes, iv., 18); and *ds no mors
children togged to and fro and oarried
aboutl by every wind of dodrine.’ (Ibid, 14;
Hebrs. xiii,, 8, 9); ‘ever learning and
never able to come lo the knowlsdge of the
truth,’ (L. Tim. iii, 7). In one word the
purpose of infallibility was to make the
Church ¢the pillar and ground of fruth’
(L. Tim. iii,, 15}, and thereby assure all
‘men that they ocan, with utmost oon-
fidence, intrust to her direotion the great
intereats of their souls.”

Thus, through infallibility, the Pope
does not receive the power to make good
or evil, nor right or wrong, nor truth or
falsehood, nor morality or immorality ;
no more is he thereby raised above the
Divine Law. Hoe is not enabled to make
new revalationg, nor toadd to nor take
from apy dootrine, or dogma of faith,
given to the Church through the Apostles.
The Vatican Council says: * The Holy

To say that the Pope can modify or
change sny decres of the Chureh, even
ss the Queen oan repeal s siatute, is
ok nonsenss, Cardival Newman thus
oxpressed it: “The Pope oannot by
virtue of his infallibility reverse what
hes always been held.” “Never,” wrote
Bossuet to Laibnitx, “ will an example be
found of & definition once made being
deprived of ils power by posterity.”
“ A definition once made,” says Cardinal
Hergenrother, * remains unchanged and
unchangeahle for all time.”

No more does infallibility empower the
Pope to depose soversigus or sbeolve
peaples from their obligations to the
Btate, In s word infallibility is not a
personal, but an official prerogative ; it
belongs not to the person but to the
offics, It is sometimes called per-
sonal becanss the office of the Primacy,
to which the infallibility is attached, is
held by the Pope alone and he is unable
to communicate or - delegate his infalli
bility to anothez. But the individuality
of the Pope has nothing to do with the
prerogative. No matter who or what he
is the cffice oontinues to exist, and to
that office, according to Christ’s promise,
does the infallibility oling. Simon may
die, but Peter never dies; Leo XIII.
must pam aAWay, but the Papacy must
remain,

Before examining into the capacity in
which the Pope is infallible, let us hear
the clear statement of Father Fidelis on
this question of the logical necessity of
infallibility. “It has been proved, with
s redandancy of argament, that a Church
which is divinely commissioned to teach
must be divinely protected against error
in its teaching. The Chuxch is infallible.
Therefore the Head of the Churoh is in-
fallible ; for, s 8t. Thomas demonstrates,
ks faith of Christ must be fizad by the de-
cisions of its Head. An infallible Church
with a fallible Head would be, not a
mere monstroeity, like the famons heter-
oolite at which the Pisos wure expeoted
tosmile, but an inconceivable absurdity.”

The infallibility of the Head of the
Ohurch is, then, & logical inference from
the intallibility of the Church. This, of
courss, is not equivalent tosaying that
the former {erm—or, more strictly, thas
which it represente—is, metaphyaically,
& oonaequence of the Iatter. The reverase
is the truth, The argument is one from
effect to oondition (to mse Whatley's
phrase). From the infallibility of the
Church we infer the infallibility of its
Head, inasmuch as the latteris an es-
sential condition of the former. In other
wordas, the logical (kersfore in the enthy-
meme, The Church is infallible, THERE
FORE it must have an infallible Head
gives us the metaphysical becauss in the
proposition, The Church 48 infallible BE-
CAUSE it has an infallible Head.

Finally, when we refer o the Head of
the Churoh as infallible, we mean that
he is infallible as the Head of the
Church; when hu speaks by virtue of his
office. The prerogative has nothing to
do with the man’s character, abilities, or
atiainments. In speaking of the Church
a8 infallible and its Head as infallible,
it is the imperfection of language that
obliges us to refer to what seems a double
infallibility. The infallibility of the
Church s the infallibility of its Head,
and vios verse. It is all the one “standing- 1
by,” or presence of Holy Spirit. It
would be as absurd to say that the Holy
Ghost 'was with the Church and not with
its Kead, a8 to eay the sun shone upon
the universe-but ot upon the earth, or
that the case enclosed the works of tha
.watchi but not the: spring. - I we "could

And, then, we would have to
impute to Christ that which would be
blsaphemy to atate.

In fine, the great misunderstanding
regarding this dogma of the infallibility
ia the result of an entire misapprebension
of the meaning of that dogma. Men
who only look at the surface, who pick
up every siraw of abaurd argument that
dances upon the waters, but who have
not sounded the depths of reasoning, are
most lisble to have all sorts of foolish
ideas regarding this trutb ; but the mo-
ment they grasp the meaning of the
doctrine they cannot hut uunderstand its
reasonablenees,

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- HOW TO KEEP LENT.

Exoellent Advice to Catholics for the
Holy Season.

Thefollowing extracts from a pamphlet
fasued by the Paulist Fathers are well
worthy of perusal by every Catholio at
this holy season of Lent :

You are well aware, my dear reader,
that the Holy Church has set apart each
year a certain fime oslled Lont, in which
she enjoins on her children to practice
fasting and shatinence from certain
kinds of food. Now, one may ask : Why
does the Church do this? I will tell
you. .

She prescribes fasting from food in
order to sarction and recommend the
grand principle of self denialin regard
to worldly things and pleasures, so that
We may raise up our minds to a greater
earneetness in heavenly desires. In this
she showa clearly the Divine wisdom
which directs her, and that she is trnly
Holy Mother Church, that is, a true
mother of our souls.

Ia it not plain that most people need
such a time as Lent torenew themselves
in spirit, and to correct what had become
smiss? It is so with the merchant. No
matter how carefully he manages his af-
fairs, he must have bis set times for poat-
ing up his books and taking account of
his stock. or his business witl fall to dis-
order. When he has done this and
brought everything into good order, he
feels great satisfaction, and is prepared
to go on with new life and energy.

In the first place begin it with & good
will and say :

“J will now endeavor to give my best
atten:ion to the affairs of my soul, and
in oxder to do this I will withdraw it as
much as possible from all vain and use-
less things, which would take up my
mind and drive God and holy things out
of it. My faat sha!l not be merely from
the meat of the body, but from vain
thoughts and idle words; and I will go
into Lent with a cheerful and hopeful
apirit, trasting in the goodness of God,
Who never refurce 10 help those who
sincerely seek Him, and ask His grace
with humitity.”

Make up your minds to attend all the
gervicee which are held in the church
during this time ; arsist at mass with all
possible devotion; and when ever the
work of God is preached, be there to hear
it. If there is tn be preaching or the
Way of the Cross in the evening, do not
mind the cold of the weather, but get
your supper and be off to the chu:ch.

Let your faith warm your heart, and
g0 to the chuorch, There Gud is present
in the blesred sacrament, and speaks
through the mouth of his minister the
priest.

How much better to be there than at
& place of dissipation, where sin abounds
aud all sor!sa of evil conversation are car-
ried on? How much better to be there
than to be idling away your time at
home in jokes and laughter, if not in
slandering your neighbor or in mere &in-
ful talk!

Pray us much ag you can during Lent.
Fasting would be of no great advantage
without prayer. If you do not offer up
the fast with the right intention to God,
it will not be acceptable to Him ; and
this right intention cannot be kept up
without muoch prayer. One ought to
8ay to himself:

“I have a good desl of business to
transact with my God at this time, and
I must be aboutit, I must send up to
heaven a great number of prayers to beg
for mercy and pardon, and fora thon-
sand graces I need so much, I will do it
in the house and in the street, at my
work and at my meals, at hbome and in
the church, by nigot and by day, at all
times and io all places.”

Bhort prayers or ejaculations, as they
are oalled, répeated frequently, have a
most powerful effect to draw down the
grace of God in abundance upon the soul.
Some who have practiced them faithfully
for even a few days have been so changed
that they have abandoned a wicked life,
and turned to God. with their whole

" hearts, and continue to lead holy lives
ever after until thehour of their death.

And try.to get a good time each..day
when you csn be alone with God, and

- spend it in‘sending up sincere and earn-
eat ‘prayers and good wishes to draw
.down the grace which He has promised
to give -to'all who persistiin‘ begging

Itis of the very firet and prime
impaortance to shut the door on ' such
things at the' very beginning of Lent.
Bid good-by, then, to any old habits of.
sin you may have, and yon need not be
very polite about it either. Say to them
all: “Get you gone | yon have deosived
and cheated me long enough.” '

Avoid the hablts of dissipation, the
drinking-shops or barrooms, or any other
bad resorts. Say to yourself: “As to
such and such & plsce, I will never set
my foot within it irom this moment. If
I would avoid the kingdom of S8atan for
all eternity, I must keep out of his do-
minions now.” .

Make this firm and good resolution.
Stop all sin at the outset of Lent. Catoff
all the occasions of sin which led you
into sin before, and will do =0
again if you go into them. Do this, and
it will be the surest of way drawing down
God’s blessing upon you. It will most
surely drive the evil one from you, and
break up his power, so that it oannot get
it again,

Thie will eometimes cost & great deal,
and requires a strong resolution; but
think of the reward beyond all prics, and
it will give you courage to make the sa-
?riilica, and to make it gladly and cheer-

ully,

With these dispositions, I can safely
promise that the Easter-time will not go
by without your having made a good and
satisfactory confeasion, and obtained the
pardon of your sins, Yon may have been
a long time away or your conseience may
be weighed down by heavy sins, and you
may feel a dread of confession, but your
good-will will remove all difficulties.

The confession and the communion
put the eeal on the good work begun by
vrayer and self-denisl; aud this is the
re ason why the Esster communion
is made an obligation on all Catholica.
Would that Holy Onurch, and the holy
aogels and salote, and onr Lord Jesus
Christ ¢ould look with satisfaction on the
spectacle of all the faithful clothed in
white garmentaof innacence and renewed
in the spirit of their minds, asaisting
eacn year atthe celebration of the feati-
val of Easter, when our Lord arose from
death to immoztal life.

Theee who are able to read wounld find
it & great help to spend their Lent well,
if they bhad some good books to occupy
themselves with when they find leisure
time. I would recommend particulsrly
the Holy Soriptures and the lives of the
sainta, Notbing is more powerful than
than example to encourage us to the
practioe of virtue. The word and life of
our Lord, the lives of the saints and

their happy deaths, inflaence tneir souls | g

with an ardent desire to imitate them,
and to be associated with them in their
reward, Insiead of trashy novels and
irreligions newapapers, how muoh better
tn read moral and religious books. For
the rest, remember that Lent is the time
for all eorts of good works. The ex-
amples of Jesus Cbrist and of Hie Blees-
ed Mother ought to be before your eyes
conatantly.

Draw near to God in this way during
Lent, and He will draw near to you.
8pend even one Lent in this way, and
you will be quite sure o spend the next
in the same way, aud all that come after
it. By and by there will be no need of
Lent, for you will epjoy & perpetusl never
ending Easter in heaven,

THE IRISH CROFS IN 1894.

Official tables have just been issued by
the Registrar General showrzt:lg the extent
in statute acres and the produce of Irish
orops in tl}ggeag 1894, these tables bo!ng
sccompanied with the observations o
the District-Inspectors of the Royal Irish
Constabulary and of the Sergeants of the
Moetropolitan Police, who soted as Buper-
intendents of the Agrionltural Statistica.
There are also tables showing the aver-
ago yearly extent under the principal
crops and their average produce in the
ten years, 1884-93, as well as bee-keeping
statistics for the season of 1898,

Comparing the extents under the
several ceresl crops in 1894 with those
for 1898, there has been a decrease of
103 per cent. In the number of acres
under wheat, a decrease of 25 per cent.
in barley, & decrease of 114 per ocent. in
rye, with an increase of 05 per oent. in
oats. Potatoes have decreased by 61,
182 aares, or 7'9 per cent.

The average yield per acre of ocereal
crops, in 1854, com with 1898, ex-
hibits an incresse in wheat of 0'4 owt.
and in barley of 07 owt. while there is &
decrease in oata of ("1 owt. in bere of 0.8
owt. and in rye of 06 cwt. In other
crops, potatces show a decrease of 1'6
tons, turnips of 28 tons, mangel Wursel
and beet of 17 tons, and flax of 25
stones. .

Tbe total produce of wheat in 1894 was
820,490 owts,, being 8'0 per oent under
the produce for the preceding year, and
30'5 per cent. under the avers*e for ten
years 1884-98. The total quantity of oats
was 19,290,995 cwts. being 06 oent.
under the produce in 1398, The total
quantity of barley was 2,812,679 ewts,,
being an increase of 1'8 per cent. as com-
pared with the return for 1898. The to-
tal produce of potatoes was 1,878,164
tons, being 88 9 per cent. below the yield
in 1894, and a decrease equivalent to 83
9 per cent. as compared with the average
produce for the ten years 1884-88. The
turnip crop was 4,279,404 tons, being 117
per cent. under the produce in 1898, and:
111 per cent.above the average for the
ten preceding years: and the total quan-
tity of mangel warzel and beet-root was
753,18923 tons, being 1'4 per cent, less than
in 1893.

Flax yielded 21,588 $ons, being 30 8 pex
cent. over the produce in 1898 and 28'8
per cent. above the average quantity for
the ten years 1884-93, The produce of hay
from olover, sainfoin and grasses under
rotation was 1,494,026 tons, showing &n
increase equal to 18 6 per cent. as com-
pared with the quantity in 1898, while
the hay from permanent pasture and
grass not broken up in rotation amount-
ed t0 3,845,389 tons, or 18'0 per cent. in
excess of such produce in 1888.
