as the act declares, in a way that actually
amazed me.

If the peasant who drove nie over to Killy-
rotherum did not add muck to my knowledge of
Treland by the accuracy of his facts or the fixity
of his opinions, the Rev, Dan assuredly made
amends for all the short-comings; for he saw
the whole thing at a glance, and knew why Ire-
land was ucgovernable, and Low she could be

been a trineph on bebalf of endowments, while the
Oburch i3 unanimons on the principle of Establisa-
ments. The discussion, morecver, brought oat con-
spicuously the great Protestaut spirit of the Church;
and in the Bpeeches of many of the clergy there was
a Christian liberality of sentiment towarda other
Protestant Ohurches which is in the highest degree
commendable. All joined in the protest againai the
State ministering to the establishment of Roman
Oatholicism.’ It remarks with satiafaction that the
ministers expreased their opinions freely, and in many
cagea with a power of debate which reflected credit
on the Oburch. As regards the freedom of speech,
the compliment, i: must be admitted, is well deserved.

Dafence Association in Dablin, together with their
various hraoches thronghout Ireland, waited yester-
day upon the Premicr at bie official residence in
Downing street, for the purpose of laying before him
resolutions pagied by those bodiea in reference to the
proposed disestablishment and disendowment of the
Irish Chureb, and of making statements in supyport of
those resolutions. The following nobleman snd
gentlemen represented the Ulster Protestant Defence
Association :—Marquis of Downsbire, Sir Eémund
Macnaugbten, D L. ; 8ir F'. Heygate, M.P. ; Sir J., B.
Tennant, John Mulholland, D.L. ; High Sheriff Down,
Jokn McGildowney, D.L.; the Governor of the hon -
ourable the Irish Society ; Rev. O. Seaver honourable
secretary ; Rev. H, Henderson, Presbyterian minister ;
Rev. D. Macalee, Wesleyan; W. Ewart, and R, T.
McGeagh. Tkte other bodies were largely represen-
ted also- The Marquis of Downshire having intro-
duced the deputation, said that they represented all
clagses and denominations of Protestants ia all parts
of Ireland. o coasequence of the recent attacks
upon the Irish branch of the United Qhuzch, Protes-
tant Defence Aasociations had besn formed which
bad braaches in varions parts of Ireland, and they
had come to resolutions which the deputation now
submitted to the head ot Her Mijesty’s government.
The Rev. Mr, Henderssn, Precbyterian mintster, said
be bad, on behalf of the Protestauts of Ireland, to
urge upon the goverament ths adoption ofa decided,
distisct and strong Proteatant policy. (Lond cheers.)

With the exception, however, of the breaking ot a
fow panes cf glass in the chapel school-bouse, and
koock dowus experienced by HerdfConstable
Mervyn and Sergeant Beatie respactively, no excegses
were ccmmitted. Friday passed peacebly; but
romour, with her thousand tongues, agserted that
reinforcements would meet on Saturday with the
object of smashing the chapel. Meanwhile. addi-
tional police were guietly drafted in from Gilford,
Laurencetown,Lovghbrekland, Moira, and Ballyally
districts, avd every exertion made by the local
magistracy to preserve the peace of the neighborbood.
About tea o’clock on Saturday evenfog the drum-

miog parties hove in sight atd a cordon of police
wag drawe across Dromore street, pear tls chapel,
to prevent them from advenciog upon it. The

persuasions of sub-inspectors and head-constables
were fatile. Onwards they marched, flushed sud

excited, and by cheer crushing, broke through the

cordon of police, aud then commenced an unpro-
voked and cowardly assault upon taoe police in
ahowers of stones. A rnsh was then made to the
houses of the principle Roman Qatholic townsmen
and mobocracy, in Banbridge asm other large towns,
ooce more left hamiliatiog evidence of its
power in the smsshing of glaes. 1n Bridge-
gtreet the windowsa of Mr. Hagh Hall’s 5iblic house
and conteats were emashed. Scarcely neigle pace
wag left in the windows of Mr. Henry Megrath, shoe-
maker, in the same etreet. The mob then ecrossed
the street and attacked the house of Mr. Bernard
Roney, publican, whose windows they smashed to
ths extent of rbove thitty panes. Thbe widdows of
e James M*Aleavey, J M'Neill, and Ser. Beattie we:e
aleo demolished. At the foot of Reilly.street they
smashed above forty panes ia P. Tually’s Ruailway
Hotel. To-morrow are coming two troops of dra-
goons, two companies of isfantry. and fifty addi-
tional policemen. Forty strange polica ars already
arrived in Banbridge. There has been comparative
guiet to-Aay, but it is feared the riot will break out
again to-morrew  The police, several of whom are
mare or lesa hurt are gusrding the Roman Catholic
chapel.— Norithern Whig. . :

Hia cage
was not bigh enough for him to stand erect, aod he
remained constantly in a sitting posture, leaving bick
againset the timber when be slept. His limbs could
not be straightened, bis hair wans never trimmed ; and
for cleanliness he received ouly the atteotion given
to & poorly kept animal. Io fact. he bad last all
appearance of 3 human beine; snd had npearly last
bis facalty of speech. No offici:! or legul iuvestiga-
tiop of his ease, or hig cluss of cases, haa ever been
made by the Government, but he was leftin this piti-
able, but napitied, sta‘e, in the midst of a highly en-
lightened and Christian people, to how! aud shriek

Poor Law.—Acco'ding to & Return just published
it appears that the total number of paupers relieved
io Eogland and Waleg during the past year was
931 546, 157,310 of which number were in-door and
794 236 out-door paupers, and of the total pumber
24,379 were lonatic papuers in asylums and licensed
house2. A eimilar return for the metropolis only
shows there were 122 454 relieved daring thelast year,
of which 33,070 were in-door and £9,384 out.door
paupers; and of the total number 4,430 were Junpatic
paupers in asylums and licensed houees, The aver-
age of pauperism i3 taken upon the returns of the
pergons who were actually in receipt of relief on tae
1st of July and Ist of Janusry in the parochial year.

NEWS OF THE WEZK.

The Trish Church question has at last got into
the House of Lords, and bas provoked a long
and lively debate. The majority of the House
geemed to be decidedly opposed to disendowment,
and would no doubt had they the power, gladly
maintaia the Irish Protestant Establishment
iotact.

Wt efféct t is asked; Will the répeal of the

‘Concordat betwixt Rome ‘and, Austria. by the

last named; have upon the Catholics of the Em-
pire? To se far.as, thewr moral obligations ace
couceraed, it will have, and-can have none. It
can impose upon them no fresh duties, it can re-
lease them from none of their pre-existing moral
obligations. 'What man’s law may say is to the
true Catholic nothing but a mere druium fud-
men, when it 1s contrary to what God’s law, as
propounded by the Catholic Cburch says upon
the same subject: and though the State may
break its faith, still all men are, and ever will
remain under obligation to keep faith,and lo treat
the laws of the State contrary thereunto as a
dead letter. For mstance, thongh the civil law
in Austria way recognise as valid sexual unions
contracted contrary to the laws of the Church,
these upoos will not therefore cease to be in-
famous, impure, and in . a word mortal sin—the
parties to which will, 1n consequence, be excom

municate, and outcasts from the Christian com-
munity. What the State can do, and all that
can do is this :—'To do away with certain civil
penalties heretofore attached to certain acts pro-
hbited by the Church ; but the moral obligation
to refrain from these acts mill remaic in force as
before. Lo a few words addressed in a Circular
to his Clergy by coe of the Austrian Bishops, the

matter is put in a clear lignt:—

# The Concurdat i & Treaty betwizt the Pope and
tbe Emperor. In virtue of his supreme spiritual ag-
thority, the Pope has impoaed this Treaty as eqcle-
giastical 1aw on all Austrian Oatholics; on the other
baud, the Bmperor Lad, in virtue of his temjoral
power, imposed it ag civil law. Thas we were under
a double obligation to obey the law. By the Qivil
Laws published ov the 25th ot May, certain stipula-
tiona of the Concordal bave lost their character as
Civil Lawg : nevertheloss for us, Austrian Oatholica
—tbe obligation to follow them faithfully still exiats,
because they continue to be rolizions laws, till the
Pops sbrogate or medify them. Thisis the inflzzible
rule, based upon dogms, whick we are bound to fol-
low”

——

Both Austria and Italy are virtually bankrupt
since they avow themselves uuable to pay thew
debts and make, their inabllity their excuse for
breach of faith with their creditors. Both have
taxed the mncomes of their bond-holders, whe-
ther foreign or domestic, an act which is equiva-
lent to repudiation, This shows how very dan-
gerous it is to give credit to Liberal Govern—
ments, as they never fail to take the first op-
portumity to cheat those who trust them with
their mopey. The Loadon " Times has the fol-

lowiog comments :—
ugtill, the worat featare exhibited in the recent re

solutions of the Austrian Reichsrath and the Italian
House of Daputies lies lesa in the import of the votes
themsselves than in the implied ahandooment of
principle, The common aaying that ‘one may &8
well be hanged for * a sheep a8 fora lamb ! wiil eagily
soggest itgelf. Almost every European State is more
or legs bowed down under the incabus of its liabili
ties. If, in order to rid itself of the load, & country
has only toehake it off by a Parliamentary division,
it will acon be found that more than ons, or two, or
three csn piay at that game, If Spain and Greece
are to be deprived of their monopoly of dishonesty, if
all senee of shame is to be removed by whitewashing
at the Bankraptcy Court, if * bage i the alave that
pays’is to be the motto of civilized nations, thers
is an end, not only of all poblic oredit, but of all
confident intercourse between States, Extravagance
baa gone too far for us to look upon such a bresk
down es an impogeibility, but we would fain hope
that Austria and italy, who, by their late votes, have
gone the first otep on tqe dowaward road, will oot be
tempted by the fucilis descensus to proceed further in
the same direction.

The Reforma, a Garibaldian organ, published
at Florence, complains bitterly of the apatty,
not to say the active hostility, of the people of

the Pontifical States:—

1 Tt i3 well that we shonld indalge no meore illu-
sions on this point. All tbess populationa are so
brotalised that they care neither for Italy nor for
unification, neither for liberty, nor for the canse
whish onr volunteers uphold, and which the Floren.
tine Government sbandons, Why, and for whom
di& we expose ourgelves ta the bullets of the soldiers
of the Pope? On our entry ianto Mentana, not a cry
of joy or of encouragement was heard., During the
fight, not a hand waa atretched ont to us, not one of
the inhabitante bad a word of conaolation (o give
us.”

Harp 6N THE Bovs.—It is a great shame,
and a great evil that there are not in Montreal
free public baths, open at reasonable hours to
those who caunot afford to pay for a good wash
this hot weather, As it is, 1f an unhappy boy
ventures into the wiver, be is pounced upon by
the Police, and fined or sent to jail, Now
certainly the laws of decency should be en-
forced ; but 1t 1s very bard upon the poor that
they bave no means of bathing, and money could
not be better bestowed than in furnishing them
with conventences for that purpose at the public
expence. It would promote the health of tbe
city ; and as there 18 a connection betwixt moral
and physical purity, we believe that the public
morals would be improved by a litlle timely ex-
peaditure on public baths, and wash-houses,

The Evening Telegraph complains that the
public Squares and Gardens are closed on Ca-
tholic holidays, but are left open on Sundays.
Our contemporary goes on to say :—

The fault lies at the door of the civic authori-
ties ; and we can assure our contewmporary that
Catholics have no more desire to impose upon
their Protestant fellow-citizens any burdens with
respect to # Saints’ Days” -than they have the
intention ‘o submit to the irksome restraints of
the Puritan Sabbatb, which some fanatics would,
bad they the power, gladly impose upon us.

The Rev. Mr. Lemauff dealt principally with
the state of the Church in Algeria and its rejs.
glous nstitutions, giving many lnteresting factg
connected with the La Trappe Mouastery
which bad rendered so much assistance to the’
unfortusate victims of the late famine, and of tpe
actions of the first Bishop of Algeria, lus obtayn.
ing some of the relics of St. Augustin, solemunlp
received in Algeria; s peaceable influence with
Abd-el-Kader, and his effectiog an exchange of
prisoners of a most advantageous pature. Alsp
the generous action of the present Emperor Na:
poleon III., who undertook all the debts which
the good Bishop had left behind, caused by bis
excessive charity,

Mr. Rion then resumed s account of tye
country,.glving an account of the present state
of Algeria, its climate only prevented from beiog
perfect by the occasional sirocce, its extreme
fertility, producing tobacca, cotton, wines, and
many other articles 11 abuadance 3 1ts population,
dwelling particularly upou the grounds of hape
th_ev bad of civiliziog the tribes of the Mouatain
Districts, who were incustrious, rarely polyga-
mus, and still remembered that tbey had once
been Christians. He spoke much of difficulties
thrown in the way of any human single influence
on their part by the absolute Military power
being subservient to the commandants of each
District, whose interest it was to keep these up.
fortunate people degraded, and at variance with
the French rule, as an easy methad of obtainiog
military glory, so-called.

The Revd. gentleman drew a pawful picture
of the Misrule arising from this state of things,
and the great difficulty of effecting any good,
where always thwarted by the Arab Goverament
departments, but stated that the matter would,
be h-ped, be discussed before the Emperor
shortly by the Acchbbishop and Bishops on the
one side, and the heads of the departments on
the other, and they could aot but believe, that
success would attend tbe cause of religioa and
civilization, :

Tbe Very Rev. Mr, Lemauff theo concluded
the entertaioment with a few well chosen and
bandsome remarks.

— The} Caughnawaga Io-
dians, on the 24tb Juse, celebrated the festival
of St. Jobn the Baptiste with strange formalitier,
A procession headed by a stalwart chief bearing
a bandsomely worked banper, and composed of
the cure and his acolytes with a large number of
squaws, Indians and paconses started from the
church at 4 o’clock. Slowly winding along the
river it passed vpwards through the willage, while
the equaws and Iadians in alternate chorus,
chanted the service of their faith, The: strange
dresses, the soft quamnt singieg of the women,
and the many evidences of peculiar customs that
oo this boliday brought forth on every side, m-
vested the scene with great interest. Near to
the wharf, a lofty pine sapling hac been erected.
Its trunk was stripped of branches save three
clumps at the upper extremity, which were
divided by ribbons of red paint, while around the
base a large quantity of wood bad been piled.—
Near this point the galleries and roadwaya were
crswded with the braves. many of whom looked
as _lf they were ahout to start on the war—path,
as it was noticeable that fire-arms of every im-
aginable pattern bad been brought nto requisi-
tion. The moment the procession arrived, the
bonfire was lighted. Two or three Indians
rapidly ewrcled the tree, firing mto the centre of
the flames, and then retired ioto the crowd.—
Then the topmost red band became a target, and
ball after ball was aimed at it, untill the stem
was cut through, and the top branches fell into
the plain below. Thea toeir attack was divert
ed. to the second ribbon of red, and, after much
firing, tis part of the tree also gave way. = The
third circled a diameter of at least three inches,
which proved to great for the bullets (o master,
80 1t was left to undergo the on-set that halta
hundred youog red-skins at once commeoced
with stones. This ceremony of striking the top
frem the tree 13 typical among the Indians of the
beheading of John the Baptist. Many of the
houres were decorated, and at one point a long
string of orpaments were strelched across the
street.

and that the statement thoa explained does not imply
tke Roman Catholic doctring of Transabstantistion
sgainst which the Church of Eagland iz supposed
to protesat by one of her articles. This distinctien
is of course far too subtle for mewspsper erlticism,
even if the sobject were stherwise appropriste. We
can deal with it only ag matter of current history
and with reference to the probable effact of the con-

Hs says that he has
hearé ofite design with great regret and sorrow, and
be directs the Governor to use all his * legitimata in-
flience’ to prevent such o measurs from being
carried ont, What the ¢ leritimate influence’ of the
Governor may be in such a cage, wa do not know.
Ttmay be suppased, perbape. in & matter of couscience,
to be merely persuasive, if the pursuits of a Governor
can be held to fit him for that kind of srgument.
The Duke, however, means something more than
his on his owp bebalf, whatever may be bis istantion
as to the Governor, for he closes his letter by iofore
ming hisaubordinate that if any person holding any
ecclesiagtical appointment in the Calzoy ghall veo-
ture to take apy part in the coneecration of s rival
to Dr. Colengs, Her Majeaty's Coupciloras will feel
bound to advise the cancelling of that person’s ap-
pointment. Copeidering that Courts of law have
held that the Ohurch of England in Routh Africa
oocupies only the same position as aoy other religions
organization, and that it is incorporated by enact
ments of the Coloxniai Legislatcre all this geems to
usto be a very remarkable exercise of Qolonisl
office authority.

Amongst us
I have no doubt that you will contribute to
mamtain the present friendly relations existing
between Russia and France, to which I attach
the highest value. o

The Emperor Napoleon has already signified
his assent to the proposal of Russia, tending to
prolubit the use of explosive missiles by armies in
tima of war.

yFor several days past a sensation article of
the Kreuz Zeitung, the organ of the Federal
party, bas been much discussed. The coo-
temptuous apd mocking tone of this arlicle has
been noticed by everybody ; but it seems to us
that the political lesson it contains has oot been
sufficiently recognised. In our opision, we have
only to re-read it with attention to understand
what are tke reasons which excite in Europe so
much distrust of French policy. Foreign na-
tions mustrust us, Why ? Because it ts thought
that leckizg liberty, and being no longer-able to
employ our activily and our national ardour in
bome affairs, we necessarily tend to transfer them
to foreign affairs. Tlns argument has often been
urged by the English joursals; right or wrong,
it passes for an incontestable truth throughout a
great part of LEurope. But this 1s not all.—
Prussia bas profited at once by the mustrust
agamst us of Europe, and the want of foresight
of our Government to cbtain for herself a pre.
dominant posthion ia the centre of Europe; and
-her iptimate alllance with Russia 13 a mystery to
no one. So that the two cabivets of Berlin and
St. Petersburg united bear with an enormous

weight upon the” destinies of Europe. Before
the faults of 1866, 1t might have been said that !

our sincere desire to marntain peace sufficed to
ensure 1ts prevalence throughout the world, and
that no importaot question could receive a solu-
tion which was completely displeasing to us. It
is no longer the same now, and the Kreuz Zei-
tung, following many other papers, German and
Russian, takes a pleasure m placing io relief the
entirely new position made for Fracce by the
battle of Sadowa. This pride, which 1s that of
the federal pacty far more than that of Germany,
has nothing very surprising in 1t still less any-
thing very alarming. ¢ The really surprising
thiag is the care with which certain of our semi-
cfficial papers dwell upon the semi-offictal Prus-
sian articles,-and take delight in poicting out all
therr bitterness.’” Do they think to restore con-
fidence thus to lbe public mnd, and give an im-
petus to industmal and commercial undertakings ?
‘When the Government does not withhold pacific
assurances, bave the semi-cfficial jourmals per-
mission to maintain a certain amount of agilation
by their comments upon the pride of the Prus-
sian squires?  Or is their only object to disert
our attention frem domestic questions by con-
tinually showing us the phantom of an approach-
wg collicion abroad T We 'might suppose so, but
the country will not fall nto the snare, and the
articles of the Hreuz Zeitung will not cause it
to forget its most pressing interest—that of li-
berty.

on the French debt by one million. The bur-
dens entailed on the two couatries by their past
extravagance were thus very pearly balance:d,
and the new loan whch the Freach Imperial
Goverpment 15 now contemplating will, m all
probability, turn the scales in our favour before
the year is over. The consequences of the
impending financial negotiation will be that the
French vaticn will have to pay for their debt a
larger interest than we do torours. The French
debt, both as to principal and interest, will shortly
be raised to a lesel with that of the United
States—a capital af 535 millions, with a charge
of 28 millions.— Ttmes.

Its nominees were bea-
ten in every instance; & circumstance which shows

At
Brassels the Liberals were victorious—the thirteen
namea which they adopted being returned. On the
whale the Ministry haa gained exactly one vote. The
writer in the Post proceeds to say: ‘ The continuned
alienation of Antwerp, once a strong hold of Liberal-
ism, is moch regretted.

OurNUMBRRING TH® ‘NATIVES ' — Population of
American lilies— Strenglh of the ¢ Forewgn’ Element,
~The New York Times says :—A cecusus just teken
of tke city of Chicago indicates the population as
consigting of 98,964 Americans, 92,433 Qermans,
45,543 Irish, 10,520 English and BScoteh, 10,992
Scandinavians, 9,144 persons of other nativities. In
other words, it appears that the native Ame-ican io-
babitants of Chicago constitute little more than a
third of the eotire population, which faots mp. in
round numbers, 268,000 son's. We guess this i the
largest proportion of foreigaera to the population of
aay city of the Union. It is a large increace gince
1850, at which time, according to the censue then
teken, the proportion of foreigners was but fifty per
cent. Thue increasa hss been mostly in Germans,
who bave become four times as numerouns ag at that
time, while the Irish have only doubled. It is pro-
bable that & census of St. Louls at thia {ime would
thow about as Jarge & proportion of Germans. Cip-
cinnati, aleo, ia a stronghold of the Germans. At
the time of the 1ast census they were twice as nu-
merous ag in Chicago; but we feel sure they have
cot had anythieg like r corresponding increage since
that time. Many people guppise that the foreigu-
born clement i3 predomiaant in New York, It was
not a0, however, at the time of the lzst nationmal
census, and we do no! believe it i 8o &t the present
day. The fiznres then showed a population of
505,000, of which 353,000, or 47 per cent, were of
foreign birth. The proportica has not been much
disturbed during the last eight years. Tt is true
that large nombars of European emigrants have
taken up their residence among us within that time;
but there is also a very large carreat of population
bitherward from thbe * rural districts’ srcnngd uvs, from
the New Ergland States,and, in short, from all parts
of the conntry.,
